Coliseum management pact reached
Snyder (Tuunber o f Commerce 

will lake over management o f 
Scurry County Coliseum next year 
—  and will have sole authority 
over personnel.

County commissioners voted 
unanimously for the management 
agreement Monday afternoon, 
which calls for the county to sub­
sidize operations in the amount o f 
$185,(XX) for the coming year.

Altliough the agreement was 
not a surprise, it came later than 
originally thought. The entities 
had expected to reach an agree­
ment last Ihursday, but discus­
sions soured when status o f cur­
rent coliseum employees came up. 
At that time. County Judge Bob 
Doolittle and Commissioner 
Ralph Trevey both said they felt 
current employees should be re­
tained for a one-year period.

‘Night Out’ 
to aid center

Scurry County Youth Center, 
hoping to open its doors in early 
1995, will have a Conununity 
Night Out this evening.

Five restaurants are sponsoring 
tlie event. Citizens participate by 
asking for a Community Night 
Out slip at any o f the restaurants. 
Fach restaurant will donate 20 
percent o f the purchase to the 
Youth Center.

Community Night Out slips 
will be available at Subway, Pizza 
Inn, Taco John’s, McDonald’ s and 
Spanish Inn.

The slips have also be handed 
out to all high school and junior 
high students.

Youth Center board members 
are currently negotiating with St. 
Elizabeth’ s Catholic Church for 
use o f a portion o f the former 
KatJierinc Ryan School facility.

Ihe purpose o f the center will 
be to provide a safe and healthy 
place o f recreation and entertain­
ment for Scurry County Junior 
high and high school students^

All funds for the center have 
come from local donations. There 
are no government or tax monies 
involved.

Haywood’s visit 
moved to Dec. 21

A scheduling conflict

Falls.

Originally set for 'Tues­
day, Dec. 20, Haywood ’s 
day-long visit in Snyder

Bob 
Bullock, presiding officer 
of the 'Texas Senate, had 
requested that Haywood 
be in Austin next Tuesday.

Chamber officials took the stance 
that if the chamber were to operate 
the coliseum, it should have hiring 
and firing power over employees.

Doolittle said Monday he had 
not been trying to derail the agree­
ment but was “just looking alter 
the future" o f county employees.

“Ihey are just in limbo out 
there,” said the judge, “ and they 
should be given every considera­
tion for employment widi the 
chamber.”

Donna Fowler, who will be tak­
ing over as chamber manager on 
Jan. 1, said she agreed that their 
status should be determined as 
quickly as possible. “ I f  the con­
tract is signed today, I guarantee 
that every present county em­
ployee at the coliseum will be con­
tacted within one week,” she said.

In accepting the proposal, com­

missioners agreed die chamber 
will receive all revenues generated 
from events held at the coliseum 
during the year. Any monies not 
spent out o f the $185,000 subsidy 
will be placed in a depreciation ac­
count designated for improve­
ments at the coliseum complex.

Chamber directors will also 
have complete authority over the 
buildings, exhibits and improve­
ments at the facility. 'The income 
and revenue generated from the 
coliseum operation will go solely 
for the management, operation, 
maintenance, development and 
promotion o f the exhibits, build­
ings and improvements.

Die chamber will also pay, out 
o f funds available to it, all operat­
ing costs o f the coliseum complex.

A ll maintenance and repair 
costs related to the Department o f

Public Safety offices located in the 
annex will be paid by Scurry 
County and any major capital re­
pairs and equipment replacements 
will be the county’s responsibility.

Die agreement allows the 
chamber to retain the use o f all 
current equipment, and coliseum 
employees will have access to 
county equipment when needed 
for set-up or clean-up o f an event, 
l l ie  chamber can use and control 
any new equipment purchased for 
use at the coliseum. I f  the contract 
is ever terminated, all equipment 
purchased by the county will re­
main the property o f tlie county.

County employees from each 
precinct will continue to bring and 
operate equipment for installation 
and removal o f dirt from inside o f 
die coliseum for events that re­
quire it. 'They will also assist the

coliseum employees in die set-up 
o f equipment required for these 
events.

