JFK  tapes
BOSTON (A P ) —  Con­

gressional leaders pressed 
President John F. Kennedy 
to take m ilita ry  a c tion  
against Cuba at the outset o f 
the Cuban missile crisis, ac­
cording to previously unre­
leased secret White House 
tape recordings.

“ Khrushchev has once 
again rattled his missiles and 
we must react,”  Sen. R i­
chard Russell told the presi­
dent in a briefing recorded 
by microphones concealed 
in wall sconces in the Ca­
binet room.

The tapes about the crisis 
which brough the world to 
the brink o f  nuclear war 
were made available this 
morning by the John F. Ken­
nedy Library in Boston.

They cover meetings held 
Oct. 22, 1962, about a week 
after aerial reconnaissance 
photographs revealed the 
p r e s e n c e  o f  a S o v ie t  
medium-range ballistic mis­
sile site under construction 
near San Cristobal in central 
Cuba.

Arguing against military 
action, Kennedy said that 
“ the idea o f  a quick strike 
was very tempting”  but an 
air attack alone could not 
d e s t r o y  al l  the S o v i e t  
missiles.

approved a contract with Honey­
well, Inc. for heating, ventilation 
and air conditioning repair.

Approval o f  the contract was 
the purpose o f today’ s called 
meeting and the only item on the 
agenda.

Under the contract, the cost o f 
the improvements will be no more 
than $204,000. Completion o f the 
projea is expected within 150 
days, beginning Jan. 3. Mike 
Ryim, with Honeywell, Inc., out 
o f Lubbock, said the lengthy re­
pair time is necessary to avoid 
shutdown or disruption o f any por­
tion o f the hospital. OtJierwise, he 
said, the work could be completed 
in 40 days.

“ By coordinating with the hos­
pital, we hope to not affect any-

one’s comfort level,”  Flyim said.
Should it be necessary to shut 

down any heating or cooling, 
Honeywell can bring in auxiliary 
sources, he said.

The hospital is seeking to re­
store the hospital’ s air flow system 
in the older part o f the facility. The 
system was first installed in 1952 
and renovated in 1960.

The cost o f the project does not 
include asbestos abatement. That 
was originally expected to cost the 
hospital $10,000 or more. It could 
possibly be achieved with as little 
as $3,5(X), Honeywell representa­
tives said today.

The entire project is expected to 
improve comfort in the facility 
while upgrading the equipment. 
Honeywell also guarantees to pro­
vide training and on-going 
services.

“This is a turn key project, guar­
anteed to have the system perform 
as well or better than it was origi­
nally designed,” said Ed Nichols, 
another Honeywell representative 
who attended this morning’ s 
meeting.

Although specific monies have 
not been set aside for the project, 
CEO Jeff Reecer said the hospital 
has budgeted $130,(X)0 in capital

approvements for heating and air 
conditioning over the next three 
years.

DPS predicts 55 traffic 
deaths during holidays

AUSTIN (A P ) —  The state De­
partment o f Public Safety on 
Tuesday predicted that as many as 
55 people could die in traBic acci­
dents in Texas during the CIhrist-

Com petency motion filed
LU B B (X :K  —  A  United Sutes 

attorney has filed a motion to de­
termine whether Johonnas Eicke, 
one o f three people charged in an 
alleged SI trillion banking scam, 
is competent to stand trial.

Eicke, a former Snyder resi­
dent, was arraigned Tuesday be­
fore U.S. Magistrate J.Q. Wamick 
Jr. in a federal district courtroom.

U.S. Attorney Steven M. Suesy 
said he filed a motion to have 
Eicke undergo psychiatric or psy­
chological testing to determine if  
he is competent to stand trial and 
whether he was competent at the 
time o f the alleged criminal 
activity.

Wamick has not yet ruled on the 
motion.

Eicke, 39, his 42-year-old 
brother, Arlie Thomas Eicke o f 
Snyder, and 29-year-old Heather 
M. Altshuler o f  Denver were 
named in a 21-count federal in­
dictment unsealed on Oct. 31.

They are charged with conspi­
racy, wire fraud, mail fraud and in­
terstate transportation o f falsely 
made securities. According to the 
indictment, the scheme revolves 
around bogus cashier’s checks 
written on Central Dominion 
Trust, a non-existent bank in 
Snyder. Authorities say the bank 
consisted o f a fax machine, com­
puter and a post office box.

Checks written on the bank tot­
aled $1 trillion, including one 
S 100-billion check sent to the U.S. 
Attorney’ s office in Dallas to 
cover other outstanding securities. 
Authorities said only one check, 
for $50,000, was ever successfully 
cashed.

