Tyson receives tap
as year’s best NCO

. . . an ambitious, capable and
highly intelligent NCO who can be de-
pended upon to perform all tasks in an
efficient and expeditious manner.”

These words, spoken by Capt. Den-
nis S. Kelley, chief of Security Police
Division (SP), describe TSgt. Robert
J. Tyson of the division, who has been
named Reese NCO of the Year for 1973.

As NCOIC of SP Administration and
Reports Branch, Sergeant Tyson is res-
ponsible for controlling and monitoring a
large number of Air Force and Air
Training Command programs such as
protection of funds, security education
and motivation, management of the Unit
Security Officer program, control of
firearms and explosives, private vehicle
registration, federal identification con-
trol and maintenance of the SP publica-
tions library.

Improved Efficiency

To improve the SP Desk Ser-
geant’s task, Sergeant Tyson improved
the appearance and efficiency of the
desk area, including construction of a
console with overhead display areas

~for maps and checklists and other phy-

sical improvements. He also developed
two guide books giving examples of com-
mon reports received by the Desk Ser-
geant to speed up his tasks. According

overcrowded area, the desk, through
Sergeant Tyson’s efforts, has become an
efficient and comfortable work area.”
Increased Control
Increased emphasis has been plac-
ed on the control and issue procedures

for military I.D. cards. Taking this in-

creased emphasis in stride, Sergeant
Tyson instituted a system of tighter
controls, eliminating errors on the
cards.

With about 500 reports being pre-

pared and controlled by his section

each month, he also instituted a sim-

plified report system. He also main-
tained base traffic tickets on a graphic
map display of the base to pinpoint
problem areas in traffic.
‘Exceptional Bearing’

Captain Kelley described the ser-
geant’s military bearing as ‘“exception-
al,” a fact instanced by his serving
as the Reese Honor Guard for all
arriving VIPs, gaining favorable com-
ments for himself, the entire division,
and the 64th Flying Training Wing.

“For his duty performance, his abi-
lity to manage his available resources
in the accomplishment of the division’s
mission, I can see no other NCO more
deserving of receiving the award of
Outstanding NCO of the Year,” Cap

MSgt. Donald A. MacFarlane, NC
OIC of the Wing Personal Equipment
Section, has been named Reese AFB
Outstanding Senior NCO of the Year for
1973.

Sergeant MacFarlane, who garner-
ed the title of Senior NCO of the quarter
for the second quarter of 1973, is re-
sponsible for providing and maintain-
ing personal and protective equipment
used by all flying personnel assigned to
Reese. He supervises nine enlisted and
civilian personnel, coordinates with the
two flying squadrons to determine their
equipment requirements and manages
a $35,000 operating budget.

According to Capt. Robert J. So-
berg, chief of the Flight Management
Branch, “Sergeant MacFarlane’s dili-
gent performance of duty and superior
managerial skills have greatly improved

the services provided by the Personal -

Equipment Section, despite several li-
miting factors, such as severe budget
limitations, equipment shortages, and
continually increasing workload de-
mands on an extremely limited work
force.”
Saving Measures

To deal with these factors, the ser-
geant instituted damaged flying helmets
for reuse, enabling his section to have

enough in stock for use by flying per-
sonnel.

In addition, he designed and pro-
duced a new survival belt to give Reese
pilots additional first aid equipment and
the ability to communicate with a res-
cue team should an accident occur. This
action on the part of Sergeant MacFar-
lane was due to the disbanding of the
Aerospace Rescue and Recovery De-
tachment at Reese as a cost reduction
measure in 1973.

A recent example of Sergeant Mac-
Farlane’s abilities in personnel manage-
ment is his support of the ROTC orien-
tation program, during which 150 cadets
visited Reese in a three-day period. In
what Captain Soberg termed “flawless
accomplishment of the whole program,”
he supervised the supplying and fitting
of helmets, oxygen masks and para-
chutes to the entire group. This task
was equal to outfitting three student
pilot classes in as many days, while
carrying on the section’s everyday
normal duties.

Additional Duties

Sergeant MacFarlane also holds
additional jobs in his section, as well
as being a member of the 64th Stu-
dent Squadron’s Top Three Commit-
tee and both the Squadron and Wing
Airman of the Month Boards.

He is active in community and
self-improvement pursuits, such as
coaching the Reese youth basketball
and football teams and going to school
in his off-duty time.

In summing up the sergeant’s
value to Reese, Captain Soberg stated
his “abilities and duty performance
surely exemplify those desired of a
senior NCO in today’s quality Air
Force. His personal appearance, de
meanor and attitude serve as standards
by which his peers and subordinates
can proudly be guided.”

Your effort can snub the energy crisis!

IN YOUR MIND

The present energy crisis is a problem facing
almost every country in the world. We, in this

country, will get through it only if every person

cuts back his energy consumption.

Relying on the cutbacks of others, trying to
convince ourselves that the crisis is only a
scare tactic of the major energy companies
and carelessly wasting our resources will, in
the long run, boomerang with untold force.

A ten to 20 per cent reduction in the use of
natural gas, gasoline, diesel oil and electric
power is considered achievable if the following
steps are taken:

IN THE HOME

e Where winters are moderate use 3%-inch
ceiling and wall insulation for gas heat. Use
6-inch ceiling and 3%-inch wall insulation for
electric heat.

e Where winters are severe use 6-inch ceiling
and 3%-inch wall insulation for'gas heat. Use
9-inch ceiling and 3%-inch wall insulation for
electric heat.

e Clean furnace filter bi-weekly and change it two
times per year. (Filters are available to personnel liv-
ing in base housing at the Housing Self-Help
Storeroom.)

e Keep water heater set on ‘‘normal’’ and use hot
water judiciously (try rinsing hands in cold water).
Reduce amount and temperature of hot water used for
showers, baths, washing-rinsing clothes. Replace
washers in dripping faucets (especially hot water).

