There is a good deal of discussion
of the proposed amendment to the
constitution which will require every
voter liable to a poll tax to have paid |
his poll tax and hold a receipt lherc-'
for dated at least six months before
any general election at which he of-
fers to vote, Failure to pay the tax
and present such receipt will deprive
him of the right to vote, The dis-
cussion is about all on one side of
the question, the opinions expressed
being almost unanimously in favor
of the adoption of the amendment,

The State treasurer's and comp-
troller's reports show that thereis an
annual loss to the State school fund
of more than a hundred thousand
dollars on account of the delinquen-
cy in the payment of poll tax and
about forty thoasand loss to the gea-
eral revenue, and the loss to the
counties is about forty thousand
dollars, making an annual delinqu-
ency of about $180,000.00.

The people who fail to pay their
poll tax, as a rule, are of a class that
pay no other tax, contribute not a
cent to the maintenance of publie
schools, the support of the courts
and officers and the general expense
of the state and county governments,
i yet they participate in all of the ben-
efits of the schools and of civilized
government and are ever ready to
demand that its machinery be put in
operation to afford them protection
and redress their wrongs when they
think they have been imposed upon,
and they are frequently first and
loudest at the ballot box. In all
good conscience they should contri-
bute the small sum of §1.50 a year
to the state and county for the sup-
port of these things, or else lose at
least their voice in making the gov-
ernment,

One of the most vital reasons for
adopting this amendment, however,
is the purification it will bring to the
ballot box. Perhaps a majority of
the non payers of a poll tax are of
the “rifl rafl™ element in cities, ne-
groes in the large negro districts and
thousands of Mexicans, “Greaseis,”
in the extensive scope of country
bordering the Rio Grande, who are
voted by rascally candidates at so
much (very little) per head. Now
if this amendment is adopted they
must at least pay a poll tax if they
vote. And the time of payment be-
ing six months prior to the election,
candidates will not have the confi-
dence in them to pay the tax for
them so far ahead and trust them to
vote for them. Let us adopt the
amendment.

Plans are Perfected for the Coloniza-
tion of Btates in the Bouthwest.

Bpocisl to the Dallas News:

New York, Oct, 13.—The execu-
tive officials of the Southwestern rail-
roads have agreed to plans submitted
to them by the general passenger
agents for colonization, and they will
be put into operation at once. A
committee to carry out the work has
been appointed, consisting of repre-
sentatives of the Atchison, Rock
Island, Missouri Pacific and St,
Louis and San Franciseo. A bureau
is to be formed for the purpose of
handling all matters concerning the
joint  movement, Appropriations
have been made for its establishment |
and maintenance, and the organiza-
tion is to run three years. The agent
to have charge has been selected,but
his identity is withheld for the pres-
ent,

The new bureau will be entirely
separate from all other passenger or-
ganizations. Homeseekers and set-
tlers' rates, as well as the freight
rates charged upon their effects,
transported into the new territory,
will be greatly reduced under the
new plan, and every inducement will
be made to attract permanent settlers
into the Southwest,

Other measures to be adopted will
further strengthen the plan which is
to densify traffic, and it is believed
hundreds of thousands of persons
will flock to the new territory. The
times are considered most opportune
for the inception of such a move-
ment.

The territory to be colonized in-
cludes Texas, Arkansas, Oklahoma
and the Indian Territory and a por-
tion of Louisiana,

The
strip cut early was nearly ready to
ent the second time when that eut
after full bloom was belng harvested
the first time. “The strip cut early
grew vigorously through the season
and made three outtings and a good
aftermath, The strip ent after full
bhloom gave & low yield the first cut-
ting and did not grow sufficlently to
yleld a good second cutting, Farly
cuttings Invigorate the plant.—Kansas
Statlen Report,

Vigor a Valuable Quality in Swine,

Prof. W, J. Kennedy says: In judg
ing swine, the butcher's preference
should be udhered to very closely. The
profit in the production of hogs large
Iy lles in successfully catering to the
butcher, There ure some other points,
however, which must be considered In
this convection, The evidences of
constitution and vigor are points on
which the butcher cannot realize prof-
it.

GREAT YEAR FOR FINDS. ’
Recent Discovery of Coins Iin Wales

: Reveals Other Treasures.

The recent discovery In  North
Walen of several valuable sllver urna,
gold ringe, armlets and spoons, dating
from about the year 1600, recalls to
mind, says an English writer, some
intervsting focts concerning the re-
covery of treasure (rove,

The year 1852 nppears to have been K
the most prolific in these nnexpected
finde.  In January of that year, while
repafre were being earried out in o
houge at Hroughton, the mlmt:
varthed a large Jeather bag con
Ing 40 crowns and several shillings
of the relgn of Charles 11, James IL ’
and Queon Anne.

In ithe following month a discovery
of great  antiquarian  Interest  was
made at Vufarfre, Sweden, when a
number of antique silver howls were *
brought to light. They proved to be
excellent examples of 12th and 13th
century work, and were covered with
quaint inscriptions,

Home months Iater a clay vessel
full of Roman colns was found near
Yeovil, Somershire, and, at about the
same time, 260 coine of Queene Anne's
relgn were found at Watford,

The greatest discovery of the 19th
contury took place In December of °
the same year ia an old house in the
Rue Vielile de Temple, Paris. Upon
Jd8 demolltion o copper jar was found
In one of the "walls. It contained
T.482 gold eoins. worth aearly $80,000
as bullion, but to the collector their
value was untold, for they belonged,
numismatieally, to the rarest reigna
of France.

