Not too Late.

We have recently heard a number
of personswho were cot acquainted
with the characteristicsot milo maize
maturing if it was too late to plant it,
and as to how late it might be plant-
ed with a reasonable certainty of
inquiring, a crop. There may be
others desiring similar information
and we believe we can answer both
questionssaisfactorily.

If we find how long a time is re
quired for it to matute its heads or
seed fromthe time of planting, we
haveboth questionsanswered. The
following instancesfix the time pret-
ty closely. First, Tax Assessor C.
M. Drown brought to town a few
weeks ago two samples of milomaiie
which he statedwere from Mr. Joe
Smith's farm. In one sample the
headswere passingthe hard dough
state, the seedssufficiently matured
for planting after two or three days
drying, this he said was planted
May 1 st and cut on July 10 just
70 days from planting. In theother
sample the heads were just begin
ning to show. It, he said,was plant
ed May 10, cut July roth.

Second, we are reliably informed
that Mr. J. M. McReynolds of this
county planted milo maize during
first week in August last year and
that it matureda good crop before
frost.

Third, Mr. A. D. Aldridge recent-
ly stated in the Dallas News that he
planted milo maize Aug. 8 last year
and it made 75 bushels per acre,
while sorghum and millet in bamc
field dried up and made nothing.
From thesewe get the time required
for maturing at from 70 to 80 or 90
days at the outside.This being true,
it will be safe to plant it here up to
August 15, or a few days later if
frost comes late.

Last yearour first killing frost was
on night of Nov. 1 c. In 1000 first
frostonnigluofNov.it. In 1897
first killing trost on night of Nov. 9.
Theseare the only frost dates we
have, positively.

Say that frost comes this year on
Nov. 10, counting back 80 daysfrom
that brings us to July 13 as the last
planting date,

ChairmanGriggs of the Democratic
committee, at Washington,sometime
ago setabout securingcopies of tke
foreign price lists for the purposeof
comparingprices which theforeigners
pay for our goods with the prices we
have to pay lor them. Out of the
severalhundredmanufacturers and
exporters who issue such foreign
price lists Chairman Griggs only
succeededin securingthe lists of six
of them. From thesehe has given

out for publication the following
comparison of prices on a few articles:

of sorrow into hundreds of homes,
niado desolate by a mine explosion
which took place in the Cambria Steel
company lolling mill mine under
Vestmont hill at o'clock Thins-da- y

afternoon.

i was nearly r.n hour nfier the ex-

plosion before any general knowledge
of what had happened got abroad.
Men who escapedwith their lives told
tlm terilble news, and soon It sptc.ul
like wlldllte al! over tho city. In
scores of homes there were the mot
pathetic scenes. Mothers, wives,
daughters, fcons and relatives were

frantic with grief, llundicds rushed
to the mines, and with sobbing he-art-s

nwolted the awful news.
At the opening across the river the

Canibihi Iron company police, with
scleral assistants, stood glial d, per-

mitting no one to enter themine, from
which noxious gaseswerecoiulng. It
wns nearly I o'clock when nil hope of
sending rescueparties from the West-nion-t

opening was abandoned.
William Malcolm was In the tr.iper

part of the mine when the explosion
c.itne.

"The first I knew of the trouble,"
he said, "was when men c.inie running
from what is known ni the dip. or
lower section. They came running,
without hats, couts and sonic without
clothes, nnd In a tcrr'.ble state of ex-

citement. As near as I can renieinhr
not more titan ten came that way, and
they escaped,leaving at least iUO In

the dip."
Hlcbnrd Henuett, and John Meyers

were In the mine where ihe explosion
took place, but managed to escape.

They
went two miles Inside, and on the way

saw the dead body of IMward Yaniau--

"The dump wns fearful." said Mr.

gas engines, nnd of tho cost of grind-
ing feed. With ono of tho most effect-
ive combinations of windmill and feed
mill tho rato of grinding was "about
23 bushels per hour with n wind ve-

locity of 31.8 miles, tho meal being a
little coarser than 'medium.' Corn
and oats were gtounil at tho rate of
HO.'J pounds per hour with tho wind
nt 20.48 miles. With a wind velocity
of 2G.G7 miles oats wero ground at the
rntn nf nbnut b.f. bushelsner hour, and
rju ut the rato of 1515 bushels with i

the wind 25.3fi miles. Tho rye was
giound n little finer than 'medium'
and tho onts a little coarser."

