WIYAKO STRIKES SUNKEN MINE,

Boat Goes down
Lives Lost.

Dispatch Eight

Toklo, May 17 —The Japanese dis
pateh bont Miyako was destroyed in
Kerr Bay by striking aa submerged
mine. Elght casualties are reported,

in the operations of elearing the Rus-
slan mines from Kerr Bay, noriheaast
of Tatienwan Bay, on which port Dal
ny I8 situated, Admiral Katotaka, com-
manding the third squadron, returned
there Sunday with a detachment of his

torpedo boats which had Leen detalled
to complete aweeping the harbor by
the removal of mines, Five mines
were discovered and ecxploded and the
work was belng sugpended for the day
when the Miyako struck an undiscov-
ered mine, which exploded with tre
mendious foree under the sterm on
the port side and inflicted immense
damage to the hull, The Miyako sank
in twenty-two minutes. Elght sallors
were killed and twentytwo men were
drowned. The rest of the crew were
rescued.

An Outrageous Practice,
The men that buy and sell cows at

the Union Stockyards, Chicago, are
frequently charged with practices that
are far from humane. A dtory we re
cently heard illustrates the point, A
lady lving in the outskirta of Chicago
visited the stockyards to purchase a
milk ecow, She happened upon & cow
with very fine development of udder
and milk veins, Ag¢ it bappened the
cow had not been milked that morn
ing, and the dealer at once had a man
attend to that lmportant function, In
the presence of the lady., The milk
vield of the cow was very gront apd
the dealer assured her that he got the
same amount of milk each time he
milked the cow. ‘The lady pald the
prive asked for the cow and took her
away., In a few days she returaed,
saying that the cow gave snly a mod-
orate—very  moderate--amount  of
milk, and wanted her money back for
the cow, an she clalmed decoption had
been used in selling the animal, The
dealer told her he could not give her
back the money, bt that no deception
had been practieed, “Madam,” sald
he, “how often do you milk that cow?”
“Why." replied the lady, 1 milk her
twice a day, as everyime else does
that milks a cow.” “Ah, madam,” sald
the dealer, “that accounts for It; |
ouly milked hor twice n week,"”

Milking With Wet Hands,

In milking, the hands do not need
to be wet., The habit of wetting them
shonld be abandoned, as it ls prae-
tically impossible to keop the hands
molst without weing the foam on the
milk as a source of molsture The
mitker may lhmagine that by merely
toliching his fingers to the top of the
foum no Injury comes to the milk, but
the habit had better be nbandoned |n
the interest of cleanliness,
however that some of our writers
overdraw the matter when they talk
of milkers dipping their fingers into
the milk. The Inference is that the
fingers of the milkers reach the solid
wilk. The writer has never seen o
case of this kind. According to the
writers referred (o, the milkers dip
their fingers into the milk and convey
to the teats of the cow so much of the
milk that the latter drips from the
toats into tho pail and ovzes oul (rom
between the fingers In wilking. Who
ever saw A case of this kind? But
wven at its best, the habit of molstens
ing the teats with wilk 18 not oone that
should be perpetuated,  If the hands
were to be molstencd at all, pure
water would have to be kept near for
that purpose. This I8 lmpracticable,
Therefors let us put aside the practice
of molstening the teats at all and milk
with dry hands,

The Jersey-Holstein Rivalry.

Many,, no doubt, have heard of the
Holsteln and Jersey breeders' tosts for
their respective breeds. A Holsteln
breeder was boasting about the rich
milk that his cows were giving. The
Jersey man sald: “Friend, are you
sure that your cows are full-blooded
Holstelns? 1 have a sure test for
determining Holsteln cows." The Hol-
atein man wanted to know what his
test was. He sald: “When you be
gin to milk, put a sllver dollar In the
pail. If the milk is thin enough so
that you can sce the dollar when the
pail 8 full of milk, yon may be suvre
that you have a Holstein cow.” The
Holstein breeder repiled that he had
a test that never falled to detect a
Jersey.

Cow-pen hay as a feed for all hay-
ealingsanimals has not been fully ap-
preciated, IL Is very much superior to
tUmothy and other hays made from
the true grasses, the difference in
favor of first quality cow:pea hay not
infrequently being double the feeding
value of the ordinary grass hays
usually found on the market. As
compared with alfalfa and Hed clover
hays, cow-pea hay s superlor in com-
position and ut least Iin digestibility.
A ton of cow-pes hay s equal In feed:
ing value to u ton of wheat bran, the
proportions and quantities of dlgestd-
ble food elements belng  practically
the same in the two feeds, yet on the
local market cow-pea hny solls for
from twelve to fourteen dollars por
ton and wheat bran from elghteen 10
twenty dollars per ton. An  equal
quantity of the two feeds will produce
practically the smoe mmount of wilk,
energy, or growth.—C. L. Newman

Sawdust mukes & good muled for
various kinds of fruits, especially for
strawberries, Many of our readers
doubtless live near saw mills where
sawdust can be obtalned at a very low
cost, This will save the strawberries
from becoming dirty and will provent
the loss of molsture between the rows.
