The banquet was then turned over 
to Olympic Gold Medal winner Bran­
don Slay who also paid tribute to the 
Olympic youngsters, and their 
coaches, in attendance.

Slay spoke of his drive to Olympic 
competition and the point in his life 
when he turned his life over to Christ.

It was while in Olympic training at 
Colorado Springs that Slay said he 
realized he was living his life fool­
ishly. "God had blessed me so much," 
said Slay. "I realized I had to quit do­
ing things for myself and do it for 
God."

It was this attitude that Slay took to 
the Olympics with him.

"I went to the National Tournament 
realizing I was weak without God," 
said Slay. "After I lost at the Olym­
pics (Slay was later awarded the Gold 
when it was discovered that his com­
petitor tested positive for steroids), I 
learned several things.

You'll have that for an eter­
nity. No one can take it away."

Slay emphasized to the youth in the 
audience that giving your best is what 
makes you a winner—"it makes you a 
champ", said Slay.

Texas is no California 
for Electricity

It's easy to see there’s a crisis in 
California these days. Every day, we 
read reports of severe electricity short­
ages. You may be wondering whether 
this could happen 
in Texas. The 
answer is “No” 
for three key rea­
sons.

First. Texas is 
building power 
plants and power 
lines to stay well 
ahead of customer 
needs. California
is not. This week, the PUC issued 
updated figures on our power supply. 
Thanks to our 35 new power plants, on 
the hottest day of this coming summer, 
we should have a 23.3 pereent exeess 
power reserve above firm customer 
demand. That's a healthy eushion - 
well above the 15 percent goal used 
under regulation. Texas is an electrici­
ty buyer's mai'ket. California, with a 
reserve margin neai' zero, is a seller's 
market.

This plant construction happened 
because the Texas Legislature allowed 
any company (not just utilities) to 
enter the power generation mai'ket in 
1995. The PUC has set out clear rules 
to speed the connection of new power 
plants to the power grid. The permit­
ting process is also clear and focused. 
As a result, it takes about two years to 
build a clean, efficient power plant in 
Texas, compared to six or seven years 
in California.

A second key difference between 
Texas and California is the diversity of 
our power supply. Last year, about 46 
percent of our power came from gas- 
fired plants, 41 percent from coal

What 
did he get in return? A vast turnout in 
favor of the Gore-Liebermann ticket.'

Still, he "reaches out." Still, he re­
fuses to speak unkind words about the 
recent shenanigans of the Clintons.

plants, and 13 percent from nuclear 
plants. (West Texas is now the hub of 
U.S. wind power investment, but those 
numbers won't show up for a couple 
of years).

By contrast. California depends on 
hydroelectric power - including a 
large amount from outside the state - 
for 25 percent of its needs. 
Hydropower is great when it rains, but 
when it doesn't, the safety cushion 
evaporates. Here in Texas, we don’t 
rely on intermittent resources.

Finally, our focus in Texas is on 
implementing competition before 
deregulation. Workable competition 
is a much better regulator than govern­
ment. But until there is sufficient sup­
ply of power and the wholesale mai ket 
is working well, it doesn't help cus­
tomers to deregulate a monopoly. 
That's why the Texas plan has a 12- 
yeai' phase-in, which began in 1995. 
Pennsylvania is one state that’s doing 
it right by focusing on competition 
first. Customers there already are see­
ing savings of up to 15 percent on their 
monthly bills.

Texans' ability to shop and save is 
coming June 1. In the next few weeks, 
five percent of the retail customers of 
the state’s investor-owned utilities can 
enroll in the Retail Choice Pilot 
Program. Enrollment means you can 
choose your electric provider seven 
months before such freedom comes to 
other customers. Look for information 
in your electric bill next month.

The power of choice is yours. Get 
ready to use it.

Severe power shortages in the state 
of California coupled with rising en­
ergy costs this winter have many Tex­
ans concerned about the impacts of 
deregulation when it is implemented 
in the Lone Star state. Not to worry, 
according to state Senator David 
Sibley (R-Waco), author of the legis­
lation that will result in choice of elec­
trical providers for consumers begin­
ning Jan. 1,2002.

Today in Austin, during the annual 
Leadership Conference of the Texas 
Farm Bureau, the state’s largest, gen­
eral farm organization with over 
300,000 member families, Sibley of­
fered assurances that the Texas de­
regulation plan is sound. The Senator 
also complimented the farmers, say­
ing, “Many groups are process ori­
ented but farmers and ranchers are 
results oriented.

‘What we need in Austin are results 
oriented people, and I appreciate what 
you do. If there is one thing I want 
you to take home with you today it’s 
this: We are not California. We did it 
differently,” Sibley said, predicting 
better results for Texas electric de­
regulation.” Sibley said he and other 
Texas lawmakers involved in crafting

the legislation last session visited Cali­
fornia and were disconcerted with 
what they found.

“On the way back, 1 said, ‘If that’s 
electrical deregulation, I don’t want 
any part of it.’ I came back very satis­
fied to leave it alone. Then we visited 
Pennsylvania, M assachusetts and 
New Hampshire. We even took a trip 
to England. The conclusion we came 
to was that those of you in a regulated 
system, where we’re, telling TXU or 
Reliant Energy how much they can 
charge and that no matter how bad an 
investment they make, we’re still go­
ing to give them a 10 percent rate of 
return on their investment.

Consumers are the ones who bear 
the risk of loss,” the senator explained. 
“We wrote our law so that the person 
generating the electricity bears the risk 
of loss.” Sibley further noted that the 
transmission lines from the plant to 
distribution lines and wires coming 
into homes will not be deregulated, in 
order to ensure that lines, when down, 
are quickly restored and service is 
uninterrupted.

“I want you to know. I’ve looked at 
this right side up and upside down. I 
am confident in our plan. We have

people from all over the country call­
ing. It is being called the model legis­
lation for the U.S. We will hold hear­
ings on it in this session. I’m proud of 
it.”

Sibley emphasized that the plan he 
helped craft does not compel rural 
electric cooperatives to come into the 
system.

“It leaves lots of freedom to the 
people who have historically served 
the state in rural areas,” he said.

High Plains cotton producers and 

ginners wondering about the status of 
the 2000 Cottonseed Assistance Pro­
gram can look forward to the start of 
the process in the very near future ac­
cording to Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.

PCG inquiries have found that the 
first phase of the process will actually 
start in the next week to ten days when 
ginners are scheduled to be sent a let­
ter and signature verification form to 
be kept on file at USDA.

The signature verification form is 
going to play a key role in expediting 
Cottonseed payments since gins that, 
return the forms will be able to sim­
ply Fax their applications to USDA 
when the second phase of the program 
kicks off in either March or A pril.

Gins should begin receiving appli­
cations soon after USDA determines 
that ginning activity in the U.S. has 
been completed and necessary infor­
mation from USDA Cotton Classing 
offices has been received.

Another bit of good news, in addi­
tion to the fact that this assistance will

be on its way several months earlier 
than the 1999 Program, is the fact that 
there is a full $1(X) million available 
to pay for the 2000 Program.

Based on current production esti­
mates it appears that the 2000 Cotton­
seed Assistance program payment rate 
will be approximately $ 15 per ton, and 
could be slightly higher once Febru­
ary production estimates are released. 
The $15 per ton projection was made 
based on the December Production es­
timate.
