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Lockney residents will vote in May 
on a proposed 1/2 cent sales tax to be 
used exclusively for economic devel­
opment. If voters approve the tax, 
Lockney will join more than 440 other 
Texas cities using the tax to help fi­
nance their community’s economic 
development efforts.

If the sales tax is approved, all pur­
chases currently made within the City 
of Lockney that already have a sales 
tax will have an additional 1/2 cent 
added to the tax. A $100 purchase of 
taxable goods would require an addi­
tional 50 cents. Not all goods are Sub­
ject to sales tax. Necessities such as 
food, medications, and house pay­
ments, are not taxed.

“We project that this tax would gen­
erate between $20,000 and $25,000 
per year for economic development,” 
said Lockney Mayor Gary Marr. 
“With this money, we can both attract 
new businesses and help existing busi­

nesses expand or improve. The focal 
point of the entire economic develop­
ment effort will be the creation of 
jobs.”

Across Texas, the tax provides more 
than $225 million annually to the cit­
ies that have adopted it. Area cities 
which have adopted an economic de­
velopment tax include Brownfield, 
L ittlefield, Floydada, Levelland, 
Lamesa, Snyder, Hale Center, New 
Deal, Slaton, Sudan, Friona, 
Spearman, Olton, Clarendon, Groom, 
Gruver, Wellington, and Paducah.

In Littlefield, the tax has been di­
rectly responsible for the addition of 
15 new buS^iesses and 490 new jobs. 
Five dairies and the $11-million Bill 
Clayton Detention Center, which 
opened in April, have added more than 
$5 million to the payroll.

In Paducah, 25 new jobs have been 
created, and 20 new jobs have been 
added in New Deal.

Slaton used economic development 
tax funding to lure agricultural air­
plane repair and maintenance com­
pany HIS Turbines, Inc., from Dallas.
The company opened its doors with 
five employees with an average sal­
ary of $35,000 per year. Additional 
employees have since been added.

After Amoco closed its 100-em- 
ployee office in 1990, Brownfield 
voters approved the economic devel­
opment tax. More than 300 jobs have 
been attributed to the use of tax rev­
enues.

“It has become increasingly com­
petitive to recruit new businesses into 
a community,” said Tim Pierce, direc­
tor of economic development for the 
South Plains Association of Govern­
ments. “Businesses often need assis­
tance with building or other improve­
ments and will locate in those com-

Pastor tells story o f encounter 
with El Salvador earthquakes

I left for El Salvador on Monday, 

February 12, from the Lubbock air­
port. I knew this trip was probably 
going to be different than the trips of 
year's past, but I wasn't expecting to 
experience an earthquake firsthand. I 
had felt tremors in Mexico back in the 
70's, but this was my first real earth­
quake.

I have been going to El Salvador 
for the past five years to preach and 
teach in their Annual Bible Confer­
ence held each February. This year I 
took fifty Spanish outline booklets on 
the Book of Acts for the some forty to 
fifty pastors that always come to this 
conference. These pastors come from 
El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, 
and southern Mexico.

Each year the conference is held 
either in the main Baptist Church in 
the capital of San Salvador or in the 
Baptist Seminary in Cojutepeque, lo­
cated about 20 miles to the east of the 
capital. This year the conference was 
held in the Baptist Church in the capi­
tal.

The church sanctuary, about 80' by 
40', is made with concrete block walls 
built up to about 16' tall, with solid 
20" concrete columns about every 15'. 
The pinnacle ceiling rises up another 
10' or more, which is made of steel 
mesh rafters with asbestos roofing 
slabs on top. The walls are tied to­
gether with steel rods crisscrossing 
underneath the roof.

This earthquake proof manner of 
construction probably saved our lives. 
I know the Lord saved our lives, but 
this type of construction sure helped, 
too.

As usual, I was to teach the pastors 
from 8:30 a.m. to around 4:00 p.m. 
each day of the conference and preach 
to the church at night. This year I w as 
selected to preach on Thursday night.

