the contents in the home God will 
provide a way to refurnish her 
home.

Sudy says she doesn’t know 
why she woke up at 5:00 a.m. on 
the morning of March 4th. “I 
never wake up early-especially 
at 5:00 a.m.” said Sudy. “I know 
now that God woke me up.”

Sudy says she decided to get 
up and put some clothes in the 
dryer. She came back to bed and 
was greeted by her 20 year old 
daughter, Bambi, who woke up 
when Sudy got up.

“Bambi wanted to know why 
I was up.” said Sudy. “I told her 
and also commented on the nice 
sound of the rain outside. It was 
storming pretty good -I had even 
heard a very strong lighting strike 
and knew it hit som eth ing  
nearby.”

Sudy closed the door and got 
back in bed (Sudy and Bambi and 
Sudy’s two grandchildren share 
a bedroom).

Sudy said that both her and 
Bambi had colds and htid stuffy 
noses. “Bambi sat up in bed and 
blew her nose.” said Sudy. “Then 
she said, ‘Something is burning’.

“I told her there was nothing 
burning, I had just been to the 
back of the house and had not 
seen anything. Then, after I laid 
down we heard loud popping. I

knew what was happening. I told 
Bambi.to grab the children and 
get ou t-the house is on fire.

“We never saw any tlames. but 
the smoke was billowing out. It 
all happened within 15 minutes.”

F lo y d ad a’s fire inspector. 
Darrell Gooch, told Sudy he be­
lieved the fire was started by 
lighting striking the electrical 
outlet box and traveling to the 
dryer.

“The insurance adjuster told 
us we were getting the effects of 
the smoke through the ventilation 
long before we really smelled it,” 
said Sudy. “We are blessed to be 
alive.

“The fish in my 40 gallon 
aquarium even survived. Even 
though the water was boiling and 
the filter melted, the fish buried 
themselves under the gravel and 
lived through it.”

Sudy said the house was in­
sured. The home will have to be 
torn down and rebuilt. “All that 
will be used again is the concrete 
slab.” said Sudy.

The contents were not insured, 
but Sudy has a lready  been 
blessed by the generosity of a 
woman in Lubbock.

“I shop at Catherine’s in Lub­
bock,” said Sudy. “They found 
out about the fire the day after it 
happened and sent me more 
clothes than I’ve ever had in my 
life. I couldn’t believe it. I have 
been so humbled by people’s gen­
erosity.”

Although Sudy has received 
clothing, her daughter and two 
grandchildren are still in need of

clothes. Also needed are any type 
of household furnishings. Sudy 
can be contacted at the Housing 
Authority, 983-5165. Donated 
items can be left for her at the 
Housing Authority. If you have 
furniture to donate, please call 
Sudy and she will come pick it 
up.

Sudy is well known in the 
community as the woman who 
spearheaded the yearly Christ­
mas meal which feeds hundreds 
of shut-ins,^ilderly, and disabled 
across Floyd. Hale, Dickens and 
Motley counties. Meals are also 
delivered  to the R onald  
McDonald Houses in Lubbock 
and Amarillo. Over 500 meals 
were prepared and delivered last 
year.

Her generosity is also preva­
lent in the work she does in the 
Reflections of Love program.

Voter turnout low for primary

BURNED LIVING ROOM

Only 12*̂  ̂ of Floyd County 
voters turned out to cast theiV 
ballot in the March 9 primary 
elections. Of the 4,348 registered 
voters, only 504 made it to the 
polls.

There was only one locally 
contested race in the primaries 
for voters. In the Republican 
commissioner primary race Paul 
Moore and Clay Simpson faced 
off to decide who would chal- . 
lenge incumbent County Com­
missioner RayNell Bearden, a 
democrat.

Simpson won with i 10 votes. 
Moore garnered 57 votes.

There will be two locally con­
tested races on election day, No­
vem ber 9. Bearden will face 
Simpson, and Democrat incum­
bent sheriff, Royce Gilmore, is 
being challenged by Republican 
Ray Macha.

