' Constitutional Amendment 

elections are not known for high 
voter turnout in Floyd County or 
elsewhere in the State. However, 
the amendments included in the 
November 8 election may bring 
out more County voters to the 
polls.

Floyd County residents will 
be voting on an amendment that 
applies only to this County and 
also on the much publicized 
“Traditional Marriage Amend­
ment”.

At the bottom of the election 
ballot voters will either vote for, 
or against, “Keeping the office 
of the County Clerk of Floyd 
County, and the office of the Dis­
trict Clerk, of Floyd County, as 

• two separate offices.”
The amendment had to be in­

cluded in this election after the 
State Legislature mandated that 
all counties whose population 
falls below 10,000 must have an 
election to vote on whether or not

they want to combine the offices 
of District Clerk and County 
Clerk or leave them as two sepa­
rate offices.

“I believe the offices should 
stay separate,” said Judge Hardin. 
“Combining the offices will not 
save the County any money. We 
will still need the same amount 
of people to run the offices and it 
would also prove to be an incon­
venience.”

County, C lerk M arilyn 
Holcomb agreed. “I think it 
should definitely stay separated. 
It makes more sense.

D istrict Clerk Barbara 
Edwards also felt the offices 
should stay separated. “It might 
end up gosting the county more 
in the beginning if they combined 
the offices.”

Also included on the ballot 
will be Amendment #2 which 
“provides that marriage in this 
state consists only of the union 
of one man and one woman and

prohibits this state or a political 
subdivision of this state from cre­
ating or recognizing any legal 
status identical or similar to mar­
riage.”

A vote “for” is in favor of the 
traditional view of marriage. A 
vote “against” would allow the 
state to recognize marriages 
other than marriages between 
one man and one woman.

FISD  superintendent looks at 
revising building master plan

The Floydada ISD Board met 

Tuesday, October 11, and again 
discussed a bond election 
timeline, a facilities tour and a 
shuttle bus for out-of-town teach­
ers.

Superintendent Jerry Vaughn 
reminded the board, “February 
13, 2006 is the first day to call 
for a May bond election anci 
March 13, 2006 is the last day to 
call for the bond election, in or­
der to beat the November Gen­
eral Election in 2006. These tar­
get dates will give us EDA fund­
ing in 2007, otherwise it would 
be 2011.”

“It has been 18 months since 
our first Master Plan (for the 
failed bond election to renovate 
major facilities and consolidate 
campuses). We are now going to 
Plan B. We need to revise our 
Master Plan, which Grimes and 
Associates will do for $7,500,”

said Vaughn. '
In a letter from Grimes & As­

sociates handed out to the board, 
Joe B. Grimes stated, “There 
have been a number of new de­
velopments since we first re­
leased our Master Plan, almost a 
year ago. There have been sig­
nificant increases in the cost of 
everything construction related. 
Rather than performing a com­
prehensive renovation of the high 
school, we discussed construct­
ing just a science wing and leav­
ing intact as much as possible of 
the existing facility. It would be 
best if we updated our Master 
Plan and set a m ax-cost of 
$7,500.”

Board President Bill Dean 
said, “We need further study. We 
first need to see what we want to 
do, what our options are and 
whether we want major renova­
tions or just renovate one facility 
at a time. We need to do a facili­

ties’ tour, a work session and de­
cide what our 20 year game plan 
is.”

The board agreed to partici­
pate in a facilities’ tour on Mon­
day, October 17, at 4 p.m., fol­
lowed by a work session later.

Concerning the need for a 
shuttle bus for several out-of- 
town teachers, Vaughn said, “I 
have talked with some of the 
teachers involved and I recom­
mend we not do this right now.” 
The proposal died for lack of a 
motion.

In other matters, the board 
unanimously approved a $30,275 
mandatory purchase of an elec­
tric handicap chair lift for the 
gym stairs at R.C. Andrews El­
ementary.

