On Thursday, November 17, 
2005 the Floyd County Commis­
sioners Court heard a proposal 
from Roger Tinnin, from Hart 
Intercivic, concerning the new 
electronic voting machines to be 
used by Floyd County residents.

Due to Federal regulations re­
quiring implementation of elec­
tron ic  vo ting  dev ices F loyd  
County is in the process of pur­
chasing equipment for 21 voting 
stations. The cost, which is pro­
vided for by a grant, will be be­

tween $125,000 and $135,000.

en titie s  in the county. The 
county has agreed to allow the 
other, entities to use the equip­
ment for their elections at no 
cost. The county only request is 
that the entities pick up any cost 
incurred to that election.

A demonstration of how to 
use the equipment, by voters, 
was given to those in attendance

and appeared to be very simple. 
“Anyone who can touch a but­
ton can use this equipment” , said 
Tinnin.

In other matters the court ap­
proved three farm contracts: (1) 
by Delton Jack - S W of Lockney 
to build up a border for soil ero­
sion purpose. (2) by R oyce 
O’Neal - 1 mile east of McCoy 
to level dirt for soil conservation. 
(3) by B rett M arble - South 
Plains to level dirt for a sprinkler 
system.

gence along through them to the 
Israe li governm ent. He got 
wracked up recently by the FBI 
and pled guilty  to whatever. 
Rumsfeld was exceedingly quiet 
about the whole matter.

But you know a funny thing, 
gentle reader? Senator Levin is 
Jewish, as are the people who ran 
the Office of Special Plans, and 
as are many others who now call 
them selves “n eo -co n s ,” in 
today’s political jargon.

For about as long as we were 
involved with that business, one 
never knew where the intelli­
gence services of one country 
ended and the other began. Dur­
ing the days of the Cold War it 
was a sort of symbiotic relation­
ship. W e'say “sort o f ’ because 
that is exactly what it was. We 
could trust the Israelis to give us 
straight stuff...as long as it was 
in their self-interest. They, after 
all, had a world wide intelligence 
network that we did not have, 
made up, for the most part, of in­
numerable little gnomes running 
shops in various co u n tries  
around the globe, nearly all with 
one thing in m ind...the greater 
glory of Israel.

One of the problems was that 
there were many people in the

U.S. Government and the Israeli 
government who saw no distinc­
tion. To them, what was good for 
Israel was good for the United 
States, and the other way around. 
The “self-interest” thing was 
usually a one-way street. The 
Secretary of State in those days 
was Henry Kissinger, employed 
by Richard Nixon, then the Presi­
den t o f the U nited  S ta tes. 
Kissinger had a thing, which was 
not an altogether bad thing, that 
Soviet arms should never defeat 
American arms on the field of 
battle. D isaster, as he saw it, 
would surely follow. Accord­
ingly, Israel became the testing 
ground for all sorts of new So­
viet weapons assigned to the Ar­
abs and American weapons as­
signed to the Israelis. Our mili­
tary saw that as a good thing, 
since it allowed us to test weap­
ons that had never been tested 
before in battle. It also allowed 
the Pentagon to go to Congress 
for upgrades when the Soviet’s 
showed advances in weaponry.

At any rate, we appreciate the 
proposed look into just what went 
on in the run-up to the Iraq war. 
A lot of good American young­
sters have lost their lives in that 
situation. We are not saying, now, 
whether we, as a nation, should 
have done what we did. The Con­
gress voted overwhelmingly to 
go into Iraq, and has just voted 
even more overwhelmingly to 
stay the course. All we are say­
ing is, it never hurts to know the 
reasons, and quite frankly, we 
believe the Am erican people 
have never been told the real rea­
sons. Perhaps now we will find 
out why our intelligence has been 
so flawed.

Lowe’s Companies Inc. is a 
FORTUNE 50 com pany that 
serves approximately 11 million 
customers a week at more than 
1,150 home improvement stores 
in 49 sta tes. B ased  in 
Mooresville, N.C. the 59 year old 
company is the second largest 
home improvement retailer in the 
world. The fiscal 2004 sales was 
$36.5 billion.

“After thousands of American 
Family Association (AFA) sup­
porters contacted Lowe’s to ex­
press their displeasure over the 
com pany’s selling of ‘Holiday 
Trees,’ Lowe’s has decided to re­
fer to all its trees as ‘Christmas 
Trees,” ’ said AFA President Tim 
Wildmon.

“Companies who choose to 
abandon the national observance

of Christm as are finding that 
Americans are not afraid to speak 
out with their pocketbooks,” said 
Wildmon.

