MPC announces officer early out program

WASHINGTON (AFNS) - A fiscal year
1976 early separation program for certain

categories of officers has been announced -

by Air Force Military Personnel Center
(AFMPC) officials.

Individuals eligible for separation are
nonrated line officers (including chaplains
and permanently suspended rated
officers) with total active federal
commissioned service date (TAFCSD)
before dJuly 1, 1974, and pilots and
navigators who completed undergraduate
flying training before dJuly 1, 1973,
AFMPC officials said.

Some Excluded Again

Many of the same categories of officers

excluded this year as well, officials said.
All medical service officers (physicians,
dentists, nurses, etc.), legal officers, and
officers selected for an overseas move with
a port call of Dec. 31, 1975, or earlier, are
ineligible.

Officers with active-duty service
commitments of July 1, 1979, or later, are
also ineligible. Service academy
graduates serving their initial obligation
remain ineligible. Application procedures
are open to Air Force Reserve Officers
Training Corps scholarship recipients, but
manning considerations and length of
scholarship will be considered in the final
decision.

excluded by previous programs are Officials said that officers in Air Force
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Institute of Technology training or
intermediate professional military
education programs may not apply.
Officers who have completed a full-time
education program must have served at
least one day on active duty for each day
spentin training as of the requested date of

separation.
Through Sept. 30

The application period for the program
is from now through Sept. 30, officials

said. All applications will be reviewed by
resource utilization panels at AFMPC.
Center officials say that these panels,
which are scheduled to meet Aug. 4 and
Oct. 16, will approve or disapprove

applications based on career field
manning and individual expertise.

Normal separation programs will
remain in effect during the early out
period. Consolidated base personnel
offices have full details.

Jefferson
rebelled
early

Thomas Jefferson — our Thomas
Jefferson: Founding Father, drafter and
signer of the Declaration of Independence,
third President of the United States — was
once a student dissident.

Yes, sir. Itis on the record that March 25,
1769, when he was a boarding student at
William and Mary College in
Williamsburg, Va., he and some fellow
students wrote and signed a petition
directed against their housekeeper, one
Isabella Cocke.

It seems that they were unhappy with
her menus. Furthermore, she must have
played favorites in some way because the
petition stated that they didn’t mind being
served “scraps’ (leftovers) if “everybody
got the same kind of hash.” They
demanded that “the same dishes appear
on each table.”

That wasn’t all. Jefferson and the other
petitioners insisted that they be served
“both salt and fresh meat for dinner,” and
be given desserts three times a week (here
they let up a little, saying that these could
be either pies or puddings.)

Even at that early age (he was just under
17) Jefferson showed the same attention to
detail that marked his later works. After
the “dessert three times a week” demand,
he added, “including Sundays.”

Seat belts save three

(Editor’s note: The following letter was received by the editor of DRIVER MAGAZINE. It

is reprinted here for its excellent seat belt message.)

“Iwould deeply like to thank the Air Force for their influential policy

concerning the wearing of seat belts.

.“On Aug. 4 I was involved in an automobile accident and I solemnly
“believe that seat belts saved my son’s and brother-in-law’s lives.
“I was traveling at 25 miles per hour when the front of my car struck -

. the side of another car. I was totally amazed at how much damage can

be done to an automobile at that low speed. My brother-in-law told me
after the accident that he firmly believes he would have been thrown
through the front windshield if he weren’t wearing his seat belt. The
extent of physical injury to him was the tapping of his head on the front
dashboard; there were no scars, bumps or headache.

“My son, who was strapped in his baby seat, lost a front tooth as his
head hit the guard that goes around the baby seat. I firmly believe that
he would have been thrown from the car if he hadn’t had a seat blet
around him.

“I suffered absolutely ne physical injury.

“As I told the investigating officer, my commander, NCOIC, wife,
parents and now you, “Thank God the Air Force influenced my enough
to use seat belts: without them, I’d have lost my son. Thank God.

Reup extension changes may
mean $ $ $ to some airmen

WASHINGTON (AFNS)
Selective reenlistment bonus (SRB)
policy instructions for fiscal year
1976 contain a significant change
on extensions which could mean a
lot of money to some first- and
second-term airmen, according to
Air Force Military Personnel Center
(AFMPC) officials.

