Bullen named ATC senior airman advisor

At the Air Force Association (AFA) 
regular quarterly meeting this past week, 
Brig. Gen. John O. Gray (USAF retired), 
executive president of the AFA, was the 
featured speaker.

After talking about his early experiences 
at the old Lubbock Army Air Field, 
General Gray spoke on one of the most 
important pieces of proposed legislation 
that goes to the Congress each year, the 
budget.

Concerning the budget were the 
prospects of severely limiting the Air 
Warning and Control System program, 
cancellation of the Fairchild Industries A- 
10A close support aircraft program, and 
the cutback in many other aircraft 
programs, including the General 
Dynamics F-16.

Randolph AFB, Tex. (ATCPS) -  
CMSgt. Brian Bullen, former senior 
enlisted advisor for the 12th Flying 
Training Wing, has been selected to be the 
new senior enlisted advisor for Air 
Training Command (ATC).

The selection of Sergeant Bullen was 
made Nov. 7 by Lt. Gen. John W. Roberts, 
ATC commander. Sergeant Bullen was 
selected from four finalists from within the 
command.

Sergeant Bullen said of his new job, 
“This is the greatest opportunity I have 
ever had in my military career to make a 
contribution to the military community of 
this command and the Air Force.”

Almost 25 years ago to the day, the 
senior NCO started his Air Force career. 
While still a first term airman, he served as 
a training instructor at Lackland AFB, 
Tex. Following his Lackland AFB tour he 
was selected as part of the initial cadre of 
the first Air Force rehabilitation center, 
the 3320th Retraining Group, Amarillo 
AFB, Tex.

Following this and various other 
assignments, Sergeant Bullen returned to 
ATC in 1969 as NCOIC of the Student 
Group at the Technical Training Center, 
Chanute AFB, 111.

Other items up for discussion being 
considered by the Congress are the 
retirement plan, military health care, 
temporary duty and permanent change of 
station per diem rates, women as pilots in 
the Air Force, commissary sales tax, and 
airmen commissioning.

While Congress is seeking revisions and 
limitations on these programs, the AFA is 
giving fighting support to keep them all.

General Gray closed his speech with 
these comments. “ I submit that we can 
fulfill the American destiny in the next 200 
years if we remain true to the creed that 
peace is crucial, but that freedom must 
come first. And to maintain this freedom, 
we must remain militarily strong. 
Freedom indeed is not free. In fact, it’s very 
expensive, but it’s worth ever penny of it.”

Headquarters ATC Technical Training 
Standardization and Evaluation Team 
was his next assignment in early 1972. 
Since that time he has observed and 
evaluated technical and military training 
throughout the Air Force.

WASHINGTON (AFNS) -  Personnel 
officials have announced several proposed 
changes in the enlisted force structure. 
Among these is a two-level E-4 grade: the 
E-4 apprentice, and E-4 noncommissioned 
officer (NCO).

It goes like this: all E-4s, upon assuming 
that grade, would be designated E-4 
“ apprentices.”  They would retain all 
existing E-4 entitlements and continue to 
be addressed as “ sergeant.” Upon 
selection to E-4, they would receive a 15- 
hour leadership/management orientation 
course. This would be part of a two-phased 
supervisory training program that would 
be mandatory before achieving “ NCO” 
designation.

New Insignia

To visually differentiate the E-4 
apprentice from the E-4 NCO, Air Force is 
developing a new insignia for the E-4 
“ apprentice” (and for grades E-2 and E-3). 
Essentially, it will be the insignia now in 
use. but without the star.

Upon meeting the following criteria, E-4 
“ apprentices” would be designated E-4 
“ NCOs” :

12 months in grade as an E-4;
36 months in service;
completion of Phase II supervisory 

training program;
R ecom m en dation  by the unit 

commander.
Additionally, officials say they are 

looking at a written examination as a fifth 
criterion.

After meeting the criteria, an E-4 would 
attend a formal NCO designation 
ceremony.

