Eclipse Eye Damage Cited
Reese people p lanning  to w atch  the  eclipse of th e  sun on S a t­

urday , Ju ly  20, a re  u rged  by L t. Col. David Davis, d irec to r of base 
m edical services a t L eeje , ,.o tak e  p recau tions ag a in s t pe rm an en t 
eye in jury .

“This eclipse m eans a serious th re a t  to  th e  eyesight of every 
person, both  adu lts  and children, who w atch  it d irec tly ,” th e  colonel 
said. “C hildren  a re  p a rticu la rly  susceptible to vision, dam age. T here  
is no safe w ay to  look d irec tly  a t  th e  eclipse. Sm oked glasses, ex ­
posed photographic  film  and d a rk  g lasses a re  not adequate  p ro tec­
tion  fo r w atch ing  th e  eclipse. M any w ho have tr ied  them  in past 
eclipses have suffered  eye in ju ries.”

Col. D avis said th a t, a lthough  rays of the  sun a re  blocked, th a t  
in fra -red  rays a re  em itted  w hich, focused on th e  eye re tin a , bu rn  
as if u m agnify ing  glass on paper. P a in  does no t occur u n til th e  
dam age is done, he said, and the  re su ltin g  re tin a  b u rn  is incurable. 
A scar is a b lank  spot in  th e  field of vision.

Dr. D avis u rged  Reese peopld to observe th e  eclipse on T ele­
vision, o r to p ro jec t an im age of th e  eclipse onto a  w h ite  screen 
th ro u g h  use of b inoculars or a  cardboard  w ith  a pin hole punched 
th ro u g h  it.

“M any adu lts  and m any  m ore  ch ild ren  paid a d ea r and needless 
price in dam aged eyesight in past eclipses; it  should no t happen  th is 
y ea r,” com m ented Col. Davis.

A t th e  sam e tim e he presen ted  
a check fo r $9,261 to  Reese for 
leading all un d erg rad u a te  pilot 
tra in in g  bases in overall g round 
safety  im provem ent for 1962. T he 
aw ard  had  been announced e a r­
lier.

Reese w as fa r  o u t in fro n t of 
all U PT bases w ith  an  im prove­
m en t of 38.76 per cent. G rea tes t 
im provem ent w as in cost per cap ­
ita. T here  w as a  68.72 per cent 
im provem ent in th is a rea , w hile 
th e  m ilita ry  in ju ry  ra te  dropped 
18.49 per cent last year, as com ­
pared  w ith  1961.

All Reese people played a  p a rt 
in b ring ing  th e  1962 ground safe­
ty  honors to th e  base, Col. G unn 
told Col. B radford.

“We at Reese have a policy 
of working together as a  unit 
for the benefit of all,” Col.

When we enter into the dual deputy system of or­
ganization Monday we will, of course, be facing a period 
of adjustment for some time to come. In many cases the 
old, familiar avenues of administration must give way to 
the newer and accepted methods.

This system has been placed into effect only after 
exhaustive study and planning, with a constant eye to­
ward streamlining current organizational concepts.

Although the dual deputy system will by its nature 
cause many changes, we can expect to continue in the suc­
cessful accomplishment of our mission through a pro­
fessional approach to our responsibilities. This is in con­
sonance with the fine tradition of the 3500th Pilot Train­
ing Wing.
