If you know your job and know what you
are doing or talking about, it will be easy to be confident.

SENSE OF HUMOR — Every good leader must be able
to laugh at the right time. This is most helpful, especially
when you feel the weight of the world upon your shoulders.

These qualities are not listed in the order of importance;
however, by applying them in your everyday work and as-
sociation with others you will reap gratifying results.

Drinkers Cause Concern

Traffic safety authorities of the South Plains have become more
concerned during the past few weeks with accidents in which drivers
have been drinking, but not enough to be charged with intoxication.

The authorities are asking cooperation of all safety leaders in
urging drivers to follow the caution: “If you drive, don’t drink; if you
drink, don’t drive.”” Reese, as a part of the Lubbock community, is
studying the situation to give such aid as possible in halting the
problem.

Texas Highway Department officials point out that alcoholic
beverages have a tendency to influence drivers who might be less than
intoxicated. They say even a drink or two has an adverse effect on
judgment, sight and nerves of the driver. They say that these drinks
too often influence drivers to take chances they otherwise would not,
and also have an effect on judging distances for going around other
vehicles.

Many injuries, most of them minor, have occurred to drivers
who had just a drink or two, the officials say. None of those injured
had seat belts. Most of the injured could have been more badly hurt.

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All Aircraft Getting Rescue Beacon

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — The
Air Force has ordered all its air-
craft equipped with a newly de-
veloped portable rescue beacon
capable of being seen from 5 to
15 miles away.

Powered by a mercury battery,
the beacon provides a flashing
blue-white strobe-like light for
nine hours to mark the location
of downed aircrew members.
