Reese First In A T C  T o Use 
Most Modern Control Units

Taking the lead among undergraduate pilot training 
bases, Reese this week installed two new and modern per­
manent runway supervisory units on its outside runway, the 
first to be installed in Air Training Command.

The units were m oved into place Tuesday and w orkm en began 
at once to h ook  up necessary equipm ent so that operation may start 
when the outside runway is reopened February 15, after com pletion  of 
resurfacing and other renovation.

Reese and most of the other 
seven U PT bases have been op er­
ating with m obile RSU’s during 
training. The new units, developed 
under A T C  supervision, are co n ­
sidered ‘ ‘ p lush ’ ’ and a m ajor im ­
provem ent in supervising flying 
training o f student pilots in the air.

The new perm anent units, one 
at the south end of the runway, 
the other at the north end, have 
air conditioning and central heat. 
T hey are equipped with self-con ­
tained wind equipm ent which will 
perm it supervisors to have co n ­
stant inform ation on wind direc­
tion and wind velocity.

The perm anent units are large 
enough for the seven controllers 
authorized. Mobile units have been 
noisy. The new units cut out v ir­
tually all outside noise.

The com plete new com m uni­
cations system of the perm anent 
unit will perm it control o f “ a 
lot m ore traffic.”

“ W ith all the noise we have had 
it was hard at times to control all 
the traffic we w anted,’ ’ says Capt. 
James F. Gunby Jr., p ro ject o ffi­
cer. "W ith  the soundproof units, 
we can control a lot m ore and are 
qualified to reach out farther.

“ W e have fingertip control of 
com m unications and will be in 
instant contact with the tower, 
weather unit, G C A  and every 
other spot on the base.

Under existing rules, flying off 
base is controlled  by the Fort 
W orth  unit o f the Federal A e ro ­
nautics A gen cy . The new unit will 
permit em ergency control from  the 
RSU for  75 or 80 miles easily.

Reese controls m ore traffic by 
far than the busiest o f com m er­
cial airports. The new unit will 
control it better.

A t Reese on flying days the 
m obile units have been controlling 
from  500 to 700 traffic patterns 
a day on each of its three run­
ways, operating about 12 hours a 
day. The busiest com m ercial a ir­
port, operating around the clock , 
does not have that many daily 
landings and takeoffs.

“ Reese for several years has 
been the busiest airport in the 
w orld ,”  Captain G unby com ­
mented. “ These perm anent units 
should give us the best o f traffic 
con tro l.”

Reese has been trying for p er­
manent RSU units for several 
years. Thus, it becam e the first of 
pilot training bases to secure 
them. Stands for the perm anent 
units have been constructed for 
several months.

A T C  has bought 1 2 of the units 
and has authorized installation at 
five other undergraduate pilot 
training bases soon. Success o f the 
new units at Reese will be used 
as a guide for further planning.

Bad 
weather also ham pered training 
efforts, the nominating letter cited. 

Flying safety is a constant 
subject for emphasis in the 
3500th , Lt. Col. W illiam H. 
Reese, the com m ander, asserted.

“ W e emphasize constantly the 
professional approach  to fly ing,’ 
the colonel said. “ W e have the ad­
vantage in that all instructor pilots 
daily before they fly join  together 
in a briefing in which any safety 
problem  of any base which com es 
to our attention is stressed. W e 
talk over how  the problem s were 
handled by bases effected and we 
consider how action may be taken 
to avert the same problem  here at 
Reese.’ ’

Colonel Reese also said that any 
problem  discussed was im portant 
and “ when we take it up it is ap­
propriate and im portant.’ ’ He said 
he feels the key to squadron suc­
cess is that “ we just don ’ t keep 
ham m ering on safety until every­
one gets tired, but we discuss what 
is im portant and the pilots realize 
it is im portant.”

Credit for the 3500th  PTS 
success in safety also was given 
to Capt. Richard Hansen, squad­
ron safety officer.

" H e ’s an excellent speaker and 
he never brings up a problem  or 
situation which he has not re­
searched thoroughly and is able 
to apply it to Reese intim ately,”  
said Colonel Reese.

“ Captain Hansen also is highly 
enthusiastic and is able, in turn, 
to get all IP’ s enthusiastic about 
w orking toward elimination of a c­
cidents and incidents."

"Instructor pilots, all o f them 
in the 3500th ," said the colonel, 
“ are proud of the squadron safety 
record and go from  each IP brief­
ing to flight room s to brief stu­
dents.’

“ W e all feel that safety is hi gh- 
ly im portant and we should show 
enthusiasm in facing its problem s. 
Colonel Reese com m ented. “ I 
know that every instructor in the 
squadron is dedicated as a p ro ­
fessional instructor and flier. W ith 
such an attitude, there will be a 
minimum of accidents.”

When a Child Visits the Dentist 
(By Maj. R. A . Henry, Base Preventive Dentistry Officer)

Small children need careful preparation for any new experience, 
and a visit to the dental o ffice  is no exception.

A  child 's first visit to the dentist should be a pleasant one since 
his first im pressions will influence his attitude tow ard dental care for 
the rest o f his life. A nd, his parents have an im portant role in making 
the visit pleasant.

The child's first visit should com e when he’ s between age tw o and 
three, when all the first teeth are in and, if possible, before treatment 
is needed. O ften the first visit consists o f  on ly an oral exam ination. 
If small cavities are found that need filling, the dentist m ay decide 
to treat them.

