Organizational change places
emphasis on units’ readiness

WASHINGTON (AFNS) Lt. Gen.
John W. Pauly, deputy chief of staff
for Plans and Operations, has
announced a recent change in his
organization. To emphasize an
increased orientation towards the
overall readiness of Air Force
combat units, the former Directorate
of Operations has been renamed as
the Directorate of Operations and
Readiness.

Headed by Maj. Gen. Billy J. Ellis,
the directorate’s responsibilities will
be expanded to insure that

maximum effectiveness of Air Force
fighting units is maintained.

Additionally, General Pauly
announced that Col. Louis C.
Buckman, a brigadier general
selectee, has been designated as the
deputy director for Readiness
Initiatives within the Directorate of
Operations and Readiness. This
deputate will act as the Air Force
focal point on all matters involving
readiness.

All functional Air Staff agencies
will be represented in the office.

General Pauly has indicated that in
addition to normal staff monitoring,
his people will conduct field trips to
get firsthand knowledge of system
readiness. He feels these trips will
provide a valuable tool in
evaluating and monitoring the
status of the Air Force operational
forces to fight.

General Pauly explained these
changes are but part of a continuing
program to insure that the combat
capabilities of the Air Force are kept
at the peak of readiness.

Hospital care costs going up
for military persons, dependents

WASHINGTON (AFNS) -
Medical costs are going up for
hospital care of military members
and dependents. The perdiem cost
forinpatient carein hospitals run by
any of the uniformed services has
been raised 20 cents. The new rateis
now $3.90 per day, according to
Department of Defense (DOD)
sources. :

The same rate increase applies to

dependents of active duty members
who are inpatients in civilian
hospitals under the Civilian Health
and Medical Program of the
Uniformed Services (CHAMPUS).
The new rate for these patients is
$3.90 per day or $25, whichever is
greater. CHAMPUS will continue to
pay 100 per cent of reasonable
professional charges.

The increase came about because

pay for all the uniformed services
was raised five per cent last year..
DOD sources said the change takes
this pay increase into account and
reflects about the same percentage\.
increase. -

According to DOD, additional
changes will be considered
annually, based on military pay
increases.

BIGENTENNIAL NOTES

SOLDIERS AT VALLEY FORGE — In the bitterly cold winter of 1777, Washington moved what was left of his
Continental Army to Valley Forge, Penn. The true meaning of Valley Forge is to be found, not in the place, but in
the heart-stricken words of George Washington, writing: “To see men without clothes to cover their makedness,
without blankets to lie on, without shoes, for want of which their marches might be traced by the blood from their
feet, and almost as often without provisions as with them .. ... is proof of patience and obedience which in my
opinion can scarcely be paralleled.”

Mess Hall Policy

I would like to know the wing
policy of personnel eating midnight
chow atthe Mess Hall. At 11:30 p.m.,
on Dec. 4, after getting off the flight
line swing shift, my wife picked me
up from work. We went to the Mess
Hall to eat breakfast. Although the
cashier was courteous, I was told
that people in civilian clothes could
not eat there. I realize this meal is for
people who work these late hours,
which I do, but I cannot understand
why my dependent is denied the
right to eat there.

Because we do have people
working shifts, a midnight meal
is served at the Dining Hall. The
base commander has authorized
the service for shift workers
and has restricted the meal to
military personnel in proper
uniform. The reason for the res-
triction is basically dollars. The
wing Dining Hall is operated by
a civilian contractor who gets
paid by the government
according to the number of
meals served per feeding period.
As the numbers go up, so does
the expense to the government.
Consequently, to keep the
contract costs to a minimum,
restrictions must be imposed.

The base commander has
authorized military dependents,
when accompanied by their
sponsors, to eat in the Dining
Hall twice a month. This re-

striction is also imposed to keep
the contract costs down, but still
permit your family to use the
facility now and then. Please
remember that our primary con-
cern is to provide the airman
living on-base (not drawing
BAS) with a pleasant, un-
crowded dining atmosphere.

Thank you for writing and
sorry you may have been caused
some inconvenience.

Ethnic Food Specials

It is my understanding that the
Wing Dining Hall designates every
Friday of the month to different
ethnic groups. There has not been
Mexican food served in the Dining
Hall for approximately three
months, yet there has been Italian,
American, soul or some other type of
ethnic food served. I would like to
know why and when will Mexican
food be served again in the Dining
Hall. Thank you.

