
CHAMPUS undergoes significant change
The proposed 1976 Military 

Appropriations Bill contains 
several significant provisions 
applying to the Civilian Health and 
Medical Program of the Uniformed 
Services (CHAMPUS).

The provisions, if passed by 
Congress, will go into effect when 
President Ford signs the bill.

The most significant provision 
affects CHAMPUS nonavailability 
statements. In its present version, 
the bill states:

“ Funds will not be available to 
pay claims for nonemergency 
inpatient care under CHAMPUS 
when there are services available at 
a military facility within a 40-mile 
radius of the patient’s residence.” 

Other provisions o f the bill state: 
Funds will not be available for 
services of pastoral counselors, or 
family and child counselors, or 
marital counselors. CHAMPUS will 
pay, however, when these services 
are certified as not being available

on the military base to which the 
member is assigned, even if it is 
within the 40-mile radius of the 
home.

Other areas not covered include:
“ Special education, except when 

provided as secondary to the active 
psychiatric treatment on an 
institutional inpatient basis;

“Therapy or counseling for sexual 
d y s fu n c t io n s  or s e x u a l 
inadequacies;

“Treatment of obesity when

obesity is the sole or major condition 
treated;

“ Reconstructive surgery is 
justified solely on psychiatric needs 
including, but not limited to, 
mammary augmentation, facelifts, 
and sex gender changes; or

“Any other services or supply 
which is not m edically or 
psychologically necessary to 
diagnose and treat a mental or 
physical illness, injury, or bodily 
malfunction as diagnosed by

physician, dentist, or clinical 
psycologist.”

The details o f these provisions are 
being worked out and will be 
announced as soon as they are 
available. Some changes in the 
bill could be made before it is signed.

Officials advise all CHAMPUS 
beneficiaries who believe they 
might be affected to check with their 
CHAMPUS advisor, 2nd Lt. Bruce

AF leaders justify budget
W A SH IN G TO N  (A F N S) 

Secretary of the Air Force Thomas 
C. Reed and Air Force Chief of Staff 
Gen. David C. Jones have begun 
testifying in Congress on the Fiscal 
Year 1977 Air Force budget request. 
Their comments on Air Force 
posture and programs highlight the 
major areas of Air Force interest for 
FY 1977 and beyond.

Sec. Reed Testifies

Secretary Reed submitted the 
Fiscal Year 1977 Air Force budget 
request to Congress in testimony to 
the House Armed Services Com­
mittee on Jan. 29. He emphasized 
that the Air Force is strong, spirited, 
and ready today because of its good 
people and capable equipment. 
However, he cautioned that main­
taining the current level of effective­
ness requires careful attention to 
force levels, equipment moderniza­
tion, readiness, and personnel.

Secretary Reed’s statement 
outlined an Air Force budget of

$32.098 billion for the coming Fiscal 
Year.

Reductions

Stressing that Fiscal Year 1977 
will be the ninth consecutive year of 
Air Force strength reductions, 
Secretary Reed warned that further 
extensive personnel reductions 
could hurt the Air Force’s ability to 
accomplish its mission. “The most 
serious challenge we face in the per­
sonnel area is maintaining our com­
bat capabilities despite continued 
manpower reductions,” he stated.

Secretary Reed then stressed the 
need for a strong Research and 
Development program. “ Our R&D 
efforts have produced the current 
technological superiority that ad­
versaries hold in manpower and 
equipment.”

B -l Im portant

The B-l is the most important 
single development effort of the Air

Force, said Mr. Reed. “ Our commit­
ment to the B-l program reflects a 
strong conviction that the manned 
bomber will continue to be a 
necessary element of our strategic 
offensive forces for the foreseeable 
future,” he testified.

The Secretary also described de­
velopment of the M-X foilow-on 
ICBM, and development of the Air 
Launched Cruise Missile (ALCM) 
development programs.

