Microwave ovens can be a great
asset to any kitchen.

ur Morale, Welfare and
Recreation (MWR) Division was
created a few months ago to provide
better administration of
nonappropriated funds at base level.
As of the end of March, the old Special
Services Division had been
reorganized to the MWR, the
functions of the new division had
been fully implemented, and Hal
Green and his people were hard at
work at making a tough transition
bear fruit for all of us.

Congressionally
appropriated funds are used for the
majority of the Air Force’s daily
operational costs to include the
salaries of the management level
MWR staff, construction of
recreational facilities, and buying
most equipment and supplies used in
the recreational programs. However,
where most of the workers in our clubs
and recreational facilities are
actually paid from nonappropriated
funds. Nonappropriated funds are
derived primarily from profits from
the Army and Air Force Exchange
Service and the Army and Air Force
Motion Picture Service. In addition,
many of our recreational activities
are fund producing with the bowling
center and the golf course providing
the majority of the income of the

welfare funds at Reese.
The MWR Division also

administers the Officer, NCO Clubs
and the Recreation Center, and
provides a common financial
management branch for all
nonappropriated fund actitivies.
While we are off to a good start with
this large undertaking, Mr. Green and
his staff can’t do it alone. They can

provide intelligent management and
energy, but they need your support to
make our clubs a going concern. You
need to participate and get involved.
By getting involved, I mean working
with the club management to provide
better programs, facilities, etc. — not
just going to the club now and then!
Clubs are harder to manage now
because of new congressional laws
which set wage scales and benefits
which didn’t exist two years ago.

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Too much water hurts lawns

Contrary to popular belief, sound
water conservation and good turf
grass management principles are
compatible. Watering lawns too
much not only wastes water, but
causes grass problems.

Proper Watering

The most common error in
watering lawnsis applying frequent
light sprinklings. l.awns should be
watered only when there are
indications of water stress. Then the
lawn should be watered to its full
moisture holding capacity. When
soil is recharged to its full moisture
holding capacity and grass is
allowed to almost reach the wilting
point before additional moisture is
applied, deep grass roots are
developed. Deep roots enable grass
to sustain growth and maintain
attractive appearance for much
longer periods of time. By forcing
grass to develop a deep root system
using the above cited method, a
substantial reduction in water use
can be made without detracting
from grass appearance.

How Much Water

The amount of water that is
required to recharge a soil will vary.

During the growing season, two
inches of water will be used during
hot dry weather. This rate will
reduce in proportion to growth rate
and weather conditions. Most small
sprinklers apply around !4 inch of
water per hour, so normally it will be
sufficient to water an area for four
hours a week during the hottest dry
weather. Most soil-will absorb water
at 4 inch per hour, making it
necessary to move sprinklers on and
off an area several times before the
total need is satisfied. In all cases it
is important to  apply the total
application in the fewest number of

total elapsed hours possible.

When to water

The most favorable time to apply
water, from both a disease control
and water conservation standpoint,
is early in the morning before
daytime temperatures begin to rise.
Watering during the heat of the day
wastes water.

There is a natural tendency to
water when grass begins to exhibita
yellow appearance. lLack of water is
only one of several reasons grass
might take on this appearance. The
most common cause of yellow grass
is a shortage of plant nutrients,

especially nitrogen, in the soil. Well
nurtured grass uses far Iless
moisture than poorly fed grass.
Maintaining soil fertility at a
moderate to high level, especially
nitrogen, is an effective means of
reducing water use without
sacrificing turf appearance.

Mowing Height

Mowing height of grass is an
important factor in reducing the
amount of water required to
maintain attractive turf. If the
mower is set at 1 to 1'4inches in the
early spring and slowly raised until
it is 1'% to 3 inches (depending of the
specie of grass) when the hot dry
weather of midsummer starts, the
transpiration rate and evaporate
rate from the soil will both be
reduced. In turn, less water will be
required to replace that lost from
transpiration and evaporation.

Anyone who calls Special
Services these days knows that the
SS has undergone a name change.
The most common thing you hear
now is “Hello, MWR Division.” This
is often followed by a drawn out
silence on the part of the caller, who
then either hangs up or asks “Is this
Special Services?”

The answer to that is a firm “‘yes,”
and “no.” Thenamehaschanged to
Morale, Welfare, and Recreation,
and with it some of the functions of
the old SS.

Basically, the change has
consolidated the Fiscal Control
Office, the Central Base Fund, and
the bookkeeping of the NCO and
Officers Clubs. The MWR Division
covers the Clubs, Recreation
Services, and the NAFFMB,
pronounced Nafmob (not related to
THE mob.)

The Division Chief is Harold R.
Green. The position of Chief of
Recreation Services is presently
vacant, but will be occupied as of
June 15. The NAFFMB, which
stands for Non Appropriated Funds,
Financial Management Branch, is
headed by Mrs. Yvonne Swinney.

MWR is mainly staffed by civilian
personnel, with military positions at
the clubs, Athletic Section, Supply,
Library, Auto Hobby Shop, and
Recreation Center.

