
Congress authorizes restart of AECP
Congress has authorized the 

reinstitution o f the Airman 
Education and Commissioning 
Program (AECP) for FY77 with one 
major alteration, according to 
personnel officials. The FY77 
program as passed by Congress 
does not provide for tuition costs for 
selectees. Participants in the AECP 
will be required to pay their own 
tuition/fees.

Can Use GI Bill
However, those eligible may use 

in-service GI Bill benefits. 
Counseling concerning the GI Bill 
benefits is provided in the Base 
Education Center. Selection, 
a ss ign m en t and  prom otion

procedures discussed in AFR 53-20 
remain unchanged.

Effective immediately, and in 
accordance with Section A, AFR 53- 
20, qualified airmen may submit 
FY77 Phase II AECP applications. 
The FY77 program will be extremely 
limited and will focus on selecting 
a p p lica n ts  w ho, fo llo w in g  
graduation/commissioning, can be 
utilized to fill technical career fields 
that cannot be adequately manned 
through other com m issioning 
programs.

D egree Program s
Degree programs will be offered in 

computer technology; aeronautical,

astronautical, civil, electrical, 
in d u str ia l and m ech a n ica l 
engineering; m eteorology and 
optics. Accordingly, all applicants 
must have completed mathematics 
through at least a first course in 
calculus as specified in paragraph 
f iv e ,  A F R  53 -2 0 , A irm a n  
Commissioning Programs. Airmen 
who already prossess a college 
degree will continue to apply for 
training leading to a commission in 
accordance with AFR 53-27, Officers 
Training School.

Phase II Central Selection Boards 
will convene at Wright-Patterson 
AFB, Ohio. Completed applications 
must arrive at AFIT/RRE-A by

Nov. 15 for the Dec. 13 selection 
board. Feb. 14 for the March 14 
board.

All eligible applicants will be 
considered as first time applicants 
by the Dec. 13 selection board. Those 
not selected and who remain eligible 
will be considered for a second time 
by the March 1977 board. 
Applications for the December 
board received after the due date will 
be considered by the March board.

One Time E xception
Those forwarded to AFIT 

subsequent to the July 1974 board 
have been returned to the applicants 
home o f record. In view of the time

con stra in ts  con cern in g  the 
December board, a one time 
exception to policy regarding the 
letter o f academic eligibility is 
granted. Completed applications for 
the Dec. 13 board may be forwarded 
to AFIT without the normal letter of 
academic eligibility required by 
paragraph five to AFR 53-20. 
However, applications not meeting 
academic eligibility requirements 
will be returned to the Base 
Education Office. This exception 
will not apply for applicants 
meeting the March 14 board. The 
normal letter of academic eligibility 
will be required for applications 
meeting this board.

They were expensive pieces of 
glass.

The idea 
struck a responsive chord, and she 
began to think of reasons she could 
give her husband. He certainly 
wouldn’t want to have a party just to 
show off new* crystal he hadn’t been 
eager to buy.

Suddenly she forgot the party and 
the crystal. A yellow sports car had 
swung out of the line of opposing 
traffic, crossed into her lane, and 
was roaring toward her. It was 
obvious that it could never swing 
back in time.

With survived instinct, she twisted 
the steering wheel to the right and 
jammed her foot on the brake.

Insurance can protect 
valuable assets from loss

Previous articles have discussed 
insurance to protect estates from 
au tom ob ile  a cc id en t losses; 
however, assets can be lost in other 
ways. Insurance is needed where 
risk of loss is substantial and where 
assets are significant. Some 
common types of insurance follow.

C om prehensive P ersonal 
L iability

PersonEil liability arises in ways 
other than through automobile 
operations. You may find yourself a 
defendant in a lawsuit seeking 
dEunages for personal injuries 
suffered as a result o f your conduct. 
Visitors may be injured by 
dangerous conditions existing on 
your premises; your dog may bite a

passerby; or your son’s baseball 
may shatter a neighbor’s window. 
CPL insurance protects you in a 
manner similar to the personal 
liability provisions o f your 
automobile policy.

