AF offers early out programs for officers

The Air Force is offering qualified
officers two programs for
separation. Deadline for applying
for either of the programsis Dec. 31.

One of the programs is FY 77
Palace Furlough. Under this
program, rated officers may apply
for temporary separation from
extended active duty. Officers who
apply under this program and are
accepted, will be offered re-entry to

extended active duty in FY 81/82.
Options Available

Palace Furlough offers two
options. Oneoption allows an officer
to request separation from active
duty if his application for Palace
Furlough is denied. The other option
allows officers whose application is
not accepted to void their separation
request.

Eligibility

Officers eligible to apply for
Palace Furlough are those who:

® Completed undergraduate fly-
ing training (UPT or UNT) on Oct.
31, 1974 or earlier.

® Have a total active federal
commissioned service date
(TAFCSD) between Oct. 1, 1971
through Oct. 31, 1973.

Personnel gain more leeway
in Home-of-selection move

WASHINGTON (AFNS) - Air
Force personnel have more leeway
in making their home-of-selection
move under a new ruling by the
comptroller general (CG).

The changes were announced
earlier this year, but Air Force
officials say some retirees may be
confussed about how the new ruling
is applies.

The key is the Aug. 1, 1976, date
the CG ruling was effective. The
changes apply only to members who

were entitled to home-of-selection
moves on or after that date.

The normal time limit for retirees
to make the move is one year.
Extensions have previously been
granted only for medical or
educational reasons affecting the
retiree. The CG ruling expanded the
extension criteria to include “‘other
deserving cases.”

Examples of other .deserving
cases given by the CG include
terminal illness of a spouse or death

in the immediate family at the time
of a planned move. An extension
may also be granted if construction
on a retirement home is delayed by
labor strikes.

The CG stated it is probable that
certain other conditions would be
just as deserving of an extension as
the specific examples cited.

An explanation of the changes
has been mailed to Air Force
retirees. Consolidated base
personnel offices have additional
information.

CHAMPUS claims due now

" The Department of Defense has
reminded beneficiaries that Dec. 31,
1976 is the deadline for submitting
1975 claims under the Civilian
Health and Medical Program of the
Uniformed Services (CHAMPUS).
Any claim for care received between
dan. 1, 1975 and Dec. 31, 1975 that is

not submitted by the deadline can-
not be paid.

A CHAMPUS beneficiary with a
1975 claim that has not been sub-
mitted should get it in the mail as
soon as possible. Also, if a civilian
provider of medical care who agreed
to submit a 1975 claim directly to
CHAMPUS has not done so, the

beneficiary should remind the
provider about the deadline.

According to DoD policy in effect
sine Jan. 1, 1974, the deadline for
submitting a CHAMPUS claim is
the last day of the calendar year
following the calendar year in
which a service or supply was
provided.

® Serviceacademy graduates who
have not served five years on EAD
prior to desired DOS.

e Officers in AFIT training
program.

There has been some discussion
as to whether a person can leave the
base beyond a 300 mile radius. Now,
is there an actual regulation that
says on your days off, you cannot go
beyond 300 miles from the base?

There is no regulation at Reese
AFB establishing actual distances
one may travel while off duty.
However, everyone is expected to ex-
cercise good judgement when
planning any travel.

You shouldn’t get into a position
where you couldn’t get back to work
on time. That would be imposing on
your co-workers and supervisors,
and would also make you AWOL.
Leave should be taken if the travel
distance could make a timely return
to your duty station impossible or
even “iffy”. Failure to returnon time
could result in disciplinary action
and/or loss of benefits.

For you information, an Air Force
regulation of this nature once exist-
ed, but is no longer in effect. Some
bases still have a limitation on
travel, which is the Commander’s
prerogative. I perfer to let you
excercise your own good judgement
with the full knowledge of the

" penalties if you abuse the trust.

I would like to know if anything

__can be done in reference to civilians

and depéndents on the base when it
comes time for retreat. It seems very

disrespectful to me that those that

are in civilian clothes and those that
appear to be civilians don’t show
respect as the flag islowered and the
National Anthem is played. On
Nov. 3, I was over in front of the BX
and saw some children, between the
ages of 14 to 17, who showed no
respect at all as the flag was coming
down. I would like to know if
something could be done about this.

