BUYING PAINT.

Springtime—after the weather has
become  well  settled—Iis  painting
time. ‘There 18 no dust Nying, no in-
socts are In the air at that time ready
to commit sulclde by suffocation in
the coat of fresh paint. The atmos-
pherie conditions are also favorable
at that season for proper drylng and
fncrensed life of the paint.

It should be a habit with every
property owner every spring to look
over his bulldings, ete, and sce M
they need repainting; not merely to
see if they “will go another year,”
but whether the ilme has not come
for putting in the proverbial “stiteh
in time” which shall eventually "save
nine.” For one coat of paint applied
Just a little before it I8 actually need-
ed will often save most of the paint
on the building by preventing it from
letting go and causing endless trous
ble and expense,

Paint lete go berause linseed ofl,
which Is the “cement” that holds all
good paint together, gradually decays
or oxidizes, just as iron exposed to
air and dampness will slowly decay
or oxldize. The water and oxygen in
the air are the cause of the trouble
In both cases, and the only reason,
outside of its beautifying effect, that
we apply paint to wood or iron ls be.
oause we want (o keep water and
alr away from them. Live paint,
that is puint in which the linseed oll
{8 still olly, does this very effectual
ly; but dead paint, that is paint In
which the oil Is no longer olly, Is no
more impervious to alr and water
than a single thickness of cheese-
cloth would be. 1f then we apply a
fresh coat or ofly paint before the
old paint is dead, the oll from the
new coat will penetrate the old coat,
and the whole conting will once more
become alive; and this method of ren-
ovation may go on indefinitely.

This explains why it |a better econ-
omy to repaint a little before it be-
comes absolutely necessary than a
little after., When the paint is once
dead the fresh coat will pull the
whole coating off,

In the days when repainting meant
& general turning of things upside
down, a two-weeks' “cluttering up"
of the place with kegs, cans and
pails, a lot of Inflammable and 1l
smelling materials standing around,
etc., the dread of painting time was
patural. So was the dread of soap-
making time, of shirt-making time, of
candle-moulding time and the lke.
But we live In an age when soap
comes from the store better and
cheaper than we can make It, woen
shirts are sold ready made for less
than we can buy the materials, when
we can burn coal ofl or gas cheaper
than we can make tallow candles,
and when all we bave to do when we
want to repaint Is to plck out our
colors from the card at the store and
pay the painter for putting on Lhe
paint.

When it comes to pleking out the
paint it is mot necessary that ome
should be a paint chemist, any more
than one should be an oll chemist
when buying kerosene, or a depart:
ment store buyer when selecting
shirts, or a soap chemist when buy-
ing soap. All that is necessary to
Insure a fair show s some knowl
edge of the character of nur paint
dealer and the reputation and stand-
ing of the maker of the paint offered.
Nor must one expect to buy a pure
linseed oll paint for the price of lin.
seed oll alone, It can be taken for
granted when anyone offers to sell
dollar bllls at a discount, he is bait
Ing a hook for “suckers.” 8o it can
be taken for granted when anyone—
whether mail order house, paint
manufacturer or doaler—offers paint
too cheap, he I8 bidding for the trade
ol “suckers,” no matter what his
promises.

But paints sold In responsible
gtores under the brands of reputable
manufacturers are all good products,
differing {rom one another in the less
important matter of th~ golid pig
ments contained, buy praclieally allke
in having thelr liquld portions com-
posed eszentially of pure linseed oll.
The competition of the better class
of paints has driven inferior goods
practically out of the market, and
no manufacturer of standing now
puts out a poor paint, under his own
name at least,

AS to guaranteea on palot, they
can be taken for what they are worth.
Any reputable manufacturer will
make good any defect actually trace-
able to the paint itself and not to im-
proper use or treatment of it, The
really Important guarantee which the
palnt buyer should exact from his
dealer is that the paint is made by a
manufacturer that knows his busl
pess and that the palnt ftself has a
record, If he secures this guarantee
he can afford to chance the rest of
ft—the paint will undoubtedly give

Valuable Lives Bnuffed Out in Youth
and Middle Age by Dis-
eass of Age.

Precoclous senllity, when marked and
rapld, Is Bo rare as to be mere acad-
emic Interest, a patheloglc curloaity,
such as the recorded Instanco of
children of six years dying with arter-
fosclerosia and otber signs of extreme
nge, says American Medicine. Even the
very uncommon, but a much larger
numbar of milder cases have so long
been noted as to hayve glven rise to the
axlom that & man s as old as his ar-
terles. These cases deserve more
thougli than is given to them, not so
much to discover cures as to prevent
deeay, and save to soclety so many
valuable livee which are now snuffed
out In the middle age by diseases of
the genlle. There has been mnch wild
speculation on the subject, chlefly in
lay Jjournals, and due, no doubt, to
fome more or less sensational Investl-
gations of Metchnikoff on the causes
of normal seniity and the possibility
of prolonging human life beyond the
century mark., Yet It Is a serious prob.
lem and we shouid know what is the
stimulus which makes one organism
go through all its llife changes in 50
years, while another under apparently
{dentlenl conditions lasts 30 years
longer.

COLD IS A MINOR FACTOR

In Pneumonia the Huddling Together
of People Is More Im-
portant,

Augustus Wadsworth declares that
experience has shown cold to be a
minor predisposing factor in the de.
velopment of pneumonia. The hud-
diing together of people in close quar
ters Is of far more importance, says
Medical Record.

The treatment of pneumonia in Its
present stage may be sald to be either
very easy or impossible. A careful
prophylaxis magainst disturbmnces of
the digestive tract is of the greatest
ifmportance, Many ways of attalning
the same results present themselves
and the cholee In great measure rests
with personal experlence. The hope
of definite results lles In the produc-
tiom of an eMcient und specific antise-
Tium.

PERFUME MADE IN GERMANY

Growth of Industry Makes That
Country Rival of France
and England.

Viee Consul Fuller writes from Han-
over that the German perfume indus-
try 1s now one of the most important
and successful in the world, rivaling
that of France or England, He de-
scribes It in the rollowing letter:

Some of the biggest factories are In
Lelpsic, but Berlin, Carlsruhe and
Hamburg are Important centers of the
trade. There has been a vast increase
in the last few years in the diversity
of essentlal olls produced from plants
and 40 varieties of those plants are
employed In  the German [actorles,
which nse as well such products of for-
elgn lands as nutmeg, cinnamon, cam-
phor, balsams, pepper, musk and am-
bergrie,

The production of the essentlal ofl
Is expensive, ranging from about $227
a pound downward, according to the
scarcity of the ofl In the plant. With
fresh flowers the distlllation takes
place as near the place of plckig; us
possible, us the fresher the products
the better, The stlils contaln about
3,300 pounds of dowers and the neces-
sary amount of wate/, Great care Is
taken as to the amount of heat sup-
piled and to Its regularity, the process
being thoroughly controlled, an excel-
lent product resulting,
