The Foundation Mown Away Wiith

TANGLED PILE OF JUNK.

Dynamite and ihe Gireat
Siruotare Collapaes,

8t. Louls, May 12.—The big Ferris
wheel at the World's Falr grounds
was blown up by dypamite at 4:30 p
m. Friday. One hundred pounds of
dymamite were exploded under the
supports at the porth side of *he
structure, wrecking the  foundation
and permitting the wheel to drop to
the ground, a matter of but a few foet,
As the wheal settled It slowly
turned, with the bottom of the wheel |
a4 & support, and then, after totter- |
Ing n raoment, slowly collapsed. It |
did not fall to one side as the wreck-
ers had planned—(t merely erumpled |
up slowly, and within a few minutes |
was a tangled mass of steel and iron |
30 or 40 feet high. |

The huge axle, welghing 74 tons, |
fropped slowly with the rest of the
wheel, crushing the smaller braces
and  steel framework Into fantastic
fhapes and forms. When the mass
finally stopped settling It bore no |
resemblance to the wheel so famillar
to all 8t. Loulsans,

Mrs. Cora Bennett, wife of W. G,
Bennett, superintendent of the Chl-
cago House Wrecking Co, touched
the button that exploded the dyna-
mite,

The wheel welghed 4,000 tons, It
coat originally $750,000 when erected
in Chlcago 11 years ago. It was sold
there for $15.000, and $200,000 was
spent bringing It to this city and
erecting it

During the time It was In use at
both falrs It carcied 6,000,000 passen-
Bers.

BLANKETS AND WOOLENS.

How to Cleanss Blankets the Right
Whay and How to Put Away
Woolens,

Washing Bilankets—When my lit
tle nelghbor washes blankets, It Is
a pleasure just to sit by and watch
the pretty, soft, flufty things blow.
ing on the line, The process Is so
simple that 1 have learned to do 1t
myself. Choose & warm, sunny, bBut
windy day. This Is important, If the
best results are withed. While dry,
look over them carefully, and put &
safety pin In the ocenter of the
spolled spots. For one pair of blan-
kets, prepare a suds with half a eake
of any good white soap, with one
tablezpoonful each of borax and am-
monia. The suds must be as hot as
you can bear the haad In. Let the
blankets stand in this 10¥ an hour,
and If the water Is too cold, asdd
more hol water, Then look up the
places where the pins are, remove
these and rub bhetween the hands
until the spots disappear. Do not rub
on the board, and do not soap on the
blanket direct; have ready a second
tub of suds, and paddie them aroumd
in this, squeezing and pressing Dbe-
tween the hands; rinse In not lems
than three waters of the same lem-
perature, running them through the
wringer each time. Fasten with at
least a doxen ping to the lime, and
shake frequently while drying.

Storing Woolens.—This s the sea-
son for putting away woolen clothes
and furs. No moth balls or other
vile-smelling substance will be needed
if the garments are hung on the line
in the sun, whipped with & light
switch, and in the case of clothes all
the soll spots carefully cleaned, Thea
tle up in clean pillow cases or, better
still, fold over the hems anmd rum
along on the machine. A chain-stiteh

summer frult. The beauty of the win-
ter melons I8 that they are In thelr
prime In the dead of winter, when the
snow covers the northern states and
nature hibernates with the thermom-
eler In close proximity to aero.

The melons need only about one
hundred days In which to mature, so
that seeds planted the first of May
will by the first of August produce
some melons which ripen on the vines,
The major portion of the crop, how-
aver, has to ripen after belng picked,
The date of thelr ripening, depends
entirely upon the temperature In
which they are stored. If depositad in
& cool pince they will not ripen much
before the first of the year. If the
melons are desired for an earller mar-
ket It Is only necessary to place them
in a room of a living heat,

FINLAND AND THE JEWS.

Position of the Bemitic Race Worse,
in a Legal Sense, Than
in Russia.

An anti-Semitld movement which so
far cannot be traced to the MHussian
Eovernment appears to he absorbing
Finland. ‘the Jewish World, In com-
menting on this elrcumstance, declnres
that the manner in which the elvillzed
world gave unstinted sympathy to the
Finns out of the area is expelled the

country. They are restricted for a
livelihood to selling old  eclothes,
watches, clgareties, elce. Jews WwWho

marry have to leave the country, und
those who go out of it to serve their
milltary term may not return,

No wonder a deputy onecs  declared
that a Jew in Fluland s worse off
than o criminal In Siberla,

Their struggle with the overwhelm-
ing forces of Russian despotism might
have led one to belleve thay this Inter-
esting little people would show a cer-
tain fairness to the oppressed Russian
Jewa among them.

There are about 1,000 Jews all told in
Finland, and It Is enough to say that
thelr position is legally worse than in
Russia itself. Although there was al-
ways a large mensure of self-govern-
ment In Finland, there has never been
any protest against the barbarous
treatment to which Jews are subjected
there. They are at best allowed to llve
in the towns of Helsingfors, Abo and
Wiborg: newcomers can settle by spe-
cial permission of the governor gen-
eral, which has to be renewed every
slx months. Any Jew caught without
such permission Is transported back to
Rusia in chains,

Disposal of Public Documents,

Unquestiomnbly we are tending In
this country toward the sale of fede-
eril literature, Free distribution arose
under totally Jdifferent conditlons of
production from those which prevall
nt the present thme, [t 18 clear that
we must regard the old order of things
as now completely changed, and con-
front the new problems which accom-
pany the great volume of publications
and corresponding expenditure of the
present  perlod, Congress has edu-
cated the voter to expoct free books,
but If free books have become a bur-
den on the taxpayers, we should forth-
with learn a new leséon, In harmony
with the businesslike mnd practical
uge In which we llve, that If publie
documents, expensive to produce, are
worth anythiog at all to us, they are
worth paylog for.—W. 8. Rossiter, In

Another Blow to Mosquitoes.

A new means of destroying mos-
quitoes within the house has been
tried with good results in New Or-
leans, where thelr presence ia partic-
ularly dangérous because of the num-
ber of those which may spread yel-
low fever. It Is a vapor produced by
heating a mixture of carbolle aeld
and camphor and is called “Mim's
culeide,” becuuse Prof. Mims, of New
Orleans first suggested Its use. It is
sald to be ns effective ae sulphur,
which Is equivalent to saying that it
is more certain than most of the oth-
er substances usad. It costs more,
but it has the adventage of dolng no
bharm to the contents of the room.
