Son of former Prof­
fitt citizens injured 
in plane accident
Albany. Texas. Dec. 21, 1963 
Mr. and Mrs. John E. Holder 

were called toMidlond Sunday 
to be w-ith their son. J. N. 
(Tack) Holder, who was injur*d 
in a plane crash at the Midland 
Air T* rminal Saturday morning 
about 11:40. They found him 
n >t seriously hurt and he will 
be alright following treatment 
in the Mid'and h >sp tal. It was 
thought at first he might have 
a broken hack But he was in 
bad shape.

1 he Holders w. re driven to 
Mi ilan 1 by Rev W. A. atanler.

Mr. Holder, a veteran pilot, 
was co pilot on a twinengin*d 
Convair owned by the Union 
Oil Co of California. The plane 
wa* making a routine instru­
ment approach through light 
sleet when the accident occured. 
The plane completed its appro­
ach over the ladder signal lights 
of the instrument system, hut 
its right wing apparently hit

the Anal light standard, which 
was beat almost to the ground. 
The rightwingof the plana waa 
found several hundred varda 
from the main fuselage section 

After atriking the standard 
the aircraft plowed into tha 
ground and then skiddad about 
400 yards, coming to rest off 
the right side of the runway- 

in the plane ware Ray Burke 
of California, vice president of 
the cempany; Dona'd Key of 
North Hollywood, pilot; Holder, 
co pilot, and Arthur Urieta of 
Los Angeles, first officer.

Mr. Burke, who got out of 
the plane, which had broken 
a wa y  from the cockpit, pulled 
Mr Holder out of the cockpit, 
where he was wedged. A high 
way patrolman got the pilot out.1 
The pilot suffered burns and 
bruises. Mr. Ho'der. only son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Holder, is 42. He 
is a veteran Navy pilot, serving 
from 1910 till 1948 in the Navv. 
H>* has been with the Union Oil 
Co. since 1954. He and his fam­
ily live in Loa Angeles.
