Capt. Charlie Neuhous, 
famous frontiersman, buried 
in Fort Belknap Cemetery

William Neuhou*. born 1829 
in York countv, Penn., also r« - 
aided for awhile in the Mills 
household The Rena Mills fam­
ily had been in Texas wince be­
fore 1854 William Neuhous was 
a sHiekraiser and he. along with 
his two brothers had his share 
of encountera with the Indians 
The Comanches and Kiowaa 
were always in search of a good 
horse and it was natural that 
they should search out the stock 
raisers on their own range land. 
It was William who was by the 
side of his brother, Conrad 
when he died.

In May. 1800, Indians depre­
dated the Newhous Pens and 
the Conrad Neuhous ranch some 
10 miles west of Fort Belknap. 
It was this attack that cost 
Conrad Neuhous his life. Wil­
liam Neuhous left Texas after 
the outbreak of the Civil War 
and made his way eastward, 
joining the union forces. He 
gave his life on the battle fields 
in Virginia

Conrad Neuhoxs was the first 
of the three Penns Ivania born 
brothers to come west. He was 
followed by William and Charlie. 
Conrad Neuhous was known far 
and wide as a tough op Herman 
— a tough protector. He was 
noted for wearing hit two gun 
holster belt and was referred 
to as a two gun man, It is iron- 
l« that he should lose his life in 
Young county while encounter­
ing the Indians whom he knew 
so well, and while not wearing 
his two six shooters, which were 
his trademark.

F. M. Peveler, who helped to 
bury Conrad Neuhous in May, 
18'iQ and Samue! Parker John­
son, who lived many years af­
ter the Indian attack, told the 
following storv:

Conrad Neuhous and a Mexi­
can ranch employee. M irti/.ez, 
went searching for stock across 
a creek from the Neuhous ranch 
house. They were some 200 yds 
from the house and Conrad was 
riding bareback. Neuhous and 
Martinez became separated and 
Neuhous immediately discover­
ed Indians nearby. They dis­
mounted and Conrad's riderless 
horse returned to the ranch- 
house. William Neuhous and 
Samuel Parker Johnson went to 
the aid of Conrad and Martinez. 
Conrad Neuhous lay mortally 
wounded on the ground. H-and 
Martinez had been shot with ar­
rows and spears and both died 
of their wounds.

Records do not show where 
Martinez was buried, hut it can 
only be a good guess tha-t he 
was also tsken to the F >rt Bel­
knap cemetery for burial, as 
was his employer, Conrad Neu­
hous. There is no marked grave 
for Martinez but then many 
graves have been lost at the 
cemetery. Some through eros­
ion and many were lost when 
the cemetery was beautified 
during this decade. Conrad 
Neuhous’ grave is marked at 
the eemefery.

A diary written hy a Ranger 
on his tour from Waco. Texas, 
to the Canadian River in i860 t
has the following entry:

May 8. I860 —This evening 
news came In that two men had 
been killed on Elm Creek by In­
dians 15 miles off,

May 9, 1860— Received orders 
from Capt. who had gone as 
volunteer with Wood’s and 
Johnson's men to move upon 
Elm and scour that c njntry. 30 
men gone after Indians.

Mav 10. 1860—Moved on Elm. 
Smith gone and having made 
preparati ns for a long pursuit, 
camp'd 2 miles below Bragg’s. 
Found that a man named Neu­
hous and a Mexican had beet, 
killed' The people much alarm­
ed ar.d assembled at Bragg’s 
and old picket yard.

May 11, I960 -  Prospecting
through country Large herds 
of cattle, tat and fine. A good 
many widows and pretty girls, 
who were more than anxious to 
furnish us with milk and but­
ter. We sent out guards to stay 
w’ith and protect them at night.

The above excerpt from the 
ranger’ s diary is the only known 
account of the exact time of th» 
.attact by the Indians on Con­
rad Neuhous and Martinez

William Neuhous gave his life 
for his country during the great 
conflict called the war between 
the states. Conrad Neuhous 
gave his life at the hands of the 
menacing Indians while living 
and helping to develop the great 
western country. Charlie Neu­
hous served as a Capitan in the 
Frontier R -giment and lived a 
long life, dying 1914 He left 
written documents, and he left 
descendants who have preserv­
ed his endeavors for posterity.

It seems fitting that Charlie 
Neuhous’ grandson, Ted Clark, 
Fort Belknap road, should he 
one of the directors of the Fort 
Belknap Archives. Ted Clark's 
grandfather Neuhous left a val­
uable archives all his own for 
historians to delve into. His­
torian* who are privileged to 
delve into the Neuhous papers 
are fortunate indeed; papers 
created aad made possible only 
through the intellect and fore­
sight of Capt. Charlie Neuhous. 
No resident of Young County 
shows more interest and works 
harder to promote history of 
our area than archives director 
Ted Clark. He has recently 
beenagufst lecturer to history 
classes at Midwestern Universi­
ty, Wichita Falls, Texas.
