I am very pleased with the 
progress we have made in many areas. How­
ever, since nothing ever stays “forever fixed”, 
Fd like to reassure you that your ideas and 
concerns are important inputs to the continued 
upgrading of our quality of life, service to 
people, and standards of performance at Reese. 
We have and will continue to work diligently to 
solve people problems. If you believe you have a

better way to do something, I encourage you to 
get the ideas to us either with a suggestion form 
or through your supervisors, first sergeants and 
your unit commanders. Supervisors and com­
manders note well: I expect you to take the 
necessary action to carry the ball.

I truly look forward to your comments in the 
CARE LINE — use it freely. However, the 
system will work faster and more effectively if 
you first try the chain of command. I would also 
request that you organize your thoughts well

• One 12 ounce glass o f 4.5 per cent beer contains .54 ounce of 
alcohol.

• One 1-ounce shot o f 100 proof whisky (which is about 50 per cent 
alcohol) contains .50 ounce of alcohol.

• One 2-ounce serving of wine (15 to 20 per cent alcohol) contains .60 
to .80 ounce of alcohol.

(Editor’s note: Last week the Legal Office 
offered a few tips on how to watch out for those 
“ bargains” that may cost you more than you 
think. Part II of these tips focuses on several 
sales tricks and where to go if victimized.)

Food and Freezer plans

Door-to-door sales

Under Federal law, you have three business 
days after a door-to-door sale in which to cancel 
the purchase if the price is $25 or more.

Under this scheme, the usual technique is to 
provide you with a bargain price on a large 
quantity of meat - provided you buy a freezer to 
store it. The simple gimmick is that the price on 
the freezer is unreasonably high. As a package, 
the freezer and meat combined are a very bad 
bargain.

Referral plans

These schemes involve the sale of mer­
chandise to you with a promise that, if you will 
provide names of other potential buyers, you 
will be given a cash rebate for each of the people 
you name provided they also purchase the 
product. In reality none of the people you named 
are likely to be contacted, and if they are, you 
will never see the promised rebate.

Other tricks

Other areas where deceptive schemes are 
common are limited only by the ingenuity of 
those who devise them. You would do well to pay 
careful attention to the transaction if it involves 
Health Club Programs, Trade or Corres­
pondence Schools, Franchise Sales, Vacation 
Property Sales, Animal Raising Programs (e.g., 
Chinchillas or worms), Home Improvements or 
Repairs, or Mobile Home Purchase. If you are 
uncertain about the wisdom of entering into 
transactions involving any of these areas, stop

For help

The principal agencies that receive consumer 
complaints in this area are the Consumer Pro­
tection Division of the Texas Attorney 
General’s Office, and the local office of the 
Better Business Bureau.

A branch of the Texas Attorney General’s 
Consumer Protection Division is located in 
Lubbock. Normally, upon receipt of a com­
plaint on a form they provide, a copy of the com­
plaint is sent to the company involved. This pro­
cedure, by itself, frequently results in a resolu­
tion of the complaint. The Consumer Pro­
tection Division may also conduct an investi­
gation to see whether the company is in 
violation of the Texas Deceptive Trade Practice 
- Consumer Protection Act, which may result in 
legal action against the company. If they do 
take legal action it may be to obtain an 
injunction or have a fine imposed, so it may or 
may not benefit you directly/

The Better Business Bureau is funded by busi­
nesses in the community. It is, in effect, a self- 
regulatory force. They are able to provide you 
with two important services. First, they can 
provide you with information about a company 
before you deal with that company. Second, if 
you have a complaint they will refer it to the 
company in an attempt to foster a resolution. 
While they do not represent you or give legal 
advice, they have had considerable success in 
achieving resolution of complaints.

Check pets for ticks

Wishing for a new car and actually getting one can 
often be miles apart. And the usual reason for that gap 
is the lack of cash. But fortunately this is a problem that 
can be readily solved by a trip to your friendly credit 
union. Credit unions have been in the auto loan 
business for a long, long, time and have the experience 
to set you up with the best (and almost certainly the 
least expensive) loan around.

Your credit union can also advise you on whether you 
should take the new car plunge, or settle for a more 
affordable late model used car in good condition. Your 
credit union is the place to go for help in obtaining that 
new or used car loan.

Do you check your pet 
regularly to determine if it is 
infested with ticks? If not... you 
should be! These hardy little 
parasites have the innocent ap­
pearance of a small wart or mole 
but can be the source of serious 
diseases for your pet or, even 
more importantly, for yourself.

Ticks are acquired by your pet 
from shrubbery, wild under­
growth or woodpiles. The 
culprits are prevalent in West 
Texas from early spring until 
late fall. Ticks are most apt to be 
found on your pets in the neck 
area, between the footpads, in 
the ear8 and in the folds between 
the legs and body.

Ticks can transmit a variety 
of diseases to people, one of 
which is Rocky Mountain 
Spotted Fever. This disease is 
present in most areas of the 
United States, including West 
Texas. Local surveys have 
shown that approximately five 
per cent of the ticks in this area 
carry the agent responsible for 
this disease. This rate is almost

* identical with the nationwide 
average.

