One hundred fifty-one line
officers were selected from a
total of 5,671 eligibles in the
secondary zone. Secondary zone
eligibles were
command and Air Force head-
quarters levels and 430 officers
were nominated for con-
sideration by the promotion
board.

The board considered majors
in the primary zone with dates
of rank of Dec. 31, 1972, or
earlier. Majors with dates of
rank in 1973 or 1974 were con-
sidered in the secondary zone.

Select rates for previously
considered line officers were 11
per cent (131 of 1,160) for those
considered for the second time
jand 7 per cent (38 of 523) for
third time consideration.

Five percent of the officers
being considered for the fourth
(31 of 650) and fifth (20 or 435)
times were selected. Three
officers considered for the sixth
time were also selected.

New eligible pilots had a 64
per cent selection rate. First-
time eligible navigators had a
49 per cent rate and nonrated
line officers were selected at a 56
per cent rate.

Warm days lure airmen

Nothing can lure someone
away from work like a lazy

. summer day. At least that’s

what a review of Reese’s Article-
15 actions indicate.

Since the first of July, there
have been slightly more than 30
Article-15s imposed on Reese
bluesuiters and 18 of these have
been for violations of Article-86,
failure to go to the appointed
place of duty.

Not counting the stripesthat
were lost in these summer
actions and the extra duty some
of the violators drew, more than
$1,200 was lost through straight
forfeiture of pay. Keep in mind,
that total is only for the Article-
86 offenses. .

Add to those another $1,000

and you have the total in
forfeiture of pay for all Article-
158 herein the past four months.
There were several suspended
reductions, but, nine airman
actually lost a stripe. Many of
those were by vacation action of
a previously suspended
reduction.

There were six violations of
the “catch-all” article, Article-
134. Two of those were for pos-
gession of marijuana, two were
for being disorderly in station,

one was for careless discharge

of a firearm and another was for
being drunk in station. Punish-
ments again ranged from extra
duty to forfeiture of pay and
reduction in grade.

After Article-134 violations,

the next largest block of Article
158 was for failure to obey a law-
ful order, Article92. Four
airmen were cited with punish-
ment ranging from extra duty to
forfeiture of pay.

Two airmen were given
Article-158 for showing disre-
spect to a senior NCOs or
officers. The final actions
during the four-month period
were for damage to government
property (Article-108) and for
giving a false official statement
(Article-107).

Most of the people receiving
Article-15s were in the grades of
airman through senior airman.
There were two sergeants cited
and one airman basic.

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Let’s stop thefts!

The number of thefts here on base is about
average in a per capita comparison with other
ATC installations, according to the ATC
Management Summaries. Yet, the baseis losing
thousands of dollars a year, unnecessarily,
through thefts. Consider these representative
theft reports received by the Security Police:

e A $300 rotor-tiller taken from the base
garden. The owner had left it unsecured in the
garden since this past spring.

® An individual left a $350 Nikon 36mm
camera in an unlocked office. One morning last
month he discovered it missing.

® Another individual left a $60 blanket in the
barracks laundry room for three days. He
reported it missing last week.

Put ptainty, too many people are leaving too
many valuables out in the open. More than half
the thefts reported to the Security Police since
theYirst of the year have involved unsecure and
frequently unidentifiable property. The theft
reports show that:

® Most property stolen was left unsecure and
readily accessible to a fairly large number of
people. '

® The owners of property that was stolen are
usually unable to supply an adequate
description of what was taken (e.g., make,
model, color, serial number, etc.)

Have you ever wondered, as most of us have, if
you really believe in God, Religion and the
reality of the Church?

There are a variety of approaches that could
be taken to cut the theft rate. Among the most
effective are: ‘

e For commanders and supervisors at all

levels to encourage a “Let’s Lock It Up” attitude

within the wing. Members who don’t lock it up,
then subsequently want to report a theft, should
be counselled within their unit. Leaving
valuables unsecure tempts event the honest
man and is an open invitation to the thief.

e Encouraging those living on base to keep a
written record of their valuable property such as
cameras, watches, stereo equipment, etc. This
inventory should include a complete description
of the property to include: make, model, and
serial number (if there is no serial number, the
member’s social security account number can be
etched onto the property). This precaution is a
valuable one; if the property is stolen, it can be
legally identified and returned to its’ rightful
owner when the property is recovered.

The Security Police have frequently written
newspaper articles aimed at getting people to
lock up their valuables. That, by itself, is simly
not enough; what’s needed is the element of
personal contact. Personal contact was the key
to success with the Combined Federal
Campaign. Each organization had a key man

All of these inquiries
referred to the fact that Mathis
does not have a bar that caters tu
the mixed drink clientele in that
beer only is served. Additionally,
the callersimplied that dances held
at Mathis have had less than
optimum attendance because of the
lack of a full service bar.

A mixed drink bar is not
normally authorized in Recreation
Centers. ATC has granted Reese a
waiver to the rule only for special
occasions and with the proviso that
the bar be operated by the NCO
Club. This is because we have an
all-ranks enlisted club and the
benefits of the bar should be
returned to the enlisted force.

We plan to continue having a
mixed drink bar at the Recreation
Center when special enter-

tainment programs are scheduled.
However, we must be careful that
we don’t abuse our special waiver
by selling mixed drinks as a matter
of course or on a regularly
scheduled basis and end up losing
the privilege.

Remember, Recreation Centers
are not intended to be liquor
establishments and since their
programs are almost totally
subsidized by both appropriated
and nonappropriated monies, we
cannot allow them to be in direct
competition with the NCO Club.
However, their programs should
and can compliment each other.

I suggest that for those of you
who wish to partake of mixed
drinks, join and actively support
your NCO Club. This will give you
the best of two possible worlds
because we attempt to coordinate
club and Recreation Center enter-
tainment programs so that they
don’t conflict.

Hospital spokesman says
Hepatitis reported here

During the past two weeks
there has been some attention
focused on hepatitis because of a
recént incidence of the illness
among some children of
military personnel.

Hepatitis is an infectious
disease which affects the liver.
It can have symptoms of fever,
lethargy, loss of appetite,
- nausea, and abdominal dis-
comfort, followed within a few
days by jaundice (yellowing of
the skin and eyes). It can vary
from a mild illness to a severe
disease which may require pro-
longed convalescence.
Generally, the severity
increases with age. Many cases
are mild and without jaundice
and recognizable only by
certain blood tests. This is
especially truein children and is
characteristic of the recent
incidence here.

Hepatitis is caused by a virus
which may be found in the feces,
blood, and urine of an infected
person. Direct person to person

contact, mostly through the
fecal-oral route, is the primary
cause of transmission. Thus it
can be spread by eating or
drinking after an infected
person without proper sterili-
zation of utensils. Its spread can
be minimized through good per-
sonal sanitation and hygiene
including thorough hand wash-
ing after using the restroom and
before preparing or serving
food.

The actions initiated by the
hospital in this recent incidence
were designed to contain the
spread of hepatitis. Immunizing
the children and adults who
may have had direct contact

with an infected child
minimizes the chances of
further cases. Restricting

operation of the base nursery by
excluding “drop ins” is another
step to minimize/contain the
spread of this disease.
