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Ground safety and you!
Folks, we have a serious problem at Reese 

which directly affects all of us. Our safety re­
cord for 1977 reflects drastic increases in lost 
time injuries and damage to Air Force property 
when compared to 1976.

Briefly, the statistics show us to be up 400 per 
cent in property damage, 150 per cent in Air 
Force vehicle mishaps, 50 per cent in private 
vehcile injuries, 150 per cent in off duty injuries 
and 300 per cent in on duty injuries. Obviously 
this trend has to be reversed.

The accident reports for 1977 consistently 
stress causes such as unsafe acts, personnel 
error, unsafe working procedures and unsafe 
working conditions. Most, if not all of these can 
be traced to a common denominator—people. 
We can take that one step further—supervision. 
The supervisor influences people. The overall 
evaluation of a supervisor’s performance must 
include the safety record in his area of respon­
sibility. Those causes listed in last year’s 
accident reports are all areas over which I ex­
pect supervisors to exercise firm control. Unless 
every supervisor gives his or her full support to

the accident prevention effort, it will fail. It is as 
simple as that.

There is another kind of supervision besides 
the kind we commonly associate with our boss. 
That is self supervision. In the final analysis, 
we are all supervisors, fully accountable for our 
own actions. If we are unable to report for work 
because of injuries due to our own carelessness, 
poor judgment, or complacence, then we are just 
as guilty of poor supervision as the shop super­
visor who allows a hazard to exist.

Your safety record is an important part of 
your performance record. Certainly it must be 
weighed in any application of the “whole per­
son” concept. A good safety record, both on and 
off the job is indicative of good performance, 
acceptance of responsibility, and potential for 
advancement. It’s obvious that a person who is 
present for duty is more valuable than one who 
is unable to work because of an injury due to 
carelessness, inattention, or a poor attitude.

I challenge each and every one of you to give 
your full support in revitalizing our accident 
prevention program at Reese. No one person can

Our poor record of 1977 simply does not do 
justice to the professional group of people that 
we are. We can and must do better. I solicit your 
assistance, comments, and suggestions for im­
proving our accident prevention program.

ATC doctors explain 
how to treat a fever

(Editor’s Note: This is the second article on 
self-treatment that can serve as a quick 
reference to the more common Eulments and 
injuries. The information is prepared by Health 
Education Program officials in the Air 
Training Command Surgeon’s Office. The 
program is designed to help active duty 
personnel, dependents and retirees become 
more knowledgeable about - and encourage 
greater participation in - the management of 
their own health care. Readers are encouraged 
to clip the article to add to a handy reference 
scrapbook.)

Fever In Children

Fever, a temperature more than 100 degrees 
Fahrenheit, is one of many signs of illness and 
in children it is often the first sign that some­
thing is wrong. The height of a fever does not 
indicate the severity of illness and high fevers 
are not harmful to children. They do cause 
discomfort and irritability, but extreme 
measures are not needed to lower temperatures. 
Many parents feel that children with fevers 
need immediate attention — this is a miscon­
ception. Fever is one of many signs of illness 
and it should not frighten parents.

Tylenol, in liquid form, is best for treating 
small children with fevers. For infants up to six 
months of age, give 0.3cc every four hours, as 
needed. For six to 24 months, give 0.6cc every 
four hours. Bottles of Tylenol drops come with 
graduated eye droppers for measuring dosages.

One baby aspirin (one and one-quarter grains 
each) per year of age may be given to children 
more than one year old. For example, if the child 
is 3 years old, three baby aspirin is the correct 
dosage. A 5-year-old child may have one adult 
(five grain) aspirin tablet. Aspirin should not be 
given to a child under a year of age, and never if

a child is running a temperature and vomiting. 
Aspirin causes some stomach upset and this 
just compounds the problem.

Examples of children whose symptoms 
warrant urgent care are those who cannot 
retain oral fluids, those who are not arousable, 
those who have respiratory difficulty and those 
whose general appearance is pale or mottled.

Parents who have questions about a child’s 
need to see a doctor immediately may call the 
pediatric clinic during normal duty hours or 
personnel on duty in the emergency room after 
duty hours.

I ncome tax form 
easier this year

Taxpayers who complained 
last year about tax forms and 
tables will be glad to learn that 
Federal taxes will be simpler to 
figure this year, according to the 
Internal Revenue Service.

Probably the biggest change 
for 1977 involves the new tax 
tables. Last year, you had to 
make several computations 
before going to the tax tables to 
find your tax. This year, those 
extra calculations will be elim­
inated for 96 percent of all tax­
payers.

The new zero bracket amount 
($2,200 for singles and $3,200 for 
married filing jointly), personal 
exemptions, and the general tax 
credit have all been right into 
the tax tables.

Form 1040A will be a single 
sheet printed only oil one side, 
instead of the old-half-sheet 
printed on both sides. The type 
will be larger wherever possible, 
making the form easier to read.

was going to be gone overnight,” he said, “but I just didn’t 
think there was any real danger.”

Both men said that they hadn’t told anyone about the 
money and that was one reason they felt so secure. Ap­
parently their feelings were the only thing secure. Their door 
was left closed, but unlocked, for the few minutes that Airman 
Soriano went across the hall to watch television in the day 
room. “L was only a few feet away when the thief must have 
taken it,” said the Chicago native, I didn’t even bother to lock 
the locker.”

