MSgt. Ken Huard is slated to 
become the  second Reese 
physician assistant to receive 
an Air Force commission since 
April.

The 33-year-old physician 
assistant (PA) was expected to 
pin on his lieutenant’s bars by 
today, and no later than the 
middle of next week.

The commissioning is part of 
a six-year Air Force program 
designed to phase out the 
p h y sic ian  a s s is ta n ts .  Ac­
cording to Lt. Gen. George E. 
Shafer, Air Force surgeon 
general, during the program all 
PAs will be e ith e r com ­
missioned, retrained, retired, 
se p a ra te d , or re tu rn ed  to 
previous Air Force specialty 
codes.

S ta rte d  in  Arm y
The native of Orland, Fla., 

began his military career in the 
A rm y as  a n  o r th o p e d ic  
specialist. After a four-year 
hitch he decided to cross service 
into the Air Force.

“I felt that there were better 
e d u c a tio n a l o p p o r tu n itie s  
available for me in the Air 
Force,” explained Sergeant 
Huard.

C-141 support to Zaire 
aided by reserve piiots

Air Force aircrews who flew 
airlift support missions into 
Zaire, Africa, included 2nd Lt. 
Kathleen R. Cosand, an Air 
Force Reservist assigned to the 
514th Military Airlift Wing 
(associate), McGuire AFB, N.J..

Lieutenant Cosand as one of 
two copilots on a Military Airlift 
Command C-141 S tarlifte r 
which delivered communica­
tions equipm ent and fuel 
bladders to Kamina Base, Zaire, 
about 120 miles north of 
Kowelzi.

United States operations in 
Zaire have included only 
logistical support and evacua­
tion of French and Belgian 
forces. There have been no U.S. 
combat personnel involved in 
operations in Zaire, nor have 
any U.S. aircraft flown in the 
a re a s  of conflic t a round

Kowelzi, according to Depart­
ment of Defense officials.

Lieutenant Cosand and other 
crew  m em b e rs  h a d  ju s t  
completed a series of airlift 
shuttle missions in Europe May 
18, when they were diverted 
from Rhein-Main AB, Germany 
to Zaire.

On May 19, they delivered 
communications equipment to 
Kamina Base, then flew to 
Kinshasa, Zaire, where they 
remained overnight.

On May 20, the crew flew fuel 
storage bladders from Kin­
shasa to Kamina and returned 
to K in sh asa , w here they  
changed planes. They returned 
to McGuire AFB, May 22, after • 
e n ro u te  s to p s  a t  D a k a r, 
Senegal, and  T orrejonA B , 
Spain.

In addition to Lieutenant

Cosand, the crew included Maj. 
P h ilip  H ep b u rn , a i r c r a f t  
commander; 1st Lt. Larry A. 
S ta n to n , co p ilo t; 1st L t. 
Anthony C. Bivona, Navigator; 
1st Lt. William A. Kraemer, 
navigator; MSgt. Robert N. 
Woods and SSgt. Robert M. 
Bucy, flight engineers; and 
MSgt. Ronald A. Rodgson, 
loadmaster.

Major Hepburn, Lietenant 
Bivona and Sergeants Wood 
and  Bucy are  Air Force 
Reservists. The other crew 
m em bers a re  a c tiv e -d u ty  
personnel.

Look Great in 78

It’s important to look professional

P u t y o u r s e l f  in  th is  situation :
One b righ t m orn ing  you w heel your a iling , 

m ulti-thousand  do llar autom obile in to  your 
friendly  au to  repa ir shop. You are  m et there  by a 
young m echanic  w earing  a  g reasy  baseba ll cap, 
a  faded, frayed, grim e-covered uniform , an d  a 
pa ir of d irty  work shoes in  obvious need of 
repair. W ould you question h is  professional 
ability? Or .would you excuse h is  appearance  
because of h is  “d irty  w ork”? W ould you w onder 
about the  o rgan ization  th a t  allow s such an  
ind iv idual to rep resen t it? O r would you ju stify  
the ir actions as an  effort to hold  down costs and  

 ̂consum er prices? M ost im portan tly , would you 
feel good about th e  safety  of your “pride an d  
joy” a fte r th is  m echanic  releases it?

Now let’s change  the  scene slightly:
One b rig h t m orn ing  a pilot w heels h is a iling  

m ulti-thousand  do llar a irsh ip  in to  the  chocks. 
He is m et by a  young m echan ic  w earing  a 
greasy  baseball cap, etc., etc. How do you 
suppose th is  pilot feels? T h ink  he m igh t have  
your sam e m isg iv ings abou t ind iv idual an d  
o rgan ization  professionalism ? If  you were the  
pilot, would you w onder abou t th e  fina l 
“a irw o rth in ess” of your m achine?

Now the  fac t m ay be th a t  th e  au to  m echan ic  is 
the  best in  th ree  s ta tes; an d  the  A ir Force 
m echan ic  m ay  be th e  best in  h is business. But 

 ̂th e ir  un sig h tly  an d  unprofessional appearance  
creates th e  opposite opinion in  the  average 
“d river” . Like it or not, a  p erson ’s appearance  
g rea tly  affects th e  opinions an d  perceptions of 
those  w ho observe an d  work w ith  th a t  person.

