#-stin, Tex., Aug. 20.—The current
pyropriation year has but s dozen
days to live and nearly all of the op
propriations made tor It have Lbeen ex
hausted or will be when all of this
month's accounts are in, In addition
te that a number of defielencies have
accrued. In mainlenance of fue! and
lights and other accounts for State in
stitutions the Governor has authorized
deflelencles aggregating $94.000; that
iz, that amount has been necessarily
expended In addition to the State ap
propriations, which were exhausted
some time ago. In accounts in the ju.
diciary the deficiencies are large, as
will be seen from an ofticial statement
made today. It shows that for 1903
$255,000 was appropriated for payment

Bishop Potter, "ls one of the most
comic and traglc fallures of history.
The inauguration of a resort like this
Is in many respects the greatest social
movement that New York has ever
known, The Republie {5 not to be
saved by theorles, or by etecting this
man or that man, but by recognition
of great ldeals,

“l belong to a dozen clubg,” he
sald, where 1 moy go when the day
{& done, to dine or for a soclal even-
Ing. But what becomes of my friend,
the man Who lives in two rooms with
A family of five small children? He
Is going to the saloon.

“In Great Britain lLord Grey's So
clety has established saloons or tav-
erns whero men and women may
gather, where alecoholle drinks are
served, but also tea, coffee, milk and
chocolate, This strikes me ns a gift
of genlus,

“Weo propose to enlist the sympathy
of sane and practical men to remedy
tho evils of the low saloon. We are
prepured to endure the utmost cynl-
eiem and scepticlsm, but approach our
taek In the utmost seriousness.”

Bichop Potter concluded by wishing
every success to the movement.
