St. Petersburg, Oct. 15, a. m.—The
groat feeling of concern which exists
in high elreles In the Russian eapital
tonight by no means equals the fore
bading of coming disaster pervading
the general publie which Is indulging
In the deepest possimism.

In the absence of officlal news, the
publie Ia feeding on the wildest -
mors of defeat suffered by Gen. Ku-
ropatkin, The fact that no word re
garding the battle has been oMelally
Eiven out only confirms the popular
fear. The explanation offered that
yesterday was a hollday does not suf-
fiee to allay the apprehiension. Gen,
Kuropatkin's report of the result of
the day's operations has reached Em-
peror Nicholas at Tsarkoe Selo, but
it had nol been returned before the
war commlselon, which sat only uuill
4:20 o'clock and adjourned.

RUSBIANS HOLDING UP.

Situation Looks Mora Promising for
Kuropatkin,

Bt. Petersburg, Oct. 15~The news
from the front s now mora reas
suring from the HRussian standpoint
The eituation % stlll regarded as be
ing eritieal, but General Kuropatkin I
apparently holding the Japanese firmly
on his conter and right wing, even hav:
ing recroased the SBhankhe River, and
while there are rumoras of extonsive
Japanese flanking movemonts both on
the east and on the west, thera s no
evidence that they are actually oceur-
ring.

General Kuropatkin's left wing has
been heard from. The Associated Press
has the first connectod account of the
four days' fight in front of Tumin and
Saltehoun Posses, resulting in the fi-
nal withdrawal of the strong Russian
column which had been sent lo Lurh
the Japanese right, though General
Mitchenko scemed to  have actually
penotrated a considerable distance In-
gide the Japanese line. The report of
the operations of the Russian left
wing 1s still three days old, and slnce
that time no news has beoen received
from this column., The situation al
this date may be described ns fol
lows: :

General Kuroptakin has slightly ad-
vanced his center, reocen] ving Shanke,
sonth of the Shankhe ricer.
