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TENT TREATMENT FOR
TUBERCULOUS INSANE

Superintendent of Large |Eastern Hospital Has

Demonstrated

A. E. Macdonald, 1., L, B, M. N,
medical superintendent of the Manhat-
tan  State  Hospltal, East, gives a
graphic mccount of tent life us tried
under his directlon for a large number
of insane consumptives, The follow.
ing extracts are from his paper In the
Dirsctory of Institutions and Socletien
deallng with “Tuberculosis In the
Unlted States and Canada':

That consumptive insane patients
may be kept, and treated, 1o thelr ad-
vantage and Incldentally o the ad-
vantage of their fellow-inmates, In
ocanvas tents, and throughout the sey-
eral geasons of the year, has been
demonstrated In the recent history of
the Manhattan State Hospital, East
The experiment upon the snecess of
which thig claim I8 advanced has cov-
orad a period of forty months,

In all hospitals for the insane the In-
mates are classlfled according to the
form of mental disturbance. To take
from all these classes any suffering
from tuberculosis and put them to-
gather In one tent was a serfous prob-
lem, Thig, however, has been very
sucresefully done. The original plan
was to use the eamp only aboul five
months during each summer,

The camp first established conslst.
od of two large dormitory tents—
twenty by forty feet—ench containing
twenty beds, with smaller tents of
different shape=, about tem by ten
feet, for the accommodation of the
nurses, the care of the hospital atores,
pantries and a dinlng tent for such
patients as were able to leave thelr
hede and fents, and go to the table for
thelr meals. Running waler was se-
cured by means of undergronnd pipes
and the safe digposition of waste and
sewage was also provided for

As has been sald, It was expectad to
continue the eamp only through the
summer and as far into the autumn
na favornble weather might render
Justifiable.  But when in the Iate an
tumn It was found that the favorahle
experionce eontinwed, It was decided
to attempt to carry the experiment,
on & moderate seale, Into, or even
through, the approaching winter, The
camp, as first es‘ablished, had beon
placed npon an elevated knoll adjacent
1o the riverslde and purposely exposed
to the full force of the summer
breezes. For the winter experiment
1t site wns removed to the ecenter of
the Island, where trees and buaildings
fnterposed to act as a wind:break to
the severe storms from the east and
northeast which are to be expected in
that locallty, The number of patlents
was reduced to twenty, those in whom
the disease was most active belng re
talned and the others helng returned,
for the time being, and much against
thelr will, to the bulldings. One large
tent suMees for the housing at night
of the reduced number of patlents,
and one was set apart as a sirting
room for day use, with the accessory
tenta before mentloned, and large
stoves were placed In them, here and
there, with wire screens surrounding
them to protect the patients, and =
Viberal use of ashestos and other fire.
proof material and arrangements for
the prevention of fire.

To make a long story short, It has
remained in continuons use, not only
throughout the first  winter, but
through the two suceeeding winters
and Intervening seasons, up to the
date of the present writing, The scope
of its employment has been gradually
wnlarged untll adl patlents In whom
there are active manifestations of
tube®enlogis—an  average of
three out of a lotal census of about
2.000—nre Isolated therein, and there
has been parallel enlargement of the
vlements of the plant,

The lsolation of the tuberculosls pa-
tients has reduced to a minlmum the
danger of Infection of other patients
and of employes. The patients them
felves have suffered no Injury or hard.
ship. but have, on the contrary, beon
unmistaknbly benefited. This 18 shown,
among other wuys, by a decrease In
the death rate from pulmonary tuber
culosis, both absolute nod relative,
and by n murked general Increase in
bodlly welght, amounting In the case
of one patlent to an actual doubling of
the welght—from elghty-three to one
hundred and sixty-slx pounds—Iin four
teen months of camp residence,

