NO LIFE TENURE FOR JUDGES,

Recont experiences in the United
Biates courts have convinced many
people that the life tenure of office
for Judges bas undesirable features.

The inflexible life tenure, withont
!muy provision for compulsory retire-
ment, means that judges In many in-
slances will remain on the bench
after their period of usefulness has
expired. Their sctivity and health
may have been impaired and their
mentsl fsculties weakened, but it s
In their power to loslst upon dis-
charging, or sttempting to discharge,
the duties of federal judges, There
bave been instances when United
Biales supreme court Judges should
have been retired long before they
suw Nt 1o leave the bench., Bowe of
thew bave clung to their positions
when they were altogether incapacl-
tated for duty. Others have remained
on benoch when they were only half
fit physieally to do their work, thus
throwing upon their sssoclates more
than their just proportion of the labor
of the court.—Chicago Tribune.
