Barring the panic that struck
our country such a hard blow the
last of Octnber, there is good
reason to believe that the small-
er crop of 1907 would have
brought more money to the South
than the larger one of 1906,

Thus we see that the slow sell-
ing movement inaugurated by
the farmers early in the last sea-
son had a wholesome influence
on the market and allowed the
natural law of supply and demand
to assert its influence on the mar-
ket even in the severest period
of the panic. We can all remem-
ber that after the first shock was
over the cotton market recover-
ed its equalibrium in a few
days and in spite of the pessi-
mistic prophecies heard on every
hand, cotton actually advanced
over two cents a pound by the

" last of January, This shows not
only the value of organization
among the farmers but also in
the commercial world.

We all know that the condition
of many of our farmers was such
that they were compelled to sell
their cotton early and sometimes
even on a declining market, and

- we all know that selling on a de-

clining market depresses the

_ price more than any other influ-

e except spuculation. A
mmymewhlntl and bank-
‘ers seeing the stubborn fight the

* farmers were making against the

flesh just the same.

As we are nearing the new
{year in the cotton world, let us
look back over the past year and
see what lessons of wisdom we
can learn. Let us both, the far-
mer and the commercial man,
gather up these lessonsand work
together to avoid the mistakes of
the past season and try to
strengthen our position by com-
mencing early to fortify the weak
places in our citadel and be pre-
pared altogether to forge to the
front on the firing line to make
this cotton crop a record breaker
in bringing money into the South.

We have a practical monoply
of the world’s greatest commer-
cial crop. We have the one crop
that annually turns the balance
of trade to the right side of the
ledger in American commerce.
Yet it is claimed that the South,
with its salubrious climate, rich
soil and its monoply of this great
crop, is the poorest section of our
great country.

There must be areuson for this
anomaly, If we produce the
greatest commercial crop, logi-
cally we should be entitled to the
greatest prosperity.

The Farmers’ Union and the
Southern Cotton Association,
though yetin their infancy, have
already accomplished much to
remedy this deplorable condition
of affairs, and though they were
handicapped last seasen by the

financial panic, developed a
strength never dreamed of by
the business world outside the
South.

that there have been fewer fail-
ures in the South than ever
known before during a panie.
Thus we have one valuable les-
son to start us off right this sea-
son; that is, that the interests of
one class directly affect the in-
terests of all other classes in the
cotton belt. This should lead us
into the broader view that for
one class to look upon another as
merely good and legitimate ma-
terial for exploitation is a false
thoery and is certain to proveiﬁ_n
element of weakness in times of
financial stringency. This prop-
osition is proved by the history
of all the older nations, and the
same history is being slowly
written now day by day in all of
the modern commercial nations.
To be dishonest one with another
among citizens of the same com-
monwealth is one of the meanest
and, I fear, one of the most com-
mon evils of our modern civiliza-
tion. The man who diligently
“render unto Caesar the things
that are Caesar’s’’ will find that
legalized and ‘‘customary’® pracs
tices of selfishness are constanty
ly blocking his way. However,
this evil must be overcome befors
we can develop our full stren
in co-operating to bring that p
perity to the South that her pos
tion and products fully'warrants.
Many things have tr anspired
in'the last few years to bring a-
bout an awakening among all
classes regarding their common
interests in developing to the
highest degree the great resourc-
es of our Southland, and strong
men of all classes have contribut-
ed valuable and potent discus-
sions to the various phases of the
subject. However, many have
merely seratched the surface and
have not taken the troulbe to dig
deep down to lay their founda-
tion on the bedrock of economi-
cal logic. A benign providence
has blessed this Southland lavish-
ly in climate, soil, minerals and
in waterpower, but our people
generally seem to have overlook-
ed these advantages and have
gone wild over cotton and com-
mercialism, However, there are
signs of awakening every where
in the South and farmers are tak-
ing hold of different crops more
and more each year and diversi-
fied farming is given more con-
sideration; and now we find
Commercial Clubs in many of our
towns pulling for industrial en-
terprises large and small and we
hope the time is near at hand
when our Southland can point
with pride to her flourishing fac-
tories and her independent and
thrifty farming class. These
things are for the betterment of
our country and all classes of our
people would be benefited by
them, hence all should co-operate
to obtain them. The Farmers’

