GUARANTEE OF BANK DEPOSITS,
GENERAL APPROPRIATION AND
GUN TAX MEASURES.

MAY BE ANOTHER SESSION

When Conferences Stopped Work en
Measure Saturday Night, Indica-
tjons Pointed to Adjournment.

Austin: At 11 o'clock Saturday
night the guaranty of deposits free
conference commitiee knocked off
work untll Monday with no conclusion
reached as to the main points of dif-
ference, but with everything pointing
to agreement upon a bill

At midnight the free conference com-
mittee which has the general approp-
riation bill in charge qunit work with-
out haviy: finlshed with the depart-
ments, State Treasurer Sam Sparks
having been the last to be called before
the committee. It Is understood that
the force In ti . Treasurer's Depart-
ment will be reduced, because of the
passage of the bill providing for a
hew gystem of accounting as to school
lands and school notes, The unlversity
appropriation was not reached. Neither
was the appropriation as to payment
of public debt. It is sald, however,
that the item will in all liklihood be
permlitted to stand, as both houses
agreed upon the same,

The free conference committee on
the guaranty bill has thus far simply
gone over about half of the bill, fram-
ing cerrectory amendments to make
more explicit certain of the provisions
of the bill, but thus far has tackled
none of the main points of difference.

The conference on the part of the
House has submitted in weiting a
proposition to substitute new provi-
sglons for Sec, 4 and Bee. § of the bill,
that Is to say, for the provisions
naming the amount of the assessments
under the guaranty system and pre-
geribing how the money shall be kept.
They are substantially the provisions
of the House bill upon this point. They
differ from the Scnate bill chiefly in
that they provide for larger assess-
ments, for 4 maximum fund equal to &
per cent of the deposits, Instead of an
arbitrary sum ($2,000,000) and in that
they permit the banks assessed to re-
tain three-fourths of the assessment
until peeded to pay losses.

The House eonference also wanted
inserted in the bll] the provisions regu-
lating the capitalization of State
banks, which, in short, is to place
them on the same plane as National
banks in that regard. This is in re-
sponse to suggestions made by the
National bankers early in the con-
sideration of this progosition,

Lawmakers Going Home.

The chief danger which all un.
compf@ted Jegislation runs is .that
there may not be a quorum of the
House of Representatives here on
Monday and Tuesday, the last two
days of the present called sesslon.
In that event, three members can pre-
vent the culmination of any measure
on which the two houses are at dis-
agreement, and, indeed, the dls
closure of the absence of a quorum
would prevent the signing of any bills,

Gradually members of the House
have been going home to stay, and
Saturday there has beon further exo-
dus, many members sceming to think
that the work is all done, 1

During the di}y the House hobbled
along on a scant quorum, and It Is
questiomable §if there is a gquorum in
Austin, As the House adjourned un-.
til Monday, the roll will have to be
called, and it may be that the ab
sence of a quorum will then be dis-
closed, with no one having to ac-
cept the onus task of demanding the
roll on any.particular measure. At
