Farly this month when eggs (cases returned),
were bringing only 19 cents a dozen, wholesale,
the lover of them felt fairly jubilant and barn-
yard prognosticators predict that this  Jubllant
feeling shull prevail for the rest of the summer.
Extra quality eggs were then selling at 23 cents
a dozen, while ordinary “firsts” brought 19 cents
and “firsts” one cent more a dozen, “prime firsis”
selling at 21 cents.

S, with the sway of the strawberry the price of
egps dropped off, and before August, It Is sald, the
cost may go lower.

With the private producers, who sell only llm-
ited guantities of eggs, 40 cents a dozen Is not an
unheard of figure for what are known as “eggs
lald fresh today.” Of course, the right to that tl-
tle must be undisputed, and often when eggs are
sold, backed by a reputation for freshness, high-
er prices are pald for them by the epicures,

However, frauds in eggs are as frequent as
swindles in other industries, and fastidlous per-
sons, who hate cold storage eggs worse than they
do paying fancy prices, are often taken in by the
“farmer” who rides into the city on the interurban,
buys up o large cargo of eggs In the open market,
rents a wagon, the muddler the better, and pro-
ceeds to distribute cold storage eggs for the prog
uct he clalms ls “laid fresh to-day.”

Indulgences?

The next teibunal was that of re-
ligious prejndiee represented by the
Jewigh Sanhedrim. One of the great-
est enemies to Christ is religlon, The
matter with China, Indin and Atriea is
to a large extent religlon which wor-
