PRINCIPAL FATALLY WOUNDED

The law of supply and demand Ia
imperions, and will eontrol. Now, do
not think that Co-Operator {8 revers-
Ing itself, or changing (ts position, so
many times expressed and maintained
on this question of the law of supply
and demand, Co-Operator has always
contended, and does so atill, that no
cotton crop has ever been ralaed or can
be ralsed on the acreage of land In
enltlvation to supply the needs of
the world for cotton and eottton prod-
uets. Our idea of supply and de-
mand, as above referred to, 18 slmply
thlo: It takes nearly a yvear to pro-
duce a cotton crop, and it ought to
take somewhere about the same length
of time to sell, but when it is rushed
on the market and dumped at any
price offered, then the supply (on the
market) is greater than the demand
fof the market)., This Is the supply
and demand It is Intended for the
scallng price to be avall itself of. When
the dumpers overcrowid the market,
and prices drop below minimum fig
ures, Unlon cotton stays In the ware
houses. When the prices go up to the
minimum prices, or above, Unjlon cot-
ton is on the market, and tha result
will be, egpecinlly after September ev.
ery year, that in nearly every case
Unlon cotton in the warchouse will
fotch more than the minimum price,
and what applles to Unlon cotton will
apply to Unlon grain In Unlon ele-
vators, and Unlon truck In Unlon eold
storages, With this system in effect,
and It surely ought to be put into ef-
fect, the world will look on with ad-
miration, and with respect for us, The
grafter and spollator would see that
the day of his passing has come, and

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TRAPS FOR UNWARY

ADVERTISING TRICKS OF MAIL-
ORDER HOUSES,

GOODS PRICED BELOW COST

Articles of Standard Value Frequently
Sold at Cost to Create False Im-
pression of Cheapness—Un-
thinking People Victims,

The theory upon which a great
number of mall order concerns pro-
ceed Is to select a certain number of
articles, those of standard values and
well-known, and mark them down to
wholesale prices or lower., This is |
for the purpose of “balting,” as wall
as to glve the impression that regular

dealers are selling goods at prices
too high. On many widely advertised |
goods which are In constant demand |
the mall order house advertiges prices
much lower than the actual cost of
the goods to the house. This 18 done |
with a view of ecatching customers,. |
killing off the trade of local dealers, |
and with hopes of selling other goods |
at enormous profits, Then the ad-'|

|

|

vertislug part of the deal is of some
value,

People like to buy goods at the
lowest possible cost. They get im-
pressions of low prices from comparl-
fon of goods of which they know the
selling price. If a certain rifle I8 al-
ways sold In the gunstores at $14 and
the catalogue house sells the same at
$11, the average man realizes that he
Is getting a bargain, even though the
concern may lose a half dollar in the
transaction. Iut the man is also im-
pressed with the Idea that prices are
just as low on other goods of which
he has little information as to values.
It Is knowing this fact that causes
the mall-order houses to resort to
Lhis trick. Then there is difference in
quality of goods. In the different
lines there are different grades. It is
not long ago that a United States
district court grand jury returned an
Indictment against a large mall-order
house on three different charges of
fraud. In each case there was mis
representiation. One of the charges
was that “pure white lead” paint, sup-
poged to be manufactured by the con-
cern, did not contain a trace of white
lead, and was manufactured by con-
tract by another concern. The other
sharge was that jewelry was misrep-
resented. In the matter of jewelry
there Is great chance for fraud, That
which is called solid gold may be not
aver one-tenth gold, a liitle better
than brass. Gold always has a cer-
tain value. Whether it I8 in jewelry
or in a coin of the realm, the value
I8 just the same, Its purity and
weight {8 what counts. It s curious
how {ntelligent people who know of
the fixed value of gold will take the
word of a mall-order schemer as to
quality, when the article Is sold at a
less price than the metal which it s
slalmed Is represented In it can be
bought for in the markets.

Low prices are generally quoted
apon goods which the average people
anderstand, and are acquainted with,
ind the loss |s made up on the classes
of goods which allow the practice of
ieception, of the v jue of which the
people little know, People who patron-
z¢ mail-order concerns should under-
stand that in the majority of cases
they are paying more than they would
be compelled to pay if they made
‘helr purchases at home, Then there
‘s Involved the prinelple of sending
money away from the neighborhood
whare It Is earned.

If the people who patronize mall-
srder houses would only buy such
goods as they know are priced below
08t to the concern, the mail-order
houses could not eontinue in business
1 vear. But these concerns know that
Mr. Barnum was about right when he
sald that the “American people like
to be humbugged.” They transact
their business accordingly. The home
merchant must go ahead on a differ-
snt basis. He depends upon his repu-
tation for square dealing. He knows
that he must be honest, whether he s
mclined to be or not, or that he will
soon be compelled to get out of busl-
ness for lack of patronage. 'The mall-
srder concerns look for a new crop
of “suckers” every year, and they find
more or less of a crop.

WHOLE IDEA I8 A FALLACY,

Systems of Co.Operation Weak Thoos
retically and In Practice.

