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Mr. Herbert Knox Smith, whose zeal in the
cauge of economic reform has been In no wise
abated by the panic which he and his kind did
gso much to bring on, Is out with an answer to
President Moffett, of the Standard Ol Com-
pany of Indiana. The publication of this an-
swer, It Is officially given out, was delaved sev-
eral weeks, “for business reasons,” because |t
was not deemed advisable to further excite
the public mind, which was profoundly dis-
turbed by the ecrisls. Now that the storm
clouds have rolled by, however, the Commis-
sloner rushes agaln into the fray.

Our readers remember that the chief points
in the defence of the Standard Oil Company, as
presented by President Moffett, were (1) that
the date of six ceunts on oil from Whiting to
East 8t. Louls has been issued to the Standard
Oll Company as the lawful rate by employes
of the Alton, (2) that the 18-cent rate on file
with theInterstate Commerce Commisslon was
a class and not a commodity rate, never being
intended to apply to oll, (8) that oll was
shipped In large quantities between Whiting
and East 8t. Louls over the Chicago & East-
ern Illinois at 6% cents per hundred pounds,
which has been filled with the Interstate Com-
merce Commisslon as the lawful rate, and (4)
that the 18-cent rate on oll was entirely out of
proportion to lawful rates on other commodi-
tles between these points of a similar char-
acter, and of greater value, such, for example,
as linseed oll, the lawlul rate on which was
elght cents. President Moffett also stated that
thonsands of tons of freight had been sent by
other shippers belween these points under
substantially the same conditions as governed
the shipments of the Btandard Oil Company.

This defence of the Standard Ol Company
was widely quoted and has undoubtedly exert-
ed n powerful Influence upon the publie mind.
Naturally the Administration, which has
gtaked the success of {ts campalgn against
the “trusts’” upon the result of its attack upon
this company, endeavors to offset this influ-
ence, and hence the new deliverance of Com-
missloner Smith,

We need hardly to point out that his rebut-
tal argument is extremely weak, although as
gtrong, no doubt, as the circumstances would
warrant. He answers the points made by Presi-
dent Moffett substantially as follows: (1) The
Standard Ol Company had a trafiic department,
and should have known that the six-cent rate
had not been filed, (2) no answer, (3) the Chi-
cago & Eastern Illinols rate was a secret rate
because It read, not from Whiting, but from
Dolton, which is described as “a village of
#bout 1,600 population just outslde of Chicago.
Its only claim to note is that it has been for
many years the point of origin for this and
slmilar secret rates."” The Commissioner ad-
mits in describing this rate that there was a
note attached stating that the rate could also
be used from Whiting,

The press has quite generally hailed this
statement of the Commissioner of Corpora-
tions as a conclusive refutation of what Is evi-
dently recognized as the strongest rebuttal
argument advanced by the Standard,

In fact, it Is as weak and Inconclusive as the
remainder of his argument. The lines of the
Chicago & Eastern Illinols do not run into

Chicago. They terminate at Dolton, from which
point entrance is made over the Belt Line.
Whiting, where the oil freight originates, is not
on the lines of the Chicago & Eastern lllinols,
which receives Its Whiting freight from the
Belt Line at Dolton. The former practice, now
discontinued, in filing tariffs was o make
them read from a point on the line of the fil-
ing road, and It was also general to siate on
the same sheet, that the tariff would apply to
other points, e, g, Whiting, The Chlcago &
Eastern Illinols followed this practice in filing
its rate from Dolton, and making a note on
the sheet that is applied to Whiting, This was
in 1895 when this method of filing tariffs was
in common use,

