SPREAD OF BOLL WEEVIL.

Thae Cotton Pest Has Reached the
Mississippl River,

Dallas, Sept. 21.—=The Dboll weevil
has at last reached the Misslssippl
River, with the advance guard of the
great weevil army of migration rest-
Ing at a point just opposite Natchez,
Miss,, according to reports which have
just been recelved by Government en-
tomologists at Dallas, Prof. W. D.
Hunter, In charge of the boll weevil
insestigation, has gone to Loulsiana,
where he Is Investigating the forward
movement.

That the weevil would finally occu-
py all Southern 8tates has bheen freely
prediceted for the last few years, Com-
Ing from Mexico, the pest first spread
over a wide area In Texas, penetrated
to Oklahoma and spread out over Lou-
fslana. Now that it has reached the
Misslesippl It is believed that It wif
not ba long before the pest will have
established Itself in the territory east

Court Holds That Commission May Re-

Dallas, Sept. 13.—In a rather lengthy
opinlon, Judge W. W. Nelms, of the
Criminal District Court, holds that the
Board of Commissloners of the ecity
of Dallas has the power and author-
ity to enforce the provisions of the
new clty charter regarding the revok-
dng of saloon llcenses, as well as the
power to enforce all the other provi-
sions of thils charter. This declslon
‘was rendered in the W, W, Irby case.
Irby, who 1s the proprietor of a sa-
Joon, had his license revoked by the
Board of Commlssioners. He contin-
med to operate his place of business,
and waa arrested on the charge of
gunning & saloon without a license,

Attorneys for Irby immediately sned
out a writ of habeas corpus, taking
the matter before Judge Nelms in this
matter, Tho court has had the cape
under consideration for some time, and

The court orders that the relator
immedlately file an application for a
mew license frogn the city, and holds
that {f this license s refused the re-
lator will be barred from further run-
ning a saloon for a period of two years.

In no case reported was any medlielne,

‘patent’ or otherwise, held responsible

for injury or death except when left

within the reach of children or taken
or administersd In gross overdose.'
|  The ecommittee says that it s un-
| Hkely that any cases of death from
| the use of patent medicine escaped
[ the newspapers, but that it is prob.
able that death from the causes tabu-
[lated did occur without receiving pub-
lieity,  Physiclans, of course, report
| the causes of death. The committee
snys that they would be the last to
suppress the cause if due to the use
of medicine not reqularly preseribed,

A recapitulation of the committee's
findings show 4,295 cases of polsoning,
of which 1,763 were fatal. The great-
est number of cases, 1,636, with 803
deaths, s attributed to medicines
other than proprietary remedies.
There are on the list 80 cases of slck-
ness and 43 deaths due to patent medi-
cines.

Analyzing Its statistics, the commit.
tee finds 201 cases of slckness, with
143 deaths, due to strychnine tablets,
which are among physicians' favorite
remedles and are often left within the
reach of children.

Under the head of miscellaneous
prescriptions are grouped 44 cases
where, the report says, it has been im-
possible after diligent inquiry to as.

For fighting fire In its anthracite
coal mines a chemical fire encine Is
now being used by a company in
Pennsylvanla. This engine is built on

rushed to the scene of trouble at a
high speed. Water plaved upon a
coal fire {8 almost instantl> convert-
ed Into steam,

out when water strikes the hot cnal‘

often set ablaze pockets of gas In
the ceillng.

JMen are not annoved by the
fumes and can stay close enough to
do effective work,

Automatic Systems, Though They Call
for the Expenditure of Large ‘
Sums, Are Cheapest in
the Long Run.

It g Impossible to stale with any
degree of accuracy just what it s go-
ing to cost to render ralhroad travel |
lin this country as free from accldents |
as It is in Lurgge. It will cost the
rallroads very large sums to abolish
or proiect all their grade crossings, |
even if the expense is shared Ly the
local nuthorities,

Tt would be a comparatively easy
matter to deteymine the cost of the |
extension of the block system to the
100 odd thousand miles of railroad

not for the fact that there. are so

| tems,

“In considering the Instaliation of
antomatie block signals, the first
financial question,” saye the Interstate
commerce commission, “is the original ‘
cost of the signals, apparatus, fittings |
and applinnces, The cost of main-
tenance, while a considerable item, Ia
decldedly smaller than the cost of |
operation of the non-automatiec sys- |
tems, in which the ftem of wages Is |
large. Automatic block glgnals have |
involved expenditures of from $1,500 |
to $3,000 a mile of donble track road, |
the precise figure varying according to |
the type of signal, the number of out-
Iying switches to be connected, and
the frequency of the signals or length
of the block sections. The maintenance ‘
of these signals costs variously from ;
$75 to $1256 per signal, per year.'” |

ployed have found it a paying invest.
ment in dollars as well as in lives,
While, for all these reasons, it Is
practically imposgible to determine
