Special Milk
Program Ready

In Texas

The special milk program,
recently revised and extended
by Congress for three years,
is ready to operate under the
new regulations in Texas,

Applications are already
pouring in under the new setup.
reports John J. Slaughter of
Dallas, who is in charge of the
program for the Agricultural
Marketing Service in Texas and
six other states,

During the last fiscal year
more than 051% million half
pints of milk were served to
Texas children under the spec-
fal milk program. Consumption
is expected to go even higher
this year.

Any organization may parti-
cipate if it sponsors non-profit
activity for care and training
of children and submits a posi-
tive plan to encourage increas-
ed consumption of milk by
children in its care. The pro-
gram includes children of high
school age or under.

The new setup makes parti-
cipation simple for non-profit
summer camps, nurseries and
other youth activities, says
Slaughter. Under the program,
eligible groups may get up to
four cents reimbursement on
each half pint of milk con-
sumed by children if the milk
is priced as a separate item
and the price to children is re-
duced proportionately.

If the milk s included in
the meal price and not priced
separately, payment from fed-
eral funds will be two cenis
per half pint.

Otherwise
they are tled to moorings, or
docked in tne basin at Aran-
sas Pass or some other Texas
port.

You might wonder what this
has to do with an outdoors
column. It has plenty to do

because shrimping, in one form
or another, has =0 much ! 1
with our whole coastal fishing
program

Naturally shrimping is -
major commercial aperation
on 'fl‘u‘ Texas coasgt, from Port

Arthur to Brownsville. Shrimp
likewise, 1s one of the principal
baits to be found on the coast.

Admittedly not too much ls
known for sure about the
shrimp, except that they are
getting in shorter supply every
vear. There are many reasons
for this, and these reasons all
affect the salt water fisher-
man. Take the shrimp out of
our Texas bays and we no
longer fiave trout, red fish and
many oNers that we ngw take
on rod and reel

I know practically nothing
about shrimping, but there are
many others who have lived on
the coast all their lives who'll
also admit there is still a great
deal 10 be learned. Even men
in the shrimping business ad-
mit they are in the dark about
many of the fundamental prob- |
lems affecting the shrimp in- |
crement or its disappearance.

These men in the industry al- '
8o are in violent disagreement
over some aspects. A few of
them would close shrimping in
baywaters for a year. Others
think the bay waters should be
closed from January to July.
They point out that the big
shrimp caught during the
month of January, February |
and March contain thousands |
of eggs. They pparentiy are
on their way inshore to hreed.
When they are caught they are
removed from productivity and

cast it into the water and

the shrimp population de-
creases.

There are laws now limiting
the size of trawls and the size
of shrimp, and also the amount
in possession in some areas,
They are more or less a hodge-
podge, depending on what &.
cal legislation might be passed
under pressure.

One of the problems on the
Texas coast now is thg taking
of too many shrimp that are

too small. The law provides
that the count must not be

more than 65 to the pound, yet

there are thousands of pounds

of amaller shrimp being taken.
Fackers are having to buy these
small shrimp under protest.
They say if they don’t buy what
the fisherman brings in, he'll
go elsewhere with the desir-
able catch. As a result thous-
ands of pounds of these small
shrimp are being processed
daily and canned for commer-
cial market

W 'atczii __for Farm
Machinery on
Highways

This is the season of the year
when both vacationing motor-
Ists and farmers are driving
on the nation's highways; but
if safety precautions are not
followed, only one of them may
drive off, warns the Texas Farm
and Ranch Safety Council.

Tractors are slow-moving ve-
hicles made to do heavy field
work and in most cases are
unstable at high speeds and
not meant for highway travel,
Most of the time when there is

tractor and an automobile, the
tractor driver is killed.

A little mutual consideration
can help prevent many of
these accidents, points out the
council,  Awtomobile drivers
should be alert and watchful
for equipment which may be
on the highway and farmers
can help by carrying warning
flags in daytime and proper
warning lights at night.

Lack of electrical equipment
doesn't relleve the farmer of
the responsibility of carrying
warning lights, A lantern in
conjunction with good reflect-
ors can be a big help in warn-
ing approaching cars.

Farmers should plan ahead
to avoid unnecessary movement
of farm equipment on heavily
traveled roads, advises the
council, Too, they should slow
down for turns and leave the
tractor in gear when going
down hills.

7. Let him read anything he
wants. Have no concern what-
ever for what goes in his mind, |
Provide him with lily cups for
his lips, but let his brain drink
out of any dirty container for
words and ideas

8. Quarrel frequen'lv in the
presence of your childrven. In
this way they will ba prepared
for broken homes later on,

8. Give him all th: spending
money he wants. Never let
him earn his own.

10. Satisfy every craving of
the child for drinks, food and
everything that he has to do
with the sense of taste and
touch, gratifying every sensual
desire.

11. Take his part against po-
licemen, neighbors and teach-
ers. They are all “prejudiced"’
against your child.

12. When he gels into rea!
trouble always defend yourself
and say, “I never could do
anything with him."
