Ex-
citedly passing around the head-
phones, they heard “Spot” and
Bill's disguised voices broadcast-
ing a National League ball game,
interspersed with news flashes of
storms and floods, gangster slay-
ings and other ‘'late’ dispatches,
one telling of a fiery holocaust
which at the very moment was
sweeping through the Kansas City
livestock yards.

Time Lapse Needed
To Hit Brakes Lets
Car Really Roll

Evefy one Kknows you

oanly
stop a car on a dime.

But do you realize just exactly
how far your car does travel be-
fore it can be stopped?

"“It's a lot further than vou may
think,”" the National Safety Coun-
cil says.

Tests show it takes the average
driver, under most conditions,
about 3-4 of a second to react to
an emergency and hit the brakes.

At 15 mph, in the time it takes
to react, you've traveled at least

17 feet—theoretically, over three
six-feet-tall man. It takes ane
other 14 feet—about two more

six-footers—tg bring your car to
a halt. That's a total of five six-
footers you've run over—and at
only 15 mph!

Most motorists, though, don't
drive quite that slow. Let's as-
sume you usually whiz along at,
say, 60 mph. A pretty reasonable
speed, you'd say.

Keep your eves on the road and
reach for a cigaretta lighter. Put
the cigarette in your mouth, glance
down and flick the lighter. That
flick and initial puff on the cigar-
ette took about two seconds. Dur-

that time., you traveled at
least 176 f{eet—more than half
the distance of a football fleld.

If you saw an accident situ-
ation ahead after looking up and
hit the brakes immediately, be-
fore vyou could stop your car
would have traveled 366 feet fur-
ther—equal to another football
field, and then some.

Your trouble may not be light-

a cigarette. But everyone's
distracted sometime or other by
something in the car. Best pro-
tection is to be alert, and hold
down your speed so if you do face
a situation, you'll have time to
stop safely.

If you do find yourself facing
an emergency, you'll be better
able lo stop in time if your tires
and brakes are in good condition.
An emergency s no time for add-
¢d problems.

If, despite all you rprecautions,
you find yourself in an emer-
gency, remember this tip: Bet-
ter that you head for the ditch
than ram an oncoming car.

Fort Worth

In the cattle division at Fortl
Worth Monday stocker and feeder
classes and bulls sold fully steady,
However, on cows, slaughter cal-
ves and fed steers and heifers
the trade was highly uneven
Shipper and order buyers repre-
senting independents and off-
market packers took supplies at
generally steady prices in active
fashion. However, later sales were
inclined lower and the bidding
displayed extremely wide division
of opinion among the buyers as to
values. Some cattle and calves
sold at prices which were dollars
above other packer bids.

Good and choice slaughter steers
and yearlings sold from $25 to
$28.50, while common and medium
offerings sold from $16 to §24. Fat
cows cashed at §18 to $21.50, and
canners and cutters sold from $13
to $18, a few strong weights above
$18. Bulls cashed at $17 to $22.
Good and choice slaughter cal-
ves bulked at $25 to $28.50, a few
to and above. Common and
medium  slaughter calves sold
from $17.50 to $24, and culls cash-
ed at $14 to $17.50,

Good and choice stocker steer
calves drew $28 to $31, and stock-
er steer yearlings ranged from
$27.26 downward in most sales,
a few lightweights to $28 and
above. Feeder steers ranged from
$27 downward, some 800 pound
cattle at that figure. Replacement
cows cashed at $19 t, $22.
Hogs were 25-50 cents lower at
Fort Worth Monday as choice hogs
cashed at $20.50 to $21 and me-
dium to good kinds sold at $18
to $20.25.

Report Released on
Livestock Disease
‘Leptospirosis’

Haskell County
Agent F. W. Martin,
leased a report from
Agricultural BExperilment Station
on the livestock disease ‘‘lepto-
spirosis.'"' Once thought to be un-
to the livespock Iindus-
try, this diseass is now known to
be causing extensive losses.

Surveys conducted during 19856
and 1857 by the Texas Station
show the disease to be widespread
in cattle and swine of the state.
More than half of the herds test-
ed had animals that were positive
to the leptospira test. Sheep,
goats and horses may also be af-
fected, but the extent of the di-
sease among these animals is un-
known. Deer and several other
types of wildlife suffer from the
disease and may serve as 5 res-
ervoir

affect most of the animals in a
herd without recognizable illness.
On the other hand, there may be
numerous abortions an dup to 55
per cent death loss among grown
animals.

The lirst symptoms are a high
temperature, coffes icolgpd or
blood-tinged urine, and a sudden
decrease in milk production. The
milk may be viscid and yellow
as in mastitis, but the udder will
be limp and cool. Abortion may
occur if the animal is in late preg-
nancy.
