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Producers May Sign Feed Grain 
Contracts From Feb. 5 To March 30

Producers who wish to comply 
with the 1962 feed grain pro­
gram will sign up between Feo- 
ruary 5 and March 30, reports 
C. H. Bates, extension farm 
management specialist.

Provisions of the 1962 pro­
gram are very similar to those 
for 1961. One change is that 
idle and fallow land for the 
years 1959 and 1960 will be con-j 
sidered in the soil conserving 
base for farms. This will give 
less flexibility in the use of land 
diverted from feed grains, ex­
plains Bates.

Pasmient rates for diverted 
acres will be in line with those 
for 1961 because support prices 
for feed grains have been set at 
identical levels. The rates are 
again based on the normal pro­
duction of the farm times the

county support rate. The min- 
mum acreage reduction (from 
the 1959-1960 base) is 20 per­
cent, which will earn a payment 
based on 50 percent of the lo­
cal support price. For diver­
sion of between 20 and 40 per­
cent the payment will be figur­
ed as 60 percent of the local 
support price.

Barley, which was not includ­
ed in last year’s program be­
cause of late passage of legisla­
tion, is included in the 1962 
program. A producer having 
barley plus grain sorghum or 
corn can participate in barley 
reduction independent of the 
other crops. If he wishes to 
comply on barley alone, howev­
er, he must stay within his 1959- 
60 base on com  and grain sor-

ghum if he wants to receive 
price supports. On the other 
hand, if he wishes to comply on 
the com and grain sorghum he 
must not exceed his base acre­
age for barley.

Cooperating farmers will be 
eligible for price supports on 
their 1962 crops of corn, grain 
sorghum, barley, oats and rye, 
subject to the base yield limita­
tions, Bates continues. Also, 
they are permitted to draw one- 
half of their total diversion pay­
ment at the time of their sign­
up.

Non-cooperating producers 
will not be eligible for price 
supports on feed grains, but 
they will receive the market 
price for them. Since no acre­
age will be diverted they will 
not receive pa3rment for any ad­
ditional conservation use.

Grain producers should study 
carefully their individual alter­
natives in these programs. De­
cisions should rest on the esti­
mated outcome for each- opera­
tor, based on the goals he is 
seeking, says Bates.

Producers who have questions 
about the effects of varying le­
vels of compliance on their 1962 
operations should ' contact their 
local County ASCS office man­
ager or their local county agent.

1. Who is recognized as the 
author of communism?

Karl Marx and Frederick En­
gels.

When?
The Communist Manifesto 

was written in 1848.
Name their principal works or 

books:
Capital, Marx.
2. Define Communism.
The original meaning was set

up by Marx and Engels. The 
word communism comes from 
the Latin term communis, 
meaning common or belonging 
to all. Now it has become a 
doctrine and a program based 
upon revolutionary Marxian so­
cialism and the Bolshevik party, 
which interprets history as a re­
lentless class war eventually to 
result everywhere in the victory 
of the proletariat and establish­
ment of the dictatorship of the 
proletariat. It calls for the re­
gulation of all social, economic

and cultural activities through 
the agency of a single authori­
tarian party as the leader of the 
proletariat in all countries so as 
to achieve its ultimate objec­
tives, a classless society and es­
tablishment of a world union of 
socialist soviet republics.

3. Define Socialism
It is a political and economic 

theory of social organization 
based on collective or govern­
mental ownership and democra­
tic management of the essential 
means for the production and 
distribution of goods. Com­
parable to collectivism, Fabian­
ism, Marxism, Bolshevism, Com­
munism.

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Sweet-Starved 
Soldiers Raid 
Bee Tree

Since 1961 was the centennial 
year of the beginning of the 
Civil War, the Grand Rapids 
Press of Grand Rapids, Michi­
gan, printed articles about some 
of the men who fought in the 
war. Among them was one a- 
bout Sgt. John S. Griffis, grand­
father of Mrs. Tom (B̂ assie) 
Hodges and Mrs. W. L. Hankey 
of Stratford, and Mrs. Herman 
Graham of Hawthorne, Califor­
nia, and their cousin, Mrs. 
Leonard Gangel of Caledonia, 
Michigan, who sent the clipping 
to Mrs. Hodges.
Sweet-Starved Soldiers Raid 
Bee Tree, Get Colic

For all its hours of butchery, 
agony and grief, the Civil War 
didn’t lack its moments of hi­
larity.

