If you have any special wants or wishes as far as trees go this year, please 
call the office and we will be happy to try and find what you need.
The District can also fill requests for drip irrigation supplies. We keep some drip 

supplies in stock, and will help in the design of your system and order exactly what 
is needed for you if we do not have it. Delivery is usually within three working days. 
You can also help your investment with the installation of weed barrier. We have 
this available also. This is especially important in windbreaks because we do not 
want the newly planted seedlings to have to fight with weeds and grass for water. 
The barrier will help prevent the growth of weeds and grass and keep the moisture 
in the ground.
If you need a Tree Order Form, want to place an order for trees, irrigation 

supplies, weed barrier or have questions regarding the trees or planning for your 
particular needs, please do not hesitate to contact the District or the NRCS at 396- 
5517 ext.

Lee Elwood Gillis
1934-2018

Funeral Services for Elwood Gillis were held at 10:00 
a.m. Monday, February 12, 2018 at the Lamar 
Christian Church with Pastor Mike Schneider 
officiating. Visitation was held from 1:00 p.m. until 
5:00 p.m. on Sunday, February 11, 2018 at Valley 
Memorial Funeral Chapel in Lamar.
Lee Elwood Gillis, known to most as Elwood, was 

bom on August 29, 1934 in Ballinger, Texas to Clyde 
and Leola (Kendrick) Gillis. He passed away on 
Febmary 6, 2018 at the age of 83 with Jayme and 
Sharon holding his hands.

Elwood loved and served God, his family and his 
country. He cherished Jeanette, his wife of 56 years, 
and adored his daughters, Jayme and Sharon. He 
treated Jimmy and Lance like his very own sons. 
Elwood’s five grandkids were deeply loved by their 
Grand and his five great grands had him wrapped 
about their little fingers.
His wonderful smile, sense of humor, loving heart, 

wisdom, and passion for life resulted in deep 
relationships with family and friends.
Elwood graduated from Stratford High School in 
1952 and earned a Bachelor’s degree in Business 
Administration from West Texas State University in 
1956. He then completed his Master’s degree in 
Business Administration from Colorado State 
University in 1990.
He belonged to the Masons, Lion’s Club and Lamar 

Jaycees. He was instmmental in helping the City of 
Lamar become an All American City.
Elwood served in the Texas National Guard and was 

honorably discharged as a Sergeant in 1955. He was 
commissioned 2"̂ * Lieutenant in the Army in 1956, 
attended Ranger School in 1957 and served a 14 
month tour of duty in South Korea. U' Lieutenant 
Gillis was honorably discharged from the Army in 
1958.
He served as Colorado State Representative from 
1981 until 1990 and was chairman of The Joint Budget 
Committee. Later, Elwood served as Mayor of Lamar 
from 1994-1995. He served as a State Judicial 
Performance Commissioner.
He belonged to Colorado Oil Jobbers Association, 

Kampgrounds of America, National Federation of 
Independent Businesses, Colorado Community 
College and Occupational Education System, and 
Colorado Propane Gas Association.
Elwood was a self-employed businessman starting in 
1963. He owned and operated Lamar Oil Company, 
Green Diamond Fertilizer, Westwood Leasing and 
Storage, Lamar KOA Kampground, Hillcrest Ranch 
and Elwood Gillis Appraiser, LLC.

He was transferred from Texas to Pueblo in 1959 by 
Diamond Shamrock and moved his young family to 
Lamar in 1963. He was proud of his Texas Heritage.

Interment followed in the Veteran’s Section at 
Fairmount Cemetery in Lamar, located in what was 
previously, from 1836-1846, the Republic of Texas.

Elwood is survived by his daughters, Jayme (Jimmy) 
Greenfield of Buena Vista, Colorado and Sharon 
(Lance) Wilson of Wiley, Colorado; brother, Dan 
(Mel) Gillis; sister, June Bingham; sister-in-law, 
Marty Bain; grandchildren, Logan (Tiffany) 
Greenfield, Lacee (Zach) Appel, Larson (Kelsi) 
Greenfield, Taylor (Sarah )̂ Wilson, and Blake 
Wilson; great grandchildren, Kooper and Kenzi 
Greenfield, Kennedy and Hudson Appel, and Jackson 
Greenfield; many other relatives and a host of 
friends.
He was preceded in death by his wife, Jeanette 
Gillis; parents, Clyde and Leola Gillis; brothers-in- 
law, George Bingham and Phillip Bain.