Also, due to the quality o f the 
present sound system in the coli­
seum, the county agreed to make 
replacements to bring the system 
to an acceptable level.

Liability insurance and ca.sualty 
insurance will also be provided by 
the county and the chamber will 
have the right to require users o f 
die coliseum to have liability or 
other insurance coverage as 
needed for each event.

The chamber will furnish a 
statement o f income and expenses 
to the commissioners each quarter 
and will furnish by mid-year, a 
proposed operating budget for the 
next fiscal year. The county will 
pay the $185,000 subsidy in quar­
terly payments in 1995.

Austin.”

Counts, who recently was re­
elected to the District 70 seat, last 
session served as chairman o f die 
House Natural  Resources  
Committee.

She also previously was assis­
tant postmaster at Dunn and has 
been acuve in the United Way, 
American Heart Association, 
American Cancer Society, and 
was district chairman for the 
March o f Dimes tJiis year.

She has been active in the 
Scurry County Fair Association 
for 16 years, and is a member o f 
the advisory board o f the Cogdell 
HospitaJ Foundation.

From local, wire reports
Scurry County entities which 

have money in TexPool aren’t 
buying into the “ scare” over the 
fund’ s investments —  their key 
concern is that the trend doesn’ t 
continue.

“ All the news articles have 
created a panic situation, but I 
think it’ s a sound and conservative 
investment,” said Snyder ISD 
Business Manager Lee McNair. 
“TexPool doesn’t invest in the 
same type o f funds that they are 
talking about in California.

“ Hie tiling that will hurt Tex­
Pool is i f  too many pull their 
funds. Ihe panic could hurt them,” 
McNair said.

Some $655 million more was 
pulled out o f the state-mn TexPool 
investment fund Monday, bring­
ing withdrawals to nearly $1 bil­
lion in two days, officials said.

Ihe day’s witJidrawals totaled 
more than 19 percent o f the fund’s 
assets.

State Treasurer Martha White­
head sought to reassure the pool’s 
governmental investors that the 
fund is sound and unrelated to the 
troubled Orange County, Calif., 
investments.

Ih e  Orange County losses were 
linked to risky investments in deri­
vatives. TexPool had only 2 per­
cent o f its holdings in derivatives 
and iliose have been sold, Mrs. 
Whitehead said last week.

Snyder ISD currently has about 
$31,(X)0 invested in TexPool. Ih e

“ W e get down to a low in Sep­

tember and October and we had 
pulled out almost everything any­
way,” said McNair, who added 
that the district will likely con­
tinue to use the fund.

“ W e’ ll probably wait until all 
this dies down and then I ’ d think 
we vvould continue,” he said.

Snyder ISD uses TexPool be­
cause it offers an interest rate o f 
three-quarters to one percent 
higher than CDs. To SISD, that 
means about $50,000 annually.

Scurry County has invested 
with TexPool for the same reason. 
'The county currently has about $3 
million invested in TexPool.

“ 'That’s a little ntpre than aver­
age because tax revenues are 
higher this time o f year than any 
other,” said County Treasurer 
Charlie Bell, who added the 
county averages about $1.5 mil­
lion in TexPool.

Scurry County has been invest­
ing in TexPool for about two 
years.

“ It’ s been real good,” said Bell. 
“ I don’t have any problems with 
TexPool.”

Like McNair, Bell is concerned 
about the scare.

“ 'That’s what causes the prob­
lem, not the investments. It con­
cerns me that people are getting 
scared. 'The scare may force me to 
pull some money out when really 1 
don’ t think there’s any need to do 
that. I have no problem with 'Tex­
Pool and types o f investments they 
are making.”

Bell estimated that the county’s 
return on TexPool is about 
$10,000 “ more than we’d get from 
anywhere else.”

“That’s not a lot o f money, so 
from that respect it doesn’ t bother 
me to pull it, but it just makes 
sense” to leave it in,” Bell said.