Johannas Eicke was arrested in 
Detroit on Oct. 28. His arraign­
ment had been pending since his 
return to Lubbock on Dec. 7. Last 
week. Magistrate Wamick ap­
pointed Lubbock attorney Marvin

Williams to represent him. Arlie 
Eicke was arrested in Snyder on 
Oct. 30. He pleaded not guilty and 
is free on $5,000 bond.

Altshuler was arrested in Lon­
don on Nov. 1. Her extradition is 
still pending, Suesy said.

Trial date for the brothers has 
been set for Feb. 6, but Suesy said 
it will likely be postponed because 
o f the competency motion and the 
fact that Altshuler has yet to be ex­
tradited. Suesy said he is also con­
sidering filing a motion to test 
Altshuler’ s competency to stand 
trial after she is eventually re­
turned to the United States.

“ W e plan to have all three tried 
at the same ume,” said Suesy. 
“ Our feeling is this is a conspiracy 
and ordinarily, co-conspirators are 
tried together.”

I f  convicted o f all charges, each 
defendant could receive a maxi­
mum prison term o f 110 years and 
a fine o f $5.25 million.

“ This time o f year we ought to 

really be celebrating and having a 
happy time rather titan ending up 
in tragedy,’ ’ said DPS Traffic Law 
Enforcement George King.

The DPS accident records bu­
reau esUmated that up to 30 people 
will die in traffic wrecks during 
the 78-hour Christmas holiday 
period, which mns from 6 p.m. 
Friday to midnight Monday, Dec. 
26.

For the 78-hour New Year’ s 
period, which mns from 6 p.m. 
Friday, Dec. 30 until midnight, 
Jan. 2, the department estimates 
another 25 traffic deaths.

King said alcohol was a factor 
in 54 percent o f the fatal accidents 
during the last Christmas and New 
Year’ s holiday season.

He urged travelers to buckle up, 
noting that most o f  those who died 
were not wearing seatbelts.

Eighty-two percent o f  the 
Christmas traffic victims had been 
unrestrained, and 68 percent o f the 
New Year’s victims weren’ t wear­
ing seatbelts, the DPS said.

Last C!hristmas weekend, there 
were 34 traffic fatalities, and 28 
during the New Year’s weekend 
for a total o f 62.

King also urged motorists to 
stop every 100 miles or so to rest. 
“ Have a soft drink or some cof­
fee,”  he said.

Crime seems to be on the de­
crease this heyday season and 
Snyder Police Department is en­
couraging citizens to help the 
trend continue.

“Citizens need to keep their 
guard up and practice a few  t ^  
which will help insure them a 
happy holidays,”  said SgL Trevlyn 
Pitner, with the department’ s 
community services division.

Police advise that citizens al­
ways keep their cars locked when 
they are shopping. Purses, gifts 
and other valuables should be kept 
out o f sight as much as possible. 
It’ s preferable to keep packages in 
the trunk.

While in the store, shoppers 
should always keep their purse or 
billfold with them. Thieves are 
always alert for an unattended 
purse, aiKl Snyder has had several 
cases o f these type thefts this year.

For a safe holiday, be alert, Pit­
ner says. “ Drive carefully, remem­
ber to wear seatbelts and be ex­
tremely careful in parking lots 
since traffic is ^  conjested this 
time o f year.”

Locking up at home is also im­
portant. Citizens should keep their 
doors and windows secured. 
Avoid placing packages and gifts 
near windows.

Residents who plan on being 
away from their home —  even for 
a quick trip to the store —  should 
remember to lock up, close garage 
doors and put valuables such as 
large toys and bicycles out o f 
sight

Finally, be aware that some 
may try to take advantage o f the 
holidays as a time for giving.

“ There are a lot o f  worthy orga­
nizations out there, but citizens 
should make sure who or what 
they are donating to,” said Pitner. 
“ Unfortunately, some people will 
try to collect money or accept do­
nations under false pretensis. Just 
be sure you are familiar with the 
organization and feel comfortable 
with what you are doing.”

Citizens who are suspicious o f 
someone asking for donations 
may call the police department 
An officer will verify and make 
sure the request is legitimate.

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Study says smoking declines 
older women’s physical ability

C H IC AG O  (A P ) —  Elderly 
women who smoke ate weaker 
and leas agile than their nonamok- 
lug oomemporaries, lesearchers 
say.

They may also feel older.
“ For an older woman, smoking 

may have the same effect as ad­
ding five yean lo aperson’s age.”  
said Dr. Heidi D. Nelson, lead au­
thor o f a study that appears in to­
day’s issue o f the Journal o f the 
A mericah Medical Assodadoo. 
“ The snidy adds to the kwg list o f 
reasons why people should not be 
smoking.”