Television

e Use only solid state television sets.

¢ When not in use unplug television sets
which supply the instant tune-on feature.

e Install fluorescent lamps in place of incan-
descent ones wherever feasible.

e Fluorescent lamps are four times as effi-
cient as incandescent lamps and last seven to
ten times as long.

e Use lights in specific work areas instead of
lighting a whole room.

o Turn off all lights when not in use.

Household Appliance energy

Water heater

e Turn off water heater while away from
home for more than two days.

e Whenever possible run washing machine on
cold water.

e Do not wash dishes under hot running
water.

Refrigerator and freezer

e Use a standard model refrigerator.

e The frost-free refrigerator requires 50 per
cent more energy than the standard model.
The side-by-side refrigerator-freezer uses up to
45 per cent more energy than the standard
model.

e Keep freezer full at all times.

Kitchen stove

e Use the burner whose diameter is most
nearly the size of your pan or pot.

e Use self-cleaning feature sparingly.

e Turn off all pilot lights on a gas kitchen
stove, and use a switch operated electric

starter.
IN THE OFFICE

o Reduce lighting in office areas wherever possible
without adversely affecting light levels at working sur-
faces. Turn off lights when occupants are to be absent
more than 10 minutes.

o Reduce lighting in warehouses and in public spaces,
e.g., corridors, restrooms, cafeterias, club spaces, etc.
by 50 per cent or to lowest level commensurate with
safety.

e Secure all exterior lighting during daylight hours
and reduce night lighting to the minimum level re-
quired for security and night operatiosis. ~ -

e Operate lighting systems for recreation facilities,
e.g., ballfields, gymnasium, theatre, etc., only as ac- .
tually required to support recreation events.

e Arrange for performance of janitorial services dur-
ing daylight hours to the extent practical.

o Reduce thermostat settings in working areas of
warehouses and shop spaces to 58 degrees F.

e Reduce thermostat settings in living areas and office
spaces to 68 degrees F. Reduce night space heating
settings to 58 degrees.

e Secure heating systems in storage areas of
warehouses and in open hangar bays.

e Secure all hot water heaters except in living areas
and shop spaces.

IN THE CAR

e Buy a car neither larger nor more powerful
than you need.

A car weighing 5,000 pounds uses twice as
much fuel as one weighing 2,000 pounds. Ac-
cessories such as air conditioning and auto-
matic transmission contribute to fuel con-
sumption.

e Have your car engine tuned regularly.

e Drive at a conservative speed.

e Do not race your engine.

e Instead of idling the engine to warm it in
cold weather, drive slowly for the first quarter
mile.

e Never leave your engine idling longer than
three minutes while waiting.

e Organize, join car pools.

e Get your car tuned for maximum operating
efficiency and economy.

e Avoid jack rabbit starts to stoplights.

e Use engine as brake by taking foot off ac-
celerator at some distance away while ap-
proaching stoplight.

e Keep tires properly inflated.

Air traffic controllers of
the Air Force Communications
Service (AFCS) have been credit-
ed with 55 aircraft “saves” dur-
ing 1973, involving 126 persons.

AFCS air traffic controllers
were cited for either warning
pilots of dangerous situations
developing or guiding distressed
aircraft to safe landings through
the use of radar or visual sight-
ings. :
Involved in the 1973 “saves”
were 22 military and 33 civilian
aircraft. The monetary value of
the aircraft involved was more
than $57.5 million.

Since AFCS was activated
in July 1961, air traffic con-

dited with saving 1,289 aircraft
worth almost $1.39 billion and
carrying 4,708 crew members
and passengers.

An aircraft “save” is cre-
dited only after an incident meets
stringent criteria set forth by
an Aircraft Save Review Board
which meets at AFCS’ Richards-
Gebaur, Mo., headquarters. The
board determines the validity
of all claims by its air traffic
controllers. A  certificate is
issued to the controllers in-
volved when the board authenti-
cates a save.

The definition of a “save”
is “the safe recovery of an im-
periled aircraft through extra-
ordinary and timely application
of air traffic control knowledge,
techniques and procedures where
there is reasonable doubt that
the aircraft would have been
recovered with such action.”

In addition to air traffic
control, AFCS’ 50,000 members
provide communications and air
navigational aid services and
facilities for the Air Force and
other government and civilian
agencies. The globally operat-
ing command has more than 489
units in 47 states and 25 foreign
countries.

WASHINGTON (AFNS)—Presi-
dent Nixon said he is asking Wil-
liam Simon, chief, Federal Energy
Office, to direct that additional
actions be taken to further re-
duce the amounts of energy used
in the Federal Government.

Steps to be taken, according
to the \President’s memorandum
for heads of departments and a-
gencies, will include reductions
in vehicle mileage and tuning
Federal vehiclesfor maximum
fuel efficiency. Also, procure-
ment policies will be changed to
require the buying of energy-ef-
ficient automobiles. Limousines
and large sedans not required for
security or other highly essential
reasons will be removed from
service. In addition, car pooling
will be given high parking prior-
ity.

The memorandum continued:
“Further reductions will be
made in heating, cooling, and il-

lumination of Federal buildings.
Procurement policies will stress
the efficiency of air-conditioners
purchased by the government.
Contractors with the Federal
Government will be asked to
comply with energy conservation
practices concerning the temper-
ature and illumination of build-
ings.”

The President said that he is
directing that a Federal employee
and agency awards system be
established to provide incentives

. for energy conservation.

In June 1973, President Ni-
xon directed that each Federal
agency reduce its energy con-
sumption rate by seven per cent.

total savings in excess of 20
per cent, which is highly com-
mendable,” the President wrote.