In other parte of the house were
found 1010 colns of Jean le Bon, 6199
of Chaties V and over 500 pleces of
other mints, the Iattor belng alone
valued at $150.000,

Btockmen and others seldom stop to
ponder the relation of the lungs of
farm animale to the services they
Yot it is belleved that size
of the lungs has much to do with the
Iaying on of fat. as well as of the
consuming of fat In the exercise of
the animal. The greatest conserver of
fat s the b; and hg bas the small
est lunga, ¢ find it cheaper to turn
food into fat by way of the hog than
by the use of any other farm animal.
The smaller the lungs the less car
bonic mold gas they throw off, and the
less carbonle acld gas they throw off
the less fat do they cousume in the
creation of that gas. The hog is n
fat produacer, hecuuse he has no nesd
of nxercising much and therefore no
nead of using up much energy. It
would perhaps be beiter to say that
he has no need of cremting that en
ergy, which would simply go to waste.
We could not, If we would, produce
fat cheaply by using the racehorse
A8 an Instrument. He hns very Inrge
lungs, and those lungs change it into
carbonic acld gas very rapldly. The
racer, of all anlmals, requires & well
balanced ration, and his allownnce of
carbo-hydrates must not be reduced
below a certaln amount, for out of
this part of the ration he must cronte
energy. The protelns are Indeed neces
sary to repalr the wasted muscles, but
the carbohydrates are the conl from
which Is created the heat to deive the
machine. Oats are, therofore, a most
excellent ratlon for horses, as they
supply protein and carbohydrate mao-
tarial In about the right proportion,
The dairy cow and the oeef steer
differ in their lung eapacity or should
differ. The beef does not need lungs
carrespondingly large with the dairy
cow. She must transform her car
bonaceous foads Into milk avd butter
fat, while the steer has ouly to store
up the surplus fat be can get out of
his food.

Cocoa Hulis as a Stock Food.
The Penusylvania Experiment Sta-
tion has recently recelved for exam:
inatlon a sampie of cocon hulis of-
fered for sale as a cattle food. This
is the first appearance of this material
fn the Pennsylvania eattle-food mar
kets that has come to the station's
attention. The husk makes up 12 to
per cent of the entire bean, of
hich the United States imports over
forty million pounds annually. These
hulls are used to a considerable ex-
tent In preparing coatings of cheap
confectionery, and for making a cheap
drink. Their use as a cattle food has
been little studied. The sample re
celved had a chocolate brown color
and the cocom odor mnd flaver. It
contained about 135 per cent of pro-
tein, 3.5 per cent of fat, 155 per cent
of fiber and 61 per cent of nitrogen-
free extract. The protein sometimes
exceeds this amount Welgmann
found it tc La composed, to the ex-
tent of 756 to 80 per cent of true al
buminolds, though callein and theo
bromin, the alkalo'ds of the bean, are
also present. The fat Is quite diges
tible; Maercker found the proteln di-
gestible to the extent of 33 to 60 per
cont, much leas than o ordinary
gralns; the nltrogen-free extract =
probably far legs valuable than that
of our starchy seeds. Albert fed co-
con hull to steers, in quantities In-
creasing from one to twenty pounds,
and found they soon were foud of it
and that Its feeding value was inter
mediate batween that of meadow huy
and wheat bran. It promises to be n
desirable addition to our ligt of com-

From a census bulletin we take the
following: ‘The quantity of butter
made at creameries has been reported
nnder iwo heads—"packed solld” and
“printm or rolls,” It appears that of
all creamery butter, 22,966,500 pounds,
oF 783 per cent, I8 packed in solid
form, and $1,165,956 pounds, or 21.7
per cent, in prints or rolls. 'The totals
of theso two forms in the seversl
states Indicate differences in the mar-
ket requirements and the loeal cus-
toms as to preparing butter for ship-
ment and sale. In the New England
states, the numerous citles and large
towns easy of access furnish markets
where butter can he sold directly to
retail dealers or consumers, For this
purpoke it iz prepared in bricks, prints
or balls welghing a half pound or a
ponnd. Vermout excepted, the cream-
orles of thuse gtates make twice ns
much hutter into prints as they pack
in solid form. In Rhode Islund and
Conuecticut, with consuming markets
at their doors, elght pounds of cream-
@¥ butter Is put into prints to every
pound packed. In Vermont, on the
contrary, with little local demand and
the consecuent necessity of shipping
nwey to market, ouly about onefourth
of the creamery butter is made into
prints. In New York the practice has
always boen to pack butter solidly In
frkins, tubk, or boxes; and print

butter Is rather excoptionnl in  the |

great market of New York city. In
that state, therefore, four and a half
pounds of butter are packed to one
pound put in prints,  The
phla market,
Peénueylvonia markets in  general,
have always been noted for print but
ter; consequently It s not surprising
to find that the creameries of that
Btate report almost as much made into
prints as the quantity solld packed,

Every employve of the dairy shounld
be quick, gentle, regular and cleanly
in his babits. A cow abominates an
unclean man. Tobaceo in all its forms
Is obnoxfous to every department of
dairying. All the work about the
herd should be done with the utmost
system and regularity; a fixed time
for dolng everything and everything
done on time. Nothing has been pro-
duced which begins to compare with
the human band as a milking ma-
chine. Cleanliness and regularity are
tho first requisites In good milking.
Next quletness and gentlenesa should
he accompanied by quickpess., A fast
mil'ter will got more butteifat out of
the eow than a slow one. This is not
theory, it 18 & proved fact. The but-
terfat comes from the cow, but it is
the expert milker who gets it. It is
certain that change of milkers, man-
ner or time of milking, Irregularity,
or any disturbance at milking time
many be expected to cause loss of but-
terfat in milk. The loss may not be
great. but It {s measurable in butter
or money. In short, it pays, and pays
well, to bhave the milking done in the
very best manner and by the very best
milkers to be found.—Chlcago Dalry
Produce.

Keeping a Record.