Under Wisconsin conditions thcro
are on tho average from October 1 to
May 1 of eacli year "87 days when a
man could attend the mill nnd grind

tn houts with a wind velocity not
less than 10 miles por hour, and much
i)i the time higher than this. Ho

should thoreforobo able to grind more
than 40 bushels per day and ou the
avorngo more than 100 bushels per
week. Tho 87 grinding days during
the seven mont.is places tho grinding
d. ys, on the average, more than two
per week, and If It is supposed that
this Is twlco too high It would still
be possibleon tho averngo to take ad-

vantage of high winds duiing the
working hours nnd grind about 50

bushels of corn or 2,300 pounds, per
week. Counting the man's time who

tends tho mill $1 per day, the cost of

gtlndlng would bo only about 3

cents per hundredweight."

Potato Culture.
It has been ascertained that on n

soil well supplied with humus the
molsturo may bo conserved even
through a sovcro drouth and a fair
crop of potatoes produced. Tho great
Importance of thorough tillage Is rec-

ognized, butIt bus been demonstrated
that lntenshotillage alono is not suf-

ficient to produce a largo yield of po-

tatoes. Intensive tillage may be over-

done. Dining a drouth only so much
tillage is necessaryas shall keep the
surface soil loose and thoroughly dry.
Tho drier tho surface layer of soil
tho moro slowly will moisture be ab-

sorbed by it from tho layers of o

soil. Some farmers have
adopted tho practice of harrowing po-

tato land before the plants appear
above tho ground. This practice
seemsto bo a wise ono and has gen-

erally given good results. Ono ex-

periment station reports that tho uso
of Bordeaux mixture on the potato
plants In nearly every case resulted In

an Increased yield of potatoes, even
when blight was not present, ami
thorough spraying with this material
is recommendedas a practice to be
encouraged. A grower says: "There
is no royal road to success with po-

tatoes. Methods of procedure that are
applicable at one seasonmust be mod-

ified to meet the requirements of an-

other season. Treatmentof one soil
might bo radically wrong when ap-

plied to another soil. Successwill bo

attained only by a thorough famili-

arity with tho plnnt and Its habits
of growth, and then conditions must
be madeto meet as completely as pos-

sible tho requirements of tho plant.

Abeorblng Capacity of Grains.
A number of experiments aro on roc-or-d

that show the moisture-absorbin-

capacity of wheat and other grains.
The results obtained by Hllgard, of
the California experiment station, are
perhaps tho most striking. Ho sub-

jected dried grains of different corcals
to nn atmosnhero as nearly saturated
as It was possible to mako It, the
temperature being kept at GH F. Due

to tho absorption of moisture, oats
and barloy gained in weight 19.8 and
20.4 per cent respectively In IS days,
nnd wheat gained 18.S per cent In 14

days. Absorption progressed very
rapidly at first, nearly one-hal- f tho
total increase in weight taKing placo
during tho first 24 hours. In another
experiment by this same investigator
perfectly dry grain, dried artificially,
was exposed to n saturatedatmos-

phere at C4.4 degreesfor IS days, with
tho result that wheat gained 23 per
cent In weight, barloy 2S.2 per cent,
and oats 20.1 per cent. In a third

Hllgari kept wheat in an
atmosphtroprepared to be about as
dry ns tho air at nurvefat tlmo in tho
interior valleys of California. The
results ho obtained led to tho bellof
that wheat cured thero in tho field
at harvesttlmo becomesnearly as dry
ns it would iu an absolutely dry air,
and on transporting to a temperate
climate may possibly increase 25 por
cent, '"hllo a gain of from 5 to 15 per
cent may bo looked for with almost
absolute certainty.

Fruit In Michigan.
According to reports, tho Michigan

fruit crop Is going to be a good one,
taking all things together. Some
kinds will be short, but tho aggregato
will bo good. Peaches promise less
than any of the other fruits, and are
estimated at two-third- s at a normal
crop. This in reality is a good crop,
for thero aro no years when all locali-
ties have normal crops. Cherries seem
to lead tho list in promlso of yield.
Apples como next and will without
doubt bo a vory fine crop, a condition
that will bo welcomed both by tho np-pl- o

growers nnd by tlio multitudes of
consumors that havo been going with
out apples for several months. Pears
also promlso well, aa do plums and
small fruits.

anything for 30 hours nor do I give
them any water. After that I feed
and water them. I food and water
four times a day while they are under
flvo and six weeks ot age. Aftor that
I feed threo times a day.