Tuesday morning, February 13th, 
the pastor was introducing me to start 
our first morning Bible classes around 
8:30 a.m. We had just finished sing­
ing and we were standing.

As the pastor began leading us in 
prayer, the building began to shake. I 
thought this was just one of the 3,000+ 
tremors they had experienced since 
the January 13th quake of 7.6 magni­
tude, which killed 844 people and 
destroyed 278,000 homes. Many of 
these were church member's homes.

The tall concrete block walls began 
to ripple and wave slowly and mov­
ing in and out. The concrete slab floor, 
with stone tiles, began moving up and 
down with a waving affect. It felt like 
we were standing on sheets of ply­
wood over waving water.

The forty pastors, all at once, be­
gan holding their hands up in the air 
and praying out loud asking for God's 
mercy to be upon them. I looked at 
the pastor and he had stopped pray­
ing and was asking everyone to stay 
calm.

The earthquake kept on shaking for

what seemed to be an eternity. I kept 
watching the rafters and walls and I 
was planning my escape through a 
nearby outside door to a patio.

After about a minute or less, the 
shaking stopped and everyone began 
to calm down and give praise to the 
Lord for sparing our lives. The pas­
tor then asked everyone to be seated 
and he began calling on each one to 
stand and give a testimony, along with 
where they were from.

This gave everyone time to relax 
and get back to the business at hand 
of studying God's Word. Trying to 
break the emotional stress we had just 
experienced, I stood, gave my testi­
mony, told them I appreciated being 
with them and that I sure liked being 
associated with a church "on the 
move."

This 6.6 magnitude earthquake 
killed 402 people immediately and 
destroyed another 45,000 homes. It 
did some more damage to the church 
building, which already had almost 
lost one section of the west wall in 
the previous quake in January. This 
one section of wall was not only wav­
ing during the quake, but it was mov­
ing in and out like an accordion. It 
was a miracle that it did not fall in. If 
it had fallen, it would have probably 
brought the entire sanctuary down 
because of the rods tying the walls 
together.

Another small miracle that hap-

Grant for youth services 
to help troubled children

A $75,000 grant, recently awarded 
to Floyd County's STAND interven­
tion program, will be used to develop 
a project to help emotionally troubled 
youth, using local agencies.

The project has been named. Fam­
ily Connections, and will target youth, 
ages 10 to 17. JPO-STAND Interven­
tion Program  Director, Kay 
Brotherton, will be responsible for 
providing supervision of the project 
coordinator and project oversight.

A lthough STAND is the lead 
agency in the endeavor, Brotherton 
says all local agencies that provide 
children's resources, and become in­
volved in the program, will benefit.

The goal of Family Services will be 
to "cut the red tape" in an effort to help 
children with "multiple needs".

Brotherton says there is not as much 
bureaucracy, or strings attached, with 
this grant. Agencies that work together 
may be able keep a child from "fall-

ing through the cracks".
"This will be a 'Wrap Around' pro­

gram," said Brotherton. "It will ben­
efit the Juvenile Probation Depart­
ment, MHMR, Child Protective Ser­
vices, local school districts, and Re­
gion 17 Service Center."

Bobby Vallejo will serve as the Ser­
vice Coordinator of Family Connec­
tions.

"We will take children who have 
multiple needs, and work as a group 
to alleviate duplication of services," 
said Brotherton.

"Family Services will address the 
child and the family as a whole," said 
Vallejo.

It will be Vallejo's job to develop 
those "family needed" plans, and to 
work with members of community 
youth agencies to achieve that goal.

Vallejo comes to Family Connec­
tions from Texas Tech where he 
worked in the Administration Depart-

ment. Vallejo was an advisor for cam­
pus student organizations.

munities providing such assistance. If 
one community can’t provide such 
assistance, another one will. Those 
who have organized their economic 
development efforts and implemented 
a sales tax seem to be having the great­
est success.”