Another race will be between 
Democrat U.S. Representative 
Charlie Stenholm and Republi­
can U.S. Representative Randy 
Neugebauer.

Stenholm and Neugebauer are 
both incumbents, however with

the newly organized districts vot­
ers must now decide which con­
gressman will represent District 
#19 (Floyd County will move 
from District #13 to District #19 
with the November elections.)

E igh ty -eigh t voters voted 
early in Floyd County and 416 
voted on election day. The repub­
lican primary had 45 early vot­
ers and 216 on election day.

The democrat primary had 43 
early voters and 200 on election 
day.

FISD board discusses future of South 
Plains gymnasium and school property

Superintendent Jerry Vaughn 

gave an update about the disposal 
of the South Plains gymnasium 
and future property plans at the 
regular FISD board m eeting, 
March 9.

Vaughn told the board, “There 
is no action needed at this time 
by the board. A group of citizens 
at South Plains are in the process 
of organizing a nonprofit organi­
zation in order to receive the 
property. This will probably be 
completed by May.”

“If we deed this property and

gymnasium over to them, it must 
remain in use as a community 
center for community use. Things 
are progressing at a snail’s pace,” 
Vaughn concluded.

Vaughn reported that “FISD 
attendance is at 1,046 students. 
This is up 14 students over last 
year’s attendance of 1032 at this 
same time. It is looking real good 
for us.”

The superintendent told the 
board the bus consolidation of 
routes was working out fine. 
Vaughn said, “One route consoli­
dation will begin April 1st, while

the other route consolidation will 
probably not start until the begin­
ning of next school year.”

The board approved a 2004- 
2005 school calendar. The calen­
dar was recom m ended by 
Vaughn and the FISD teachers. 
The 2004-2005 school year will 
begin on August 16, 2004 and 
end May 27, 2005, with two 
weeks of Christmas holidays on 
D ecem ber 20-31, 2004 and 
Spring Break falling on March 
14-18, 2005.

In other matters, the board

City to seek housing grant
On March, 11,2004 the Lock­

ney City Council met in regular 
session to discuss a housing 
grant. B ryan G rim es, with 
Grantworks, requested the City 
pass a resolution allowing his 
company to pursue a grant on 
behalf of the City of Lockney. 
The grant, in the am ount of 
$520,000. would remove nine old 
houses in disrepair and build nine 
new homes in Lockney. Each 
new home would be 900 square 
feet, and of brick veneer con­
struction. They would be three 
bedroom one bath with central air 
and heat, stove, dishwasher, re­
frigerator, and hot water heater. 
They will meet A.D.A. require­
ments. with halls and doors to 
accommodate wheelchairs. Each 
home will be valued at approxi­
mately $50,000. To qualify for 
the homes you have to be low 
income, elderly, over 62, handi­
capped or disabled.

To receive the grant the City 
would have to match it with 
$62,500 in cash or in-kind labor. 
The Council agreed that the only

way they could participate in the 
grant would be to do the in-kind 
labor. This would include de­
struction and removal of the cur­
rent structure, the running of new 
water and sewer lines, landscap­
ing etc.

"One concern for prospective 
owners is that they will be re­
quired to find temporary housing 
for approximately four months 
during the removal of their old 
home and construction of the 
new home." said Grimes. "An­
other concern is there will only 
be three projects of this size in 
this area, and there are a dozen 
cities applying for this same 
grant."

The Council agreed this would 
be a project that would benefit 
Lockney. Tina Graves made a 
motion to allow Grantworks to 
pursue the grant. Jr. Brotherton 
provided the second, and all were 
in favor. The motion did state the 
City Attorney would review the 
contract for any potential liabil­
ity to the City.

In other business the Council

di.scussed the new Waste Water 
Treatment Project at the City 
Farm. "We have tried to get per­
mission to build the new tank on 
the west side of the existing tank 
but are not making any progress," 
stated Mayor Stapp. "They have 
designated that area a 'wetland' 
and a playa lake and this has been 
a problem. We need to get started 
on this project."