According to Superintendent 
Vaughn, “This is an emergency 
purchase for three Special Ed stu­
dents now enrolled at Andrews

Lockney Longhorns retain the County Trophy

There were several speeches 

given to the Lockney players this 
week in order to prepare them for 
their annual battle with their 
Floyd County neighbors. One 
speech talked about memorable 
games, one was about the game 
that got away, one talked about 
this game as the greatest football 
experience you could have, and 
the last speaker talked about 
banding together to reach one 
common goal. Each speech 
shared one common theme: 
m em ories. Well, Dahlen 
McCarter and Blaine Hall will 
always remember the pass and 
catch on fourth and goal from the 
five yard line that won the game 
for their team.

Here is how the story goes. 
After an epic defensive battle all 
night long, the Longhorns found 
themselves down 7 -  3 in the 
fourth quarter with only 3:15 re-, 
maining and a fourth and goal 
from the five yard line. Blaine 
Hall rolls to the right. Dahlen 
McCarter slashes his way across 
the back of the endzone with a 
defender running stride for stride 
beside him. Hall zips the pass to 
McCarter. McCarter pulls the 
pass away from the defender at 
the back of the endzone. The ref­
eree raises his hands: touchdown 
Longhorns!

This,is not McCarter’s first 
game winning catch of the year. 
He intercepted a last second pass 
against Slaton to ice that game 
for the Horns.

Approximately 3,000 fans

packed into M itchell- 
Zimmerman Stadium Friday 
night to cheer on their teams. 
Both teams proved to be up to the 
task at hand. Floydada took their 
opening drive deep into Lockney 
territory before a penalty stalled 
the possession. Floydada ate up 
at least half of the first quarter 
with the 14 play drive. Lockney 
took possession at their 24 yard 
line and drove the ball down to 
Floydada’s four yard line. The 
Horns converted three third 
downs and one fourth down 
along the way. The Floydada 
defense stiffened and caused a 
fumble ending Lockney’s hope 
of scoring.

Each team had one possession 
and the first quarter was history. 
After stopping Floydada’s next 
three attempts for a first down, 
Lockney forced the Winds to 
punt. A deep punt set up a Lock­
ney return to the eleven yard line. 
A monstrous hit by Taylor Brock 
sprung the return. Unfortunately, 
a penalty on Lockney’s Jason 
MOndragon brought the return 
back to the Horn’s 43 yard line.

Lockney took ten plays to 
move into scoring position on 
their next drive. Key plays on the 
drive were a 19 yard completion 
to J.W. McPherson and a 16 yard 
completion to Brandon Hall. 
Lockney was held on third down 
and forced to try a field goal. The 
try by McCarter was good mak­
ing the score 3 - 0  Lockney as 
halftime approached.

The third quarter started with 
Lockney moving the ball to

midfield before being forced to 
punt. A deep punt by Tyler Kidd 
set Floydada up on their own 15 
yard line to start their first drive 
of the second half. The next play 
flip-flopped the field position 
game as Floydada’s Payte Beedy 
ran the ball to the fifty yard line. 
The Horns forced a punt after the 
next three plays, but the damage 
had been done.

Lockney started on their own 
15 yard line. Unlike Floydada, 
the Horns could not get them­
selves out of the hole. A two yard 
punt gave Floydada possession at 
the twenty yard line. Floydada 
quickly moved into scoring po­

sition, but Lockney’s middle line­
backer Jason Mondragon made 
three of his game high fifteen 
tackles inside the four yard line. 
Floydada turned the ball over on 
downs on the one yard line. 
Lockney attempted to move the 
ball away from the endzone to 
protect a 3 -  0 lead. Another 
shaky punt gave the Whirlwinds 
the ball at the twenty one more 
time. The Homs put up a fight to 
keep Floydada out of the endzone 
and to keep the lead. But, on 
Fourth and five, Blake Greer 
came up big with a strong run tak­
ing the ball to the two yard line 
before being tackled. Floydada’s

Payte Beedy punched it in on the 
next play to give the Winds a 7 -  
3 lead with 9:31 to go in the 
game.