L o w e’s re leased  p o sition  
stated, “To ensure consistency of 
our message and to avoid confu­
sion among our customers, we 
are now referring to the trees only 
as ‘Christmas Trees.’ We have 
also removed a banner that read 
‘Holiday Trees’ from the front of 
our stores.”

According to AFA, several re­
tailers have joined in the push to 
ban the use of “Christmas” in 
their in-store promotions and re­
tail advertising. So far, the list 
includes Kmart, Sears, Home 
Depot, Target, JC Penney, Best 
Buy, Wal-Mart, Kroger, Office 
Max, Walgreens, Staples, Dell 
and Best Buy.

“It’s good to know Lowe’s is 
a company that listens to their 
customers, a rarity in today’s po­
litically correct retail m arket­
place,” Wildmon said.

“Since they can’t take Christ 
out of Christmas, many national 
retailers are trying to simply do 
away with Christmas,” Wildmon 
added. “This anti-Christian bias 
is not Boding well with consum­
ers.”

At press time 425,512 people 
had signed AFA’s petition to stop

that is being sent to retailers. 
Wildmon acknowledged it is ba­
sically too late to change their 
policies this year, but it can 
change for next year.

“Last year we called for a 
boycott of Federated Stores be­
cause they banned  ‘M erry  
Christmas,’ and this year they are 
using  ‘M erry  C h ris tm a s ,” ’ 
Wildmon noted.

People can sign the online pe­
titio n  to m ajor retailei^s at 
www.afa.net.

Texas cotton producers are 

calling 2005 a banner year with 
one of the best quality and larg­
est crops on record, said Texas 
Cooperative Extension experts.

"Currently, we have the best 
color and leaf grades in the U.S.," 
said Dr. Randal Boman, Exten­
sion cotton agronomist in Lub­
bock. "Our staple length is also 
coming in very good to excel­
lent."

He said quality is expected to 
be much higher than in 2004 due 
to dry fall weather. This allowed 
the cotton color quality to remain 
high and should have greatly re­
duced bark contamination.

"It has been an outstanding 
yield and quality year for our pro­
ducers," Boman said.

Dr. Billy Warrick, Extension 
agronomist in San Angelo, said, 
"We should have good fiber* 
length in our region because we 
had a soil profile with good mois­
ture at the time of fiber elonga­
tion."

He said high grades are antici­
pated due to ideal fall weather for 
harvesting, and fiber strength is 
good due to the varieties of cot­
ton planted.

"For the most part, micronaire 
should be in the range of 3.5 to 
4.9," Warrick said.

A ccord ing  to
www.cottoninc.com, micronaire 
is the fineness of the fiber and is 
rated on a range from 2 to 6.

Dr. Robert Lemon, Extension 
cotton agronomist in College Sta­
tion, said, "The Texas Agricul­
tural Statistics Service is project­
ing another record cotton crop for 
Texas."

The record was set last year 
with a crop of 7.7 million bales. 
Lemon expects this year's crop to 
break the record at 7.8 million 
bales.

Boman said, "The Lubbock 
and Lamesa (classing) offices 
combined have classed about 1.5 
million bales thus far. It is esti­
mated the High Plains crop will 
substantially exceed last year's 
record crop of 4.8 million bales. 
Our estimated crop for 2005 in 
the High Plains is about 5.3 mil­
lion bales."

P rio r to 2004, the record  
amount of cotton harvested in the 
H igh P lains was 3.5 m illion 
bales, he said. This year, yields 
in the area are expected to exceed 
2004's 4.8 million bale crop by 
over 400,000 bales.

The substantial increase in 
yield can be attributed to new 
varieties of cotton, timely rain­
fall, irrigation, lack of substantial, 
insect pressure and outstanding 
fall temperatures, Boman said. 
Warrick said, "In our region. West 
Central and Far West Texas, the 
rain received in August was a key 
factor, and the warm September 
helped in crop development."

While High Plains producers 
are experiencing a boom, not all 
Texas producers have benefited 
from ideal weather.

Lemon said production will be 
down in the central and southern 
regions of the state due to lower 
rainfall this spring and summer.

Boman said the High Plains' 
anticipated yields should make up 
for decreases in areas that had dry 
summers and should still push the 
fina l num ber over the 2004 
record.

There is still a chance the high 
quality crop could be damaged 
and downgraded. Boman said 
that only about 45 percent of the 
High Plains crop has been har­
vested, and Warrick said only 30 
percent to 40 percent of the Far 
West and West Central crop was 
harvested.

"If rain occurs before harvest 
is com plete, it can affect the

grade," Warrick said. "With the 
large crop to harvest and the first 
freeze already occurring, the cot­
ton still remaining to be harvested 
could have problem with bark 
(contamination)."