Air Force now has the authority to
pay a bonus to airmen extending
their enlistment beyond six yearsif
they reenlist before actually serving

six years’ total active federal
military service (TAFMS).
In addition,

airmen who

reenlisted on or after June 1, 1974,
who didn’t receive a bonus because
they were ineligible, and would have
been eligible under the changed
policy, may now apply for SRB
entitlements. :

Those who did not reenlist during
the same period because of SRB
ineligibility, but would have
qualified under the change, may
apply for correction of military
records to have their reenlistment
set back to a date before they
reached six years’ TAFMS and thus
gain SFB entitlement, AFMPC

officials said. Fe

Other provisions of the SRB
program remain unchanged. In
particular, the provision requiring
that only service beyond that
already owed to the Air Force
through an extension or enlistment
will be used as the basis for the SRB
amount.

Officials explained that an
airman who extends his enlistment
for two years and later decides to
reenlist for four years, on his
original date of separation, can only
collect the SRB based on two years.
That is the time he was not
previously obligated to serve
because the extension covered the
first half of the period.

Base career advisors have full
details of the fiscal year 1976 SRB
program and will provide special
counseling to airmen affected.

The Fourth of July each year
usually hails the shooting off of
cherry bombs and “Piccolo Petes”
across the United States.

Base fire prevention officials
remind all Reese personnel that no
fireworks are allowed on base or in
Reese Village. The term fireworks
includes all firecrackers, sparklers,
“fountains,” or any other form of
fire-started noisemaker or spark
shooter.

In Lubbock, only “Class 3”
fireworks will be allowed. These
include all fireworks except for
explosive items such as firecrackers,
cherry bombs, M-80s, etc. Standard
fireworks display kits are allowed in
Lubbock.

Security Police handle animal complaints when there is an immediate
danger to the public or when a stray dog is reported.

When an animal bites a person, there is always danger of infection or
disease, such as tetanus or rabies. Rabies is most often spread to man by
dogs and cats. Rabid animals may be active, irate and clearly dangerous or
quiet, stuporous or affectionate.

Rabies shots are given one per day for 14 days. There are given in the
abdomen with a three-fourths-inch needle. The shots cause a deep burning
feeling and are very painful.

Any animal which bites a person must be confined immediately. If it is
rabid it will die within two weeks. A policeman may shoot to kill an animal
only if it presents a danger to humans, but not when shooting would
endanger the lives of others.

All animals which cannot be managed or which refuses to be captured
may be drugged with a capture gun. Capture darts contain a drug which
puts the animal to sleep for a few hours, making it easy to transport him.

All pets mammals are required to be vaccinated yearly against rabies and
tags fastened to the collar. Also, a Wing regulation says domestic animals
will be under control at all times. This means being chained or fenced
while in the yard and on a leash while walking. Any animal found running
loose on base will be impounded for up to five days after notification is

C-5 crash investigation
says aft ramp 1s cause

WASHINGTON (AFNS) -
investigation board tasked with
determining the cause of the C-5
accident near Saigon, Vietnam,
April 4, has completed its
deliberations, Air Force officials
have announced.

The investigation revealed that
the failure of the aft ramp and
subsequent rapid decompresion
resulted from the numbers one, two,
and three locks on the right side of
the ramp unlocking in flight. When
he locks released, a dynamic
overload was simultaneously
exerted on the ramp and remaining
right side locks. This caused the
ramp and pressure door to separate
from the aircraft. The pressure door
struck the aft fuselage, severing the

pitch, trim, rudder, and elevator
cables.

The investigators were not able to
conclusively determine the specific
reason for unlocking of the ramp
locks because a significant number
of the key parts were not recovered,
officials said. The system involved
is a “gang-locking system” where,
because of the interaction between
the individual locks through tie
rods, an out-of-rig condition of any
of the locking system components
can affect other 10cking system
components. Since the system is
designed, and has been tested, to
operate satisfactorily with one lock
in the unlocked position, unlocking
of a single lock would not cause this
result.

The accident board was able to

determine that no structural failure
was involved in the accidnet. It was
conclusively shown that the ramp
and pressure doer were structurally
sound and failed only as aresultofa
major overload. The rapid
decompression occurred when
65,800 cubic feet of air was displaced
in less than one second.