At that time, officials say Air Force 
would give the new NCO a certificate of

appointment to NCO rank and authorize 
him to wear NCO insignia.

Officials say this program reduces the 
shortcomings of the present system that 
designates all E-4s as NCOs without 
regard to experience, training, or ability to 
serve as an NCO. Now, added experience is 
needed before becoming an NCO.

Incentive
The program also gives those first-term 

airmen with leadership and supervisory 
ability the incentive to progress to NCO 
status. It provides unit commander 
involvement in the designation process, a 
more systematic approach to NCO 
orientation and supervisory training, and 
formal transition to NCO ranks. Finally, 
officials emphasize, it makes the NCO 
grade of E-4 an earned achievement rather 
than an automatic designation.

The changes will apply only to those 
airmen promoted to grade E-4 after the 
announced implementation date. Those 
already in grade E-4 at that time will 
remain NCOs.

In a separate but related action, the Air 
Force announced plans to provide “below- 
the- zone” (BTZ) promotion for E-4. It is 
designed to provide competition and 
incentive. Key features of the program 
include: nomination by units to a central 
base selection board that meets quarterly; 
using the whole person concept; personal 
appearance before the board by the 
nominee; and promotion of selectees up to 
six months early.

Initial implementation is planned for 
January 1976, with the first BTZ 
promotions occurring March 1, 1976. 
Officials say more details on these 
programs will be provided by Air Force 
Military Personnel Center in early 
December 1975.

Larger UPT classes forecast; 
How will it affect Reese people?

On Nov. 28, Reese will welcome 
undergraduate Pilot Training Class 
77-01, beginning a new era.

Whereas the last six classes of 
fiscal year 76 have averaged close to 
25 students, Class 77-01 and 
succeeding classes are planned to be 
in the range of 40 to 50.

What does this mean to Reese? 
Perhaps the most immediate effect 
will be increased Student Squadron 
and T-37 flight line activity.

However, some organizations have 
had their manning cut as class size 
reduced and flying training activity 
hit a low ebb. These units will find 
work activity increasing for the 
Cessna T-37 Tweet as the New Year 
begins and in mid-May for the 
Northrop T-38 Talon.

AF members unaware of their 
responsibility to pay state taxes

Randolph AFB, Tex. (ATCPS) -  
Air Force officials are concerned 
that some members may be unaware 
of their responsibility to pay state 
income taxes.

The matter came to light in the 
Nov. 5 issue of the A ir Force 
Tim es, which published the results 
of a survey in which several military 
members said they understood they 
did not have to pay state income 
taxes.

The Air Force Chief of Staff is 
concerned that while the Times 
survey was small and may not have 
been conducted scientifically, there 
may be many more Air Force 
members unaware of their liability 
for state taxes.

A statement of earnings is sent by 
the Air Force to the state indicated 
by the member (on a W-4 Form) as 
the state of legal residence. If there 
is no indication of legal residence in 
the member’s record, the statement 
of earnings is required to be sent to 
the state in which the wages are 
earned.

Air Training Command (ATC) 
Judge Advocate officials suggest

the best way for command 
personnel to get information about 
state income tax liability is to visit 
the base legal office.

Base legal assistance officials 
have available an All States Income 
Tax Guide w hich  con ta in s  
information specifically written to 
assist service personnel with state 
income taxes.

October leave and earning 
statements from the Air Force

Finance Center, Denver, list the 
state of legal residence as it is 
recorded at the Center for every Air 
Force member. Take it along to the 
base legal office.

In recent years states have 
become pressed for funds and have 
become more aggressive in efforts to 
collect taxes owed. Collections of 
accumulated taxes could cause a 
hardship. Prompt payment of state 
taxes can avoid this.

Health benefits continue for 
retiring Federal employees

Air Force members must pay 
income taxes to the state of their 
legal residence unless state laws 
exempt them from payment. State 
income tax is not withheld 
automatically from the member’s 
Air Force pay, as is Federal income 
tax. It is the member’s responsibility 
to file state income tax returns.