Usually, however, nothing m ore than a routine check-up, per­
haps an X -ray  exam ination, and cleaning o f the teeth is all that is
necessary.

Purpose of the examination is to be sure that everything is 
as it should be —  the first teeth in good condition and the second 
ones developing properly.

The X -ra y  exam ination will detect any problem s such as extra 
teeth or  beginning cavities on the hidden surfaces of the teeth. It will 
show  if the perm anent teeth are form ing and in proper position.

Such exam ination makes it possible to catch  difficulties early, 
when correction  is easiest, m ost effective, and reasonably free o f dis­
com fort.

W hen the child visits the dentist, the dentist will explain the 
instruments he is going to use —  the m outh m irror, exp lorer and the 
X -ray  m achine. He will tell the child what he is going to do and 
why. He may use illustrated pam phlets, records or even a m ovie to 
explain good  oral hygiene. A  gift from  the toy box  and a com plim ent 
to the youngster for his good  behavior efforts in the dental chair help 
to leave a happy impression.

Dentists suggest that appointments be made for children in 
the morning; a child accepts new experiences more readily when 
he’ s not tired.

But the most im portant ingredient for early success in dental 
care is the parents’ own attitude.

It should be casual and explanatory. Tell the child what he will 
probably see at the dentist’ s o ffice . A void  references to your own 
painful experiences or to your bravery in the dental chair. A  child 
should never be bribed to make this first visit or he will expect it to 
be unpleasant.

Explain dental care in a positive way. H ow  it works for your 
ch ild ’ s good  health, good  teeth and nice smile.

Y ou ’ll want to prepare your child properly  for this first visit. 
It's the first step in developing positive life-long attitudes toward 
dental care.

O D S D  Controls Selection O f Airmen 
For Duty A t Overseas Installations

(E ditor ’ s Note: This is the first 
in a three-part series designed 
to familiarize A ir  Training C om ­
m and airm an personnel with 
procedures involved in selecting 
m em bers o f the A ir  F orce for  
overseas assignm ents.)

“ W hy was I selected to go when 
my neighbor has never been over­
seas . . . ?

This question has often been 
asked by an airman just handed 
the second or subsequent overseas 
orders when com fortably settled in 
a stateside assignment.

O r he may say, “ I returned 
from  overseas three years ago and 
Joe has been back four years . . . 
w hy m e?

These questions can best be 
answered by presenting a basic 
outline of the airm an's overseas 
selection procedures, considering 
the airm an’ s grade, AFSC, skill 
level, status (first-term  or ca reer), 
retainability, and the length of 
tour involved.

A irm an selection procedures 
may appear com plex when all 
these factors are considered at 
once, but taking them one at a 
time, the picture becom es clear. 
Therefore, the A ir Training C om ­
mand Press Service will present 
the overseas selection program  in 
this and two subsequent articles 
for the benefit of The Roundup 
readers in the hopes o f creating a 
better understanding of the p ro ­
gram so that when you receive 
your overseas orders you  will not 
need to ask, “ W hy me . . .?
LONGEST IN TH E STATES . . . 
FIRST T O  GO

First we must be aware that a 
com pletely rigid “ fair shares”  
system is not entirely possible. 
This is due to imbalances of re­
quirements for certain AFSCs 
overseas and in the United States, 
priority  manning o f operational 
units, humanitarian and other per­
tinent problem s. H ow ever, over­
seas duty is shared equally am ong 
airmen of like grade and AFSC 
with the main selection principle 
being, “ longest in the ConUS
(Continental United States) ----
first to g o .”

T o  determine who is longest in 
the ConUS an Overseas Duty Se­
lection Date (O D S D ), form erly 
known as Foreign Service Selec­
tion Date (F S S D ), is established 
for each airman. This is the date 
of arrival in the ConUS on co m ­
pletion of an overseas tour, or in 
cases where the airman has never 
served overseas it is determined 
by the Total A ctive  Federal Mili­
tary Service Date (T A F M S D ). In 
the latter case the date is always 
preceded by the w ord “ none.”  

T he ODSD is used to place 
an airman in his proper turn 
fo r  an overseas assignm ent and 
is the key factor in his selec­
tion.

ODSD Overseas Selection and 
Freeze Date Lists are published 
periodically to provide each air­
man with a general idea as to 
when he might be selected for 
overseas. These are available at 
base personnel offices. They indi­
cate a “ selection date”  and a 
“ freeze date”  for the AFSCs of 
all airmen.

A irm en with ODSDs the same 
or earlier than the selection date 
indicated on the list for his AFSC 
will norm ally be selected for over­
seas within the follow ing 18 
months. In either case the airmen

involved are “ frozen”  to their 
present ConUS base pending se­
lection for an overseas assignment.

Dates posted on the list fo r  se­
lection  are based on past over­
seas requirem ents and the num ber 
o f airmen by grade and AFSC who 
are eligible for overseas assign­
ment.

Due to fluctuating overseas 
requirem ents, prom otions, dis­
charges and humanitarian defer­
ments, these dates can and do 
change in certain AFSCs.

The list for airmen in the grades 
o f technical sergeant and above is 
published by the U SAF Military 
Personnel Center where selections 
o f all airmen in these grades are 
made. M ajor air com m ands are re­
sponsible for selecting airmen in 
the grades of staff sergeant and 
below .

A ir  Force Manual 39-11 estab­
lishes the basic criteria and prior­
ity that must be applied in the se­
lection of an airman for overseas. 
The next article will deal with 
provisions of this manual.