You are correct about the
wing Dining Hall serving
different ethnic meals each Fri-
day. Our food service people are
sorry about not serving a
Mexican meal for three months,
but the food items they ordered
for this menu were cancelled by
the depot.

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DOPMA being considered by Congress

WASHINGTON (AFNS) - The
proposed Defense Officer Personnel
Management Act (DOPMA) is now
being - considered by Congress.
Hearings should be over in early
July.

Although no one will guess
whether DOPMA will pass as now
written, enough progress has been
made to describe how DOPMA is
likely to affect individual officers.

This is the first article in a series
of four that will look at DOPMA’s
impact on promotions, {enure,
transition features, and the
implications of the all-Regular
career force concept of the proposed
law.

Single Promotion System

One of the major improvements of
DOPMA is the single promotion

system concept. No longer will an
officer have one temporary and one
permanent grade. Officers will have
only an active duty grade that will
be both a current and permanent
grade.

One way to understand this
feature, is to visualize a permanent
promotion at the present temporary
phase points with the same
opportunity. This will eliminate the
“double-jeopardy” situation for
Regular officers who now have to
survive both temporary and
permanent screening.

For Reser-e officers, it ends the
almost automatic provision that
now permits them to apply in
writing for permanent promotion
when serving in a higher temporary
grade.

DOPMA, it will be his permanent
grade.

There will be changes in
promotion board operations that
will affect every officer. being
considered for promotion.

First, an officer meeting a
permanent promotion board, today,
may write a letter in his own behalf
to the president of the promotion
board. This right is established by
law. However, an officer meeting a
temporary promotion board cannot
write to the president of his board.
Once DOPMA is passed, officers
will be able to write to the president
of all active duty promotion boards.
The purpose of such letters is to
bring information not in a record to
the attention of the board president.

DOPMA also contains a provision
allowing promotion boards to
identify officers who will be asked to

“show cause” for their continuation

on active duty. This will provide the
Air Force with another quality
control tool to identify less
competitive officers.

In identifying an officer to “‘show
cause,” the promotion board must
specify whether misconduct or
substandard performance of duty is
the reason for identification. These
officers will be given a hearing and
all of their normal “due process”
rights will be maintained. That is
also currently the case.

The final change in the promotion
system has to do with minimum

time in grade needed to be eligible
for consideration by a central board.
DOPMA specifies that an officer
must have at least one year time in
grade to be eligible for promotion to
captain and three years for major,
lieutenant colonel and colonel. This
provision is expected to constrain
the number of times an individual
can be considered for promotion in
the secondary zone.

This is a look at the way the basic
promotion system will work under
DOPMA. Next week’s article on this
subject will cover the tenure
protection and forced retirement
provisions contained in the
proposed legislation.

Few killed 1n 1975 in ATC

Randolph AFB, Tex. (ATCPS) —
Fewer Air Training Command
(ATC) personnel were killed in
accidents during 1975 than in any
previous year, according to
command ground safety officials.

Thirty persons died of injuries
received in accidents. Private motor
vehicle related accidents claimed
the largest number of lives. Nine

drivers, nine passengers, three
motorcyclists and two pedestrians
lost their lives. Four persons were
also killed in private aircraft
accidents, two persons drowned and
one person died of smoke inhalation.

Six ATC bases and several
separate reporting activities
experienced no fatalities during
1975. They were Craig AFB, Ala;
Mather AFB, Calif.; Vance AFB,

CB radio helps base police
respond to emergency calls

A driver loses control of his car.
Sliding off the road, his car side-
swipes a telephone pole. Un-
conscious and bleeding, the driver
needs help.

A passing motorist sees the
accident and sends out an urgent
message for help on his citizen’s
band (CB) radio . . .

Though the accident related

above did not actually happen, it
could have. Who would have re-
sponded to the call for help?

It might have been the base
Security Police (SP) Division,
commanded by Capt. Gary Jones.
The local SP unit has purchased a
CB radio monitor to receive
emergency messages from area
CBers. Security Police personnel
earned the money to pay for the unit
themselves by working at various
projects.

At present the unit is only a re-
ceiving monitor. In the near future,
the Security Police Division hopes to
get a Federal Communications
Commission (FCC) license which
would permit them to transmit as