Turning to procurement, Mr. Reed 
stated that “without the acquisition 
and deployment of new weapon sys­
tems, we cannot maintain parity 
with our potential adversaries.” In 
Fiscal Year 1977 the Air Force 
wants to procure 239 aircraft 
(including 108 F-15s and 100 A-10s) 
and 3,317 tactical missiles, and to 
continue several other programs 
including Minuteman ICMB force 
modernization, strategic airlift 
enhancement, and upgrading of our 
support systems, he said. Secretary 
Reed urged procurement of six

Black History Month
First Black at West Point

Henry O. Flipper was the first 
Black man to graduate from the 
United States Military Academy. 
Flipper was assigned as a second 
lieutenant to the Cavalry, where he 
encountered hostility from his white 
colleagues. Flipper's career in the 
military came to a somewhat 
questionable end in 1881 when he 
was relieved of his commission for 
conduct unbecoming an officer. 
Although Flipper was later 
exonerated of the charges, he 
never returned to the Army. ■

The Ninth Cavalry, a Black unit, : 
fought sixty battles with the Indians 
between 1868 and 1890. It also 
served in Cuba during the 
Spanish-American war.

Blacks of the Ninth and Tenth 
Cavalries saw action in Cuba with 
Theodore Roosevelt and his Rough 
Riders. An Associated Press 
eyewitness credited them with 
saving Lieutenant Colonei 
Roosevelt and his men from 
extermination by the Spanish 
forces at San Juan Hill.

SR-71 —  The SR-71 was developed as a long-range, advanced strategic reconnaissance aircraft. It is powered by the 
same type get engine used in the prototype YF-12A interceptor. Capable of both preattack and postattack strategic re­
connaissance missions, theSR-71 has advanced reconnaissance capabilities. Flying at 2,000 m.p.h., it is able to survey 
60,000 square miles of land or ocean in each hour of operation. SR-71 development began in February 1963. On Dec. 
22, 1964, the aircraft made its first flight at Palmdale, Calif. It exceeded 45,000 feet altitude and flew at 1,000 m.p.h. 
under initial test flight restrictions. The SR-71 was assigned to Strategic Air Command’s 9th Strategic Re­
connaissance Wing at Beale AFB, Calif., on Jan. 7, 1966.

Alcoholism: myths vs facts
In the United States there are nine 

million problem drinkers. They in 
turn have an effect on at least four 
other people. This brings the total 
number of people affected by 
problem drinking to 36 million.

Alcoholism is rapidly becoming a 
national plague. The more we know 
about drinking the better we will be 
able to address problem drinking 
and alcoholism. We can decide 
whether, where, when, why, how 
much and with whom to drink.

There are many myths about 
drinking that are distilled and facts 
that can be substantiated or shown 
to be false. Here are a few of these.

Myth: V ery few  w om en be­
com e alcoholics.

Truth: In the 1950’s there were five 
or six alcoholic men to every 
woman. Now the ratio is about three 
to one.

Myth: Most a lcoh olic people 
are middle aged or  older.

Truth: A University o f California 
research team has found that the 
highest proportion of drinking 
problems is among men in their 
early twenties. The second highest 
incidence occurs among men in their 
40’s and 50’s.

Myth: Y ou ’re not a lcoholic 
unless you drink a pint a day.

Truth: There’s no simple rule of 
thumb. Experts have concluded that 
how much one drinks may be far less 
important that when he drinks, how 
he drinks and why he drinks.

Myth: Ja il is a good  cure for  
alcoholism .

Truth: Nonsense. Alcoholism is 
an illness, and can be treated 
successfully. We don’t jail people for 
other illnesses. Why for alcoholism?

Myth: The really  serious 
problem  in our society is drug 
abuse.

Truth: Right. And our number one 
drug problem is alcohol abuse. 
About 300,000 Americans are 
addicted to heroin. But about 
9,000,000 are addicted to alcohol.

Myth: “ It’ s on ly  beer.”
Truth: Sure. Just like it’s only 

bourbon, or vodka or gin. One beer 
or one glass of wine is about equal to 
one average “highball.” The effect 
might be a little slower, but you’ll get 
just as drunk.

Myth: D rinking is a sexual 
stimulant.

Truth: Contrary to popular belief, 
the more you drink, the less your 
sexual capacity. Alcohol may 
stimulate interest in sex, but inter­
feres with the ability to perform.

Myth: “ I’m just a socia l 
drinker.”