Otherwise the MWR Division
does the same job that it always has
— helping people occupy their

~ leisure time. To this end, MWR

provides a highly varied diet of
activities.

One of the largest, and most
misnamed activities is the Hobby
shops, which are grouped under
Arts and Crafts. These are
professionally equipped and staffed
areas, providing extraordinary

opportunities for wood work,
photography, ceramics, lapidary
and auto maintenance.

Another large activity is the
Athletic Dept. Here we operate the
gym with its weight room, ball
courts and sauna, the ball fields and
intramural and varsity teams.

Base exercises insure quick reaction

Base exercises are held
periodically within the Air Force to
prepare units to handle actual
emergencies quickly and
responsibly and to minimize
casualties and property damage.

During exercises, as in actual
emergency conditions, the
Command Post is activated for the
wing commander and his staff.
Communications are maintained

~ through the Command Post with the

Fire Department, Security Police,
USAF Hospital, and the Mobile
Command“ P68t 4t the scene of the
disaster. The base commander is the
on-scene commander and he reports
directly to the disaster site.

Numerous exercises are
conducted at Reese to provide base
personnel with practical experience.
These exercises insure that people
will react correctly during an actual
emergency. Examples of exercises
are:

Broken Arrow Exercise

This exercise is a simulated

accident involving nuclear or
radioactive material.

An example of a Broken Arrow
would involve an aircraft
transporting a nuclear weapon and,
after experiencing an in-flight
emergency, has to land at Reese. If
during landing, the aircraft crashed
and the nuclear device was
damaged, Broken Arrow would
result. All Disaster Response Force
units would respond immediately.
The Security Police would move all
non-essential personnel to a
distance of 2,000 feet from the
accident site.

Nuclear explosions will not result
from an engulfing in flames.
However, nuclear devices contain a
conventional explosive that could
detonate and  scatter nuclear
contamination several hundred feet
from the detonation site. By-
standers should know and observe
this fact and withdraw from the
area when directed so as to not
interfere with the fire fighting and

" rescue teams.

Chemical Response Exercise

This exercise is programmed to

Academically Speaking

provide a rapid response to any toxic
or dangerous chemical accident or
spillage.

With the increase traffic flow of
chemicals and industrial poisons in
this area, it is necessary to have
qualified personnel trained to a high
degree of proficiency in
identification and decontamination
of these materials.

If an accident or spill occurs on
base, the Disaster Response Forceis
activated and the on-scene
commander is briefed at the site. He
then informs the wing commander
of the magnitude of the situation. If
toxic chemicals are involved, the
selected Decontamination Team is
dressed in their protective M-3
toxilogical equipment and proceed
to the accident scene. The
decontamination operation is
performed under the supervision of
the on-scene commander.

When accidents occure off base
and the identification or
decontamination operation is

beyond the immediate capability of

local authorities, a qualified civilian

official . will contact the wing

commander who may direct our
specilized teams to report to the

designated official. Our military

teams will be place under civilian :
authority for the designated period '
of support.

Shelter Exercise

A new policy is being tested that
will allow each unit to evaluate its
shelter program separate from the
old large scale shelter exercise.
Effective in May, a unit will be -
required to partially activate its
shelter. Shelter monitors will
demonstrate their ability to perform
assigned duties. Situations will
occure that will task their abilities
according to the threat being tested.

Each military person and
emergency essential civilian
employee is assigned a shelter space
by his unit. Military dependents
living on Reese AFB will take
shelter in the dependent school
during actual threats only.
Dependent personnel are not
exercised at this time.

from the early 1960s to 1975, says
the former Director of the Defense
Intelligence Agency (DIA) in Air
Force Magazine’s May issue.

Lt. Gen. Daniel O. Graham, U.S.
Army (Retired), says hard evidence
became available a year ago that
Russia had been spending the
equivalent of $150 to $180 billion on
military forces, compared to $100
billion in the U.S. Graham says at
least 15 per cent — probably closer to
20 per cent — of Soviet gross
national product (GNP) goes to the
military, compared to 5.4 per cent of
U.S. GNP. Calling official Soviet
figures for military expenditures
“patently phony,” Graham wonders
whether the U.S. can continue to
deter growing Soviet military power
“with a grudging 5.4 per cent outlay
on defense.”

CIA figures for Soviet military
costs between 1960 and 1971
indicated a modest two-to-three per
cent annual increase, Graham says.
Yet, during this period, the Soviets:

* deployed 1,500 or more inter-
continental ballistic =missile
launchers

* built more than 50 missile-
launching nuclear subs

_ * deployed 700 medium-and-inter-
mediate-range missile launchers

* deployed some 7,000 surface-to-
air missile launchers

* deployed a large theater force
opposite China

* created 20 new divisions

* introduced on a broad scale five
or six new fighter aircraft

Graham says this is only a partial
list, and notes that such a buildup
could not have been done at the low
costs estimated by CIA.