H om eow ner’ s P olicy
A home is probably your greatest 

single investment and is an asset 
subject to loss by fire, storm or other 
casualty. Both prudence and the 
bank (protecting its security interest 
in the property) will dictate 
a cq u is ition  o f  h om eow n er ’ s 
insurance. Homeowner’s should 
consider protection against 
property damage and personal 
liability. Mortage insurance and 
expanding coverage for property 
value appreciation may also be 
desired.

Personal P roperty  Insurance

W hen o b ta in e d  w ith  a 
homeowner’s package policy, and 
sometimes obtained by renters, this 
insurance protects personal 
property against fire, casualty, 
theft, and other risks of loss on the 
premises and may possibly include 
property commonly used off the 
premised (e.g. cameras).

Clearly these articles have not 
exhausted the subject of insurance 
and cure not intended to recommend 
the types and amounts of protection 
required by everyone. You can be 
“ over” as well as “under” insured. 
Everyone should be concerned with 
protecting their assets. The type and 
value of assets, potential risk of loss, 
insurance cost and personal income 
will determine the type and amount 
of protection required.

AF officials stop
urinalysis

W A SH IN G TO N  (A F N S ) - 
Random urine testing has been 
terminated effective Oct. 1, by 
direction of Congress.

Air Force officials point out that 
commanders must continue to 
aggressively direct the urine testing 
of personnel or groups suspected of 
hard drug abuse. Officials said the 
abuse of hard drugs can have 
serious impact on the mission and 
on the b eh a v ior  and jo b  
performance of individuals using 
drugs.

A lso , com m anders shou ld  
consider unit sweep testing for

program
personnel 25 and under in areas 
where there is a high availability of 
hard drugs and where law 
e n fo r c e m e n t  tre n d s  and  
investigations indicate significant 
levels of drug abuse.

Commanders should consider 
testing members which might 
indicate use of drugs. Examples are 
assault, absent without leave, 
failure to go, larceny, single driver 
or other suspicious motor vehicle 
accidents, significant safety 
violations on the job, disobeying a 
lawful order and failure to progress 
in on-the-job training.

Our Deputy Commander for Resources, 
Col. Robert J. Sandvick, provides some wise 
words about using information provided by 
inspectors and staff assistance teams.

“ WE’RE HERE TO HELP YOU.” “WE’RE 
GLAD TO HAVE YOU.” It has been said that 
these are the two biggest lies ever told - but are 
they really?

We in Resources (along with Maintenance 
as well as some others who manage our 
resources) had lots of “help” last week in the 
form of the Air Training Command (ATC) 
Logistics and Resources Management Staff 
Assistance Team. I really believe that the 
team was here to help us and they did. 
Inspection and staff assistance teams will 
always reveal the need to correct some 
deficiencies - that’s just a way of life, and we 
should all benefit from the write-ups by using 
them to improve our operations. Most 
inspectors do have a significant advantage in 
that they have seen how other organizations 
manage their operations, and they can pass

along some useful management techniques 
and pick up our good ideas to pass to other 
bases.

However, we shouldn’t change our 
operations just for the sake of changing or 
because th e ' inspector happened to like 
someone else’s method better than ours; but, 
neither should we fail to keep an open mind to 
the new techniques they present nor defend 
our methods without considering others.

Now that the team has departed, it is vital 
that all of us resist the natural tendency to sit 
back and relax. We must all continue to 
constantly check and evaluate our procedures 
and how we manage our operations to insure 
that we are making the most effective and 
efficient use of all resources to accomplish our 
mission. This will result in a top-notch 
organization, and preclude the necessity to 
“ cram” before the next inspection or staff 
assistance visit. None of us know when we’ll 
once again be notified that shortly we’ll be 
hearing those famous words, “WE’RE HERE 
TO HELP YOU!” So let’s stay prepared.