You're right. Failure to come to
attention and salute during retreat
is disrespectful of the United States
Flag. A federal law requires that
while raising or lowering theflag, or
when the flag passes, all persons

“present should face the flag, stand

at attention, and salute. Those in
uniform should render the military
salute; men not in uniform should
remove headdress; and both men
and women not in uniform should
salute by placing their right hand
over the heart. Aliens should stand
at attention. Drivers of automobiles
should bring their vehicles to a safe
stop with all people in the vehiclere-
maining in their seats.

Failure to comply by military
members subjects them to dis-
ciplinary action. Dependents or
visitors on an Air Force installation

are required by regulation to show
due respect to the flag, and failure to
do 8o subjects them to exclusion
from the facility. In this case, the
young people were wrong and

' should have paid respect to the flag

at retreat. As an adult military
member and NCO, you should have

politely reminded the offenders of

their obligation. Anytime a
military member or civilian on an
Air Force facility is reminded to pay
due respect to'the flag and does not
comply, the appropriate commander
or sponsor should be identified (by
asking) and then notified. Alternate

notification would be the Security

Police and . office of the Base
Commander.

Tuesday’s Flying Status (Days)
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Knowledge of tax laws essential

Dec. 31, 1976 is the end of the tax
year for most of us, and we are
without joy looking forward to the
preparation of our 1976 tax returns.
There are many important changes
in the tax law for 1976 of which you
should be aware in order to take
maximum advantage and minimize
your tax burden.

One of the elections of most
interest permits you either to take
the standard deduction or to itemize
known business deductions
medical costs, charitable
contributions, interest, and the like.
The standard deduction is the
higher of the “percentage standard

deduction” or the “low income
allowance.”
The percentage standard

deduction for 1976 and later years is
16 per cent of adjusted gross income
or the maximum allowable
deduction of $2,400 for a single
person, $2,800 for a married couple
filing a joint return, and $1,400 for a
married person filing a separate
return. The low income allowance is
a flat $1,700 for a single person,
$2,100 for a married couple filing a
joint return, and $1,050 for a
married person filing a separate
return. There are special rules for
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widows and widowers whose
spouses died in 1974 or 1975.

New Tax Tables

If your taxable income in 1976 is
$20,000 or less, you are required to
use one of four new tax computation
tables. These have replaced the old
optional tax tables which were
based on adjustable gross income
and automatically gave effect to the
standard deduction. Under the new
system the taxpayer subtracts the
greater of the standard deduction
(percentage standard or low income
allowance) or itemized deductions,
as well as personal and dependent
exemptions, from adjusted gross
income to arrive at taxable income.
He then turns to the applicable tax
computation table to find hisincome
bracket and the tax for that bracket.
There are tables prescribed for
unmarried individuals, married
persons filing jointly, heads of
households, and married persons
filing separately.

Decisions to Make

Many financial decisions you
make can be affected by the above
rules. For example, in determining
whether to make payments of such

items as interest taxes, charitable

contributions, and medical
expenses in 1976 or to defer payment
until 1977, you should determine
whether the total of such payments
will exceed the standard deduction
for 1976. If it is substantially less,
the standard deduction will be the
best course, but if the payments of
deductible items you have already
made during 1976 are more than the
standard deduction, or if payment of
outstanding bills would bring the
total up to an amount in excess of
the standard deduction, if you can
you may want to pay all such billsin
order to take the deductions in 1976.
By carefully timing your deductions
and by alternating the itemizing of

deductions and the taking of the
standard deduction in two years,
you may be able to save taxes by
increasing your total deduction over
a two-year period.