Generally, a tick must be 
attached to a human for at least 
lOto 20 hours before the disease 
can be transmitted. Dogs and 
cats have very rarely acquired 
Rocky Mountain Spotted Fver 
and cannot transmit it directly 
to people. Infection may also 
occu r through  the skin 
(especially if a cut is present) by 
accidentally crushing infected 
ticks between the fingers when 
removing them from pets or 
people. For this reason, much 
care should be taken when 
removng ticks.

Ticks that have only recently 
attached to the animal (head not 
buried) can be grasped very 
gently between the fingers as 
close to the head as possible and 
lightly pulled until the tick lets 
go. If the tick has been attached 
for some time and is engorged, it 
is best removed by acquiring an 
insecticide from Veterinary 

! services which will kill the tick 
and allow it to fall off.

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Texas changes vehicle registration dates
Those long, late-March lines 

many Texas motorists suffer 
through at the vehicle reg­
istration office will soon dis­
appear when the state begins its 
new year-round registration 
renewed system Jan. 1, 1978.

The plan is to stagger motor 
vehicle registration renewals 
for passenger cars and light 
trucks (one ton or less) through­
out a 12-month period, based on 
license plate numbers. State 
officials say the new system will

allow them to serve Texas 
motorists more efficiently by 
having an equal number of 
registrations expire each month 
during the year.

Passenger cars and light 
trucks will be assigned an 
expiration month based on the 
“tens” digit of the license plate 
number. The “tens” digit is the 
next to last number on the 
license plate; for example, for 
license plate number AEA 535, 
the “tens” digit is 3.

Expiration months: For 
“ tens” digit 1 - April; 2 - May; 3 - 
June; 4 - July; 5 - August; - 6 
September; 7 - October; 8 - 
November; 9 - December; and 0 - 
January.

To convert to the new system, 
during 1978 only, vehicle 
registration renewal periods 
will range from seven to 18 
months. This is because 1977 re­
gistrations will expire mid­
night, April 1,1978, and must be 
renewed by that deadline.

Base registration lacking
Reese Security Police are tak­

ing steps to remedy one of their 
biggest headaches. . un­
registered vehicles.

During the past few weeks, 
spot checks at the main gate 
have revealed that several 
motor vehicles here aren’t 
registered with the Pass and 
Registration section.

By regulation, civilian and

military personnel are required 
to register their vehicle and pick 
up a base decal within 72 hours 
of the purchase of the auto. 
There are several reasons why 
this is important.

Security is one reason. Cars 
bearing base decals are easily 
identified as Reese vehicles, 
making it easier for Security

Too many motorists 
not using seat belts
Statistics delivered during 

last week’s wing staff meeting 
indicate that at least 20 per cent 
of Reese’ s drivers aren’t 
complying with the Air Force’s 
seat belt regulations.

Hank Ussery, wing safety 
division, conducts the monthly 
seat belt spot checks. Ussery 
said that it is hard to determine 
exactly how many people are 
wearing seat belts and shoulder 
harnesses, but, that at least 20 
per cent of the people on base 
aren’t.

The head of traffic safety 
explained that 75 automobiles 
were checked last month. In 64 
of those the occupants were 
wearing the installed safety 
devices.

“ But that statistic is mislead­
ing,” said MSgt. Harold C. 
Aubrey, NCOIC of the Safety 
Division. “ We know that some 
motorists are either warned in 
advance by other drivers or 
spot seat belt checks them­
selves. I’ve seen people drive 
around the block to fasten-up be­
fore coming through the check 
points.”

How many are cheating the 
system? It is hard to say. One 
thing is for sure, too many 
people are!

No argument against seat 
belts to date has proven valid. 
Help Reese achieve 100 per cent 
on the next spot check and 
maybe help keep yourself and 
your family alive.

Police to tell if a car belongs on 
base.

There are more reasons why 
cars should and must be 
registered, but; the important 
thing is to do it now before 
stronger action is taken by base 
officials. Already several 
drivers have been cited by the 
Security Police for registration 
offenses.

Because of this, motorists whose 
registration expiration month is 
April, May, June, July, August, 
or September have been given 
the option to register for more 
than 12 months. Officials said 
this was done to avoid the in­
convenience of having to 
register their vehicles twice in 
1978 - once by the usual April 1 
deadline, and again in their 
expiration month.

After 1978, passenger car and 
lig h t truck reg is tra tion

renewals will be required at the 
end of a 12-month period. All 
other vehicles, and those 
motorists who desire per­
sonalized plates, will remain on 
the April 1 to March 31 
registration period.

State officials said Texas 
motor vehicle registrations in­
creased by about half a million 
in the 1976 registration year. 
More than 10 million vehicles 
are now registered in the state.

They said the regulation 
provides a broader coverage of the “what and why” of customs 
and courtesies, Air Force standards and the Air Force way of life.