The sad part'of the hard lesson for the two airmen, neither 
really able to afford the losses, is that for Soriano it isn’t over 
yet. “I needed the money for some bills and other expenses,” 
he admitted. “I had to borrow three-hundred dollars from the 
credit union to get me through.” That will make the total loss 
nearly $1,000 for the airman, nearly four months of his take 
home pay.

Airman Griffen was already using the checks to financial 
organizations program and since the theft. Airman Soriano is 
doing the same. Both state that they have learned that keep­
ing things secure is the only way to protect them.”

Since the pair lives in the barracks and hold meal cards they 
will make it all right. “It will be tough,” says Soriano, “but I’ve 
^earned a valuable lesson and maybe the people who read this 
in the “Roundup” will learn something too.”

“I’ve heard of the noon rush 
hour before, but this is 
ridiculous.”

That’s what you’re likely to 
hear if you drop by the wing 
dining hall at noon on week­
days. According to William 
McClain, food services officer, 
nearly half of the lunchtime 
crowd converges on the facility 
during a 20-minute period.

“We serve approximately 375 
people at lunchtime,” said 
McClain, and on the average 
day, about 180 diners arrive 
between noon and 12:20 p.m.”

That means that outside the 
rush 20-minutes, the dining hall 
serves around 200 people in a 
little more than three hours.

180 people, so the “nooners” 
often have to wait for a place to 
sit.”

If supervisors keep the 
dining hall’s plight in mind 
when they schedule their lunch 
breaks, everything will smooth 
out. Most units on base already 
stagger their lunch hours so the

only thing that needs to be done 
is to make sure that the people 
eating in the dining hall aren’t 
all scheduled for lunch at the 
same time.

“If we can get people coming 
in a steady flow,” said McClain, 
“we can provide the type of 
service Reese’s working force 
deserves.”

Medal of Honor recipient 
concludes his AF career

Col. George E. “Bud” Day, one 
of the Air Force’s most 
decorated officers, retired at 
Eglin AFB, Fla. Jan. 20 after a 
military career spanning 35 
years.

Colonel Day earned 70 
military awards and decora­
tions, of which more than 50 
were for combat.

Colonel Day was shot down 
over North Vietnam on Aug. 26, 
1967, and spent 67 months as a 
prisoner of war. He was the only 
PW to escape from prison in 
North Vietnam and be recap­
tured by the Viet Cong in South 
Vietnam.

Colonel Day was awarded the 
Medal of Hono^ March 4, 1976,

for gallantry during his 
captivity as a PW. Eleven other 
Air Force personnel were also 
awarded the Medal of Honor for 
action in Southeast Asia.

After his release from 
captivity. Colonel Day was 
assigned here in 1974 as vice 
commander of the 33rd Tactical 
Fighter Wing. He was medically 
grounded in 1976 and trans­
ferred to the Eglin legal office 
where he was an advisor to the 
staff judge advocate.

Colonel Day intends to work 
as an attorney in Ft. Walton 
Beach, Fla. The colonel was the 
guest speaker for one of Webb 
AFB’s graduating classes 
before the base was closed and 
made a detachment of Reese.

FMS attacks fat

Fighting diseases is normally 
the type of work one expects to 
find the hospital staff involved 
with. However, the 64th Field 
Maintenance Squadron has 
found one illness that it can 
effectively fight.

The disease in question is 
“Dunlap’s” disease and by 
defeating this malady, the 
squadron will also trim its size.

The name for Dunlap’s 
Disease comes fi*om the phrase, 
“His belly has done lapped over 
his belt”. The problem referred 
to by this title is weight control. 
Therefore, the squadron has 
instituted a program to 
encourage its members to lose 
weight and, “look good, feel 
good and have fun”. While 
losing this excess weight, the 
squadron is literally trimming 
its size by decreasing its total 
weight.

The FMS Weight Control 
Program applies to all 
personnel who are identified as 
exceeding the ir  weight  
standards. Their participation 
in the Weight Control Program 
is documented by the hospital 
and progress/checks are also 
made by medical personnel 
throughout the program.

The program contains two 
main elements. The first part of 
the program is a one-hour 
exercise session held 3 times a 
week from 8-9 a.m. This exercise 
program is led and supervised 
by 2nd Lt. Steve Baumgartner. 
Each hour-long session consists 
of 15 minutes of exercise, 15 
minutes of jogging, 15 minutes 
of active sports such as racquet-

This exercise program helps 
teach program participants the 
proper way to establish a 
healthy exercise habit.

The second part of the 
program consists of encour­
aging participants to maintain 
proper diets. Program members 
are mged to eat to live -r not live 
to eat. Proper weight control 
and a good exercise program are 
essential to assuming a healthy 
future.

A prime example of a 
successful council is AlC Ken , 
Cochran. Cochran lost 25 
pounds and is officially off the 
program but he is still working j 
out with the group. He set a 
personal goal to slim down to 
175 lbs., which is well below the

required standards. He says the 
group program has furnished 
him the encouragement and 
selfdiscipline to maintain the 
right eating and exercise habits. 
He feels much more energetic, 
has had to buy new uniforms, 
and h as  won the FMS 
nomination for Wing Airman of 
the Month.

FMS has found the group 
exercise program to be a very 
successful way to fight the 
weight control problem. Under 
proper medical supervision and 
guidance,  an aggress ive 
exercise program is an effective 
tool to improve the health of 
people with weight problems. In 
the end, this type of program 
will provide the Air F’orce with 
healthier and mere efficient 
resources.