C an  you see how th is  fac t of life h a s  a  bearing  
on th e  fligh t line m echanic a t  Reese? M ost of us 
are  p retty  careful about the  care an d  w ear of our 
blue uniform . But, m any  of us are  less-than- 
p rofessional w hen it comes to our green 
w o rk /u tility  uniform : O ur fatigues! W hile the  
d iscrepancies noted  above on our young 
m echan ic  are  n o t com m onplace a t Reese, I hav e  
observed each  of them  fairly  recently . They

ind ica te  to me a lack of full u n d e rs tan d in g  by 
young a irm en  concern ing  th e  re la tionsh ip  
betw een appearance  an d  professionalism .

As the  D eputy C om m ander for M ain tenance, 
I am  confident th a t  a ll our f ligh t line crew chiefs 
an d  techn icians are  professionals. They 
possess th e  tra in in g , experience, an d  judgm en t 
to accom plish  the  m ission. However, if  I were 
forced to m ake a  s im ila r de term ination  based  
p rim arily  upon the  p rofessional appearance  of 
our fatigue-w earing personnel, I am  n o t so 
confident th a t  all would be picked as 
p r o f e s s i o n a l s .  Y e t, a i r c r e w s ,  v i s i t i n g  
d ign itaries, an d  o ther base  personnel are  daily  
required  to m ake th e  sam e judgm ent.

F a r  too m any  fatigue uniform s are  cared for 
like th e  old faded blue jean s  we save to work on 
our cars. They are  no t kept c leaned an d  in  good

repair. T his is obviously wrong! A portion o f the  
m on th ly  c lo th ing  allow ance is in tended  to help 
m a in ta in  the  fa tigue  uniform  as  a  good-looking 
and  essen tia l p a r t  o f your m ilita ry  w ardrobe.

The m echan ic’s fatigue uniform  is as 
d istinctive as th e  p ilo t’s f ligh t suit. I t  identifies 
a  team  m em ber d irectly  involved in  the  A ir 
Force m ission. A person  who is doing an  
extrem ely difficult an d  extrem ely im p o rtan t 
job. For th is  reason , if  for no other, the  fatigue 
uniform  should  be properly  worn, w ith  pride 
and  professionalism . To do less show s 
insuffic ien t respect for the  m ain ten an ce  
m ission — an d  those w ho labor so earnestly  a t 
th a t  m ission.

I request th a t  each  fatigue-w earing  m em ber 
of th e  DCM team  tre a t h is  w ork uniform  as  if  it 
were h is blue uniform . Before you leave for 
work, give it a  critical look an d  ask  yourself — Is 
m y uniform  n ea t, clean, a n d  in  good repair?  
Does it still fit properly? A re m y patches, nam e 
tapes, ra n k  in s ig n ia  properly  a ttached?  A re m y 
boots cleaned, blacked, an d  in  good repair?  Is 
m y cap proper an d  clean? Do I know  the  lim its 
for w earing  fa tigues off base?

A nd m ost im portan tly , — do I look like the  
p rofessional th a t  I know  I am ?

In  a n  effort to help m em bers of th e  W ing to 
im prove th e  appearance  of th e ir  fatigues, I have 
directed th e  Surv ival E qu ipm en t Shop, bldg. 81, 
to support our effort w ith  non-repair type 
services du ring  th e  m on th  of June , i.e., sew ing 
on nam e tag s , ran k , patches, etc. Services will 
apply  to fa tigues only an d  due to m ission  
priorities, m ust be done on a  tim e-availab le  
basis.

I firm ly believe th a t  p ro fessional appearance  
prom otes professional perform ance. People 
expect m ore from  you w hen you look 
professional. A nd  you m ake th a t  ex tra  effort to 
live up to th e ir  expectations. L et’s continue our 
o u tstan d in g  professional perform ance — an d  to 
m ake us even better: “Look G reat in  78” !

A d v o c a te  h a s  r e c e iv e d  
information concerning the 
activities of the Woodmoor 
Corporation, a land developer, 
which may affect Air Force 
personnel who purchased land 
from this developer in Colorado. 
The text of the information we 
have received follows:

The most recent problem 
b rough t to our a tte n tio n  
concerns some purchase of 
property in the development 
was subject to a deed of trust 
between Woodmoor Corpora­
tion and one James E. Higby 
which provided for partial 

—

releases at the rate of $1,065 per 
acre. ,

Provisions existed whereby 
Woodmoor was to secure release 
of the property from the holder 
of the deed of trust so Woodmoor 
co u ld  co n v e y  th e  la n d . 
Unfortunately, in at least two 
instances that we know of, 
Woodmoor did not secure the 
release of the first deed of trust 
before they conveyed the 
property by general warranty 
deed.