Mental lmprovement has 88 a gener-
al rule heen the concomitant of physi.
cal, not only among the patlents In tne
tuberculosis camp. but also In the
others, and In the former class this
hag been somewhat of an anomaly.
My experience, and 1 think that of
others, has been that when phthisis
pnd Insanity cooxist they are apt to
alternate as to the prominence of thelr
sevieral  manifestatlons—the  mental
symptoms  belng  more  pronounced
whilst the physical are In ahoyance,
and viee versa. Under the tent troat-
ment we have found a genernl dis
position toward accord In the manifes
tatlons, improvement In both respects
proceading concurrently, and some of
the discharges from the hospltal which
gave most satlsfaction to us at the
time, and most assuranee for the na.
tlent’s future, were of lnmates of the
tuberculosis camp.

It was apprehended that not anly
might the patients themselves rese
thelr transfer, but that similar objec:
tion might come from thelr relatives
and friends, sines innovations, even
mlfl ones, are apt to he

upon by thoxe who constitn'e
the majority in th clientele of & pub-
de bospital ja a cosmopolitan city.
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Its Efficiency

Even at the outset, however, the pro-
tests. whether from patients or thelr
friends, were surprisingly few, and
Intterly they have been more apt 1o
arise, If at all, over the patient's re-
trm to the bulldings when that be-
COme Necessary,

The question of medlcation may in
the present writing be dismissed with
a very brief referenes. It has been
found unnecessa-y to extend It great-
Iy, and it has been limited mainly to
the trentment of symptoms. Stimwla.
tion—aleoholle and the Hke—has been
found of but little demand or use, and
the quantities consumed—always ua-
der Indlvidual medieal prescription—
huve Been inslgnificant, On the other
hand, the dietary has been made as
libernl as the imposed restrictions of
the State Hogplital schedule have per-
mitted, both In the way of regular
diet and extras, and In the leading es-
sentinls—milk and eggs—private do.
nations have supplemented the regular
supply. But dependence, alter all, has
been malinly placed upon the rigld
Isolation and disinfection, and upon
the unlimited supply of fresh air. As
an interesting incidental faet It may
be mentloned that not only the pa-
tients, but algo the nurses lving In the
camp have enjoyed almost complete
immunity feom other pulmonary dis-
ecases, Not a single casge of pneumonia
has developed In the camp In (ts ex-
istence of over three years, though it
causes 131 deaths in the hospital props
or in that time. The "common coldg"
#o frequent among their fellows living
npon the wards, or In the Attendants’'
Home, hava been unknown among the
tent-dwellers,

The popular Idea that the eonsump-
tive I8 a doomed man unless he ean
it onee abaglon home and family and
business nond betake himself to some
remate region wonld 2eem to be nogas
tived by onr Ward's I«iand experl
enee.

Are the Packers Receiving Falr Play?

When the Garfleld report om the
business meathods of the packers ape
peared, after elght months’ Investiga-
tlon, It was severcly critlcised and
roundly  depounced. After  three
months of publicity It is significant
that those who attemptled to discredit
It have falled to controvert the gures
contaloed jo that exhaustive docu-
ment, The publie Is beginnlng to no-
tiee this omission, and the feeling Is
rapidly growing that the sensational
charges out of which the “Beef In-
vesdtigation" arose were without foi.n-
datlon. If the officlal statements of
the report are susceptible of contra-
dictlon, & good many people are now
asking why the fucts and fgures ara
not furnished to contradict them.

The truth seems to be that most of
tha charges contaln unfounded sensa-
tional assertions. A flagrant example
of this appeared lu & recent article in
an  Eastern magazine, to the effect
that “forty lowa banks were forced
to close thelr doors In 1803-4 by tha
Heef Trust's manipulation of cattls
prices.” Chlef Clerk Cox, of the bank-
lng department of the lowa State Au-
ditor's office, has tabulated the list of
banks given in the magazine article
and has publiely denounced the state-
ment as utterly untrue. He gives
separately the reasons for each fall-
ure mentioned and ofcially states
that they have been caused by unwise .
speculations and by reckless banking
methods.