That the south Intends to place a
price on its cotton crop each year in
the future there i no use to argue.
That the south has passed the period
in its history when arbitrary influ-
ences on the otuside will be permitted
to fix and regulate the price of this
great staple crop, there Is hardly any
need to waste time in discussing. If
the growers expect to do well their
part they must recognize and conform
to the rules of sound business princi-
ples and the regulations of the de-
mands of trade. The price of gpot
cotton cannot be regulated and main-
tained at profitable figures to the
growers by artifiicial means or spas-
modic attempts through the medium
of force from time to time. There
must be some well defined system of
marketing adopted wkich will give
permanent relief and which at the
same time will not tend to restrict

'or harass the business of the spin-

ners.

There is but one way to get rid of
the artificial influences which affect
the price of spot cotton, and that is
to remove the power and influence
of the speculative trader. To do this
the marketing of spot coiton must be
regulated in such a way as to meel
only the legitimate demands of con-
sumption, If the mills of the world
only require one million bales of Amer-
fean cotton each month to meet their
demands then we must keep the sup-
ply of the raw material well within
the limits of that demand.

Did you ever happen to think that
the flour purchased in barrels cosis
about 20 cents more than the same ar-
ticle put up in sacks?

Thousands upon thousands of bar
rels of this flour are purchased In the
South every year—many of them by
cotton growers,

Two points are Important in this
conncction.  First, if these thousands
of barrels of flour were packed in cot-
ton sacks there would be an increased
demand for our cotton,

Second, if these barrels were not
ealled for, some of the great causes
for devastation of our forests would
be prevented. These are worth think-
ing on.

Separate Sick From Wall,

Whenever a fowl shows symptoms
ol disease separate It at once from
the balance of the flock. It seldom
pays to doctor them, At any rate,
whatever you do, gel them away from
the well ones. At the same time re-
move all straw from the nests, all
droppings from the boards, all scratch-
ing material from the floor, and emp-
ty all watering vessels, and clean and
disinfeet them thoroughly before wat-
er is put In them again.

Plant Louse Remedies.

The habits of all plant lice are very
slmilar, and the remedies best adapted
for their destruction are practically
the same, being varied according to
the conditiens regarding size and form
of the plants, vines or trees to be
treated, and depending somewhat on
the facllities for obtaining and appiy-
ing the various mixtures, The green
aphls which affects the apple, plum,
prune and other fruit trees, is numer-
ous at this time of the year, and can
only be treated with a spray that will
not injure the follage of the trees and
which kills the insects by coming in
contact with their bodles. A strong
spray Is required to force the mix-
tures into the depths of the follage and
to cover the lice properly. It may
also be necessary to spray more than
once tc rid the trees of the pest.

Black Leaf Dip, a tobacco prepara-
tion gotten up primarily for the pur-
pose of killing parasites on cattle,
sheep and hoge, has been found a most
excellent remedy for the green aphis
and other plant lice. The dip Is used
in the proportion of one gallon to 70
gallons of water.

Kerosene emulsion made in the pro-
portions of one gallon of kerosene to
fifteen gallong of water and one-fourth
pound of soap to this amount of the
Hquids, Is an old and tried remedy.

Whale oll soap or fish oil soaps In
the proportion of one pound of soap
to elght gallons of water, g a good
remedy. This Is earily prepared sim-
ply requiring to dissolve the soap In
the water and apply the same as the
kerosene emulsion.

A tobaceo decoction made by bolling
whole leaf tobacco, one pound to four
gallons of water, or two pounds of to
bacco stems or dust to four gallons
of water, s sald to be as effective as
the black leaf dip though perhaps
more expensive and more difficult to
prepare,

No lime should be used in any of
these preparations. The lime and =ul-
phur preparation heretofore describied
and advocated for the green aphis and
the woolly aphis ig not 1o be uged dur
ing the growing season. 1t will in
jure the follage, ro is used only as o
winter wash or a= a spray just le
fore the buds open in spring.