One of the spirite of the age Is of
ganization and eco-operation of those
who are engaged In the same lines of
trade, Industry or profession. It has
been proved beyond cavil that men
have a right to thus nrganize and pur
sue any system in business, or In
thelr speclal fields that they degire as
long as their methode are not unjust
toward others. From many organiza-
tione comes much good. From others
things that are harmful,

It must be remembered that there
are fundamentals in all systems that
cannot be ignored, There are prinei
ples which must be observed, or fall-
ure will be sure to result. Within the
past dozen yefirs numerous alleged co-

operative organizations have been
formed within the TUnlted States,
These organizations have been of &

kind that invoives certain benefits to
members—the elimination of profits
to middlemen, the distribution of earn.
Inga to members, ete, Not one In fifty
of these organizations has been sue-
cessful, and the reason for fallure is

that the gystems followed woere not In
harmony with economic laws

In the world of commerce there are
three important factors—production,
distribution and copsumption. Were
thera no consumption there would be

no need of production or distribution
But elvilized people must be fed and
clothed and their other wants sup
pHed, and as long as intelligent man
exlsts there will be need and methods
to supply his wants, Thus we find
the producers, the distributors, and
the latter class divide into groups
known as factors or jobbers, thelt
agents and the so-called retailers.whe
directly supply the consumers.

The common co-operative plans deal
with eutting out the distributors, the
elimination of that cost In products
which represents the compensation of
merchants whether they be whole-
salers or retallers. The present sys-
tem of distribution has evolved from
an experience covering some thou-
based upon
equity and upon the soundest prinei-
ples of economy, The system cannot
well be changed unless the whole field
of humnn endeavor be modified. Peo
ple must be emploved in gainful oceu-
pations, or they hecome burdens upon
the classes who are earners, All ean-
not be producers, but all can perform
an (mportant part in production, in
manufacture and in dlstribution. The
co-operative sgyvstem that means the
ellmination of the factors in com-
merce excepting the manufacturer
means the robbing of a large class of
a means of earning subsistence and
an encroachment upon other flelds of
labor that are now well equalized.
The present system of distribution is
the most economical that can be de-
vised. No manuficturer of food prod-
ucts, unless he have a monopoly, can
maintain exclusive distributing ware-
houses. Thus we find the jobber
4 co-operator merely, working iIn
harmony with a multitude of manu-
facturers and for them conducting a
general warehouse, guaranteeing the
collection and payment of bills due
them and for his services recelving a
small commission., His agent or trav-
eler sells & hundred kinds of goods in-
stead of one particular kind, Here
again we find eo-operation in ita high-
eqt type, The retaller carries a vari-
ety of goods, representative of per-
haps 200 or 300 manufacturers; here
again Is co-operation, and it may be
sald that the earnings of all engaged
in distribution represent a small
commission for performing a service,
and the aggregate of the earnings of
any one of them—the jobber, his
agent and the retailer—is dependent
upon his labor and his business sagac-
ity. When these three factors in dis-
tribution be cut out just as expensive
a syvstem must be substituted, In case
of the manufacturer who sells his
products direet to the consumer, he
has large advertising bills to pay, and
a hundred little expenses which the
manufacturer who sells his produeta
through regular established channeln
does not have to bear.

When a co-operative store is estab.
lished with a few hundred stockhold.
ers as Its patrons it {g8 generally founc!
that it cannot be operated at lower
expense than if conductad by an indl-
vidual, and It soon ceases to exist.

Editor Realizes Situation.

It has come to a time when the
business man must take note of the
mail order concerns. They are con-
tinually growing larger and taking
more trade out of the smaller towns,
Of course we all know that it is not
right for Wilkinsburg people to send
thelr money to Chicago or New York
or other places for their groceries,
dry goods, etc., when we have people,
neighbors and friends selling the
same goods right at home. The local
merchant has no one to blame but
himself for the condition which now
exists., This may be a little hard, but
it is true. Many of the local mer
chants do not let their old customers,

In constructing a house the an-

years ago first dug a hole Into the
sand to a considerable depth; at Bis.
instances were found
where the shaft had reached the depth
of 14 meters beneath the foundation
of the house,

From the bottom he bullt up a ver-
tical drain of large, cylindrical terra-
cotta sections, each of which is pro-
vided with grooved flanges to receive
the one above. The gectlons of one
draln were 19 {nches in dlameter and
six in height: the thickness of the
wall was about an inch,

The tiles wera punctured at inter
vals with small holes. The section at
the top of the drain was semispheri-
cal, fitting over it like a eap and pro-
vided with an opening to receive the
water from above. Sand and potsherds
were then filled in about the drain, and
it was ready for use.

The water, pouring into it, was rap-
idly absorbed by the sand at the bot-
tom, and if there it became clogged
the water escaped through the holes
in the sides of the tiles.

The temple at Bismya was provided
with several such drains. One palace
| was discovered with four; a large

In clearing out the drains at the
temple we removed dozens of shallow
terra-cotta drinking cups, not unlike
a large saucer in shape and size. Evl-
{ dently It received the waste water of
! o drinking fountain, and the cups had
accidentally dropped within,

In the Bismya temple platform, con-
etructed about 2,760 B. C. we uncov-
ered a horizental drain of tiles, each
of which was about a yard long,
and not unlike in shape those at pres-
ent employed, 1t conducted the rain
water from the platform to one of
the vertieal drains.

The Pabylonians of a later period,
who buried instead of cremating their
dead, carefully provided their ceme-
teries with drains. The graves were
small house-gshaped structures entire-
ly, or partly above ground, and when-
ever thery were found upon the gloping
side of a mound, they were protected
above by a breakwater, while along
the sides were square, open, brick
drains.

The result was that some of the
graves, although thousands of years
old, and constructed of unbaked clay,
are still in a perfect state of preser-
vatlon.—Sclentific Amer{can.