Now let us see in what way the intending
shipper of ofl could he misled and decelved by
the fact that the Chleago & Eastern Illinols
had not filed a rate reading from Whiting.
Commigsioner Smith contends that “conceal-
ment is the only motive for such a cireultous
arrungement,” 1. e., that this method of filing
the rate was Intended to mislead intending
competitors of the Standard 0Oil Company.
Buppose such a prospective oll refiner had ap-
plied to the Interstate Commerce Commission
for the rate from Chilcago to Enst St, Louls
over the Chilcago & Eastern Illinols, he would
have been Informed that the only rate filed
with the commission by this company was 614
cents from Dolton, and he would have been
further Informed, if indeed he did not know
this already, that this rate applied throughout
Chicago territory. So that whether he wished
to locate his plant at Whiting, or anvwhere
else about Chicago, under an arrangement of
long standing, and which applies to all the in-
dustrial towns in the peighborhood of Chiea-
go, he could have his freight delivered over
the Belt Line to the Chicago & Eastern [lli-
nois at Dolton and transported to East St
Louis at a rate of 6% cents. Where then is
the concealment which the Commissioner of
Corporations makes so much of? Any rate—
from Dolton on the Eastern Illinois or Chap-
pell on the Alton, or Harvey on the Illinois
Central, or Blue Island on the Rock Island,
applies throughout Chicago territory to ship-
ments from any other point in the district.
So far from the Eastern Illinols fillng Its rate
from Dolton In order to decelve the shipper,
it is the Commissioner of Corporations who
elther betrays his gross Ignorance of transpor-
tation customs in Chicago territory or relies
on the publie fgnorance of these customs to
deceive the public too apt to accept unques-
tioningly every statement made by a Govern-
ment officlal as necesgsarily true, although, as
in the present Instance, a careful examination
shows these statements to be false,

The final point made by President Moffett
that other commodities of a character similar
to oll were earried at much lower rates than
18 cents, the Commlssioner of Corporations
discusses only with the remark that “the
‘rensonableness’ of this rate s not In guestion.
The question is whether this rate constituted
a discrimination as agalnst other shippers of
of),” and he also makes much of the fallure of
Presldent Moffett to produce before the grand
jury evidence of the alleged illegal acts of

large ghippers (n the territory had been gulity,
Consldering the fact that these shippers In-
cluded the packers and elevator men of Chil-
cago the sction of the grand jury In calling
upon President Moffett to furnish evidence of
thelr wrong-doing may be interpreted as a de-
mand for an elaboration of the obvicus; but

the fact that a rate-book containing these
freleht fates for other ghippers was offered in
evidence during the trial and ruled out by
Judge Landis, was kept ont of sight, Presi
dent Moffett would not, of course, accept the

invitation of the grand jury although he might
have heen pardoned if he had referred them
to varlous oficlal investigationg by the Inter-
Commerece Commission and other de-
partments of the Government.

We come back, therefore, to the coneclusion
of the whole matter, which s that the Stand-
ard Oll Company of Indiana was fined an
amount eguial to seven or eight times the val-
ue of {ts entire property, because itg traffic
department did not verify the statement of
the Alton rate clerk, that the gix-cent commaod-
ity rate on oll had been properly filed with the
Interstate Commerce Commisslon. There is no
evidenes, and none was introduced at the trial,
that any shipper of oil from Chicago territory
had been interfered with by the 18.cent rate
nor that the failure of the Alton to file i1s six-

sinte

*cent rate had resulted in any diserimination

against any independent shipper.—we must
take this on the word of the Commissioner
of Corporations and of Judge Landis. Neither
is It denled even by Mr. Smith that the “inde-
pendent” shipper of oil, whom he plctures as
being driven out of business by this diserim-
ination of the Alton, could bhave shipped all
the oll he desired to ship from Whiting via
Dolton over the lines of the Chicago & East-
ern Illinois to East St. Louis. In short, Presi-
dent Moffett's defence is still good, and we
predict will be so declared by the higher court.