One such followed the discov­
ery and felling of a bee tree by 
Sgt. John S. Griffis of Company 
A, 19th Michigan Volunteer In­
fantry Regiment, while he was 
on picket duty near Danville, 
Kentucky, one night in January 
1863.

“You had ouglit to have seen 
the men when the tree fell,” he 
wrote his brother, T. H. Griffis 
of Dowgac. “Some of them 
were so fast for the honey they 
ate bees and all and got so badly 
stung on the tongue that they 
could hardly talk.”
Honey Causes Colic

Famished f  or sweets, the men 
gorged themselves to the point 
that many were suffering from 
colic within two hours and were 
rolling on the ground in pain. 
At this point an officer came on 
the scene.

“Sergeant, what in hell is the 
matter with the men?” he ask­
ed Griffis. When told they had 
gorged on honey, he told the ser- 
gant to find some cows and use 
milk to relieve them. “If it 
don’t” he warned, “I will keep 
every one of you on picket for a 
week.”

Griffis made bold to ask the 
officer if he’d like to have the 
colic. The officer declined but 
added he would like some honey. 
“ So he ate about two pounds,” 
Griffis wrote, “ and then made 
for camp on double quick.”

Griffis, the grandfather of 
Mrs. Leonard Ganzel, 7314 
Thornapple River Dr. SE, was no 

:mere youth when he began his

service Sept. 5, 1862. Thirty-
four years old, he left a wife 
and three children at home. He 
never returned, being killed in 
Gen. William T. Sherman’s drive 
on Atlanta, Georgia.
Would Steal The South

Training in Kentucky in late
1862 and early 1863, Griffis was 
amazed at the speed with which 
his fellow servicemen became 
hardened soldiers. Comment­
ing on the arrival in camp of 
Indiana and Kentucky troops, 
he noted: “They are the hard­
est looking men I ever saw. Sòme 
of them came the whole way 
barefooted, some with nothing 
but drawers on, without tents 
and lived on what they could 
pick up on the way.”

And of his own regiment: “If 
they would let the 19th regiment 
have their own way, I believe 
they would steal the South, ’ 
there were (enough) sheep or 
turkeys, in 30 days.

The sergeant got his first taste 
of war in February, 1863, when 
his unit was ordered to the sup­
port of Fort Donelson on the 
Cumberland River in Tennessee 
“Fortunately or unfortunately,” 
he wrote, “we were 10 hours be­
hind time. They were burying 
the dead when we landed. They 
dug a trénch and throwed them 
in like hogs; that is, the Rebels. 
Our dead were all put in boxes 
and buried separately.”
Enemy At Bay

A month later — March 5,
1863 — Sgt. Griffis found him­
self one of the statistics of the 
war; a prisoner. His company, 
part of the Union force pursu­
ing fleeing Confederate forces in 
Tennessee, found itself isolated 
on a hilltop when the enemy 
turned at bay.

“They charged right in among 
us,” he wrote on April 11, “but 
our company had fixed bayonets 
and was determined to hold the 
hill.” Five men of his com­
pany were killed and seven 
wounded in the hand-to-hand 
fighting before the Union troops 
counter attacked.

“We made four charges down 
the hill and drove them every 
time. We killed a great many 
of them. On the third charge,” 
he recalled, “I got another pris­
oner and told him to go to the
rear. A soon as O------L-------saw
him — he up and shot him.

Theft Jonathan and David made a covenant, because he loved  
him as his own soul. Samuel 18:3

This I thought was wrong—.” 
But fighting was in vain, for 

Griffis’ commander surrender­
ed and the Union men were 
hustled into captivity, march­
ing day and night without food.