Medical Device Professional Living With Diabetes Now Uses The Insulin Pump 
He Helped Get Approved In The U.S.

Get Help Taking
(NAPS)—According to the Ameri­

can Medical Association (AMA), about 
one in four new prescriptions is never 
filled, and about half the time patients 
don’t take the medications they do 
have.

The Problem
People give eight basic reasons for 

not complying, the AMA adds;
1. Fear. People may be frightened 

of potential side effects. 'Ihey may have 
witnessed side effects experienced by 
someone else who was taking the same 
or a similar medication and believe the 
medication caused the problems.

2. Cost. People may ration what they 
have to extend their supply.

3. Misunderstanding. People may 
not understand the need for the medi­
cine, the nature of the side effects or the 
time it will take to see results. This is par­
ticularly true for those with chronic ill­
ness, because taking a medication every 
day to reduce the risk of something bad 
happening can be confusing. Failure to 
see immediate improvement may lead to 
premature discontinuation.

4. Too many medications. The 
greater the number of different medi­
cines prescribed and the higher the dos­
ing frequency, the more likely someone 
is to not take some or any.

5. Lack of symptoms. People who 
don’t feel any different when they start 
or stop their medicine might see no rea­
son to take it.

6. Worry, (kmcerns about becoming 
dependent on a medication can also lead 
to nonadherence.

7. Depression. People suffering from 
depression are less likely to take their 
medications as prescribed.

8. Mistrust. Some people are suspi­
cious of their doctor’s motives for pre­
scribing certain medications because of 
stories about pharmaceutical compa­
nies influencing physician pre.scribing 
patterns.

“Fifty percent of patients struggle 

with understanding how and when to 
take their prescription medications, and 
for those with complex prescription reg­
imens it can be even more challenging,” 
said T'royen Brennan, M.D., M.P.Fl.

(NAPS)—Chip Zimliki, 47, had 
been living with type 1 diabetes for over 
33 years and was managing his blood 
sugar levels with multiple daily injec­
tions (MDl). This meant Chip had to 
give himself a shot of long acting insulin 
once a day, as well as injections of rapid 
acting insulin at each mealtime. Ffaving 
worked at the Food and Drug Adminis­
tration (FDA) for eight years. Chip was 
very familiar with insulin pump therapy 
and the advancements made to increase 
automation and create what’s called 
“hybrid closed loop technology.”

“I hadn’t seriously considered getting 
on an insulin pump.

day and it made me realize I wasn’t in 
the best control of my sugar levels.”

Then one day. Chip had a scare that 
motivated him to get in better control of 
his diabetes. He was driving himself in 
the car when his blood sugar suddenly 
dropped really low. He experienced 
what doctors call severe hypoglycemia. 
He felt dizzy and had to pull over to the 
side of the road so he wouldn’t lose con­
trol of the car. That experience left him 
thinking about his wife Lindsay and two 
young children Lyla, 4, and Leo, 5. As a 
parent, he felt a tremendous responsibil­
ity to keep his children safe and that was 
enough for him to transition to insulin 
pump therapy.

In October 2017, Chip started on 
the MiniMed " 670G insulin pump sys­
tem featuring SmartGuard " technology, 
which was inspired by patients like (^hip 
and mimics some of the functions of a 
healthy pancreas by taking action to 
adjust insulin delivery based on your 
sugar levels. He hasn’t experienced a sin­
gle significant low since. Now (]hip can’t 
imagine his life without a pump and 
sensor.

“The best feeling in the world is know­
ing I’m driving my two precious cargos in

the back and I’m safe. I feel more com­
fortable getting in the car not worrying 
about experiencing a severe low.”