Western Texas College has also 
invested in TexPool, although the 
college recently pulled some 85 to 
90 percent o f its funds and placed 
tJiem with West Texas Stale Bank 
The reason for the move was a bet­
ter rate o f return at W'TSB at the 
time and came before tlie curreiii 
scare.

Altliough Gay Hickman. W TC 
vice president for business aiul fi­
nance, could not be reached today, 
he had reported the withdrawal of 
roughly $2 m illionof the college’s 
$2.9 million in Texlkxil during a

Smith indicted on murder 
charges in deaths of sons

UNION. S.C. (A P ) —  Susan 
Smith is already serving a sen­
tence o f her own creation, tor­
mented by the memory o f her 
sons’ deaths, so the fact that she 
now faces capital murder charges 
isn’ t her biggest concern, her la­
wyer said.

‘ ‘The prospect o f an early death 
is not what is causing Susan such 
pain right now. It is life that hurts 
her,’ ’ attorney David Bnick said 
after a grand jury indicted the 
23-year-old mother on miu-der 
charges Monday.

Mrs. Smith is accused o f  rolling 
her car down a boat ramp into a 
lake on Oct. 25, drowning her two 
small boys as they lay strapped in 
their car seats.

ITie case drew nationwide at­
tention* after she claimed that 
3 - y e a r - o l d  M i c h a e l  sttd 
14 - mo nt h - o l d  A l e x '  w e r e  
kidnapped in a carjacking. She 
made several tearful appeals on 
national television for their safe 
return before confessing nine days 
later that she had drowned them.

Mrs. Smith, who was separated 
from the boys’ father, said in her

confession that she contemplated 
suicide before pushing the car into 
the lake. She said she was de­
pressed after another man told her 
he was not ready for a family.

Bruck would not conunent on 
Mrs. Smith’s confession or details 
o f the case. He said she spends her 
days looking at photographs o f  the 
boys, praying for them and crying.

Painting a 
picture

If you were going to commission a 
portrait, would you strike a deal like 
Oliver Cromwell’s? He said to the artist, 
“Mr. Lely, I desire you would use all 
your skill to paint my picture truly like 
me, and not flatter me at all; but remark 
all these roughnesses, pimples, warts 
and everything as you see me, other­
wise 1 will never pay a farthing for it.”

In bridge, you build pictures in your 
mind’s eye of the layout of the missing 
cards. The more accurate the picture, 
the more likely you are to find the best 
play. In today’s deal, though. West 
missed a chance to paint an inaccu­
rate picture in declarer’s mind.

North’s two-heart cue-bid showed the 
black suits. South’s double promised 
values. Spades were agreed; then there 
was a lot of cue-bidding. After South’s 
redouble, showing a first-round heart 
control, North did too much bidding. If 
South had the K-Q of spades and the 
club king, she would bid seven.

Declarer won the first trick with the 
heart ace and led a spade to dummy’s 
jack. The spade ace brought down the 
king. Back to hand with a trump, de­
clarer played a club to dummy’s jack.

W ASH ING TO N (A P ) —  Vet­
erans are entering a Pentagon 
study on unexplained illnesses 

• from the Persian Gulf War in such 
high numbers that it could under­
mine the military’ s medical prog­
ram, an independent panel says.

In a report issued Monday, the 
Institute o f Medicine praised the 
Defense Department for its seri­
ous interest in the problem. But it 
expressed concern that research 
into so-called Persian Gulf syn­
drome could be overwhelmed by 
patient demands for treatment

From April, when the Pentagon 
registry began, through October 
some 9,000 Persian Gulf veterans 
sought examinations under the 
{xogram, and the number is grow­
ing at more than 1,000 patients a 
month.

“ This is much faster than pa­
tients can be cleared through the 
system,”  said the institute, an arm 
o f the National Academy o f  Sci­
ences that the Pentagon commis­
sioned to study the program.