The study’s results also suggest 
that older smokers may increase 
their risks o f injuries from falls 
and require more frequent treat­
ment for physical injuries than 
DonsmokBrs. Nelson said.

The study measured how 9,704 
white women over the age o f 63 
performed such basic physical 
tasks as gripping an objetX walk­
ing. rising from a chair and climb­
ing stairs.

Smokers perform ed more 
poorly than noosmokers in 11 o f 
12 categories tested, said Nelson, 
an a.s.si.stant professor o f internal

medlciDe at Oregon Health Sci­
ences University’s School o f  
Medicine.

In each case, test results for the 
smokers were aimlisr to what 
would have been expected for wo­
men years older. The researchers 
said smoking causes vascular

DEAR DR. GOTT: Several montlw 
age you had a column on aspirin lor 
loss o f memory. My husband it  
becom ing forgetfu l and his doctor 
would like to prescribe Indocin for 
hha. Is thte appropriate therapy?

D EAR  READ E R: I be lieve  not. 
Some forms of memory loes (such as 
multt-iofsret dementia) are caused by 
U19  blood dots that are carried to the 
braia. Over a period of years, nerve 
tissue may begin to malftinotion as a 
coasequence of the cumulative effect 
of theee dots. Forgetfulness and con- 
fuaioo may result

For years, doctors have tried to dis­
cover a medcation that would prevent 
auefa dots from forming; in a phrase, a 
safe anti-coagulant that would merely 
reduce blood dotting within arteries, 
without affecting the whole coagula- - 
tionproceea.

Ai itrange as it sounds, inexpensive
everyday aspirin appears to be the 
beet product for this purpose. By lim­
iting the tendency of the dot-forming 
Mood cells (platelets) to stick togeth­
er, aspirin appears to exert a benefi­
cial efiact in patienU who are at risk 
for midti-infrirct dementia, aa well aa 
strokes and hmrt attacks. Thus, most 
doctors recommend low-dose aspirin 
(a half adult tablet or whole baby 
aspirin a dpy) for such patients.

an anti-inflammatory medi- 
dne, does not seem to be as effective 
as aspirin in the role of anti-coagu­
lant. Although you should question 
your husband’s physician about the 
reasons he prescribed Indocin, 
aspirin nuy be a cheaper and more 
effective alternative.

Alter 
Kennedy was assassinated In  
1963, President Lyndon Johnson 
insisted Rusk stay cm. and Rusk re­
mained secretary until the end o f 
Johnson’s term in 1969, deqiite 
criticism for Vietnam.

Regional meetings planned 
for area’s cotton producers

It's almost Christina«, by this 
time most emu producers have 
hens that are laying. Those who 
have eariy layen may be hatching 
chicks. It is imporiant that you 
keep records both to Increase your 
hatch record and to provide Infor­
mation to the fbture buyer o f your 
birds. Records riiould be kept on 
each hen and every egg she lays. 
This week we are going to touch 
on only onetypeofreco^thed if- 
lerent stages an embryo can die 
during incubation. Listed here are 
the difTerent stages and abbrevia­
tions that should be used upon 
idendficaton o f the condMcm. In­
fertile (IN F ): Early Embryonic 
Death (E A R ); Kfid-tenn Em­
bryonic Death (M ID ); Lide Em­
bryonic Death (L A T ); Dead in 
Shell (D IS ); U v e  Healthy CUck. 
Unassisted Hatdi (NOR)>

Many times an egg is said to be 
infertile, when in fbct the embryo 
died in the eariy stages. E ad i egg 
which does not hatch should be 
examined careftiUy. Pint break 
the egg into a clear, flat dish. Usu­
ally, in an egg that has incubated 
for SO days, the ]roke and die white 
will have run together and become' 
cloudy. To declare whedier it is 
IN F  or EAR. if  you are unaUe to 
see any kind o f development, you 
'should go through the contents 
with your fingers to find the W

DIS: The chide has internally 
popped or even externally pipped 
but died before completely clear­
ing the shell. He may or may not 
have assorted the yoke sack.

NOR: If  you are able to put this 
down on most o f your records, you 
fan be ihankfld and know you are 
doing things right

UsiQg tfaia method o f identifica­
tion, dKNild you have a number o f 
eggs that do not hatch, it w ill help

in locating the cause. It may be in 
one hen only, i f  so she could have 
an infection, or you may need to 
store her eggs for several days to 
allow the albumen to break down 
befme incubation. The tempera­
ture or humidity may need adjust­
ing, or there may not be enough 
fresh air flow  in the incubator 
room. In any case the above will 
help you correct the problem. For 
ftuther information contact.