The Crisis with Nursery T-e-

It is something of a science to trans
p'ant trees thnt havo been received
i m a distantnursery and havo them
live. It used to bo thought that chore
must always bo a largo percentage of
loss anyway even under tho bestcon-

ditions. Both the nurserymen and the
planters have now learned that trees
of nil kinds can bo handled in a way
to insuro their living when placed in
their now locations. A well-packe- d

treo has Its roots kept moist by being
rolled In clamp moss and tied up in
bagging. Tlio old scheme of pulling
trees out or tho ground, exposing their
roots nnd sending them away without
any protection was the cause of many
a trco proving a failure. When those
trees nrrlved at tho distant station
they were thrown out on tho platform
and left there exposed to tho heat of

the sun and tho drying effects of tho
wind. In tho course of tlmo the pur-

chaser drovo around and got his con-

signment, perhaps n couple of days
after their arrival. By that tlmo their
roots wero good and dry. He drove
homo and set out his trees in any old
way. Kven had ho set thorn in the
best possible way it is altogether like-

ly thfcl a good many trees would have
perished owing to the drying out of
tho roots. When a largo part of his
trees failed to srow of courso the
nurserymun was to blame so the buy-

er said. He was right to somoextent,
In that tho trees wero sentaway with
roots not properly protected. In send-

ing trees long or short distances tho
roots and their molsturo supply fur-

nish tho key to the situation. Proper
treatmontof the tree from tho time it
comes out of tho nursery row to the
time it goes Into tho placo assigned to
It In the orchard will Insure a good
healthy tree. In setting a hundred
of these thero need be no failures.

Points on Asparagus Culture.
When the asparagus plants como

up In the new bed they should bo giv-

en every opportunity to grow and
mako leaf, for the leaves are what
must be dopendedon to develop root
Tho fact that the roots dependon tho
top should not be forgotten. Con-

stant pruning of the top does not in-

crease tho roots, a3 some might sup-

pose. All the material that goes to
tho extension of the roots first goes
Into the leaves and Is elaborated, that
la, changed Into a form that can be
used in cell construction. Tho ground
must bo kept frco from weeds and
from hard crusts. Every encourage-
ment Bhould be given for the forma-
tion of top, and this should bo con-

tinued till tho berries form and turn
red. Then the tops that havo the red
berries shouldbo cut off or the ber-

ries picked off and thrown away. The
berrle3 should not be permitted to
form seed, for that will take much
substance fromthe roots. Moreover
If the berries aro permitted to stay
on tho plants they will fall to tho

.ground when growth is done and tho
next year multitudes of Uttlo plants
will start from them. This Is tho
cause of many a bed running out or
tho stalks getting smaller. There
will, however, be a good many other
tops than thoso with berries and theso
may bo permitted to remain. Tho
water should not bo permitted to
stand on the asparagus bed but
should be drained away from it, as
tho asparagus plant Is very suscepti-bi- o

to rust and other fungous

Tomatoes for the Canneries.
It is evident that the tomato sup-

ply is short so far as tho cannedprod-

uct is concerned. A man conversant
with the conditions existing says that
for three years past the market has
not been fully supplied and that It
will tako a most bountiful harvest to
put tho market in a normal state.
Last winter canned tomatoes were
actually Imported Into the United
States from Canada, a thing beforo
unheard of. Probably tho high prices
asked for the canned product is to
some extent duo to tho comparatively
short crop of last year, but it does
seem that tho supply ot this fruit
would be sufficient for all needs If the
tomatoes that are actually grown
could betaken care of. Thero aremil-

lions of gardens in this country whero
tomatoes go to waste eveiy year be-

cause the owners cannot use them
and there is no salo for them. Tho
shortage in tho supply on the market
in winter is due then to lack of fa-

cilities for using what is actually pro-
duced. ,

Chlcago Milk Campaign.
Again tho milk inspectors ot Chi-

cago havo begun an active campaign
against wntorers and skimmers of
milk. In the past tho spasmodic ef-

forts of tho milk inspection depart-
ment havo resultedonly in spasmodic
Indications ot virtue among the vend-
ers of milk. The presenteffort will
doubtless result tho same way. The
trouble is not with the milk inspec-
tors but in tho conditions that make
it impossible to keep at work enough
Inspectors to thoroughly do tho work
belonging to their office. All kinds ot
tricks are worked againstthe inspec-
tors. One of tho most common ones
Is to label all of tho milk "skim"
whetherit bo whole or skimmed milk.
Then the dealers sell tho milk that
has been robbed ofa part ot its cream
as "good" milk, by which tho custom-
ers understand "milk that has not
been skimmed." When tho Inspector
comes along ho finds tho cans all

"skim" milk and so tho man
that has boon really soiling skimmed
milk for wholo milk is beyond prose-
cution. To tho presenttlmo no check
seems to have been found on this
trick. Somehavo proposed that a law
be passedto preventthe salo of skim
milk except in considerable quanti-
ties, but this would certainly militate
against both tho producers and the
consumors ot milk. A considerable
number of milk dealers are being pros-
ecuted and their same published la
tho papers, and this la expeetdto
havo a salutaryeffecL

The plan for the democratic cam-

paign in the congressional elections
this fall was outlined in resolutions
adoptedby a caucus of democratic
congressmenat Washingtonjust be-

fore adjourningand starting for their
homes.