The tax is collected on taxable sales 
by merchants, then sent to the Texas 
Comptroller of Public Accounts. The 
money is then rebated to the city and 
transferred to the economic develop- 
nient corporation formed to adminis­
ter the city’s economic development 
program. The economic development 
corporation is comprised of a seven- 
member board of directors appointed 
by the City Council. All directors are 
appointed to a two-year term and may 
be removed by the council.

The board can recommend to the 
council the expenditure of economic 
development funds. After the recom­
mendation is made, a public hearing 
must be held on the recommended 
project before any money can be 
spent. After the hearing, the public has 
60 days to gather a petition objecting 
to the project. The petition may ask 
the city council to call for an election 
on the project.

May election to decide sales tax
of the Economic Development Com­
mittee of the Lockney Chamber of 
Commerce. “We have seen this in 
many different areas. Technological 
developments in agriculture such as 
Roundup ready cotton, center pivot 
irrigation, and no-till practices have 
been advantageous in many ways, but 
have also meant fewer jobs. The clos­
ing of the Tye plant and downsizing 
at Cargill have also reduced the num­
ber of jobs available to Lockney and 
Floyd County residents.

“All these developments contribute 
to a downward spiral that eventually 
leads to the loss of population and, 
with it, the loss of core services in a 
community.

When 
people complain, his hangers-on im­
mediately jump to his defense, claim­
ing that a former president is "entitled" 
to select any site he wishes. When the

chorus of complaints grows, he an­
nounces blithely that while he was in 
Florida he said to himself "if I could 
go anywhere in the country, where 
would I go. I would go to Harlem" 
(the black borough of New York City). 
He neglects to mention that the idea 
of going into Harlem came from Rep. 
Charles Rangel, the black member of 
Congress who represents that district, 
and came only after the flap was raised 
about his expensive mid-town digs,

So he announces he is going into a 
certain building in Harlem, com­
pletely ignoring his previous decision 
to go into a pent-house suite in mid­
town Manhattan. He gets massive t.v. 
coverage in announcing his latest de­
cision. He is surrounded by beaming 
leaders of Harlem as cameras roll. 
Only problem is that the space had 
already been rented to the city for a 
battered woman's facility. So he says 
well, "they'll just have to work it out." 
And they did. Now he's going to 
Harlem, where, no doubt, he will feel 
at home, and were he will be ex­
tremely happy.

No matter what we might say about 
the Clintons otherwise, we must ad­
mit he is a master politician, a master 
at grabbing attention, a master of turn­
ing lemons into lemonade. While 
President Bush is meeting with the 
Mexican President Vicente Fox on his 
first foreign trip abroad, and while 
bombs fall in Iraq, Mr. Clinton claims 
his share, indeed more than his share, 
of the spotlight.

Mr. Bush, it appears, will just have 
to get used to it. As will we all. •

community team'," said Brotherton. 
"The team will be composed of pro­
fessionals, family, and friends. For 
instance a team may consist of a pas­
tor, coach, aunt, uncle, family friend, 
plus professionals from different par­
ticipating juvenile services. The child 
and family will choose which agency 
they want involved.

"The program strives to teach the 
family how to better serve themselves 
later on--after the problem or crisis is 
over. This program is not meant to 
develop a dependency."

Brotherton says Vallejo was chosen 
for his position because "he has lots 
of experience working with challeng­
ing youth. He is very good at motiva­
tion and concentrating on their 

■ strengths."
According to Brotherton, "Each 

participating agency will be able to 
transfer complex kids to Bobby."

"Twenty percent of our caseload 
takes up 80% of our time," said Chief 
Juvenile Probation Officer Bruce 
Ballou.

"If we can send the twenty percent 
to Bobby, then we can devote the time 
and attention we need to the rest of 
our caseload."

Ballou says he is hooked on this 
program because "parents are pulled 
in."

"We need to get more parents in­
volved," said uallou. "They will be 
active members and participants in the 
process."

"We are going to develop a parent * 
group," said Vallejo. "To begin with, 
parents will be put on an advisory 
board and committees. We will be 
using parents who have dealt with

problem children and 'survived'."