The City can build the tank on 
the north side of the existing tank 
and bypass "wetland" concerns. 
Mayor Stapp and City Secretary 
Ron Hall were working on the 
situation, and felt the project 
would soon be started.

A nother item discussed by 
Mayor Stapp was the disposition 
of the city owned swim m ing 
pool. "The City is looking at an 
estimated cost of approximately 
$70,000 to get the pool to meet 
state requirements," said Stapp. 
For the past several years the City 
has been able to patch and repair 
the pool and meet the require­
ments.

Various media outlets remain 
in a dither over the apparent Suc­
cess of Mel Gibson’s movie “The 
Passion of the Christ.” Practically 
all the “slick” magazines have 
had cover stories on it, the let­
ters to the editor columns are full 
of opinions on the matter, signed 
and unsigned opinion pieces dot 
the landscape, and speculation 
abounds.

The word has gone out; The 
movie is bad. The movie is anti- 
Semitic. It will re-ignite anti- 
Jew ish  fee lings w orldw ide 
am ong fo llow ers o f C h ris t’s 
teachings, and through them 
among others as well. The movie 
is full of gore, and blood, and is 
not fit for children brought up to 
believe that kindness and love 
should rule the world. Even the 
New York Times’ Bill Safire du­
tifully fell in line with a piece 
reflecting the dominate thinking 
of his employers. Safire normally 
can be counted on to reflect a 
degree of sanity in world events, 
but when the interests of Israel 
or Jews are at stake, all bets are 
off.

The attitude of the Times and 
of Safire, is, of course, no sur­
prise. The surprise would have 
been had they thought otherwise.

In the meantime, American 
movie-goers continue to flock to 
showings b f the film, so much so 
that it is up there with “The Lord 
of the Rings” in total money 
flowing to its venturesome pro­
ducers. Gibson, as we understand 
the matter, had to fund the movie 
himself. It cost him something

like $25 million, which was quite 
a gamble. It has already brought 
in something like $180 million. 
Here at the Hesperian, that’s a lot 
of money, probably more than we 
make all year.

As we have noted before, we 
have not seen the film, and we 
don’t plan to hasten out to view 
it anytim e soon. But we are 
amused by the uproar the film has 
produced, particularly in light of 
the fact that so many gory, ob­
scene, anti-Christian, even anti- 
religious, film s are routinely 
shoy/n on American screens. We 
do not regard ourselves as being
overly religious, but the hypoc­
risy o f the current situation 
would cause the ancient Pharisees 
to turn green with envy. The film 
is attacked from just about every 
angle except for its evident por­
trayal of Christ’s messages of sac­
rifice, forgiveness and redemp­
tion. We should hasten to say that 
not all Jews who have seen the 
film are critical of Gibson’s ef­
fort, just as not all Jews in the 
crowds at Jerusalem more than 
2,000 years ago shouted for 
Christ’s crucifixion. Most Jewish 
critics have been mainly those, 
like Abraham Foxman, who get 
paid for sounding off in what they 
regard as defense of the clan, but 
many have been understanding of 
the faith of true Christian believ­
ers. One cannot escape the feel­
ing that many Jewish critics re­
gard the movie industry as being 
their own personal fiefdoms, off 
limits to all others. They are per­
fectly happy with any film depict­

ing the inhumanity of any Pha- 
räoh, or of Moses parting the 
water, or of any ancient Jew per­
forming any miracle, but they 
come unglued at the idea of pos­
sible truth in the Christian Gos­
pels.

We have a small bit of advice 
for those Jews who are continu­
ally mounting the barricades in 
attacks upon G ibson’s movie. 
Relax. Take a break. Let the 
Christians have their day. Let 
Gibson have his day. Get off the 
back of Gibson’s father just be­
cause he thinks the oft-quoted 
numbers used in holocaust stories 
is excessive. He has not denied, 
to our knowledge, that Hitler had 
many Jew s killed in various 
ways. He has said the numbers 
generally used is excessive and 
unknowable. Many, many people 
agree with the old man, and you

can’t prove him, or them, to be 
wrong. Or, at least you haven’t 
to this date. You have merely 
thrown out a figure and repeated 
it so many times it has stuck in 
the public mind.