The Longhorns put together 
a season defining drive on the 
next possession. The drive con­
sisted of thirteen plays, three 
fourth down conversions, and 
took 6:20 off the clock. Adrian 
Luna and John Vasquez did all 
of the leg work on the drive be­
hind the power of the Lockney 
offensive line. The drive was 
capped by “the catch” on fourth 
and goal from the five. Lockney 
led 1 0 - 7  with 3:11 remaining 
in the game.

Floydada’s hope of a come­
back faded quickly on the next 
possession as Beedy was sacked 
by Mondragon and intercepted 
by Wes Davis. Lockney’s John 
Vasquez scored on the next play 
following the interception from 
thirty yards out to finalize all 
scoring at 17 -  7 with 2:36 to go 
in the game.

The win improves the Long­
horns to 3 -  4 overall and more 
importantly 1 -  1 in district. The 
Whirlwinds are 2 -  5 and 1 -  f 
in district as well. Tulia and 
Olton are both 1 - 1 ,  while 
Dimmitt is 0 -  2. Friona is un­
defeated and all alone at 2 -  0.

He finally gave it up, I was 
told, because Clements would 
not follow his own protocol. 
Tobin complained to me that 
once in a great while he would 
work for days to get the right man 
in the right position, only to be 
reminded by Clements, the Gov­
ernor, that “oh, yes, I been mean­
ing to talk to you about that spot. 
I ran into so and so the other day 
going down to get a hamburger 
and told him he could have that 
spot.” Needless to say, Tobin 
would get upset.

Anyhow, it’s been a hurtful 
week. Many good people have 
left us.

LISD trustees met for their 
monthly meeting October 11 and 
heard campus reports from prin­
cipals and the Superintendent’s 
report.

Junjor High enrollment is 134, 
and Elementary enrollment is 
285. '

Superintendent Phil Gotham' 
recognized PEIMS Coordinator 
Donna McCarter for her work. 
“PEIMS has a system that tells 
how many errors the PEIMS co­
ordinator makes in entering the 
PEIMS information. Donna’s er­
ror rate is zero.”

A TAKS math comparison 
was presented to the board com­
paring LISD math TAKS scores 
to other districts in the area with 
the same demographics as Cock­
ney.

“We had excellent scores . 
when compared to other dis­
tricts,” said Gotham. “The crite­
ria has risen and we were a little 
disappointed with our state 
scores, but looking at it in com­
parison we did very well.”

The LISD faculty handbook 
^was reviewed and changes were 
made. “The old dress code since 
the 1980’s was revised,” said 
Gotham. “Female faculty can no 
longer wear ‘walking shorts’ - or 
any other kind of shorts in regu­
lar class. Male faculty can now 
wear facial hair if it is properly 
groomed.”

The financial report showed a 
bank balance of $3,100,672.72. 
Total taxes collected for 2004-05

week.

The Longhorns scored twice 
in a fourth-quarter rally to defeat 
the Whirlwinds for the second 
consecutive year, and improved 
to 3-4 for the year. More impor­
tantly, the win positions the 
'Homs in a four-way logjam with 
Floydada, Tulia and Olton (all 

. with 1-1 district marks) for sec­
ond place in the District 6-2A 
race. Friona moved into sole 
possession of first place by vir­
tue of its 28-13 victory over 
Tulia last Friday. The Dimmitt 
Bobcats are still winless in dis­
trict action, while Floydada 
dropped to 2-5 for the season.

The Whirlwinds opened the 
game with a 12-play, 45-yard 
drive, with Jacob Reddy and 
Payte Beedy carrying most of the 
load. Good blocking, led by Ja­
son Nutt and the interior offen­
sive line, gave Floydada ball 
carriers plenty of running space.

mainder of the first quarter. Tak­
ing up where they left off, the 
Longhorns moved deep into 
Whirlwind territory

On third down, goal-to-go 
from the Floydada 1-yard line. 
W hirlw ind defender Lance 
Terrell jarred loose the ball from 
Vasquez and recovered the 
fumble to stop the Lockney scor­
ing threat.