The following livestock, crop 
and weather conditions were re­
ported by Extension districts:

PANHANDLE: Soil m ois­
ture is very short to short. Tem­
peratures dropped when a strong 
cold front passed, but warm con­
ditions soon returned. High winds 
caused some soil erosion. Cotton 
harvest was 65 percent complete; 
yields were good to excellent. 
Peanut harvest was almost com­
plete. Soybean, sunflower and 
sorghum harvests continued. 
Wheat was rated fair to good; 
Wheat streak mosaic and High 
Plains virus were diagnosed in 
some crops. Rangeland condi­
tions were poor. Dry conditions 
caused fire risk. Cattle were in 
good condition as supplemental 
feeding continued.

SOUTH PLAINS: Soil 
moisture is very short. A cold 
front and the first freeze of the 
season caused stress to area live­
stock and delayed harvests. Cot­
ton harvest was 70 percent com­
plete; yields and fiber qualities 
w ere above average. W inter 
wheat was in fair-to-good con­
dition. Sorghum and peanut har­
vests were nearly complete. Soy­
bean and sunflow er harvests 
were complete. Rangelands and 
pastures were in fair-to-good 
condition. L ivestock were in 
good condition; supplemental 
feeding continued.

ROLLING PLAINS: Soil 
moisture is short. Cool, dry con-. 
d itions con tinued . The firs t 
freeze of the season came to a 
few counties. Cotton harvest 
continued; yield condition was 
good. Som e ran ch ers  w ere 
supplemental feeding livestock 
and hauling water to stock tanks. 
Livestock were in fair-to-good 
condition.

NORTH: Soil m oisture is 
very short to short. Unusually 
warm weather was reported. Cot­
ton, pecans, sweet potatoes, sor­
ghum and soybeans were har- 

, vested. Oats and wheat were 
planted. Some early -p lan ted  
ryegrass was lost due to dry con­
ditions. Stock tanks and ponds 
were low or dry. Livestock pro­
ducers were supplemental feed­
ing livestock; cattle were in good 
condition.

EAST TEXAS: Soil mois­
ture is very short. Dry conditions 
persisted. A cold front provided 
the first freeze of the season, light 
showers and low temperatures. 
Hay shortage was severe in many 
areas. Cattle conditions were 
good; many producers were cull­
ing herds.

FAR WEST: Soil moisture is 
short to adequate. Several coun­
ties reported the first frost of the 
season. Cotton harvest contin­
ued. Winter wheat emerged in 
good condition. Pecan harvest 
began. Rangelands were rated 
good; cattle had good body con­
dition.

WEST CENTRAL: Soil 
moisture is very short. Cold, dry 
weather and the first frost of the 
season were reported. Cotton 
harvest continued; yields were 
rated good. Small grains were not 
emerging because of dry condi­

tions. Oats and wheat were lost 
without moisture. Pecan harvest 
continued, but production was 
low due to early-season losses. 
Supplemental feeding of live­
stock  con tinued ; p roducers 
hauled w ater to stock tanks. 
Cattle were in fair condition.

CENTRAL: Soil moisture is 
very short. Dry conditions per­
sisted. Many wheat stands did not

emerge, and others struggled to 
survive. Some producers were 
selling cows and calves at low 
weights to avoid supplemental 
feeding through winter. Pasture 
grasses were short. Stock tanks 
were low or completely dry.

SOUTHEAST: Soil moisture 
is short. Cool temperatures ar­
rived and dry conditions contin­
ued except for brief, isolated 
showers early in the week. Some 
pecans w ere harvested  after 
freeze and high winds. Ratoon 
rice harvest continued. Ranchers 
fed hay to cattle.

SOUTHWEST: Soil mois­
ture is very short, and dry condi­
tions continue. Cabbage and re­
cently-planted’ onions were pro­
gressing well under heavy irriga­
tion. Spinach, cucumbers, pea­
nuts and green beans were har­
vested. Ranchers thinned their 
cattle herds and provided heavy 
supplemental nutrition to remain­
ing livestock.

COASTAL BEND: Soil 
moisture is very short. A cold 
front provided isolated showers 
to some areas. Field work, bed 
preparation and tillage continued. 
Pecan harvest continued; quality 
was rated fair. Supplem ental 
feeding of livestock continued.

SOUTH: Soil moisture is ad­
equate. Average tem peratures 
were reported. Citrus, sugarcane 
and cabbage was harvested. Fall 
vegetables progressed well; fer­
tilizer was applied. Rangelands 
and pastures were in fair condi­
tion.