The investigating board
commended the crew’s prompt
evaluation of the situation' and
superb execution of the emergency
return and crash landing which
resulted in the survival of more than
half the personnel on board.

The Air Force is reviewing the
board’s findings and
recommendations to assess those
actions necessary to prevent
recurrence.

Widow accepts safety award

WASHINGTON (AFNS) - The
Koren Kolligian Jr. Trophy for
flying safety has been presented
posthumously to the widow of Capt.
Nicholas H. Hobbie Jr. for his
airmanship as a Northrop T-38
instructor pilot by Secretary of the
Air Force John L. McLucas.

On Dec. 6, 1974, during an air
combat maneuver, the ejection
system of Captain Hobbie’s front-
seat pilot malfunctioned;
immobilizing the pilot and knocking
his seat survival kit against the
control stick. The malfunction
caused the aircraft to enter a rapid
dive. Using both hands on the
control sticks, Captain Hobbie
brought the aircraft back under
control. ;

Realizing that the front-seat pilot
could not eject safely, Captain
Hobbie elected to land the aircraft.

Flying without engine or flight
instruments due to a cockpit
modification and using ground
reference only, Captain Hobbie
made a safe landing at Nellis AFB,
Nev. The captain was subsequently
killed in a midair collision Dec. 17,
1974.

The Koren Kolligian Jr. Trophy is
awarded annually to the Air Force

crewmember who most successfully
coped with an inflight emergency
situation during the preceding
calendar year. The trophy was
established by the Kolligian family
in memory of their son, the late Lit.
Koren Kolligian Jr. who was
declared missing in a T-33 flight off
the Farallon Islands, Calif., Sept.
14, 1955.

Birth of a nation,
birth of a concept

July 4:

Every nation on the face of the globe has its birthday. What, then,
is so unusual, so markedly different about July 4 that it should merit
such uncommon demonstrations of distinction?

The explanation lies in the fact that the day not only marks the
birth of a nation but also commemorates the birth of a concept—
the concept that all men are created equal, that a people have the
right to be free and to install a government of their own choosing,
and that each individual has the right to life, liberty, and the pursuit
of happiness.

This blueprint for democracy that the Founding Fathers drew up is
a legacy to a grateful world, not to Americans alone.

But it is not enough to attain liberty. It must be protected vigi-
lantly, nourished lovingly, maintained unblemished and without
compromise, if it is to be kept alive for posterity. This basic truth
has been the cornerstone of American policy from the very begin-
ning of the Republic. It is because of this fundamental belief that
Americans have shouldered arms in defense of freedom over the
past two centuries.

The inescapable truth is that, 199 years later, freedom still de-
mands a willingness of individuals to make sacrifices for it. Men
who value their freedom must be prepared to resist any threat to it,
whatever form the threat takes, and whenever and wherever it oc-
curs. Certainly, life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness are as
overwhelmingly precious now as in 1776.

Democracy maintains that the state is the servant of man and
that man’s liberty is of paramount importance, that the state cannot
demean the individual without by that very act degrading itself.
Democracy restrains individual freedom only when it would infringe
on the rights of others, impair the common welfare, or endanger
national security.

The final words of the Declaration of Independence are a testa-
ment for all Americans. “And for the support of this Declaration,
with a firm reliance on the protection of Divine Providence, we
mutually pledge to each other our lives, our Fortunes, and our sac-
red Honor.”

Today, we can do no less than uphold that pledge with fixed
purpose for, were we to do any less, our lives would be meaning-
less, our fortunes valueless, and our honor stained.

time in trainers, and performing
more specific proficiency
requirements.

These are some of the new
requirements established for
student pilots under an Air Training
Command (ATC) Quality
Improvement Program in
undergraduate pilot training. The
program, which begins in this
month, is designed to meet projected
force.structure requirements for the
next 15 years.

Major Changes

Major changes will include
increased use of instrument
trainers; expanded Cessna T-37
academic courses and the sequence
in which they are taught;
instruction in flying maneuvers not
currently taught; establishment of
maneuver performance standards;
and preflight phase student
management.

Increased by Half

The number of instrument trainer
missions will be increased about 50
per cent. Most of these will be taught
by instructor pilots. A few T-37
trainer missions will be taught by
enlisted instructors.