The state of legal residence is 
established on DD Form 214 at the 
time the member enlists in the Air 
Force. Normally it is the state in 
which the person enlists, but this is 
not always the case.

As a Federal employee enrolled 
in one of the plans available under 
the Federal Employees Health 
Benefits Program, you should 
know that benefits of the plan can 
continue for you and/or your 
eligible family members after 
retirement, while on employees 
compensation or leave without 
pay, or in case of your death.

Continuation of protection 
against the cost of illness or 
accident is governed by certain 
conditions.

A fte r  r e t ir e m e n t , y ou r  
enrollment in a health benefits 
plan will continue with the same 
benefits and at the same cost as if 
you were still a Federal employee 
providing that:

• you retired under a retirement 
system (not social security) for 
c iv ilia n  em ployees o f  the 
Government after 12 or more years 
of creditable service or under the 
disability provisions o f the 
applicable retirement law and 
immediately started receiving 
reitred pay; and

• you are enrolled in a health 
benefits plan (eligible family 
members must have been covered 
under your plan for continuation 
of benefits) during one of the 
following periods: ( 1 ) the five years 
immediately preceding your 
retirement; (2) all employment 
since your fir^t opportunity to 
enroll; (3) all employment since 
your enrollment which must have 
become effective not later than 
Dec. 31, 1964.

W h ile  on e m p lo y e e s ’ 
compensation, your enrollment in 
a health benefits plan can 
continue with the same benefits 
without cost if *he Secretary of 
Labor determines that you art 
unable to return to work; and yov 
receive compensation under the 
F e d e ra l E m p lo y e e s
Compensation Law.

You must have been en rolled in a 
health benefits plan (eligible 
family members must have been 
covered under your plan) during 
one of the following periods: ( 1 ) for 
the five years of employment

immediately preceding start of 
compensation; or periods (2) and 
(3) as listed under “ after 
retirement” section above.

In case of your death while 
enrolled in a health benefits plan 
for self and family, your eligible 
survivor family members who 
have the right to receive an 
annuity will be able to continue the 
enrollment with the same benefits 
and at the same cost as for 
employees. Deductions will be 
made from annuity checks to cover 
their share of the cost o f plan.

If there is only one survivor 
receiving annuity payments, and 
he is the only family member 
eligible for health benefits, his 
enrollment will be automatically 
changed from self and family to 
self only, with corresponding 
reduction in cost.

If you go on leave without pay 
your enrollment will continue 
without cost for up to 365 days, 
providing that you are in a nonpay 
status because of illness or other 
reason, except reduction-in-force 
furlough.

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Tips to prevent food poisoning

Food poisoning tends to occur more often during the Thanksgiving, 
Christmas and New Year’s holidays. Most of these outbreaks result from 
improper cooking or refrigeration of turkey and ham.

Several factors contribute to the increase of food poisoning at this time of 
year. Often the average housewife is cooking for a larger group of people 
than normal with a more varied menu and her refrigerator may be 
overloaded. Since buffets are popular fare, foods may be left out of the 
refrigerator longer than usual. In addition, the holiday menus feature more

the Department of Defense Medal for Distinguished Public Service. Former 
Secretary of Defense Dr. James R. Schlesinger presented the medal to 
Dr.McLucas for outstanding leadership as secretary of the Air Force from 
July 1973 to November 1975. Air Force Chief of Staff Gen. David C. Jones 
presented Dr. McLucas the Department of the Air Force decoration for 
exceptional civilian service. President Ford has nominated Dr. McLucas to 
head the Federal Aviation Administration. Dr. McLucas has been 
confirmed by the Congress to head the Federal Aviation Adminstration 
with a date to be announced for the official swearing-in ceremony.

of the foods which, if mishandled, are most apt to cause food poisoning. 
These include dressings, gravies, egg and meat salads, poultry, ham, 
shellfish, cream-filled pastries and dairy products.