Truth: Just because you never 
drink alone doesn’t mean you can’t 
have a drinking problem. Plenty o f  
“ social drinkers” become alcoholics

Myths: T oday ’ s kids don ’ t 
drink.

Truth: Sorry, but the generation 
gap is greatly exaggerated. The kids 
favorite drug is the same as their 
parents’ favorite: alcohol. And 
drinking problems are rising among 
the young.

Myth: A lcoholism  is just a 
state o f  mind.

Truth: It’s more than that. It’s a 
very real illness, and there is 
s c ie n t i f i c  e v id e n c e  th a t  
physiological dependence is 
involved.

Last fall, eighteen Air Force 
members died from alcohol related 
causes and many more were injured.

If you suspect that a friend or 
relative is an alcoholic get help for 
him from Human Relations at 
extension 2763, your commander, 
chaplains, or the USAF Hospital 
here on base.

introduced this fiscal year.

Recent strength reduction 
developments included an increase 
in the number of expected service 
retirements and new voluntary 
separations associated with the 
expanded Reserve Officer Training 
Corps (ROTC) and component early 
release programs. The loss yields 
materializing in these and similar 
areas will enable the Air Force to 
reach its FY 76 officer end strength 
objective without resorting to 
additonal RIFs.

DOPMA will eliminate limits 
on total active Reserve force

WASHINGTON (AFNS) -  The 
D efense O ffice r  P erson nel 
M anagem ent A ct (D O PM A ) 
eliminates the legal limitation on 
the maximum number of Regular 
officers permitted on active duty. 
This does not mean that everyone 
will enter the Air Force as a Regular 
officer.

All officers, except Air Force 
Academy graduates, will continue 
to enter as Reserve officers. It is 
necessary to maintain a Reserve 
component on active duty below the 
11-year career point in order to have 
flexibility in increasing and 
reducing force levels during 
peacetime and wartime.

The R egu lar a ppoin tm en t 
program will not be changed 
substantially. Reserve officers will 
continue to be reviewed in 
c o n ju n c t io n  w ith  th e ir  
consideration for promotion to

captain and again after completeing 
five and seven years of active 
commissioned service.

The final consideration for 
Regular under DOPMA will be in 
conjunction with promotion to 
major where only selectees will be 
offered Regular appointments.

Reserve officers who fail 
promotion to m ajor will be 
separated. This is exactly the case 
today, except that not all officers 
selected for major are offered 
Regular status. At present, it is 
limited to about 10 per cent of the 
selectees. The all-Regular career 
force will eliminate what some have 
referred to as the “ artificial 
difference” among career officers.

There are also special provisions 
in DOPMA to smooth the transition 
to the all-Regular career force. First, 
Reserve officers selected for or 
serving as majors or above when

DOPMA is enacted who have less 
than 16 years service will be 
screened for augmentation by a 
special Regular appointment boards 
The board will likely be permitted to 
select the maximum number of 
eligibles.

The two-year transition period 
will enable those with between 16 
and 19 years of service to attain 
retirement eligibility. Another
special transition provision will 
allow the Secretary of Defense to 
waive any disqualifying factors for 
those officers on active duty when 
DOPMA is enacted.

This is especially important for 
those Reserve officers who cannot 
meet the age requirement for a 
Regular appointment — which is to 
be able to compete 20 years of active 
commissioned service by age 55.

SAC commander flies T-37 
to supplement requirements

WASHINGTON (AFNS) - Gen. 
Russell E. Dougherty, Strategic Air 
Command (SAC) commander in 
chief, took the controls of a T-37 
recently. The general flew in the air­
craft to become acquainted with the 
extra training that selected SAC 
pilots now receive in this economical 
aircraft. This training supplements 
flying time in assigned SAC mission 
aircraft — tankers and bombers.

General Dougherty flew the hour- 
long orientation mission at Offutt 
AFB, Neb., with Capt. Earnest M. 
Skinner, instructor pilot for Air 
Training Command (ATC), at 
Columbus AFB, Miss.

The Air Force-wide test program 
uses T-37 and T-38 aircraft to 
accelerate the necessary flying ex­
perience of young pilots. ATC in­
structor pilots and maintenance per­
sonnel support the Air Force pro­
gram.