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CE responds to service calls
Questions are still being received 

on how the Civil Engineering (CE) 
Service Call operation works and 
what type calls are responded to 
after duty hours. Perhaps the 
following information will shed 
some light on the subject and thus 
increase customer understanding 
and satisfaction.

CE is a service organization and 
responds to emergency and routine 
calls during normal duty hours. 
However, CE personnel will respond 
only to emergency service calls after 
normal duty hours, that is, those 
calls that cannot be deferred until 
the next duty day.

During normal duty hours, service 
calls should be made by calling Ext. 
2647. The service call specialist will 
take the required information and 
p r o c e s s  y o u r  c a l l  fo r  
accomplishment. After duty hours, 
this function is switched over to the 
“ emergency service call desk” 
located in the UPT-IFS building 
(still Ext. 2647).

The requestor will explain the 
basic problem to the specialist and if 
he determines it fits the criteria for

an emergency call, will obtain the 
necessary details and dispatch the 
appropriate craftsmen to the 
location. If an immediate response 
is not deemed necessary and the 
work can be delayed until the next 
duty day, the emergency service call 
specialist will ask the requestor to 
call back the next duty day.

E m ergencies
As a guideline, the following 

m alfunctions will usually be 
considered valid emergencies and 
will be given immediate response:

• Fire, crash or disaster
• Complete loss o f electricity or 

direct short
• Airfield lighting malfunctions 

during scheduled night flying
• Loss of heat during the heating 

season
• Loss of critical air conditioning 

systems
• Gas leaks, water line breaks or 

plugged sewer mains
• Dining Hall food service 

equipment or utility breakdown 
effecting food service functions.

• Malfunctioning refrigeration

equipment that will result in food 
spoilage or damage to the 
equipment

• Structral damage creating 
health hazards or, in buildings not 
manned 24 hours a day, security 
compromise

• MFH (in addition to above): All 
burners on a kitchen range 
inoperative, broken windows, if 
completely out or dangerous to 
occupants; stopped up commodes 
where a health hazard exists or only 
commode in building

• Air conditioning failure during 
summer in NCO, Officer’s or Service 
Club (Mathis Recreation Center)

N o Imm ediate R esponse

The following malfunctions w ill 
not usually be* considered service 
calls requiring immediate action:

• Leaky faucets
• Sluggish drainage (to include 

stopped up kitchen drains)
• Light switch or receptacle 

inoperative
• Washer or dryer inoperative
• Door hinge or latch needs repair

Milam Children’s Center 
receives C FC support

The Milam Children’s Training 
Center has been helping multi­
handicapped and mentally retarded 
children of Lubbock since 1953. Its 
specific goals are to provide a 
coordinated effort with other 
a gen cies  tow ard  an early  
indentification and intervention 
program to prevent possible future 
mental retardation. It also 
endeavors to conduct a basic 
n utrition  program  through  
supplying breakfast and lunch to 
children and a comprehensive 
nutritional and feeding counseling 
to parents. Additionally, it attempts 
to establish an active parent group 
w ith  p ero id ic  p a re n t/g ro u p  
counseling.

Milam Children’ s Training 
Center’s philosophy is every child, 
regardless of handicap, is more like 
other children than different. They 
feel that education must focus on 
what the child can do and then 
determine what and how the child 
can learn. Education must deal not 
only with the intellectual ability but 
with the child’s adaptive behavior 
and his feelings about the world 
around him.

At Milam, the children are

grouped according to a general 
ability level; however, each child 
receives an individual program. The 
educational needs of each child are 
reviewed three time a year to provide 
for an adequate educational 
continuum.