For example, assume you are
married taxpayer filing a joint
return. In 1976 your adjusted gross
income will be $16,000 and your
expect that it will be $18,000in 1977.
You estimate that your itemized
deductions for 1976 will total $1,900
and that they will total $2,400 in
1977. In addition, you plan tomake a
$650 gift to your church in December
or January. If you wait until
January to make the donation, your
total deductions will be $5,610. This
will include a $2,560 (16 per cent of
$16,000) standard deduction for
1976 and $3,050 ($2,400 plus $650)

itemized deduction for 1977. On the

other hand, if you make your
deduction to the church in December
you will use the standard deduction
for both 1976 and 1977 and this will
total $5,360 ($2,560 for 1976 plus
$2,800 for 1977). Obviously, then,
when you make your donation, i.e.
either in December or January, can
make a difference in your tax
liability. If you make the $650
donation in December 1976, rather
than waiting a few weeks later to
January, you save yourself $250 in
taxes.

Only those who understand the
rules are in a position to take
advantage of them. If you have any
questions on whether these tax rules
apply to your own situation,
discussing the matter with your
legal assistance officer could prove
profitable.

Common plumbing calls
are home owners worry

In accordance with Wing
Regulation 90-1, Family Housing
Brochure and Maintenance Guide,
leaky faucets and running
commodes, a common plumbing
service call, are considered a home
owner’s responsibility.

If these situations are not
corrected when noticed, damage can
result to the faucet seat, and in
extreme cases to the faucet itself.
This in turn not only runs up our
base utility and housing
maintenance bills but could cause
water damage to your quarters.

Leaky faucets can usually be
corrected by replacing the washerin
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the faucet. This can be
accomplished easily by shutting off
the water supply at the angle value
under sink. Then take the stem out
of the faucet and replace the washer.
Bathtub faucets need to be repaired
by a plumber, as there are usually no
shutoff valves on this type of faucet
in Family Housing.

Water leaking in a commode is
usually caused by a defective float
ball or a bent float rod. Adjustments
can be made by bending the float rod
downward until the water stops at
the proper level. If the ball is worn or
if other difficulties are encountered
call the Service Call Desk at Ext.
2647.

Environmental Health Services

Environmental Health Service?
Who is that? Well, those of us in the
Environmental Health Service
(EHS) are asked that quite often, for
as some of the old-timers may
remember, we have gone by several
different names in the past. Some of
the official ones include Military
Public Health and/or Preventive
Medicine. In 1973, the official name
was changed to Environmental
Health Service. We are a part of the
hospital and function under the
Aerospace Medicine Branch.

So much for names, what do we
do? Our areas of responsibility are
as broad as the name implies —
Environmental Health. Almost
anything concerning our
enviroment — work, play, home,
family — falls at least partially
under the scope of the EHS. The
services we can offer are, hopefully,
explained here.

Industrial Health

Industrial hygiene (or Health)
concerns the safety of an
individuals work environment. Just
as Ground Safety peroidically visits
industrial areas on base, the EHS
conducts peroidic surveys of
industrial areas checking on
ventilation, lighting, noise, and
radioactive and/or toxic substance
use. To accomplish these surveys, a
wide assortment of instrumentation
is maintained locally with the
capability for consultation and
equipment loan from the Air Force
Occupational and Environmental
Health Laboratory at Brooks AFB,
Tex. If someone feels they may have

a problem with their lighting,
ventilation, noise, or the use of
protective equipment or
toxic/hazardous substances, we
may be of help. A call to our office,
ext. 2608, to schedule a survey may
be the beginning of alleviating a
hazardous or undesirable situation.

Where the industrial hygiene
program is conducted to determine
the type of environment to which a
worker is exposed, the industrial
physical program is conducted to
determine if the work environment
is having an effect upon the
ihdividual. Mostly, these annual
industrial physicals consist of a few
clinical exams (such as blood or
urine tests) and/or audiograms
(hearing tests). Military personnel
are scheduled through a CBPO
generated roster while civilian
personnel are listed by a CPO letter
to the squadrons. An individual
scheduled for a physical should
report to the Physical Exam Section
(room 133 of the Hospital) on the
date and time scheduled and bring
his computer card (if military) with
him or her.

Audiograms

If an audiogram is part of the
industrial physical, the individual
will be seen in the EHS office after
the test to complete some
paperwork. Those personnel who
show a shift in their hearing will be
scheduled for follow-up audiograms
by EHS. When someone returns for
a follow-up audiogram, he should
obtain his medical records from the

name, but same services

records section then report to EHS,
room 195 of the hospital. Pre-
employment and termination
audiograms for civilian personnel
are also given by EHS. These
audiograms require no appointment
and are given anytime during
normal duty hours. Ear plugs are
available from and can be fitted by
EHS anytime during normal duty
hours.