Mann discusses defense costs, 
people programs not problem

In a recent speech, Brig. Gen. 
Chris Mann, deputy director of 
Personnel Plans for Human Re­
sources Development, Head­
quarters USAF, deputy chief of 
staff, Personnel, talked about 
what percentage of defense 
costs go for people.

General Mann said she didn’t 
know what percentage of 
expenditures should be for 
people, but that the Air Force 
percentage (about 50 per cent) 
compares reasonably with the 
60 per cent of the Gross National 
Product attributed to people and 
services. She also noted that 
increased costs for entitlements 
are not the distinct problem of 
the Armed Forces.

“ A recent radio  news 
p r o g r a m ,  fo r  e x a m p l e ,  
announced that last year 
General Motors spent more 
money for employee health 
benefits than for steel,” the 
general noted. Citing another 
example, General Manrt said a 
leading magazine reported that 
since 1965 the cost of fringe 
benefits to companies has gone 
from $61.6 billion to -245 billion. 
“That breaks down to 33 cents of

each payroll dollar for the 
average big firm,” she said.

General Mann also gave some 
facts concerning military 
retirement. “There also appear 
to be some misconceptions 
about military retirement,” she 
said. “ Contrary to popular belief 
Air Force retirees do not move to 
the ‘sunbelt’ and live off their 
retirement check — living the 
life of leisure.” General Mann 
quoted Gen. Robert J. Dixon, 
commander, Tactical Air 
Command, who, she said, 
summarized the facts about 
retirement quite well. General 
Dixon observed that “ only 19 
per cent of our officers and nine 
per cent o f our enlisted 
personnel ever reach retirement 
— about one out of 10 people.

'‘The typical officer retires 
after 25 years of service at age 
46. On the average a retired 
officer now on the rolls collects 
about $10,000 a year earned 
annuity. The typical NCO 
retires after 22 years of service 
at age 41. On the average an 
NCO now on the rolls collects 
about $5,000 a year earned 
annuity — not a pension but an

entitlement earned for a 
generation  o f  fai thful ,  
productive service in a com­
petitive, demanding and often 
hazardous career.

“The point is,” the general 
continued, “that neither our 
compensation nor our retire­
ment system are too generous 
and we are concerned that 
continuing attacks on them will 
alter the quality of life of our 
people and their confidence in 
our way of life.

“ Because of this, we are 
speaking out before Congress on 
such issues as health care, 
travel entitlements for junior 
enlisted personnel, commis­
saries, retirement and pay 
caps,” the general declared. 
“ Our message is that we require 
people with the skills and 
dedication to do a job under the 
toughest conditions — that they 
have proven their dedication 
time and time again under 
conditions of unique hardship 
and sacrifice, and that we must 
provide them with a standard of 
living commensurate with the 
demands imposed upon them.”

President Carter 
approves new law

President Carter signed into 
law on Oct. 21 an amendment 
which eliminates one of the two 
established positions of Deputy 
S e c r e t a r y  o f  D e f e n s e ,  
establishes a position of Under 
Secretary of Defense for Policy, 
and redesignates the Director of 
Defense Research and Engi­
neering as Under Secretary of 
Defense for Research and Engi­
neering.

The law reduces from five to 
four the number of persons at 
Executive Level II in the 
Department of Defense (three 
Service Secretaries and one 
Deputy Secretary of Defense).

In keeping with President 
Carter’s program to reorganize 
and improve the management 
of the Federal Government, 
Secretary of Defense Harold 
Brown has taken steps 
internally and through legis­
lation to fulfill promptly that 
commitment to organizational 
improvement.

DACOWITS
Ms. M. Kathleen Carpenter, 

deputy assistant Secretary of 
Defense for Equal Opportunity, 
was in San Antonio recently to 
preside at the opening of 
semiannual conference of the 
Defense Advisory Council on 
Women in the Services 
(DACOWITS).

Carpenter, who assumed her 
high-level defense job in late 
September, was host for a 
DACOWITS banquet and 
remained for four days of 
sessions at Randolph, Lack- 
land and Brooks AFBs.

Gen. John W. Roberts, com­
m a n d e r ,  A i r  T r a i n i n g  
Command (ATC), delivered the 
keynote address to the 
DACOWITS conference, speak­
ing on “The Willingness to Get 
Involved.” The general said 
that progress in expanding the 
roles of women could be linked 
directly to the willingness for in­
volvement which has been 
demonstrated by concerned 
individuals since colonial 
America. The ATC commander 
also praised DACOWITS mem­
bers for their involvement in 
womens’ concerns as well as in 
their other professional, 
community and national 
activities.

General Roberts asked the 
DACOWITS members to again 
express their willingness to get 
involved by. looking beyond 
their basic charter of dealng 
with womens’ issues and be­
coming involved in the broader 
issues of national defense. “ Our 
military people cannot bear the 
total burden of involvement in 
the task of national defense,” he 
said. “The military can only 
respond to the national will, and 
I believe we need an awakening 
to that reality which can again 
stir the commitment and in­
volvement which has so long 
marked America’s greatness.”