One p u rch a se r  did not 
discover this discrepancy until 
almost five years later when he 
went to sell his property. Title

search disclosed tha t Higby had 
foreclosed on the first deed of 
trust in April of 1978 and title to 
the property had vested in 
Higby subject to Woodmoor’s 
right of redemption within six 
months of the court ordered 
foreclosure.

It is highly unlikely that 
Woodmoor or some successor in 
interest will be able to raise 
sufficient funds to redeem the 
la n d  w h ich  en c o m p a sses  

• approximately 250 lots.

S e x ism , th e  a t t i t u d e ,  

behavior, action  or in s titu ­
t io n a l  s t r u c tu r e  w h ic h  
subord inates a  person or 
group because of sex, is very 
m uch like a cancer. I t  can 
grow w ith in  the  body of a 
society and  ru in  the very 
quality  of life. As w ith  
cancer, the  cure lies in  
e d u c a t i o n  a n d  e a r l y  
detection an d  trea tm en t.

W i t h  t o d a y ’s r a p i d  
increase in th e  population  of 
A ir  F o rc e  w o m e n ,  t h e  
d isease is on the  increase. It 
will tak e  positive action 
consisting  of an  agressive 
a ttack  on th is  cancer if we 
a re  to  re a liz e  th e  full  
po ten tia l of our w orking 
force. The key is appropriate  
supervisory  action.

A s supervisors, we have 
no reason  to doubt the 
equality  in  the  tra in in g  of 
our personnel. W hy, then , do 
some superv isors appear to 
accept or expect different 
s t a n d a r d s  o f  j o b  p e r ­
f o r m a n c e .  T o  p e r m i t  
ind iv iduals  to do only a

portion  of the  job because of 
sex, h u rts  everyone in ­
volved. I t h u rts  the  w om an 
w ho is  d e n ie d  t h e  o p ­
po rtun ity  of experience, it 
h u rts  her m ale coun terpart 
who m ust do m ore th a n  his 
share , and  it u ltim ately  
h u rts  the  supervisor who is 
l a y i n g  a  f o u n d a t i o n  o f 
d iscon ten t in his work unit.

U nlike the  m edical cancer, 
t h i s  s o c i a l  c a n c e r  i s ,  
unfo rtunate ly , contagious 
an d  its sp read  m ust be 
stopped for the  good of the  
A ir Force. We ju st canno t 
a f f o r d  t h e  r e s u l t a n t  
reduction in  people power if 
we expect to accom plish the 
m ission. All our personnel 
m u s t  p u t  f o r t h  t h e i r  
m axim um  effort tow ard  th is 
goal. As a supervisor, you 
have  the  r ig h t and  the 
ob ligation  to expect no m ore 
an d  no less from an y  of your 
personnel -.be they  m ale or 
fem ale.

J o h n  E n r i q u e z ,  
NCOIC of Outboard assign­
ments, says that the home- 
basing program offers Air Force 
members selected for overseas 
short tours the opportunity to 
apply for return assignment 
back to their current stateside 
duty station, or under the 
follow-on program, short tour- 
bound members may apply for 
subsequent assignment to an 
overseas long tour country or 
country group, or a continental

United States base, locale or 
state preference.

The new rules limit eligibility 
to career officers (captain and 
above) and airmen (over four 
years’ active duty) selected for 
overseas short tours where 
dependents are not normally 
authorized and where the tour 
length is less than 15 months.

To pa r t ic ipa te  in these  
programs, members must agree 
to either leave dependents at 
their previous base or, if they 
have a follow-on assignment, 
move them to the follow-on 
location. Members are still 
permitted to make a designated 
family move when they are

formation of the Military Air 
Transport Service (MATS) June 
1, 1948.

MATS came in’to being 
through a combination of the 
U.S. Navy’s Air Transport 
Service and the Air Force’s Air 
Transport Command.

The command cut is teeth on 
the Berlin Airlift, less than a 
month after it was born. 
W o r ld w id e  h u m a n i t a r i a n  
operations since then have 
ranged from the Magic Carpet 
airlift which delivered Moslem 
pilgrims to Mecca in 1952, to 
emergency relief for Guatemala 
after a 1976 earthquake.

In between, MAC aircraft and 
crews have flown in a variety of 
hurricane, flood, typhoon, 
earthquake and drought relief 
operations, as well as virtually 
countless individual medical 
evacuation flights.

Military operations have

ranged across a broad spectrum 
of tasks around the world--the 
Korean conflict, Suez Canal, 
Lebanon, Dominican Republic 
and the Cuban crisis, to name 
only a few.

More recent military airlift 
.operations include Southeast 
Asia,  the  U .S.S. Pueblo, 
prisoner of war homecoming, 
the S.S. Mayaguez and the 
deployment of additional forces 
to Korea after the tree-cutting 
incident in 1976.

MATS was redesignated a 
major command Jan. 1, 1966, 
and renamed the Military 
Airlift Command. In 1977, 
because of its broad continuing 
mission, MAC became the Air 
F o r c e ’s t h i r d  s p e c i f i e d  
command, responsible to the 
President and the Secretary of 
Defense through the Joint 
Chiefs of Staff.