When Cows Should Dry.

As to when cows should Le dricd
from milking, a dalrymean giving his
own experience says that this depends
to some extent on the guality and vig
or of the cow, and that & cow in poor
condition may be allowed two monthe
in which to recruit her strength, with
advantage to hereelf and her prospec
tive calf, but this is to ome extent
a matter of keep, for the poor cow
generally belongs to the poor feed.
er, and, If the feeding is generous, the
animal healthy, and the quantity of
milk produced pays expenses there is
no reason why the period of rest
should not be further reduced. In
the case of the average cow, the milk-
ing can be continued until within a
month of ealving. 1f a cew Is in low
condition, it is better, in our opinion,
to resort to higher feeding than 1o dry
off. We have known cows treated thus
for many years, sometimes being
milked to within a month of ecalving,
that have carried as good an appear-
ance, and produced equally good
calves, as those which run dry nearly
three times as long. Six weeks may
be considered the average period dur-
Ing which a cow ghould be dry, unless
the circumstances are exceptional,

Great Dairy Industry,

The clean milk problem is a vital
one, affecting the production and con-
sumption of over $,000,000,000 gallons
In the United States per year, being
an annual supply or over one hundred
gallons for every man, woman and
child in the country. This amount af-
fords 1.1 quart a day for every In.
dividual, which includes the milk used
in making butter and cheese. The act.
ual amount of whole milk consumed
each day averages about .66 of a pint
for every individual. The value of this
product for a year at retail is the |
startling sum of 2,500,000,000 of dol-
lars. This I8 about one-fiftieth of the
eéntire wealth of the nation, five times
the whbiéeale value of last year's
wheat crop, nearly twice the value of
the corn crop, and over one-third of
the entire value of farm products for
1907, which is estimated at $7,400,
000,000. The wholesale value of dairy
products last year was estimated at
$£00,000,000, which would allow a price
of less then ten cents a gallon for
milk at the dairy. An average retail
price of seven cents a quart was &8
sumed, which s probably’ a little be-
low the average price.—Conn. Statlon
Bulletin.

EIGHT PERSONS KILLED

EXPLOSION AT YORK, PA. CAUSES
INJURY TO S8CORE OF
WORKMEN.

PROPERTY LOSS VERY HEAVY

None of the Men Were Able to Make
Their Escape—Bodies Beyond
Recognition,

York, Pa., Aug. 11.——REight men
were killed, nearly a score more or
less serlously Injured and thousands
of dollars’ worth of property damaged
by the explosion of a boller in the
York rolling mlll late yesterday after-
noon.

The boller was located in the cen-
ter of the mill. Thousands of persons
were atiracted to the scene by the
shock, a rescue party quickly organ-
Ized and search for bodies was insti-
tuted,

Ambulances from the New York
hospital were hurried to the scene, but
owing to the number of dead and in-
jured, delivery wagons and other con-
veyances were pressed [nto service, A
majority of the killed had their heads
and llmbs torn from their bodles and
were 80 badly mangled that identifica-
tion was almost Impossible,

The mill had been closed about a
week, and about two scors of men
were engaged In making repalirs to an
engine. When the exploslion occurred
not one of them was able to make his
escape. The shock was so terrific that
It demolished a large portion of the
mill and sent heavy pleces of timber
in all directions.

The plant of the Broomal, Schmidt
& Bteach Company, located mnearby,
waa badly damaged and a horse stand-
ing three hundred yvards awry was in-
astantly kllled. Box cars on the rail-
road siding adjoining the mill were

torn to splinters and several persona

near the damaged building were slight-
ly Injured by flyving debris.

The shock was felt all over the elty.
The head of the boller, about four feet
gquare, was hurled nearly a block.