The S8tandard Ofl Company has been charged
with all manner of ¢rimes and misdemeanors.
Beginning with the famous Rice of Marfetta,
passing down to that apostle of popular lber-
ties, Henry Demarest Lloyd, with his Wealth
Agalnst the Commonwealth, descending by
easy stages to Miss Tarbell's offensive person-
alitles, we finally reach the nether depths of
unfalr and baseless misrepresentation in the
report of the Commissioner of Corporations.
The Standard has been charged with every
form of commercial piracy and with most of
the erimes on the corporation ealendar. After
long years of strenuous attack, under the
leadership of the PresMent of the United
Btates, the corporation Is at last drugged to
the bar of justice to answer for its misdoings,
The whole strength of the Government is di-
rected against it, and at last, we are told, the
Standard Ol Company is to pay the penailty of
fta erimes, and it is finally convicted of hav-
ing failed to verify the statement of a rate
clerk and is forthwith fined a prodigious sum,
weasured by the car, Under the old eriminal
law, the theft of property worth more than a
shilling was punishable by death. Under the
interpretation of the Interstate Commerce law
by Theodore Roosevelt and Judge Kenesaw

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To Rural Delivery Patrons,

Postmaster Baker desires to
call attention to the practice of
some patrons of rural delivery of
placing loose coins in their boxes
each time they desire to dispatch
letters instead of supplying thei,.-
selves with postage in advance
of their needs.

This practice imposes undue
hardship on rural carriers in re-
moving loose ecoins from boxes
and delays them in the service
of their routes.

The postmaster, therefore, ur-
gently requests that patrons of
rural delivery provide themselves
and keep on hand a supply of
stamps consistent with and in
advance of their needs. It is al-
so very desirable that rural pa-
trons place in their mail boxes
small detachable cups of wood
or tin in which to place coins,
when necessary, in purchasing
supplies of stamps.

ITS RISBE I8 NOT THE REBULT OF
LEGITIMATE DEMAND,

DUE ENTIRELY TO GREED

And It Feeds Upon the Prosperity
of the Country Towns—A
Menace to

the
Nation, '

Ag the years go by we are more
than ever brought face to face with
the vital question of trading at home
During the past decade the habit of
buylng goods abroad has grown to
such proportions that the country
merchant may well feel alarmed at
the probable outcome unless something
is done to forestall the great calamity
which will surely result therefrom.

Trade conditiong 25 vears ago were
saclsfactory. At that time catalogue
houses were entirely unknown and
country merchants were “monarchs of
all they surveyed,"” so to speak, In the
lines represented, and the peonle wors
prosperous and happy Perhaps not
80 much because they generally hadd
maoney enough to mest theh
but because of the contentment that
prevalled throughout the country at
that time. The farmers ralsed good
croj 8, generally, and  reeelved  pond
prices for what they had to sell. The
sold their surplus stuff to the lucal
merchant and  boughi  what  they
wanted; and this was the helehty of

Wint

thelr ambition, hence the contentment
thut prevailed.

But in  after years, when clties
grew und trade expanded, the mer-
chants of these citles not being con-
tent with conditions of trade, devised
plans by which they might reach oul
for more business., Advertiging in tha
newspapers being a cheap way of
putting the merits of their goods be-
fore the people, this plan appealed to
them and It was adopted. At first they
operaled on & small scale; then, as
the merchant saw the opportunity for
muking it pay, he added to his adver-
tising fund. And so it has continued
until to-day milllons of dollars are
annually sent to mall order houses by
the people of the United Btates,

The hest and most effective way to
throitle the catalogue house has been
& qu-sition uppermost in the minds of
country merchants for several years
past; some advocating one plan and
some another. There are several plans
which might be presented to induce
the farmer to buy at home. In the
first place his pride might be appealed
to. There are very few farmers who
own thelr own farms but that would
be Interested in bullding up his own

hig farm {8 to be valuable it must be
farmed in the most sclentific manoer
and all buildings, fences, ete., must be
kept up In the best possible shape,
and above all the farm musi be lo-
cated not too far from some good
town, for we all know that farm land
brings a much better price when near
to some good town or village. It Is
not hard to get the farmer to realize
this, for If he ever sold any farm land
or tried to sell any, he knows this to
be & fact. Well, then, after he has
realized this fact, the thing for him
to do is to patronize his home mer-
chants and business men, so they may
be able to build and maintain a good
town.

Public schools are much better in
the towns than in the country for the
reason that where the population Is
most dense, there I8 moré taxable
property to the amount of territory
covered, hence there is more money
collected for school purposes, and as
a result more and better teachers are
employed.