After nine days in Libby Pris­
on at Richmond, Sgt. Criffis and

most the enlisted men were 
exchanged — turned over to Un­
ion forces in trade for an equal 
number of Confederate prison­
ers— and sent back to Tennes­
see.

From a camp near Ringgold, 
Georgia, northeast of Atlanta, 
Griffis told his brother he had 
vifflted the Chickamauga battle­
field, “It is nearly covered with 
graves,” he wrote May 5. “Most 
of them (the dead) were cover­
ed up as they lay; some lay 
partly exposed.

“But enough of this, for be­
fore another Sabbath,” he wrote 
prophetically, “it may be some of 
our lot to be numbered with the 
dead.”

Ten days later, Griffis was 
kn^ed in fighting at Resaca, 
Georgia, a town on the railroad 
leading south to Atlanta.

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Revision Proposed For U. S. 
Standards For Grain Sorghum

Because of the change in 
character of the grain sorghmn 
crop due to the adoption of new 
varieties, the U. S. Department 
of Agriculture has announced 
a proposal to revise the official 

igrain standards of the Uhrfced 
: States for grain soighum.

The proposed changes include 
the elimination of the class ired 
grain sorghums and all the suh- 
cla£ses in the classes of yiellowt 
grain and white grain sorghums. 
Since the new varieties and hy­
brids are heavier than the old 
ones, it is proposed that the 
test weight per bushel be raised 
from 55 to 58 pounds for No. 1, 
from 53 to 56 for No. 2, from SI

to 54 ifor Ho. 3 and Irom 49 to 51 
for No. 4.

Also, in order to provide for 
better keeping quality, a pro­
posal -has Ibeen made to lower 
jnoisture conterit from 14 to 13 
percent "for Ho. 1 from 15 to 14 
:for Ho. "2 and from 16 to 15 for 
Ho. 3. It is a;iso proposed to 
eliminate dockage and substi­
tute a factor for fine foreign 
material in 'the grade table. Al­
ternative proposals provide for 
dockage as now applied and a 
special grade ‘"Tough” instead 
o f moisture us a grading factor.

Teen Thinks Adults Are In Error

THE WEEK’S LETTER; “ I
read the column about the 13-year- 
old who wanted to go steady. I 
think there is nothing wrong with 
it. I am 13 years old. I think if a 
girl has finished her studies and 
all work that she should do, she 
should be able to go out with a 
boy under certain conditions—like 
being in at a certain time. My 
mother thinks I am too young to 
go steady, but I think it doesn’t 
matter if the boy likes the girl and 
the girl likes the boy. When you 
are a teenager you are almost 
grown up and you should have

responsibility and teenagers should 
be able to take care of themselves.

OUR REPLY: There is some­
thing wrong with 13-year-olds go­
ing steady. Youngsters this age 
should be more concerned with 
schoolwork, hobbies and sports 
than going steady.

Why? There are hundreds of 
reasons, but they all add up to 
the simple fact that thirteen is 
just too young.

As to the matter of responsi­
bility, teenagers do not learn to 
accept respwisibility by going 
steady. Teenagers do not learn to

“take care of themselves” by 
going steady. The truth of the 
matter is that teenagers who go 
steady do not learn the meaning of 
responsibility as quickly as young­
sters their own age who do not tie 
themselves down -to one boy or 
one girl. When teenagers begin 
going steady, they lose the incen­
tive to make new friends.̂  Their 
interest in schoolwork and social 
activities begins to dim. And they 
begin to think, quite foolishly, 
that “I’ll Get By As Long As I 
Have You.”

Because you are thirteen, you 
believe it is right for a girl of 
thirteen to be allowed to go out 
with you. Did you think the same 
when you were twelve?

“ Is it O.K. for a boy to go with 
a girl who is older?

Gibhs Describe 
Hard Freeze In 
South Texas

Weslaco, Texas 
Dear Friends:

It had been summer all win­
ter down here. Kids were bare­
footed, people in shirt sleeves, 
and windows and doors were op­
en 24 hours a day.

Beautiful flowers were on ev­
ery hand, and fruit trees were 
loaded down with all kinds of 
fruit. The whole Valley was 
a green carpet of large vegetable 
gardens, truly a beautiful sight.