It noted that some program o ffi­
cials have suggested that patients 
have turned to the registry “ to ob­
tain timely high-quality medical 
care not rapidly available to them 
otherwise.’ ’

This flood o f  patients has 
blurred the distinction between re­
search and treatment and could re­
quire a “ major investment o f 
medical personnel that may affect 
the Department o f  Defense’ s abil­
ity to carry out its other medical 
missions,”  the report suggested.

And it contended that the re - ' 
search aims o f  the Pentagon prog­
ram “ do not appear to be stated 
explicitly, nor does there appear to 
be a concrete epidemiological 
study plan.”

The registry was esublished to 
collect case study data that nuiy 
help provide answers as to why 
thousands o f  Gulf W ar veterans 
are suffering from such problems 
as muscle pain, resfrfratory and 
heart problems, hair loss and 
memory loss.

Among suggested causes are 
exposure to chemical or biological 
agents, environmental contamina­
tion or use o f untested vaccines, 
but military and Veterans Affairs 
Department doctors say they have 
been unable to pinpoint a single 
cause o f the syndrome. The V A  
has an' older registry that has al­
ready examined some 30,000 
veterans.

The Institute o f  Medicine said a 
summary o f  the first several 
hundred patients suggests that de­
finite diagnoses can be reached for 
most, with only a “ small frac­
tion”  remaining unclear. .

One way to make the study 
more efficient would be to curtail 
work-ups on patients with minor 
complaints, it said. “ Care must be 
taken, however, to avoid prema­
ture closure,”  it added. Both the 
Pentagon and the V A  have been 
criticized by veterans groups for 
ignoring, or making light of, the 
health complaints o f veterans.

The report also noted the “ high 
prevalence o f  psychosocial prob­
lems”  among patients in the 
study. The review “ revealed that 
many patients had both a medical 
disorder and a psychiatric disorder 
simultaneously. ’ ’

It said the Pentagon program 
should try to remove the stigma 
associated with psychiatric diag­
noses. “ Patients need to under­
stand that these are ‘real diseases’ 
that cause ‘real symptoms.” ’

It also noted the overlap o f 
some symptoms with “ other ill- 
defined syndromes”  such as 
chronic fatigue syndrome and 
multiple chemical sensitivity, but 
advised patients against conclud­
ing at this stage that such syn­
dromes were the cause o f  their 
health problems.

Clinton may outline tax cut 
plan in speech on Thursday

W ASH ING TO N (A P ) —  Try­
ing to get a jump on Republicans. 
President Clinton is previewing 
his new agenda in a speech Thurs­
day night, and is expected to an­
nounce his proposal for a middle- 
class tax cut

“  1 think what he’d like to do be­
fore Christmas and perhaps this 
week is outline in just a little bit 
more detail where he’ s going to 
take the country,”  White House 
spokeswoman Dee Dee Myers 
said Monday.

Clinton and senior advisers are 
considering a tax credit for fami­
lies earning less than $100,000 a 
year. Commerce Secretary Ron 
Brown was quoted as saying in to­
day’ s editions o f  The Washington 
Post Brown said there had been 
no decision on the upper income 
limit, but it was likely to be be­
tween $73,000 and $100,000.

Republicans are proposing cuts

for earnings up to $200,000.
Clinton is looking into a variety 

o f  radical budget surgery proce­
dures, including elimination o f  
complete agencies and depart­
ments, to reduce the deficit and 
pay for a tax reduction.

Top administration aides have 
suggested in recent weeks that a 
tax cut o f  about $30 billion over 
the next five years would be in­
cluded in the new budget. It would 
most likely benefit families with 
children, aides said.

The November GOP landslide, 
apparently fueled in part by Repu­
blican promises o f  lower taxes, 
pressured Clinton to come up with 
a tax-cut plan o f  his own.

CNN said it would broadcast 
Clinton’s speech live at 9 p.m. 
EST Thursday. Other networks 
said they had not yet decided on 
coverage.

Ex-leader 
acquitted 
in Brazil
Verdict seen as 
setback by some
RIÓ DE JANEIRO, Brazü (A P ) 

—  Former President Fernando 
CoIIor de M ello ’ s acquittal on cor­
ruption charges has outraged 
many Brazilians who see the ver­
dict as a step backward in the cru­
sade to clean up government.