"The Juvenile Probation Depart­
ment is already sold on this," said 
Ballou. "The program has also re­
ceived a-lQtj.of encouragement from 
the schools. It will be very successful 
if we can get the various agencies in­
volved."

The grant was awarded to Floyd 
County, and three other communities.

pened during the "rocking and roll­
ing" was when a florescent light bulb 
came loose from one of the light fix­
tures high up in the pinnacle of the 
rafters. It fell at least 20-t-' and hit some 
of the preachers on its way down to 
the concrete and tile floor. It did not 
break.

A small crack between the floor 
tiles opened at my feet and moved up 
the wall near the open window near 
where I was standing. Other cracks 
in the walls were noticed later 
throughout the building.

Tremors were felt all day long and 
I read later where 203 tremors oc­
curred in one day, many over the mag­
nitude of 5.0. We just tried to ignore 
them as we studied the Book of Acts. 
When we came to Acts 16, everyone 
began talking out loud and relating to 
the earthquake experience of Paul and 
Silas in the Phillipian jail.

At the noon meal, I looked outside 
and saw two armed military soldiers 
standing guard at the church's front 
gate. I suppose they were dropped off 
all over town following the earthquake 
for security purposes. But I couldn't 
help but thank the Lord for permitting 
two of them to be let out just in front 
of our church door for our own per­
sonal protection.

That night during the church's song 
service a strong tremor hit and shook 
everyone again. The vase of flowers 
on the piano just in front of me began 
doing a dance, but it never overturned.

As the second speaker of the night 
was being introduced, the lights went 
out. It was so dark that you could not 
see your hand in front of your face. I 
knew the direction of my little room 
where I was sleeping, so I slowly made 
my way there and retrieved my flash­
light. We continued the service with 
only my flashlight laying on the pi­
ano fdr light.

At the invitation, a young teenage 
girl came forward in the near darkness

and trusted Christ as her personal sav­
ior. Praise the Lord! The devil did not 
get the victoiy that day, nor that night. 
The lights came back on just as ev­
eryone was leaving to go home.

Everyone was a little scared to go 
to bed that night for fear of the trem­
ors and/or the possibility of another 
earthquake. I finally dozed off and at 
around 1 a.m. and I awoke to a big 
jolt that almost knocked me out of bed. 
I sat up and put my feet on the floor to 
feel just how bad the tremor was shak­
ing. It stopped and I finally went back 
to sleep for another hour. I later learned 
the entire city was sleeping only an 
hour at a time since the first earth­
quake.

The epicenter of this quake was near 
the town of Cojutepeque where the 
Seminary is located. About six of the 
pastors from this area left the confer­
ence to go check on their families and 
churches. Some of them returned on 
Thursday.

Thursday afternoon, we took two 
pickups loaded with pastors to 
Cojutepeque to check on the Seminary 
property. We saw a lot of dirt slides 
along the highway, but no damage had 
been done to the Seminary.

However, the entire town of 
Cojutepeque had lost its water supply. 
Large tanker trucks were hauling wa­
ter into town and the people were lined 
up with pots and buckets to get fresh 
water for drinking and bathing.

Speaking of clean water. I had car­
ried on the plane eight bottles of puri­
fied water with me just in case I would 
run into this problem. Sure enough, I 
needed all eight bottles for drinking, 
plus boiled coffee and factory bottled 
cokes and orange juice.

We had running water the first two 
nights of the conference, but the last 
two nights there was no running wa­
ter. I quickly found out how to take a

"B.B." (bucket and bowl) shower. I 
was told to fill a bucket with stored

water nearby. Get into the open 
shower area and with a cereal bowl 
pour water over my head. Soap down 
and then pour the water over my head 
again until all the soap was gone. 
"How sweet it is!" When I arrived 
back home, I thanked the Lord for 
American showers and took a couple 
of them - whether I needed them or 
not.