And for those Christians who 
depend upon Jews to do their 
thinking for them, we would rec­
ommend a re-reading of the Gos­
pels, and a lot of soul searching. 
You might even find there the 
answers to some questions.

Although 
Directors are nominated from the District which they 
represent, all members in attendance at the annual meeting 
vote on all candidates who may be properly nominated.

SECTION 4.02 QUALIFICATIONS:

No person shall be eligible to become or remain a director 
of the Cooperative who is a close relative of an incumbent 
director or an employee of the Cooperative , or is not a 
member in good standing of the Cooperative and receiving 
service within the District he represents; PROVIDED, that 
the operating or chief executive of any member which is 
not a natural person, such as a corporation, church, etc., or 
his designee, shall be eligible to become a director, from the 
Directorate District in which such member is located, if he 
or such designee (1) is in substantial permanent occupancy, 
direction or use of the premises served by the Cooperative, 
and (2) is a permanent and year-round resident within or in 
close proximity to an area served by the Cooperative; BUT 
PROVIDED FURTHER, that no more than one (1) such 
person may serve on the Board of Directors at the same 
time. No person shall be eligible to become or remain a 
director of, or to hold any other position of trust in, the 
Cooperative who does not have the legal capacity to enter 
into a binding contract or is in any way employed by or 
financially interested in a competing enterprise, or a business 
selling electric energy or supplies to the Cooperative, or a 
business primarily engaged in selling electrical or plumbing 
applicances, fixtures or supplies to, among other, the 
members of the Cooperative. No personal shall take or hold 
office as a Director who is the incumbent of or candidate 
for an elective public office in connection with which a salary 
is paid.

SECTION 4.05 DIRECTORATE DISTRICTS
The territory served by the Cooperative shall be divided 

into nine (9) Directorate Districts. Each District shall be 
represented by one director and the Districts are described 
upon the map on the territory served by the District attached 
to the Bylaws and made a part hereof.

SECTION 4.06 NOMINATIONS

It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors to appoint, 
not less than thirty (30) days nore more than one hundred 
(180) days prior to the date of the meeting of the members 
at which directors are to be elected, a Committee on 
Nominations, consisting of not less than five (5) nor more 
than eleven (11) members. The Committee shall prepare and 
post at the principal office of the Cooperative at least twenty 
(20) days prior ro the meeting a list of nominations for 
directors to be elected, listing separately the nominee (s) for 
each Directorate District from or with respect to which 
director must, pursuant to this Article, be elected at the 
meeting. The Committee may include as many nominees 
for any director to be elected from or with respect to a 
Directorate District as it deems desirable. Any fifteen (15) 
or more members of the Cooperative, acting together, may 
make additional nominations in writing over their signatures, 
listing their nominee (s) in like manner, not less than fifteen 
(15) days prior to the meeting, and the Secretary shall post 
such nominations at the same place where the list of 
nominations made by the Committee is posted. The Secretary 
shall mail to the members with the notice of the meeting, or 
separately, but at least ten (10) days prior to the date of the 
meeting, a statement of the names and addresses of all 
nominee (s) for each Directorate District from or with respect 
to which a director must be elected, showing clearly those 
nominated by the Committee and those nominated by 
petition, if any. The chairman at such meeting, after all 
nominations so made have been duly announced, shall call 
for additional nominations from the floor and shall ascertain 
and announce, after any nominations made from the floor, 
the particular Directorate District from or with respect to 
which any additional candidates have been nominated.

Agriculture Com m issioner 
Susan Combs today officially 
declared the six counties in the 
Northern High Plains Boll Wee­
vil Eradication Zone as “sup­
pressed” - one of seven Boll Wee­
vil Eradication Zones that ob­
tained this status today.

“Suppressed” means that less 
than 0.025 boll weevils were 
found per trap per week during 
the cotton growing season.