Floydada was held to 3-and- 
out, forcing Jacob Reddy's 39- 
yard punt. Lockney moved 52 
yards in 10 plays, on the strength 
of Blain Hall's passes of 20 yards 
to J.W. McPherson and 16-yarder 
to Brandon Hall. The Whirlwind 
defense held Lockney to a field 
goal attempt on fourth down. 
Dahlen M cCarter connected 
from 22 yards to put the Long­
horns on top 3-0 at intermission.

Both teams' offensive threats 
were pretty limited by a tight, 
defensive battle after the halftime 
break. The Longhorns were held 
to three straight 3-and-outs dur­
ing their third-quarter posses­
sions, and the Whirlwind output 
was not much better, with one 
drive of 4 plays for 36 yards and 
a 7-play, 20-yard thrust - which 
ended with a turnover on downs.

A 14-yard punt by Cockney's 
Tyler Kidd, on the next-to-last 
play of the third period, gave 
Floydada good field position at 
the Longhorn 19-yard line to start 
a short-field scoring drive to 
open the final quarter. Blake 
Greer's 9-yard carry from the 
Lockney 11 gave the 'Winds a 
first-and-goal at the 2-yard line. 
Two plays later, Payte Beedy 
cashed in, capping the 6-play 
march for the score. Brandon 
Rainwater's point-after put the 
Whirlwinds on top 7-3 with a 
little less than 10 minutes remain­
ing in the contest.

The Longhorns responded 
with a 14-play, 60-yard drive to 
pull out the victory. The scoring 
drive was aided by an official's 
ruling of a Lockney fumble on a 
third-down play deep in Floydada 
territory. The loose ball, recov­
ered by the Whirlwinds, was 
judged to remain in Cockney's 
possession. On the following 
play, Blaine Hall hit McCarter 
with a 4-yard touchdown aerial, 
McCarter kicked the conversion 
and the Longhorns prevailed 10- ■ 
7. For Floydada it was deja vu.
It was a play reminiscent of sev­
eral years ago (again, at Mitchell-

Zimmerman Field) in which an 
obvious fumble by Lockney was 
not judged as such. Then, as last 
Friday, the Longhorns retained 
possession and maintained the 
momentum which carried them 
on to victory over the Whirl­
winds.

On second down, following 
the ensuing kickoff and in a fran­
tic attempt to pull out the game, 
Floydada's Payte Beedy was in­
tercepted by Wes Davis, and John 
Vasquez scored from 30 yards out 
on the following play to seal the 
win for the Longhorns. The out­
come of a close game is often 
determined by one or two plays 
or one or two calls by game offi­
cials. This was certainly the case 
at Lockney last Friday night. If 
a sideline flag could have been 
tossed to indicate a request for a 
review of the play (as is provided 
for in a number of college con- 
fei (mces and by the NFL on Sun­
days), it is likely the call on the 
field would have been reversed. 
That is not the case in high school 
football — what is (thought to 
be or not to be) seen is what you 
get.

In the competitive and chal­
lenging world of football 
coaches (whether it is in the Pop 
Warner and junior high leagues, 
high school, college or those 
who play on Sundays), a win- 
loss record quite often deter­
mines the job security. The game 
officials, at all levels, can walk 
away after blowing calls - but 
a lot of coaches' careers hinge on 
some of those calls. These com­
ments are not to take away from 
the efforts of Lockney ball play­
ers the other night.

They pulled the game out, and 
that's the way it goes down in the 
record books. However, it 
would be nice to know the out­
come of this crucial game had the 
fourth-quarter fumble recovery 
by Floydada been allowed to 
stand!

The Whirlwinds will host dis­
trict-leading Friona tomorrow 
night at Wester Field. Floydada 
can really put the district race 
into a frenzy with a win over the 
Chieftains. If readers will recall, 
in my pre-season Football ^

Forecast, I predicted a pos­
sible 3-way tie for the league 
title. It's still out there on the 
field (that is, if the games can 
be decided on the fields).

Cotton futures on the New 
York Board of Trade closed 
Thursday at their highest level in 
more than three months. The 
market hit the ground running 
this week as cotton futures prices 
rose Monday sparked by fund 
and speculative buying.