In the classroom, the composition
of T-37 academics will be changed to
make the course compatible with the
improvement program.

When they fly missions, student
pilots will learn maneuvers not
presently taught in undergraduate
pilot training. In the T-37 these will
be basic maneuvers, visual flight
rules (VFR), strange field arrivals,
trail formation, and formation
instrument approaches.

When student pilots move up to
the-Northrop T-38 Talon they will
learn close trail maneuvers, VFR
arrivals, and contact confidence
maneuvers.

Other major items in the Quality

Improvement Program are
performance and training
standards. General levels of

proficiency have been replaced with
specific levels and T-37 and T-38
phase training standards have been
created.

A few puffs also slow down the
action of the cilia inside your
bronchial tubes. These tiny hair-like
bodies normally work like brooms to
sweep our germs, mucus, dirt from
your lungs.

Inhaling second-hand smoke
makes the heart beat faster, the
blood pressure go up, and the level of
carbon monoxide in the ‘blood
increase.

There is more cadmium in the
smoke that drifts off the burning*
end of the cigarette than in the drag
the smoker takes. Large doses of
cadmium have been related to
hypertension, chronic bronchitis
and emphysema.

Smoke from an idling cigarette
contains even more tar and nicotine
than an inhaled one.

The amount of carbon monoxide
in the blood of nonsmokers doubles
in a poorly ventilated room filled
with cigarette smoke. Even outside
the room, inhaled carbon monoxide
stays in the body for three or four
hours.

The nonsmoker is  forced to
breathe in smoke from the burning
end of the cigarette as well as the

4 smoke exhaled by the smoker.

Researchers have found that lung
illness is twice as common in young
children whose parents smoke at
home compared to those with
nonsmoking parents.

An estimated two million
Americans are sensitive to tobacco
smoke and suffer smoke-caused
asthma attacks.

The U.S. Surgeon General has
said, “Nonsmokers have as much
right to clean air and wholesome air
as smokers have to their so-called

right to smoke which I would °

redefine as a so-called right to
pollute. It is high time to ban
smoking from all confined public
places such as restaurants, theaters,
airplanes, trains, and buses. It is
time that we interpret the Bill of
Rights for the nonsmoker as well as
the smoker.” (AFNS)

Officials talk about
CAREERS options

RANDOLPH AFB, Tex. (AFNS) -
To help clear up possible
misunderstandings about
CAREERS (Career Airman
Reenlistment Reservation System),
Air Force Military Personnel Center
(AFMPC) officials are emphasizing
the two options open to first-term
airmen who want to reenlist and do
not have immediate openings in
their career field. In fields where
openings exist, airmen are issued a
career job reservation (CJR) for
immediate reenlistment in their
present skill.

Those possessing skills with no
immediate vacancies have the
option of either volunteering to
retrain into a shortage skill (having
vacancies) or remaining on a
waiting list. The second option
carries the risk of not being able to
get a CJR, officials explain.
Normally, an airman can remain on
the waiting list for four three-month
cycles. No extensions of enlistment
are authorized solely to remain on
the waiting list.

Applicants can get on the waiting
list with 35 months’ active-duty
service (or 59 months if on a six-year
enlistment) and stay on until the
end of their enlistment. Airmen on

the waiting list are applied against
vacancies according to the date they
apply, with offers of a CJR going to
the earliest applicants first. IF an
airman extends for a valid reason
not connected with CAREERS, i.e.,
reassignment, he may remain on the
waiting list until his date of
separation. .

However, an airman’s application
must match a valid Air Force
vacancy before the end of his
enlistment, if he wants to reenlist.

If chances for obtaining a CJR
through the waiting list aren’t good,
airmen should consider voluntary
retraining which will provide a
reenlistment slot.

If the retraining request is
disapproved due to filled quotas, for
example, airmen should normally
apply for three Air Force specialty
codes (AFSCs) at the same time; an
individual’s return to the waiting
list in the same relative position is
guaranteed. Disapproval does not
mean that later requests will be
turned down. Airmen can again
submit a retraining request for other
shortage skills at any time.

The secret to the entire process is
to apply early, whether for a CJR or
for retraining, AFMPC officials
said.