Here are some precautions to keep in mind to prevent a spoiled holiday:
•Frozen turkey should be moved to the chill compartment of the 

refrigerator about three days before the holiday to defrost. A little longer 
may be necessary for large birds. D o NOT defrost at room temperature.

•Frozen foods should be cooked within 24 hours of defrosting.
•Cooked or uncooked food should never remain in the 45-140 degrees 

Fahrenheit range for more than four hours during stages of preparation, 
cooking, holding and serving combined. These are temperatures in which 
food-poisoning bacteria can grow.

•In the event birds are stuffed before roasting, turkey should be cooked so 
the center of the stuffing reaches 165° regardless of the size of the turkey. 
The use of a meat thermomenter, inserted between the first and second rib of 
the turkey, is recommended.

•If high temperatures are used as a criteria of whether the turkey is 
cooked, the temperature should be 200 degrees to insure the bird is fully done.

•Leftover cooked bread stuffings should be removed from the turkey and 
refrigerated as soon as possible after serving. The practice of partially 
cooking turkeys and stuffings together or separately and subsequently 
chilling and recooking in any manner is not safe.

•When preparing of giblet gravy, cooked giblets should remain at room 
temperature for a minimum time before being added to the gravy. The gravy 
should then be boiled.

•Leftover turkey should be boned, placed in covered containers and 
refrigerated. If it is to be used for salad, creamed turkey or similar dishes, 
the four-hour limit between 45-140 degrees Fahrenheit still applies.

Law protects veterans
WASHINGTON (AFNS) -  

Veterans Administration (VA) 
officials have issued a reminder to 
veterans and dependents enrolled in 
or considering a correspondence 
course under the GI Bill. They say 
special legislation gives them added 
protection from possible fraud or 
abuse by some operators of such 
schools.

The law protects veterans from 
costly payments when they cancel a 
course before reaching the halfway 
mark. It also provides a 10-day 
“ cooling’o f f  period from the time 
the veteran signs an application for 
a correspondence course, officials 
said.

Under this provision, after the 10 
days, the veteran must affirm in 
writing to the VA that he is going to

take the course. Should he decide not 
to pursue the course before 
completing the notice to the VA, he 
must advise the school of his 
decision and it must make a prompt 
refund of the total amount paid by 
the veteran or eligible dependent.

In these circumstances, the school 
would be entitled to the return of any 
course material already provided.

Students failing to complete

nonaccredited courses may be 
charged the registration fees (not to 
exceed $10) and the cost of that 
portion of the course actually 
completed.

The VA advises any veteran or 
dependent having questions 
concerning correspondence courses 
under the GI Bill to contact the 
nearest Veterans Administration 
office.

ATC accident figures 
best Air Force average

bowlers impress all

Randolph AFB, Tex. (ATCPS) -  
The Air Training Command (ATC) 
major aircraft accident rate is well 
below the Air Force rate for the first 
nine months of 1975, according to 
statistics from the Flight Safety 
Division of the Inspector General’s 
Safety Directorate.

Seventy-one m ajor aircraft 
accidents had occurred throughout 
the Air Force as of Sept. 30; only one 
of those was attributed to ATC. The 
Air Force accident rate at the end of 
September was 2.7 and the 
command major aircraft accident 
rate was 0.2. Rates are figured per 
100,000 flying hours. As of Sept. 30 
only one ATC installation, Williams 
AFB, Ariz., had experienced a major 
aircraft accident.

The command minor aircraft 
accident rate, at 0.4, was also below 
the Air Force wide rate of 0.7.

The ATC major and minor 
aircraft accident rates are based on 
558,467 flying hours through Sept. 
30.

Nine major aircraft accidents 
occurred in the command in 1974 
resulting in a rate of 1.1. The 1974 
minor aircraft accident rate was 0.1; 
the command experienced only one 
minor accident.

The Air Force major aircraft 
accident rate in 1974 was 2.9 and the 
minor accident rate was 0.9.