Eighty-eight pilots from Barks­
dale AFB, La., are assigned to fly 
five T-37 missions a month through 
next October when the test ends. 
They also continue to receive 
operational training in their 
regularly assigned mission air­
craft. The T-37 sorties supplement 
the pilots’ flying proficiency and de­
velop needed experience in these 
younger aviators. The T-37 uses less 
than five per cent of the fuel SAC’s 
B-52 bombers expend in the same 
amount of flying time.

In addition to the SAC Barksdale 
pilots, other Air Force crewmem­
bers in the test include F-4E pilots at 
Eglin AFB, Fla., F-111D pilots at 
Cannon AFB, N.M., and C-141 
pilots from Travis AFB, Calif.

The test involves pilots with five 
or less years of active flying ex­

perience. In order to economize and 
to reduce energy consumption, 
flying hours available for the larger 
operational aircraft have been re­
duced to the minimum considered 
necessary to maintain combat skills 
and capabilities in the larger 
mission aircraft. Use of T-37s and 
T-38s does not take the place of the 
training which pilots now receive in 
their primary operational aircraft. 
Rather, the flying experience gained 
in the small aircraft program pro­
vides an essential supplement to 
normal mission training. Pilots in 
the program are being monitored for 
the effects on their general flying 
skills and proficiency.

This test program is part of the Air 
Force’s continuing effort to inves­
tigate methods for economizing and 
con serv in g  cr it ica l natural 
resources.

As motor vehicle operators we 
must comply with the policies and 
procedures for vehicle registration 
and operation.

All personnel assigned to Reese, 
or who buy a new car, are required to

visit Pass and Registration in the 
Consolidated Base Personnel Office 
(CBPO) to obtain a decal and 
complete Air Force Form 5333 
(Certificate o f compliance, private 
motor vehicle registration).

All vehicles registered and 
licensed in states not requiring 
safety inspections will be inspected 
by a Texas inspection station 
annually. A Texas inspection 
sticker will suffice for those vehicles 
registered in states which require an 
inspection.

Two w heel m otor v eh ic le  
registration is a little different from 
registration of cars. Personnel who 
desire to register a two wheeled 
vehicle must go to Bldg. T-100

(Traffic Safety). The Traffic Safety 
people will insure that the person is 
briefed on two wheeled motor ve­
hicle registration requirements and 
precautions. On initial registration 
the individual must demonstrate 
satisfactory proficiency by pro­
ducing a valid state issued motor­
cycle operators license if issuance of 
the state license was based upon a 
successful motorcycle skill of riding 
examination or by passing an eva­
luation test scheduled by the Traffic 
Safety Section.

Don’t wait until the last minute to 
comply with base registration 
requirements. Keep current and 
avoid traffic citations.

tools. “There are about 40 different 
types of tools,”  he explains. “ When 
you consider the varying sizes of 
each, the total is around 200.”

“To start a project, you can either 
buy a kit or a side of leather. The kits 
come with pre-cut leather, lacing, 
necessary hardware, and directions. 
Some beginner’s kits also have a few 
basic tools, If you buy a side of 
leather, you have to cut the pieces 
and punch the lacing holes yourself. 
That’s okay if you have the time, but 
I’d rather let someone else do the 
preplanning.”

“Whichever method is chosen, the 
process is the same once the pieces 
are ready. The leather is dampened 
to make it soft and pliable. A piece of 
transfer paper on which the design 
is printed is laid on the leather, and 
the design in traced onto the 
material. Sergeant Pope often adds 
originality to his work by 
substituting a design from a book or 
magazine for the one included in the 
kit. The major lines are then cut or 
stamped. Next, the tooling 
operations add the more intricate 
features. Finally, tiny finishing cuts 
add just the accents needed to give 
the work a professional appearance.

Paint Applied
A fter  the m ateria l dries 

completely, the dye is applied with a 
paint brush or cotton ball. If a small 
area, such as a flower or letter, is to 
be a different color, that dye is 
applied last. It may take as many as 
six coats to get the desired hue. 
When the dyes have dried, finishers 
are applied to set the dye, waterproof 
the m ateria l, and prevent 
hardening. If a high shine is desired, 
an additional finish may be 
necessary.