Initially, each child receives a 
c o m p r e h e n s iv e  e v a lu a t io n  
including medical, psychological, 
and educational diagnosis. Several 
specific objectives are then 
identified for each child and classes 
are organized accordingly. There 
are five classroom groups. Infant 
stimulation includes infants up to 30 
months of age. In this group of 
c h i ld r e n , d e v e lo p m e n ta l  
stimulation such as visual, 
auditory, and tactual activities are 
used to stimulate sensory motor, 
prelanguage, gross and fine motor, 
and social skills.

In the early childhood stage, 
emphasis is placed on the language 
development, self-help, gross motor, 
fine motor, personal and social 
development and practical living 
skills.

Prevocational I and II involve 
lea rn in g  p rerequ isite  sk ills  
necessary for future job placement, 
home living skills, self-help and 
language acquisition skills. These

students participate in the sheltered 
workshop at Ballinger School and in 
Special Olympics training. The 
class in motor training includes 
physical therapy, speech therapy, 
and motor training skills which are 
pertinent to becoming ambulatory.

Enrollement is open to those who 
are not eligible for the public school 
program, up to age 21. Additional 
information can be obtained by 
contacting Barbara Reese, Milam 
Children’s Training Center, 1105 
38th Street, Lubbock, Texas 79412 or 
by calling 747-2664.

Milam Children’ s Training 
Center is a non-profit training 
school and is funded through the 
United Way of Lubbock and the 
Lubbock Mental Health and Mental 
Retardation agencies. Through the 
efforts and determination of the 
staff members and volunteer 
workers over 200 students since 1959 
have qualified to be placed in public 
school programs.

RANDOLPH AFB, Tex. (AFNS) - 
The recently completed temporary 
captain board held at the Air Force 
M ilita ry  P erson nel C enter

Of the 2,562 reserve 
line officers selected for captain, 846 
were also picked for regular 
appointment.

AF re-examines 
phy. fitness policy

WASHINGTON (AFNS) - A 
recent physical fitness workshop of 
Air Staff and major command 
representatives concluded that the 
current Air Force fitness program 
needs revitalizing.

During the past few years, the 
program has been based on 
individual motivation and a self- 
disciplined approach. The attendees 
proposed several courses of action to 
improve motivation and discipline 
to help revitalize the fitness 
program.

Proposed changes include 
increased command emphasis on 
fitness, raising the standard from 
Category II to III, and more 
recognition for members who excel. 
Administrative action against those 
who repeatedly fail to measure up to 
fitness standards, additional 
testing methods, and a review of 
testing waivers were discussed.

These and other proposals are 
being considered by Air Force 
officials.

eligible fine officers were chosen by 
the board. Of the 206 considered for 
the second through fifth times, 94 
were selected for a 46 per cent mark.

The selection rate for pilots was 93 
per cent, 89 per cent for navigators, 
and 86 per cent for nonrated officers. 
Regular officers were selected at a 95 
per cent rate, while reserves were 
selected at 88 per cent overall.

Eighty-nine per cent of those 
holding a bachelor’s degree were 
selected along with 93 per cent of 
those with a master’s and 90 per cent 
of those holding a doctorate.

The majority of selectees were 24 
through 29 years old, with ages 
ranging from 23 to 38.

Results, according to professional 
military education (PME), showed 
that 95 per cent of those with PME 
vs. 88 per cent of those without PME, 
were selected.

For example, in 1972 only 55.7 per 
cent of our eligible voters went to the 
polls (while 83.4 per cent of those in 
18 other countries with competitive 
party systems like ours were voting.) 
And in this election, experts predict 
that our voter turnout will probably 
be the lowest since the party system 
was created in the early 18- 
hundreds.

The U.S. trails Barbados? Don’t 
get me wrong. I love Barbados and 
our trusted friend and neighbor 
Mexico. But upping their voter 
involvement is their business. I’m 
interested in my country. We’re the 
ones who started the whole thing, 
set the example for the rest of the 
world back in 1776. Or had you 
forgotten?

Of course, the easiest way out 
would be for nobody to vote. In that 
way we could have a dictator and 
wouldn’t ever have to exert 
ourselves to go to the polls again.