Community Sanitation

Community sanitation is another
facet of our program. Most of the
work is routine surveillance of
community facilities and the water
system, but we do receive inquiries
concerning public health problems.
Most of these can be answered over
the phone, but others sometimes
require a survey which are
scheduled depending upon the
urgency of the situation. Often we
are asked to test water for certain
substances.” Depending upon the
requested testing, special containers
may berequired. For instance, water
for bacteriological testing must be
collected in a specially prepared,
sterilized bottle; a sample cannot be
tested when collected in an ordinary
bottle.

These are the most prominent
features of our program that we offer
to the base population. Basically,
though, we hope people realize what
the Environmental Health Service
can offer, and that, if needed, we are
available. If you think we may be of
help, give us a call; if we can’t help,
we’ll try to find someone who can.

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Reese Communications Sq. changes name

A very important squadron on
base has officially changed its des-
ignation. It is now the 1958th
Communications Squadron
(AFCS). Before July 1976, it was the
2053rd Comm Squadron. This des-
ignation change perserves the
history and continuity of a unit that

traces its lineage to the latter
months of World War II. It was first
activated in the spring of 1944.

A communications squadron
plays a major role in any Air Force
installation but here at Reese, due to
its pilot training mission, the

1958th’s role is even more import-

ant. The pilot trainees need the Air
Traffic controller and the people
who maintain the radio and
electronic equiipment in his air-
plane. The Air Traffic Controllers
assure the safe completion of 8,000
local and transient aircraft opera-
tions each month. As for equipment,

the squadron has the responsibility
of keeping $5 million worth of
sophisticated electronic equipment
on working.

" Many .other functions are per-
formed by this very versitadle unit.
They operate the base telecom-
munications center, base switch-
board, MARS station and other jobs

cessary to the mission.

The name has changed but their
mission of -providing Reese AFB
with the communications network
needed to fulfil its mission of train-
ing pilots for the Air Force will stay
the same.

“first copy” to Gen David C. Jones,
Air Force chief of staff.

Gen. William W. Momyer (ret.),
former commander of Seventh Air
Force and Tactical Air Command,
creator of the series, was also on
hand for the presentation.

Maj. A. Jack Lavalle, managing
editor of the series, says, “A lot has
been written about the air war in
SEA, but often it is an impersonal
account of numbers of sorties and
bombs dropped.

“The monograph series is written
by the men who were actually
involved  in missions or making
decisions. They give first-hand
accounts of their involvement.”

“The Tale of Two Bridges” is a

personal account of missions flown
against theinfamous Than Hoa and
Paul Doumer Bridges in North
Vietnam.

“The Battle for the Skies Over
North Vietnam” depicts highlights
in the counter air battle in SEA.
including “dog fights” between U. S.
and Mig pilots.

The book is illustrated with
aircraft pictures, maps, diagrams
and reconnaissance photography
showing battle damage.

The monographs are detailed
enough to whet the appetite of pilots
who were there, yet they are written
in such a way as to be interesting to
and understood by someone who
has never been inside a cockpit.

Volume II in the series, to be
published in December, will be
“Airpower in the 1972 Spring
Offensive,” dealing with the impact
U.S. airpower had on the 1972 North
Vietnamese offensive in South
Vietnam. :

Volume III will be another two-
part book. Part one will be “The

Pilots write on SEA airpower

Vietnamese Air Force, 1951-1975,
An Analysis of Its Role in Combat”
by General Momyer. “Fourteen
Hours at Koh Tang,” an account of
the final moments of the Mayaguez
incident, will be part two.

“This is an ongoing series,” says
Major Lavalle. “There is no limit to
the number of monographs that can
be written. We hope many others
will be interested in making an
input to the series,” he adds.

The monograph project began
more than two years ago at the
request of Gen. Richard H. Ellis,
then Air Force vice chief of staff. It
was assigned to the Air University
at Maxwell AFB, Ala., as part of the
curriculum in the Air War College
and the Air Command and Staff
College.