The Injured, many of whom were so
black with simoke that they could not
be recognized, are all expected to re-
cover.

LaPort, Ind.: D. M. Hutson, who
was the official grave digger at the
Gunness farm when the bodles of the
woman's victims were being exhumed
lagt May, Sunday declared that ten
days ago a man and a woman, the lat-
ter Mrs. Gunness, visited the farm in
the early mornig hours. He declares
he saw the woman clearly and
Hutgon sald that he did not mention
the visit earlier, fearing that, if he did
50 people might think he was dement-
ed.

Cannot Sell Srbmerged Land,

Austin: The attorney geneéeral's
department, through Mr, Hawkins,
Thusday held that the land commlis-
sioner has no right under the law to
sell any of the submerged lands under
the shallow waters of S8an Jacinto Bay
in Harrls county and elsewhere. Sev-
eral parties have flled application to
buy this land as mineral land, which
submerged land is situated near Goose
Creek oil fleld and is supposed to have
oll on it.

Cotton Pickers are Scarce.

Austin: From the letters and com.
munications which are dally being re-
eclved by the state department of ag
rlculture from farmers in the cotton
producing sectlon of the state, the
question of securing cotton pickers to
gather the present crop Is a serious
problem, These writers are appealing
to Commissioner of Agriculture Milner
to suggest where they can get cotton
plckers.

Fort Worth: It is announced by
rallread officlals here that a new liny
from Kansas City to Fort Worth will
be opened Reptember 15, whaa triinn
will L2 run from the north over the
Orient tracks to Chilcothe, Texas,
thence via the Denver to Fort Worta.

Young Man Killed at Paris.
Parls: Edward McCoy, a young man,
was fatally Injured by the explosion
of a gas gfenerator at the bottling
works Baturday. His leg was crushed
from the hip down and loss of blood
and nervous, shock caused his death.
He was charging a tank with carbonat-
ed water and when it was fllled at-
tempted to cut off the gas, but the
valve stuck and while he was working
with It the tank exploded and McCoy
was hurled across the room,

Comment on Fleet's Visit.
Christ Church, New Zealand: The
newspapers here cordlally welcomed
the arrival In New Zealand waters of
the American Atlantic fleet.

Bryan was formally notified of his
nomination by the Democratic party
for the presidency of the United
States. Henry D. Clayton of Alabama
was the spokesman of the notification
committee. Mr. Bryan's speech of ac-
ceptance follows:

Mr. Clayton and Gentlemen of the No-
tification Committee: 1 ecan not accept
the nomination which you ofMclally ten-
der, without first acknowledging my
deep indebtedness to the Democratic
party for the extraordinary honor which
it has conferred upon me. Having twlee
before been & candidate for the presiden-
| ¥, In camnnigna which ended in defenat,
| n third no®ination, the result of the free
and voluntary act of the voters of the
party, ean only be explained by a sub-
stantial and undisputed growth In the
principles and policles for which 1, with
a multitude of others, have contendod,
As these principles and  policles  have
glven me whatever political strength |
pos=ess, the action of the convention not
only renews my falth In them, but
strengthens my attachment to them.,

A Platform Is Binding.

I shall, in the near future, prepare n
more formal reply to your notification,
and, in that letter of acceptance, will
deal with the platform in detail. It is
sufliclent, at this time. to assure you that
I am in hearty accord with both the let-
ter and the spirit of the platform. 1 in-
dorso It In whole and in part, and shall,
if elected, regard ita declarations as bind-
Ing upon me. And, 1 may add, a plat-
form Is binding as to what it omits as
well as to what it contalns., According
to the Democratic ldea, the people think
for themselves and select officials to car-
ry out thelr wishes. The voters are the
soverelgns; the officials are the servants,
employed for a fixed time and at a stated
salary to do what the sovereigns want
done, and to do It In the way the sov-
erelgns want It done. Platforms are
entirely In harmony with this Democratic
Idea. A platform announces the party's
position on questions which are at lssue;
and an offMicial Is not at liberty to use the
authority vested In him to urge personal
views which have nst been submitted to
the voters for their approval, If one |s
nominated upon a platform which is not
satisfactory to him, he must, if candid,
either decline the nomination, or, in ac-
cepting It, propose an amended platform
in lleu of the one adopted by the con-
vention. No such situation, however,
confronts your candldate, for the plat-
form upon which I was nominated not
only contains nothing from which I dis-
sent, but it specifically outlines all the
remedial legizlation which we can hope
to secure during the next four years,