MONEY GETTING EASY

CASH RESERVES ARE PILING UP
RAPIDLY.

DISCOUNT RATE GONE DOWN

Interest Rate Lower Than at Any
Time Last Year—Calls for $10,
000,000 Unnoticed.

New York, Jan. 27.—The feature cf
the financial situation last week was
e continued rush of funds back in-
to reserve deposits. The returning
flood of money to reserves was per-
ceptible in the forelgn money centers
as well as here and was effective In
forcing down the offictal discount
rates of the Bank of England, the
Bank of France and the Imperlal Bank
of Germany, and the open murket
rates in all markets, Notwithstanding
this decline in the attraction for mon-
ey abroad, the price has risen strongly
toward the rate at which exports of
gold would be profitable. The growinz
reduction of our own money market
rate as been responsible for this ac-
tion. Supples have pressed upon the
New York loan market with increasing
urgency, carrying the call loan rate
down ta almost nominal figures and
reducing the interest rates on time
loang to figures lower than were em-
ployed at any time last year. The re-
maining issue of New York clearing
ouse certificates has as a consequence
been going into rapid retirement.

The rapid easing of the money mar-
ket has not been affected by the notice
of withdrawal of $10,000,000 of govern-
ment deposits from the New York
partly because of the large
current defleit In the government reve-
nues, but also by reason of the ac-
cumulation of funds being more rapid
than the demand to take them up.

Even with
all who would work employed, the
streets In the outlyving sectlons could
not bhe kept open, however, and many
a house.owner who had waded home
after a day In the office was obliged
to spend the evening in a more or
less futile attempt to comply with the
sidewalk cleaning ordinance.

Probably the most poignant distress
was experienced by the several thou-
s=and tramps who, having ridden Into
town with the hard times, and who
have since enjoyed the city’s bounty,
awoke vesterday to find themselves
confronted with an unmistakable op-
portunity to work. BSome rose to the
occasion and others shifted thelr lodg-
ings.

Newport, R. I.: With the wind
blowing sixty-five and seventy miles
an hour, a heavy fall of snow and the
temperature continually falling, New-
port 18 In the grasp of the first real
blizzard of the winter, last night the
conditions grew worse Instead of bet-

A TUBERCULAR HERD.

Twenty-Four Head of Milk Cows
Affected,

Fort Waorth, Tex., Jan. 25.—As a re:
sult of the recent grusade begun by
the State Health Officer against im-
bure foods, and in which a feature
was Introduced in the investigation of
dairles to ascertain the condition of
milk and cows that supplied it, an
experiment was made at the stock
yards at North Fort Worth.

One of the largest dairymen in the
State, with a dalry located adjacent
to Fort Worth, gave his consent to a
test of hls milk cows, and a number
were brought to the stock yards for
examination by the Bureau of Ani-
mal Industry Inspectors.

Of twenty-five cows slaughtered and
examined, twenty-four were condemn-
ed for having tuberculosis, and two
or four yearlings examined were con-
demned for the same reason.

Great Strike Is Averted.

Manchester, Eng.: There will be
no lockout of the Maunchester cotton
operatives. Lengthy negotiations be-
tween the cotton mill workers and
thelr employers resulted in the capit-
ulation of the workers Friday evening,
The employers insisted upon the ac-
ceptance of thelr terms, and these the
men agreed to.

BREST METHOD OF COMBATING
MAIL-ORDER EVIL.

HOME MERCHANT TO BLAME

Facllities for Attracting Custom Are
at His Command in the Columns
of His Home Newspaper—Ad-
vertise Rightly.