Then on January 9 about noon 
a black cloud blew in from the 
north, and the tempierature 
dropped from 75 degrees to be­
low freezing in about two and a 
half hours, and it stayed below 
the freezing mark for three 
days.

One day it got down to 16, and 
most of the water lines froze on 
150 trailers here in the park.

The Mexicans were not used 
to cold weather, and lived in 
open shacks with little protec­
tion, so the towns in the Valley 
threw the schools open, as well 
as all public buildings that were 
heated, and the Mexicans flock­
ed to them in droves.

95% of all the fruit was froz­
en, and the trees had the bark 
split on most all of the branches. 
Ihe orange trees were not hurt 
as bad as were the lemon and

grapefruit trees. The Papaya 
trees were turned into dish rags 
in a short time.

Farmers hired all the help 
they could get from 10 years old 
on up to pick oranges, and rush­
ed great truck loads to the juice 
plants. They received $7.00 per 
ton, until the fifth day after the 
freeze when the oranges start­
ed to turn sour.

A neighbor drove by the juice 
plant on January 13 when they 
were working right around the 
clock, and he counted 91 semi­
trailer trucks loaded down wait­
ing to unload. The estimated 
loss of both fruit and vegetables 
in the whole Valley is 15 mil­
lion dollars. The carrot tops 
all froze down but the carrots 
are still good, so they are dig­
ging them at $15.00 a ton. How 
much are carrots in Stratford?

They had the same kind of

This civil strife poses no threat 
to any outside nation or to world 
peace, and is supported by a ma­
jority of its citizens.

Therefore, I feel that mili­
tary intervention by the United 
Nations is unjustified, illegal, 
and immoral.

The United States govern­
ment’s support of this military 
venture is an incredible act in 
view of the free, capitalistic 
and orderly government of Ka­
tanga, the kind of government 
generally thought to be the 
ideal of Western civilization.

There are three forces at 
work in the Congo; one is the 
Katanga government headed 
by Moise Tshombe; the second is 
the Central Congolese govern­
ment headed by Premier Adou- 
la; and the third is the political 
power of Antoine Gizenga, who 
is openly communistic. Given 
a choice between these three, it 
is, I repeat, incredible that the 
U. S. should pass up an oppor- 
timity to support a government 
modeled after those of our free 
Western civilization.

A COUPLE of years ago, a Cali- 
fornia game warden cited a 

man for having a turkey vulture 
in his possession. Vultures, notor­
ious carrion feeders, are a pro 
tected species. The defendant, 
who eventually forfeited $25 bail, 
said he had no idea what kind of 
bird it was “but it was a nice big 
one and looked delicious after 1 
picked it.”

Now, a turkey is one bird; a 
turkey vulture another, but the 
incident does point up a fact of 
life: the average citizen knows 
very little about wildlife

Annually, with the opening of 
deer season in many sections of 
the country, iocal newspapers will 
carry photographs of some cow 
or horse which has been identified 
by having “ COW’’ or “HORSE” 
painted prom^ently on both sides

It’s good for a laugh—but the 
toil of domestic animals killed by 
hunters who don’t know a deer 
from a, Holstein is no laughing 
matter.

The annual “kill” of protected 
birdS'i is a serious matter too, 
particularly where the duck popu- 
latioii is concerned. Some ducks 
are protected by federal laws, 
others are protected only in cer­
tain areas. '

During the 1960 and 1961 sea­
sons, the canvasback and the red­
head species were fully protected 
by federal law. Despite the fact 
that these are th(|bnly two species 
with conspicuous red markings 
(drakes only), it’s a sure bet that 
many cans and reds were killed 
by anxious duck shooters who 
fired away long before they were 
able to identify their targets.

A story out of Missouri last 
year told about a man who iden­
tified his target, but still couldn’t 
hit it. Seems a farmer found a 
great horned owl about to snatch 
up one of his young turkeys. The 
fa r luer fired-==away- with-his shot­
gun. Three turkeys fell over deadj, 
the owl flew away.