A  divided Supreme Q>urt ruled 
5-3 Monday that there wasn’t 
enough evidence to convict Collor 
on the charges that forced him to 
resign in disgrace in 1992 follow ­
ing months o f  nationwide street 
protests.

The court excluded the prosecni- 
tion’ s strongest evidence against 
Collor —  computer disks detailing 
the workings o f  the purported cor­
ruption network and tapes o f 
phone conversations —  saying 
they were obtained illegally.

Congress had impeached Col­
lor, 45, for taking part in a scheme 
that netted up to $100 million in 
kickbacks from builders that were 
awarded public works contracts.

After a three-month trial, he 
resigned as the Senate met in De­
cember, 1992, to decide whether. 
to expel him from office. He was 
barred from public office until 
2001.

Some specialists in Brazilian 
law defencied the court for basing 
its ruling on technical grounds 
rather than political motives.

Explosion 
kills four

SIOUX C ITY , Iowa (A P ) —  
An explosion rocked a farm (diem- 
ical plant south o f  Sioux (Zity to­
day, killing at least four people, 
officials said.

One person was reported dead 
at a Sioux City hospital and three 
were dead at the Terra Industries 
plant, authorities at the scene said. 
The planti-about 10 milez aomh'of 
Sioux d iy i is the largest producer 
o f nitrogen-based fertilizers in 
Iowa.

The explosion caused numer­
ous injuries and kix>cked out four 
nearby electricity generating sta­
tions. As a precaution, hundreds o f 
people were evacuated from an In­
dian casino about 10 miles away.

‘ ‘The word that I heard was ‘de­
vastated,’ ”  said Keith Wilkins, di­
rector o f 911 services in W ood­
bury County. “ It is a refinery-like 
complex. It has multiple buildings 
in tills complex. M y understand­
ing is that it was extemely seri­
ous.”  He said however that there 
were no reports o f  toxic materials 
leaking.

Bell’s palsy calls for testing
By Peter H. Gott. M.D.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My daughter has 
developed Bell’s palsy for the second 
time. Should she be taking medicine 
to prevent further damage?

DEAR READER; Although the 
cause of Bell’s palsy (paralyzed mus­
cles on one side of ̂  fsce) is usually 
obscure, cannot be diagnosed, and is 
untreatable, in some cases the disor­
der is caused by a viral infection, a 
tumor or Lyme disease (a type of bac­
terial infection).

In my opinion, your daughter needs 
testing, such as a CT scan and appro­
priate blood tests, to identity a treat­
able cause for the recurring palsy. I 
suggest that your family physician 
refer her to a neurologist for the nec- 
essaiy examinations.

It’s important for your daughter to 
get to the bottom of this issue before 
permanent paralysis ensues. For 
example, cortisone may remedy a 
virus infection, surgery may be neces­
sary for a tumor, or antibiotics will 
cure Lyme disease.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I have a hiaUl 
hernia and have been prescribed five 
medications for refiux. My famity doc­

tor has given me hydrocodone in the 
past for this and now sa^^ he won’t 
prescribe a sixth medicine for control 
of the severe pain. How, then, am I 
supposed to take care of the intense 
diwxrmfort I suffer?

DEAR READER: I ’m puzzled why 
your pain is so resistant to medica­
tion. Hiatal hernia may be associated 
with refiux — the painful backwash of 
gastric add into the lower esophagus 
— which almost always can be con­
trolled by drugs, such as Prilosec, that, 
reduce the production of add.

In my opinion, you should forego the 
fruitless odyssey of searching for an 
analgesic. Instead, you should focus 
on the diagnosis of your pain.

First, you need a gastroenterologist. 
Such a specialist w ill perform  
endoscopy, a test to examine your 
esophagus and stomach to determine 
if more than a hiatal hernia is present.

For example, you could have an 
ulcer that resists therapy or the con­
tinuing irritation o f the reflux may 
have produced a condition known as 
Barrett’s esophagus, pre-malignant 
changes in the cells lining this organ.