Latin American missionary Ross D. 
Fite and his wife, Ila Mae, were there 
for the entire conference. Bible Bap­
tist Church in Floydada supports them 
monthly. I was their guest. These pas­
tors and churches were the results of 
their labors for the Lord for over 40 
years in the ministry in this area. The 
Fites told me they had lived previously 
in Cojutepeque for over 20 years and 
they had never experienced an earth­
quake either.

Several of the Baptist Church build­
ings in El Salvador, Guatemala, and 
Honduras were either destroyed or 
badly damaged. The church building 
in the capital, where we had the con­
ference, was damaged in the wall 
structure amounting to well over 
$5,000+. ^

Upon arriving home, I heard El Sal­
vador has had a third earthquake on 
February 17th, Saturday, at 2:25 p.m.. 
The epicenter of this 5.3 magnitude 
quake was just south of the capital on 
the way to the airport. I had just been 
driven over this very spot on Friday 
on my way to the airport. This quake 
opened up a 4 foot wide chasm in the 
road, killed one person and injured 
several more, brought down many 
buildings damaged previously, and 
caused many more landslides.

This was my first earthquake and I 
hope it will be my last. But the Bible 
does say there will be many more

earthquakes in different places in the 
last days. Maybe these are the last 
days. Trust Christ and be ready!

If you are considering filing a claim 

for Social Security benefits, knowing 
beforehand what type of documenta­
tion is needed will speed the process. 
But before you head out the door, you 
should call Social Security’s toll-free 
number, 1-800-772-1213, to request 
an appointment. You will then be 
taken care of at your own conve­
nience. Even better, you may file by 
phone.

For a retirement claim, whether you 
file by phone or in person, you will 
need to have:

* proof of age and citizenship-usu- 
ally your birth certificate can serve 
both purposes if you were born in the 
United States. If you were born 
abroad, you will need your birth cer­
tificate and proof of United States citi­
zenship or legal residence;

* last year’s W-2-this will provide 
a good estimate of your future earn­
ings, if you intend to continue work­
ing;

* proof of prior military service, if 
applicable; and

* birth certificates and Social Se­
curity numbers for any children un­
der age 18, or 19 and still in second­
ary school.

National Cotton Council to meet 
in Washington February 26

Serving the best interests of an in­

dustry as diverse as cotton is never 
easy. For the National Cotton Coun­
cil, making the difficult seem easy has 
been the cornerstone of its many past 
successes.

As the seven interest groups that 
make up the NCC again try to develop 
a single set of policy goals to help steer 
development of the next cotton pro­
gram, the job of building consensus 
is requiring a little more work than 
first expected.

The sticking point now is the pro­
ducer segment’s desperate need for 
better downside protection through an 
increase in cotton’s minimum loan 
rate. Merchants have been reluctant to 
fully support the idea citing concerns 
about potential increases on produc­
tion in and out of the U.S.

In an effort to bring the two groups 
together producer representatives 
from the American Cotton Producers 
will meet with the American Cotton 
Shippers Association (ACSA) at the 
ACSA Board meeting February 26 in 
Washington, DC.

The producer contingent attending 
the meeting will be composed of

growers Mark Williams of Farwell; 
Hollis Isbell of Muscle Shoals, Ala­
bama; and Bob McClendon of Leary, 
Georgia.

NCC staff members will also be 
on hand to provide detailed analysis 
of the proposed changes and possible 

effects on foreign and domestic 
plantings, exports, and prices.

The key point from the producer 
segment in this case is that the pro­
posed increase in the loan floor 
wouldn’t adversely affect a merchant 
or mills ability to buy U.S. cotton at 
competitive world prices. Since 1996 

the use of a formula derived loan 
rate, operating as designed, would 
have provided effective loan rates 
from 53-60 cents.

The only difference now is the fact 
that the marketing loan has protected 
the ability of merchants and mills to 
obtain U.S. cotton at competitive 
world prices while legislatively im­
posed caps on the formula derived 
loan rate have prevented growers from 
receiving the additional support a 
higher loan rate would have provided.