“This is a great milestone in 
Texas’ fight against boll weevils, 
a destru c tiv e  pest that has 
plagued our state’s cotton indus­

Growers in the Northern High 
Plains Zone approved a boll wee­
vil eradication program in 2001. 
The Northern High Plains Zone 
covers more than 550,000 acres 
in Hale. Randall and Swisher 
Counties, and parts of Armstrong, 
Briscoe and Floyd Counties.

Other Boll Weevil Eradication 
Zones obtaining suppressed sta­
tus today were the Southern High 
Plains Caprock around Lubbock; 
W estern High P lains around 
Seminole; Permian Basin around 
Midland-Odessa; Northern Roll- 
ing Plains around C hildress; 
Northwest Plains around Here­
ford; and El Paso/Trans-Pecos 
around El Paso. More than 4 mil­
lion acres of cotton are farmed in 
the suppressed zones.

After tumbling to six-month 
lows and closing limit down 
Tuesday due to a lack of buying 
interest, cotton futures on the 
New York Cotton Exchange re­
covered Wednesday and Thurs­
day in response to a friendly sup- 
ply/demand report and healthy 
weekly export shipments.

In its March supply/demand 
report. USDA raised its U.S. cot­
ton export estimate to a record 
13.8 million bales for the 2003- 
04 marketing year, up from 13.2 

, million in its last report. Domes­
tic use also saw an increase to 6.3 
million bales, up from the Feb­
ruary estimate of 6.2 million. The 
rise in exports and boost in do­
mestic use resulted in lower U.S. 
ending stocks as USDA cut the 
figure to 3.55 million bales from 
4.25 million in the previous re­
port.

The departm en t low ered 
world ending stocks to a nine- 
year low of 31.73 million bales 
from 32.49 million last month, 
primarily as a result of a 700.000 
bale cut in prospective U.S. 
carryover.

Additionally. Chinese imports 
were boosted to 8.5 million bales 
from 7.0 million, and the Asian 
c o u n try ’s consum ption  was 
pegged at 31.5 million bales, up 
from 30.5 million in USDA’s pre­
vious estimate.

“The numbers were great, but 
1 expect cotton prices will only 
begin marching north when we 
get confirmation of renewed buy­
ing by China whose heavy pur­

chases last October powered a 
rally which sent prices to their 
highest levels since late 1995,” 
one analyst said.

In o ther news, the 
department’s weekly export re­
port was a “mixed bag” with 
lower sales but steady shipments, 
according to traders. Net export 
sales of 96,200 bales in the week 
ended March 4 were 35 percent 
lower than the previous week and 
a 76 percent decline from the 
prior four-week average. Turkey 
and Indonesia were the main 
buyers for the week.

Export shipments of 316,400 
bales during the same period 
were one percent lower than the 
previous week, but 3 percent 
higher than the four-week aver­
age. China and Mexico were the 
primary destinations.

As expected, a fourth quali­
fying week toward the re-intro­
duction of Step 2 payments was 
conipleted. and payments will re­

sum e on bales exported  or 
opened at domestic mills for at 
least one week. Traders hope the 
reinstatement will boost export 
sales in USDA’s next report.

A serious m arket decline, 
coupled with the reluctance of 
producers to lower their price 
expectations, resulted in no bales 
sold online by Texas, Oklahoma 
and Kansas producers in the five 
trading days ended March 11. 
The previous week’s sales totaled 
11,684 bales, and prices received 
by producers .selling their cotton

online that week ranged from 
62.44 to 65.48 cents per pound.

In other news, above-average 
temperatures were experienced in 
the Far West while cooler-than- 
normal readings were reported at 
the end of the week in West 
Texas. Welcome rain fell in parts 
of the Texas High and Rolling 
Plains, and soil moisture levels 
continue to improve.

Elsewhere in the Cotton Belt, 
mostly sunny skies were reported 
allowing outside activities to 
progress with little interruption in 
the Memphis Territory and South 
Texas. Southeastern cotton areas 
experienced cool, dry weather 
which will give saturated soils a 
chance to dry.