Traders were focused on re­
ports of significant yield and 
quality losses in China due to 
heavy rains, potential quality is­
sues for the West Texas crop fol­
lowing weekend rains and uncer­
tainty about Pakistan,s cotton 
crop in the aftermath of a mas­
sive earthquake. Some analysts 
noted reports that indicated be­
tween 30 and 50 percent of the 
cotton crop in as many as four 
different Chinese provinces has 
been lost due to the inclement 
weather.

A magnitude 7.6 earthquake, 
the strongest to hit South Asia in 
100 years, struck Pakistan and 
parts of India and Afghanistan on 
Oct. 8. In addition to the tragic 
loss of life, the Pakistani cotton 
crop is expected to be reduced.

"Pakistan is the fourth-largest 
cotton producer in the world, and 
neighboring India is the third- 
largest," one market observer 
explained. "In the near term, any 
cotton imports into and/or textile 
exports out of Pakistan will be 
disfupted indefinitely as priority 
is given to earthquake victim re­
lief efforts," he concluded.

In other news, estim ated 
2(X)5-06 U.S. cotton production 
contained in USDA’s October 
supply/demand report increased 
more than traders had expected. 
The U.S. production estimate 
rose 440,000 bales to 22.72 mil­
lion com pared to the 
department, s September estimate 
of 22.28 million bales. Projected

lion bales from last month’s 5.8 
million, and projected U.S. ex­
ports jumped 7(X),000 bales to 16 
million. As a result, estimated 
ending stocks dropped to 6.4 mil­
lion bales from September’s 7- 
million-bale figure.

Estimated world production 
decreased slightly to 111.44 mil­
lion bales, down from 111.53 
million in the department,s last 
report, and world consumption 
was boosted to 112.93 million 
bales from 112.20 million in Sep- 
tem ber, USDA said. C onse­
quently, the world 2(X)5-06 end­
ing stocks estimate dropped to 
50.98 million bales from 51.20 
million.

India’s estimated production 
rose to 19 million bales from 
18.40 million in September while 
China’s production estimate de­
creased a million bales to 24.50 
million. However, some analysts 
believe China’s production num­
ber will fall further.

USDA also reported net ex­
port sales of U.S. cotton totaled 
30,600 bales for the week ended 
Oct. 6, a 90 percent decline from 
the previous week. China and 
Turkey were the featured buyers. 
Export shipments for the week, 
according to USDA, totaled 
145,400 bales, down 9 percent 
from the previous week. Primary 
destinations were China, Turkey 
and Mexico.

In the spot cotton market, 
online trading by producers in 
Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas in 
the week ended Oct. 13 totaled 
8,256 bales compared to the pre­
vious week when 2,733 bales 
were traded. Average prices re­
ceived by producers in the most 
recent'week ranged from 50.66 
to 43.25 cents per pound com­
pared to 46.37 to 43.43 cents per

Cotton producers can get a leg 
up on planning their management 
strategies for 2006 at the cotton 
profitability workshop sponsored 
by Texas Cooperative Extension.

"We will take a long, hard 
look at higher production ex­
penses, and how that may affect 
your operating strategy," said Dr. 
Jackie Smith, Extension econo­
mist based at Lubbock. "We 
know producers will face higher 
energy costs for irrigation, fertil­
izer, fuel and ginning.

"We will also examine rental 
arrangements, how energy prices 
have affected them and how they 
might need to be adjusted."

The workshop is slated for 
November 3, from 7 to 10 a.m. 
at the Floyd County Unity Cen-

tef at Muncy. The center is 6 
miles west of Floydada or 4 miles 
east of Lockney on US Hwy 70.

Jeff Pate and Jay Yates, Ex­
tension risk management special­
ists based at Lubbock, will pro­
vide an outlook for fuel, fertilizer, 
other farm inputs, and crop prices 
for 2006. They will also discuss 
farm program payments and pos­
sible production budgets for irri­
gated cotton.

Smith will examine crop share 
rental arrangements, focusing on 
how tenants and landlords can 
share the risk and total invest­
ment in an equitable agreement.