Finally, the article is assembled. 
The small lacing holes around the 
edges are stitched together wdth 
thread to hold them in alignment. 
As the lacing material is pulled 
through each hole, the thread 
securing the next hole is snipped.

The assembly process takes from 
two to four hours.

“ The total time required from bare 
leather to finished product varies 
wdth the size,” Sergeant Pope says.

“ Tooling takes six to eight hours, 
drying and finishing another two 
hours, and assembly several more 
hours. But the reaction of the people 
I give them to makes it worthwhile.”

nominate one individual to meet the 
Base Selection Board.)

These airmen must have a date of 
rank within six month o f eligibility 
for “ fully qualified” promotion, 
eight months time in grade as an E- 
3, 12 months total active military 
service (TAFMS), and possess an 
awarded five-level A ir Force 
Specialty Code (AFSC) or three-leveL 
when no five level exists in the 
career field.

Once selected by the commander, 
individuals will meet a base 
promotion board consisting of Col. 
R obert J. S a n d v ick  (board  
president) and two senior NCOs. 
Each board member wall rate each 
eligible on a scale of one to ten points 
based on their selection folder 
(APRs, decorations, etc. .), 
appearance, military bearing, 
knowledge o f mission, current 
events, duty responsibility, and 
communicative skills. Airmen 
unable to personally meet the board 
(due to PCS, TDY, hospitalization or 
GSU) will be evaluated on the basis 
o f written comments by their

commanders using the same 
standards.

Followdng the board proceedings, 
the eligibles will be ranked 
according to their scores and those 
above the cutoff will be selected for 
promotion. Promotion quotas will be 
based on the ratio of the number of 
eligibles per base to the number of 
eligibles Air Force wide. BTZ 
promotions wall be made quarterly 
wdth the first group scheduled for 
March 1. Headquarters USAF has 
given Reese a quota of four for 
March 1.

Eligibles will be identified by the 
end of the first week of February, 
May, August, and November of each 
year. Base selection boards wall 
meet during the second or third week 
of the same months. Promotions will 
be effective the first day of March, 
June, September, and December.

Some noncommissioned officers in grades E-7 through E-9 may soon be 

paid basic allowance for subsistence (BAS). A recent change approved by 
Air Force Chief of Staff Gen. David C. Jones, authorizes BAS to top three 
NCOs in supervisory-type duties who are not now receiving BAS.

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Legal officer has advice on tax myths
WASHINGTON, D.C. (AFNS) - 

State and local governments are 
currently conducting a concentrated 
e ffort  to locate  de linquent  
taxpayers.

Some service members may be 
delinquent because they don’t 
understand their obligations to pay 
tax to their legal residence. Here is a 
list of the five most common myths 
about state and local income taxes 
and the facts about each. They 
emphasize that the person to see on 
any state tax question is the legal 
assistance officer.

Myth (I) - “ I ’ve  been  in the 
service for  ten years and I n o  
longer have a legal residence.”

Fact: A a matter o f law everyone 
has a legal residence, or domicile. 
When a child is bom he takes the 
legal residence of his parents. The 
only way he can lose a legal 
residence is by getting another one. 
To paraphrase, “ Everyone is a legal 
resident of somewhere” .

Myth (2) - “ I can change my 
legal residence by telling the 
Finance and A ccounting people 
w hat I w ant my hom e o f  record  
to be.”

Fact: The terms “ legal residence” 
and “home o f record” aren’t 
necessarily the same thing and 
ought to be thought of separately. 
Your home of record is the place 
where you lived when you entered 
the service. It is used primarily to 
d e t e r m i n e  t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  
entitlements when you leave the 
service. In law your legal residence 
(or domicile) is your “true, fixed and 
permanent place o f abode to which

whenever you are absent, it is 
expected you will return” . The 
determination of legal residence can 
only be made by a court of law based 
on all of the evidence. While a 
service member is permitted to 
designate a legal residence so that 
finance officials can supply state 
tax authorities with wage and 
earnings data, this designation is 
only one bit of evidence, and it is not 
necessarily binding on state 
authorities. Improperly changing 
your designated legal residence with 
finance may only put you on the tax 
rolls of two states.