But somehow I find that 
distasteful. Democracies are 
awfully hard to come by. Ours 
certainly was. And without 
constant nourishment - the 
participation of their free citizens - 
they die.

H ow  you vote is your business. 
But trying to persuade every eligible 
citizen to cast his or her vote is mine 
- everybody’s.

Please don’t let America go by 
default. Vote!

AF makes change 
in travel uniforms

WASHINGTON (AFNS) - The Air 
Force has restated uniform 
requirements for military travel, 
keeping “required,” “ optional,” and 
“ d ire cted ”  ca teg orie s , but 
simplifying instructions to Air 
Force travelers.

The new guidelines, Air Force 
officials say, are a restatement of 
Department of Defense guidance.

T h i s  g u i d a n c e  w i l l  be 
incorporated into a new Air Force 
Regulation 35-10 scheduled for 
publication in December.

Wear of the uniform is mandatory 
for Air Force personnel traveling on 
military aircraft or Military Airlift 
Command (MAC) contract flights 
departing military terminals.

The uniform is optional for MAC

flights departing comm ercial 
a i r p o r t s  f o r  c o m m e r c i a l  
transportation and for litter 
patients aboard medical evacuation 
flights.

Civilian attire is authorized if 
directed in travel orders, unless the 
Foreign Clearance Guide requires 
wear of the military uniform. When 
the Foreign Clearance Guide 
specifies wear of civilian clothing, 
orders must include the statement, 
“ Travel in civilian attire directed.”

Previous uniform requirements 
were stated in terms of different 
categories of MAC travel and were 
sometimes confusing to Air Force 
personnel not familiar with MAC 
letter designations such as “A,” “ Z,” 
and “Category Y.”

Electoral College voters 
appointed by Legislature

Article II of the Constitution, as 
amended by the 12th Amendment, 
covers the formation and operation 
of the Electoral College. The 
Constitution is clear on how many 
will serve in the Electoral College: 
“ Each state shall appoint, in such a 
manner as the Legislature thereof 
may direct, a number of electors 
equal to the whole number of 
Senators and Representatives to 
which the state may be entitled to in 
Congress....”  Their votes are 
counted by Congress meeting in 
joint session.

The lists of the votes by the 
electors from all of the states and the 
District of Columbia are sent to the 
president of the Senate (the 
incumbent vice president) in the 
Nation’s capital, and he calls for a 
joint meeting of the House of 
Representatives and the Senate 
Jan. 6 following a presidential 
election.

During the joint session, the 
president of the Senate opens all of 
the state certificates and makes lists 
of the various names for whom 
Electoral College votes have been 
given on the ballots for president. 
The individual having the greatest 
number of votes, if that number is a 
majority of the Electoral College 
votes, is named as the President of 
the United States.

If no individual has a majority, 
then follow ing Constitutional 
procedure, the president of the 
Senate makes up a list of three 
individuals having the highest 
number of Electoral College votes 
for president. It then immediately 
becomes the responsibility of the 
House of Representatives, meeting 
alone, to go into session to choose a 
president.

In this process, the vote in the 
House is taken state by state with 
each having only one vote. It thus 
becomes necessary for the members 
of a single state’s delegation in the 
House of Representatives to meet

and agree on who that single vote 
will go to before the House voting 
can start.

The Constitution provides that if 
the House does not decide on a 
president by the fourth day of the 
following March, the individual 
selected as vice president shall act in 
the presidential capacity until the 
matter is settled.

The vice president is also elected 
from the votes of the Electoral 
College. The individual having the 
highest number of votes on the vice 
presidential list, providing that that 
number is a majority of all the votes, 
is chosen as vice president.

Again, the Constitution gives a 
procedure to be followed should no 
one individual receive such a 
majority. In this case, the Senate 
would vote for the individual to be 
elected to the Nation’s second 
highest office, choosing from the 
two candidates having the greatest 
number of Electoral College votes.