As 1 shall, in separate speeches, discuss
the leading questions at lssue, 1 shall at
this time confine myself to the paramount
question, and to the far-reaching pur-
pose of our party, as that purpose Is set
forth In the platform.

Shall the People Rule?

Our platform declares that the over-
shadowing lasue which manifests itself in
all the questions now under discussion,
is “Bhall the people rule?’ No matter
which way we turn; no matter to what
subject we mddress ourselves, the same
question confronts us: Bhall the people
contral thelr own government, and use
that government for the protection of
thelr rights and for the promotion of
their welfare? or shall the representa-
tives of predatory wealth prey upon a
defenseless public, while the offenders
secure Immunity from subservient offi-
clals whom they raise to power by un-
sorupulous methods? This s the issue
raised by the “known abuses to which
Mr. Taft refeors.

Mr. Taft Indorses the Indictment.

Mr, Taft says that these ovils have
crept In during the last ten years. He
declares that, during this time, some
“prominent and influentinl members of
the community, spurred by financial suc-
cess and in their hurry for greater
wealth, became unmindful of the com-
mon rules of husiness honesty and fdel-
ity, and of the HlHmitations Imposed by
Iaw upon thelr actions'; and that *‘the
revelations of the breachea of trusts, the
disclosures as to rebstes and discrimina-
tions by rallroads, the accumulating evi-
dence of the violations of the antl-trust
laws, by a number of corporations, and
the over-issue of stocks and bonds of in-
terstate rallronds for the unlawful en-
riching of directors and for the purpose
of concentrating the control of the rall-
roads under one munagement,”—alt these,
he charges, “quickencd the conscience
of the people and brought on a moral
awakening.*

Why No Tariff Reform?

The presidont’s close friends have been
promising for several years that he would
attack the Iniquities of the tarilf. We
have had Intimation that Mr. Taft was
restive under the demands of the highly
protected industries.

Popular Election of Senators.

Next to the corrupt use of money, the
present method of electing United States
senators 18 most responsible for the ob-
struction of reforms. For 1M yvears after
the adoption of the constitution, the de-
mand for the popular election of senators,
while finding Increased exprossion, did
not become n dominant sentiment A
constitutignal amendment had from time
fo time been suggested and the matter
had been more or less discussed in & few
of the states, but the movement had not
reached a point where It manifested It-
self through congreasional action. In the
Fifty-second congress, however, & reso-
lution was roported from a heuse com-
mittee proposing the necessary constitu-
tional amendment, and this resolution
passed the house of representatives by
a vote which was practically unanimous.
In the Fifty-third congress a similar res-
olutlon wus reported to, and adopted by
the house of representatives, Both the
Fifty-second and Fifty-third congresses
were Democratic.

Each organized county in tha State,
now or hereafter existing, shall be dl-
vided from time to time, for the con-
venlence of the people, Into Jjustice
precinots, not less than four and not
more Lhun twelve. The present county
courts shall make the frst divislon.
Bubsequent divisions shall be wesde by
the commissioners’ court provided for
by this Constitution. In each such pre-
cinct there shall be elected, at each
blennial election, one Justice of Lhe
peace and one constable, euch of whom
shall hold his oMce for two years and
until his successor shall be elected and
qualified; provided, that in any pre-
cinet In which thers may be a city of
elght thousand or more Inhnbltnntté
there shull be elected two justices o
the peace.

He shall, at stated times,
recelve as compensation for his ser-
vices an annual salary of eight thou-
sand ($8000) dolinrs, and no more and
shall have the use and occupation of