Much has been written about the
gubtle influence of the blg four-pound
catalognes sent broadcast over the
land by the houses located In the big
cities, and which, strange to say, re-
fuge to sell goods to the residents of
the eclties in which they are located.
Thera I8 no mysterious element in
these bulky paper books, From cover
to cover they are filled with pletures
and with prices and deseriptions of
goods. It Is the power of printers
ink that is the only magnet, and this
magnet can be used by merchants
everywhere, The publighers of these
great catnlognes do business running
well up toward the fifty milllons year-
ly. All their success has been in the
ink they use, and the way they use
it. Decause these concerns receive
patronage that should go to the home
merchant it {8 the home merchant's
fault. He neglects to do just what
the houses which publish the big cata-
logues do. He may not have the
money to get out such a great st
neither the means of carrying great
stocks of goods. Yet ha posesses all
the means necessary to gain the trade
that goes to these great concerns.
He can buy goods just as low, has less
expense, and while the big catalogue
goes to a customer only once in a
vear or two, through the medium of
the loeal newspaper the merchant ean
go to all the people of the community
once a week and at the lowest ex-
pense,

As to the matter of prices, the big
catalogue is an educator. It tells
the people of values. These values are
assoclated with eclasses of goods, The
merchant in the home town can turn
this information to his own account.
In the catalogue= are only plctures.
The merchant c.n show the goods,
and can explain the difference be-
tween grades. It Is evident that if
trade is to be held at home it must
be upon a business basis. Sentiment
cuts a mighty small figure in matters
where dollars and cents are con-
cerned. The average farmer would
rather buy good: from the home store
than from some distant place if he
is only sure that he is getting a square
deal. It is up to the merchants to
let him know that he is getting this
square deal. There are towns in
the western agricultural sections
which a few years ago were getting
only half the trade that was to be
had in the district. Merchants be-
came convinced that they were weak
somewhere. They found that they
were not advertising rightly and com-
menced a campaign which has result-
ed In driving the catalogue houses
out of business as far as these towns
are concerned., The newspapers of
these towns tell of the enterprise of
the merchants. The merchants them-
selves will tell you that they do not
fear the mall-order houses, as they
have educated the people to trade at
home. The people who were mail-
order house patrons will tell you that
they know that they can do better by
buying at home, that they are con-
vinced that their interests are best
protected by the home merchant, and
that since they have thrown off the
mail-order hgbit they are saving more
money, The mail-order house is a
great bugaboo, It Is not near the evll
than many suppose it is. It {s harm-
ful only in accordapce with the lack
of enterprise on part of home mer-
chants. Where the meérchants are
awake, are up-to-date, and advertise
rightly, there Is no complaint as to
the malil-order system.

Each country editor ¢an do his
share In educating the merchants as
well as the people in business meth-
ods, in principles that are helpful to
the home town. The live merchant
can hold his own. Business Is based
upon such principles as give the
competent merchant a falr show In
the competition for trade. No one
person has a monopoly of the right
to advertise. The way is as open to
the amall merchant as it is to the big
one. The principles involved apply
to the small business as
the large business. The only magic
used by the catalogue houses is
found In advertising and in prices.

Thousands of dollars go out of Jef-
ferson county each year in connection
with the mail order business, to the
losa of the local dealers and manu-
facturers. It does not help very much
to appeal on the ground of patriot-
ism to those people who buy of outside
dealers, as purchasers go where they
think they can find the best bargains,
Every one must recognize the fact
that the local dealer cannot prosper
without loeal trade, but there are a
lot of people who fail to govern them-
selves accordingly, Orders for goods
are sent to Syracuse or New York or
Chicago which could have been as
cheaply bought In Watertown, but this
Is frequently the local dealer's fault,
The great success of the blg mall or
der houses has been bullt un almost
wholly by advertiging. Fortunes are
spent in letting the people of the coun-
try know what they have to sell. Lib.
eral space In the newspapers and mag.
azines is used to exploit the maill or
der business in addition to the cata
logues Issued. These are the avenues
through which the houses draw a
large part of their business.

Is there not a lesson here for the
local dealer? Cannot he hold some of
the business which goes to the outside
mail order houses by judicious use of
the eolumns of the local newspapers?
The Watertown newspapers have a
large circulation through the towns
and rural districts of northern New
York. The Standard belleves the local
merchants and manufacturers could
divert much of this trade to them-
selveg If they took the proper meth:
ods. The Standard's Interests are
wholly with the local dealer and these
suggestions are made with the firm
conviction that he has a remedy for
his loss of trade in local advertising.—
Watertown (N. Y.) Standard.