Second, as you may know, cardiac 
pain — notably heart-muscle spasm

called “angina” — often mimics the 
pain of refiux, and — for obvious rea­
sons — is treated differently, with 
nitroglycerine, for instance.

Therefore, you should have a stress 
test, too. Your family physician can 
coordinate this, in conjunction with a 
referral to a gastroenterologist. Let 
me know what the doctors conclude.

Circuit judge clears way for 
tobacco class action lawsuit

FDA OKs some adult drugs 
for children without tests

W ASHINGTON (A P ) —  Phar­
maceutical companies may soon 
sell drugs fc»'pediatric use without 
doing special research to prove the 
medicine will be as safe and effec­
tive in children as in adults.

The Food and Drug Admi­
nistration is trying to end a stale- 

I aune that has drug oompanies re- 
i hising tp do pediatric reaeaich and 
pediatricians using their drugs 
an3Tway without any guidance on 
dosage or side effects.

**We have a duty to our child­
ren.”  said FD A (Commissioner 
David Kessler, who was unveiling 
new pediatric drug labeling reg­
ulations today. ” W e can get the 
information we need to treat our 
children safely and effectively i f  
we think creatively and are willing 
to commit resources to the 
challenge.”

The FDA has required intensive 
pediatric trials before drugs are 
labeled for child use, research that

is so expensive and difficult that 
few companies do i t  

About 80 percent o f  prescrip­
tion drugs sold in this country 
never get formal approval for 
children’s use, yet pediatricians 
prescribe some o f thos^ drugs for 
children every day with no gui­
dance on proper use. , .. ,,,

The new regulations say certain 
adult drugs can skip the pediatric 
trials. Those eligible are for dis­
eases that afflict children just as 
they do adults, and must provide 
basic safety dau such as blood- 
chemical research that predicts 
children’s bodies will treat the 
drug as adults’ do.

The FD A is ordering manufac­
turers to re-examine their pre­
scription drugs aixi within two 
years submit applications to 
change the labeling on any that 
may fall under the new regulation. 
Not every drug will pass the test 
for pediatric use and some compa-

“ It’s a tough thing and I under­

He noted that certain drogs have 
very different reactions in child­
ren. Aspirin can give some child­
ren Reye’s syiKlrome, and the 
antihistamines that cause drowsi­
ness in adults can make children 
hyperactive.

“ A  child is not just a fraction o f 
an adult ... who gets a smaller 
dose,”  W olfe said. “ The risk 
might be more serious in a child. I f  
you don’t collect the information, 
you won’ t know that.’ ’

M IAM I (A P ) —  Thousands o f 
flight attendants who say dieir 
health was damaged by second­
hand smoke inside planes can 
band together in a class-action 
lawsuit against tobacco compa­
nies, a judge ruled.

A  $5 billion lawsuit filed by 30 
flight attendants can be expanded 
to include up to 60,000 attendants 
who say the smoke injured their 
health, Dade County Circuit Judge 
Robert Kaye ruled Monday.

Kaye’s decision is the first in 
the nation to allow a class-action 
against tobacco companies on be­
half o f non-smokers.

, “ Some o f  the flight attendants 
devrioped lung ca n ce rs  a-reault 
o f  their exposure to secondhand 
smoke, many others have sinus, 
bronchial and all kinds o f  respirat­
ory diseases,”  said their lawyer, 
S t^ e y  Rosenblatt.

The defendants include Ameri­
can Brands, the American To­
bacco Co., Brooke Group Ltd., 
Liggett Group, Loews Corp., Lor- 
illard Inc., Philip Morris and RJR 
Nabisco.

The class-action status “ is a tre­
mendous step in terms o f protect­
ing those in the airline industry, 
and it is a significant step in pro­
tecting the rights and needs o f 
non-smokers.”  Sherri Watson, a 
lobbyist for the American Lung 
Association, told The New York 
Times.

Tobacco companies “ think the 
decision is wrong and it will be 
overturned on appeal,’ ’ said (Tiar-