They will also note that with a 
marketing loan the flow of cotton will 
remain uninterrupted and the loudest

message communicated to foreign 
producers will be that U.S. cotton pro­
ducers will remain competitive play­
ers in the world market at every price 
level.

PCG is confident that a consensus 
will be reached within the NCC on this 
issue in the near future. PCG is also 
confident that before discussion about 
what needs to be included in the next 
Farm Bill is complete that the NCC 
will have developed a policy that not 
only supports the needs of producers, 
but also protects the interests of all 
other segments of the industry.

While long-term aspects of farm 
policy reform are important, the criti­
cal need at this time is authorization 
of additional economic assistance for 
producers in 2001.

To meet this critical need NCC con­
tinues to be strongly united in support 
of emergency aide to growers in 2001. 
Current NCC policy is aimed at imple­
menting 2001 support at a level not 
less than the amount provided grow­
ers in 2000.

NCC is also encouraging the deliv­
ery of that support as quickly as pos­
sible to help producers obtain financ­
ing for the 2001 growing season.

Environmental Quality Incentive Program 
provides help for farm conservation

The Environmental Quality Incen­
tive Program (EQIP) provides tech­
nical, financial and educational assis­
tance to solve an identified resource 
problem. Resource management plan­
ning for your farm will give you bet­
ter control on managing your valuable 
natural resources. The purposes of the 
program are achieved through the 
implementation of a conservation 
plan. Conservation plans are site spe­
cific for each farm and are developed 
with the assistance of NRCS person­
nel. The plan becomes the basis for a 
5 to 10 year contract.

Federal cost-share can not exceed 
75 percent of the practice installation 
costs. The evaluation of applications 
is competitive. Payment rates and per­

centages are not fixed. Offering to 
accept a lower percentage cost share 
can improve your applications rank­
ing. The offers, which provide the 
greatest environmental benefits at the 
least program cost, will be funded.

The initial ranking period will end 
March 30,2001. If you have any ques­
tions about the Environmental Qual­
ity Incentive Program, or if you would 
like to sign up please call the Natural 
Resources Conservation Service of­
fice at 983-2352. When the auto at­
tendant answers, press 3 to ring di­
rectly to our office.

Congress to rewrite Farm Bill
President Hopper of PCG speaks 
out on high natural gas bills

Plains Cotton Growers President 

Ronnie Hopper, of Petersburg, deliv­
ered a rundown of the serious effects 
skyrocketing natural gas prices are 
having on Texas cotton producers at 
a hearing conducted by the Texas

House of Representatives Committee 
on Energy Resources, February 7, in 
Austin.

Hopper noted that high energy

prices will eventually affect every citi­
zen in the State, but that the early ca­
sualties are typically people on fixed 
incomes and those that use significant 
amounts of energy and are unable to 
pass the additional cost on in the pro­
cess of selling the commodity they 
produce.

Hopper highlighted the fact that cot­
ton production on the Texas High 
Plains has historically flourished as a 
result of three factors working in their

favor: good weather, good prices and 
affordable energy to produce their 
product.

Hopper explained that the rapid in­
crease in energy costs for irrigation as 
well as increased costs for nitrogen 
fertilizer produced with natural gas 
and natural gas fired drying equipment 
for cotton gins threatens to essentially 
change the face of agriculture in one 
of the most productive growing re­
gions Texas.

One of the issues farmers and ranch­
ers will be keeping a close eye on a s 
the 107th Congress begins its work in 
Washington this year is the rewrite of 
the 1996 Farm Bill. The agricultural 
policy expires in 2002.

"We would like to see the next farm 
bill focus on a consistent, long-term 
market-oriented farm policy," said 
Nutt, president of the Royd County 
Farm Bureau.

One aspect of the new farm legisla­
tion important to ag producers is the 
strengthening of the income safety net 
through increased loan rates. "We 
need farm policy that protects farm 
income and aggressively seeks ex­
panded export markets," the Floyd 
County Farm Bureau leader said.