Myth (3) - “ My state and local 
incom e taxes are w ithheld  from  
my m ilitary pay.”

Fact: No, they are not.
Myth (4) - “ U nder Federal law , 

as long as I’m in the service  I 
don ’ t have to pay state and loca l 
incom e taxes.”

Fact: Some places have no 
personal income taxes and others 
exempt in whole or in part military 
pay, but there is no blanket 
exemption for service members. The 
Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Civil Relief 
Act provides that a service member 
neither gains nor loses a legal 
residence by virtue of his location 
under military orders. The Act also

provides that a service member’s 
military pay is taxable only by the 
place of his legal residence. Far from 
exempting service members, federal 
law expects them to pay taxes to the 
place of their legal residence.

Myth (5) - “ I f  the law  says my 
incom e is taxable on ly  by my 
legal residence, h ow  com e local 
authorities are w ithhold ing tax

from  the pay I get from  my part- 
time jo b ? ”

Fact: The Soldiers’ and Sailors’ 
Civil Relief Act protects your 
military pay from taxing 
jurisdictions other than your legal 
residence. The money you earn from 
other sources, including salaries, 
rents, dividends, and interest, may 
be subject to local tax.

dealing with the many challenges of 
managing the Air Force.

When discussing weapons 
systems, he assured Congress that 
the Air Force was fully in support of 
an equitable agreement to limit 
strategic armaments.

He emphasized the Air Force’s in­
terest in SALT and explained the 
Air Force has the responsibility for 
managing two legs o f the strategic 
triad o f bombers, missiles and 
nuclear submarines.

SAC Felixibility

He said SAC is “ ___ not only the
most flexible instrument of U.S. 
strategic power, but is the only leg of 
the triad that forces the Soviets to 
spend substantial amounts of 
money on active defenses that pose 
no direct threat to the United States. 
In military manpower alone, the 
size of the Soviet Air Defense es­
tablishment is nearly twice as large 
as the entire active U.S. Air Force.”

General Jones said it is vital that 
the Air Force continue modernizing 
its strategic forces in the face of 
Soviet momentum. He explained, 
“ Since the inception of detente and 
the opening of SALT negotiations, 
the Soviets have fielded four new 
ICBMS which, at full deployment, 
will give them an ICBM throw- 
weight advantage of more than four 
times the U.S. ICBM capability.”

The Chief of Staff pointed out 
there is no U.S. strategic balance 
that has a more profound potential 
impact on the strategic balance 
than the B-l. He elaborated by 
giving Congress some key points on 
which he based the B-l statement.

Citing AWACS as the most 
important program in the general 
purpose forces due to its ability to 
meet wide-ranging, multi-service 
needs, General Jones emphasized 
the need for support of its develop­
ment.

General Jones also talked at 
length on modernization of general 
purpose forces. This included the F- 
15, F-16, A-10, wide-bodied cargo air­
craft, ATCA, stretching the C-141 
fuselage, and C-5 modifications.

General Jones said the Air Force 
will seek new ways to meet the 
challenges ahead. There have been 
many and will be more changes for 
effective management and reduced 
costs.

He said, “A prime source of 
savings must be personnel costs.” 
Along with these savings, General 
Jones stated the need for not eroding 
the legitimate compensations a pro­
fessional military force has the right 
to count on.

The Air Force is committed to 
greater efficiency in the use of its 
people, explained the General. How­
ever, he cautioned against ex­
ceeding the limit in personnel cuts. 
“ In particular, we should insure that 
our dedicated men and women can 
continue to count on a just and 
adequate remuneration for the ser­
vice they render to their country.”

Pride

General Jones spoke with pride 
about today’s Air Force in terms of 
people, airbases, and aircraft since 
the beginning of the Korean War.

“ Yet paradoxically, I believe the 
U.S. Air Force is the best that it has 
ever been and the best in the world 
today. The most important factor in 
our superiority is our emphasis on 
quality and nowhere is this more 
evident than in the caliber of our 
people — The highest in our history. 
We have a motivated, well-dis­
ciplined group of men and women 
serving our country and our quality 
standards have never been higher or 
more critical.”