Farm policy was extensively de­
bated at the recent American Farm 
Bureau Federation annual convention 
in Orlando. Texas Farm Bureau was

represented by 21 voting delegates.

"Farmers and ranchers want a fair, 
reliable and producer-friendly ag 
policy that allows us to make a living 
from the land and compete on a level 
playing field with foreign competitors. 
We look forward to working with 
members of Congress to ensure that 
the new farm legislation meets the 
needs of America's agricultural pro­
ducers," Danny said.

B o o s t  'em before 
y o u  buck le  'em

Most parents believe they buckle 

their kids in correctly, but surprisingly, 
most times they’re wrong.

With so many types of child safety 
seats and seat belt systems, its hard to 
be sure safety seats are in right. One 
common mistake is that parents often 
believe that once their children out­
grow their forward-facing child seats, 
an adult seat belt is good enough. A 
child who cannot sit with his or her 
back straight against the vehicle seat 
back cushion, with knees bent over a 
vehicle’s seat edge without slouching, 
must use a booster seat.

The reality is that all children'be­
tween about 40 to 80 lbs. And less than 
4’9" tall should be in a booster seat. 
Adult seat belts can be dangerous 
when used alone if the child is too 
small.

The shoulder belt cuts across their 
necks and the lap belt rides up into 
their soft bellies. In a crash, this can 
cause serious or even fatal injuries. 
Any many child passenger safety laws 
ignore children this age and size, giv­

ing parents a false sense of security.
For these children, booster seats are 

critical. Child safety seats - including 
boosters - are very effective in pro­
tecting children in crashes. A booster 
seat positions the adult-designed seat 
belt, correctly and safely - and offers 
children greater comfort and visibil­
ity.

All children age 12 and under 
should sit properly restrained in the 
back seat. So when your kids outgrow 
forward-facing child safety seats, 
boost ‘em before you buckle ‘em. And 
get your child safety seats inspected 
by a certified technician in your area.

MARRIAGE IN THE MOUN­
TAINS OF MEXICO-Teaching the 
Bible to young men who had surren­
dered to the ministry in Mexico was a 
blessing to me. I counted it a privi­
lege to share the Bible with them.

Some of our Bible Institute students 
were married when they came to study 
with us, but the majority were single 
men from 18 to 25 years of age. The 
older married men and their families 
helped mentor the younger ones and 
kept a family atmosphere to any that 
might get homesick or just wanted 
some home cooking.

Eventually each young man would 
get interested in a certain girl in one 
of our many churches or missions. I 
tried to stay out their courtships. But 
when they would ask me to marry 
them, then I had to get involved and 
do some counselling, if there was a 
need.

One wedding stands out in my 
memory from Mexico. It was with a 
Chontal Indian young man studying 
for the ministry and the pastor's 
daughter back in the home church in 
the mountains of Oaxaca, near the 
Pacific Ocean.

The families took care of all the le­
gal paper work with the government

and I conducted the wedding cer­
emony. Now remember, we are miles 
and miles from any highway. We 
walked hours over and up in the dry 
arid mountains to get to the village of 
Las Cruces where the church was lo­
cated.

I did not expect to see what I saw. 
The bride and her bridesmaids were 
all dressed in white wedding dresses. 
The church was decorated with flow­
ers and all colors of crepe paper. The 
parents were dressed up in their fin­
est clothes of suits and beautiful 
dresses.

The Bible student groom wore a 
suit and"*tie and his best men all had 
on white shirts. Everyone look great 
except me. I did not think to bring a 
tie. I felt under dressed. The church 
was packed and I took pictures for 
them following the wedding.

I learned a valuable lesson that day. 
Even very poor Indians living high in 
the mountains, cut off from the rest 
of the world, know how to show re­
spect to God and to His marriage 
vows.

MORAL OF THE STORY: "Don't 
underestimate a poor man's under­
standing o f the outside world and his 
desire to raise his standard o f living."
