Farmer Northwest of Paris Studies
Boll Weevil.

Paris, Texas, Aug. 13.—Sam Wood,
a  prosperous farmer on Sanders
Creek, northwest of Paris, has estab: |
lished a small private experiment
station to study the boll weevil, He
says the clailm advanced by the ex-
perts of the Agricultural Department
that the boll weevil Is essentially a
cotton weevil and depends on cotton
altogether I8 a mistaken idea. He
says he has never found where they
ate the squares; that they eat the
buds of young cotton and the tender
#nrigs, ‘tops and branches, only using
the squargs for depositing the eggs.

Mr. Wood says that the weevils

live in corn, weeds, and other green
| vegetation before the cotton is up,
and that in cotton patches they are
| to be found many times more numer:
' ous in the rows nearest the corn. Mr.
| Wood began last winter burning dead
| weeds and grass In the fence corners
and pasture and all the rotten logs
about the premises,

He has bheen gethering and burning
punctured sgquarcs since the first of
July. As a result his cotton stalks
are loaded with fruit from the ground
up. and are not bothered with weevlls,
while the fields of some of his neigh-

NEW LAWS EFFECTIVE NOW.

These Pasded at Last Session of Leg
islature Are Now
Operating.

Awatin, Tex., Aug. 10.~+The laws Is
sued at the last special session of the
Legislature when no special time was
named for their going Into effect, will
become laws today, But few of the
drastic laws become effective today,
the majority of them being tax meas-
ures carrying out the scheme of the
CGovernor on taxation and supplement-
ing the tax measures already passed
or measures which become effective

when slgned by the Goveruor,

Of the laws which go into effect to-
day the one which will be felt the
most ls probably the charter fee bill,
doubling the fee for filing charters for
corporations, The bill also has a
clause which requires all State, Dls-
trict and county officers to take out a
commlssion, for which a fee of $1 Is
charged. No officer can legally draw
warrants and no treasurer of any
county can cash warrants to any per.
son whose commission has not been
pald for,

The llst of laws which become ef-
fective today is as follows:

Glving persons to who causes in the
District and County courts twenty
days after the: adjournment of the
term at which the cause was tried to
file a statement of facts and bllls of
exceptlon,

Giving contest cases, arising under
the local option law, right of way over
other cases in the Appellate Courtts.

The uniform textbook board law.

The Terrell anti-trust law, making it
a felony for agents of trusts to handle
trust made articles in Texas,

The full rendition blll, requiring
that all property be rendered at actu-
al ecash value.

Requiring telegraph and telephone
companies to make connectlon with
other companies in the transmisslon
of messages.

Creating a tax board to calculate
the State rate of taxation,

Fixing the fees to be recelved by
District and County Attorneys.

Relating to judgments rendered by
the Supreme Court.

The gross receipts tax bill.

The amended land law, changing
the conditions under which State and
Bchool lands may be sold and reserv.
ing the right of sale of guayule and
lechuguilla.

Placing tax on Inheritances.

The charter fee bill.

Increasing the franchise tax on cor-
porations.

The stenographers' bill

JUDGE ARRESTED ON BENCH,

USED BY THE DOCTORS.

Ninety Per Cent of the Drugs Pre
scribed Are Patent Medicines.

Desplte the opposition of physiclans,
especially of those whose experlence
has been mneither far reaching nor
profitable, to “patent” medicines, nine-
ty per cent of all drugs that physi-
clans use are put up and compounded
by manufacturing concerns,—are, in
fact, “patent” medicines just as truly
as if they were advertised in the
newspapers.

The average doctor knows llttie or
no g of pharmacy and is, there-
fore, glad to depend on the very medl-
clnes, which in public he condemns,
Just as he is obliged in many cases
to depend on the diagnosis of the pa-
tient himself, even while publicly de-
crying what he calls “self-diagnosis.”
How rapld has been the growth of the
professional use of “patent” or "pro-
prietary” medicines i{s shown in an
article written for the Journal of the
American Medical Assoclation for
Beptember 29, 1906, by A. Jacobl, M.
D, LL. D. He relates that 60,000 pre-
scriptions, compounded in several
drug stores were carefully examined.
From 1850 to 1870 no prescription was
found for “patent” or “proprietary”
medicines. In 1874 but one prescrip-
tion in 1,600 called for ready-to-use
remedies. Between 1875 and 1880 the
number calling for “patent” or “pro-
prietary” medicines equalled two per
cent of the total. This Increased to
5 per cent in the period between 1880
and 1890. In 1896 it was 13 per cent,
in 1898 it was 16 per cent, and in 1902-
1903 was from 20 to 25 per cent.

Dr, Jacobl says tfiat In a large
vstore he was assured that 70 per cent
of the preecriptions were for “patent®
or “proprietary” medicines, and this
probably is approximately the correct
proportion at the present time. From
this it would seem that if the “patent”
and “proprietary” medicines are good
enough for physiclans to prescribe in
seven cases out of ten they are good
enough for family use in cases of
necessity and where the symptoms
are well known and as easlly under
stood by the people as by the doc-
tors.

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DINNER FOR SUNDAY

FOUR COURSES THAT GIVE MINI
. MUM TROUBLE.

in the Hot Weather This WIII Be
Found Just the Thing Desired— ..
Much of the Work Done
Saturday.

A Sunday dinner of four courses
that can be easily prepared in an hour
or less is a desideratum in hot weath;
or when every extra step in the mid-
dle of the day is a burden, yet ~ne
wishes the Bunday dinner an extra
good one because all the famlly are
home and often guests, The lamb, of
course, I8 roasted on Saturday, the
cake baked, beans cooked, cheese
straws made from the crust left over
from Saturday's ple, Before going to
church In the morning the peas can
be shelled and set in a cool place cov-
ered over until ready to cook. The
lettuce can be washed and laid on ice
and the cucumbers sliced and left
in cold water and the potatoes scrap-
ed. The fce can also be frozen, then
packed and covered with a plece of
old carpeting until ready to serve.
The tea is made at breakfast time,
strained into pitchers or jars and after
chilling set an the lce. The table can
be laid with its fresh napery, bright
sllver, and prettiest glass and china
before starting for church. On re-
turning, slip off your church gown
and into a fresh plain muslin or ging-
ham. Put the tea kettle over with
water to use In cooking the peas and
potatoes. As soon as it bolls put the
peas on to cook with just enough wa-
ter to cover, a teaspoonful salt andyf
you have them a few small leaves
of mint, Put the potatoes to boll also.

Cold Mint Sauce—To make the
mint sauce for the lamb, add to two
tablespoonfuls washed and finely
chopped' mint a little white pepper
and a glll of vinegar In which two
tablespoonfuls of sugar have been dis-
solved, Let stand a half hour be-
fore serving. If this sauce 18 pre-
ferred hot the vinegar and sugar may
be heated to the bolling point and
the minced mint stirred in just before
serving.

Currant Mint Sauce.—Separate one
glass currant jelly into pleces, but do
not beat. Add two tablespoonfuls
mint leaves minced fine and the thin
yellow shavings from the rind of one-
third orange. !

Creamed New Potatoes with Pars-
ley.—~Drop the potatoes into bolling
water and cook until they can be
plerced with a fine skewer. Do mnot
use the tines of a fork, which would
burst them. Nelther should you ex-
pect them to be mealy, for in new
potatoes the starch cells are not yet
doveloped. Drain and arrange in a
hot vegetable dish. To make the
sauce, put two level ublq,mtnll
butter In & saucepan with one of
flour. When melted and bubbly add
& cup of thin cream and stir con-
stantly until it Budls and thigkens. -
Then add a level teaspoonful salt,
a dash of white or black pepper, as
preferred, and a tablespoonful fine
chopped parsley. Cook & moment’
longer and pour over the potatoes.

String Bean Salad.—This makes a
good Sunday salad, utilizing the
beans left over from Saturday's din-
ner. Select young, tender beans, cut
the strings from hoth sides, then cut
each bean In two lengthwise, then
across. Throw in cold water as fast
as cut. When ready to cook cover
with bolling, salted water, cook+ 20
minuted and drain, throw into cold
water ten minutes, then cover again
with bolling water, to which two or
three tablespoonfuls of olive oifl has

been added. Cook 15 minutes or
longer until tender. Season salt
and pepper and serve hot for the first

day. Put the beans remaining in the
lce box. When ready for the salad,
drain free from liquor, arrange on
lettice leaves and cover with French
dresslng or sauce tartare. J

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PUDDING OF TWO FRUITS.

Pineapple and Oranges Used for This
Dessert Dish.
For family of two or three use four
medium oranges and half of a fresh
plneapple *(it Is nol so good with the
canned shredded pineapple). Cut the
oranges, after peeling, Iinto slices
about half an inch thick “across the
grain;" be sure and cut them this
way; then pull the slices apart into
small pleces, which will be triangular
in shape and of uniform size, Put a
layer in your pudding dish, then a
layer of the pineapple, which should
be first peeled, the “eyes” taken out,
and cored. Cut In small pleces, or
pick off with a silver fork., Next
sprinkle sugar over the fruit, proceed
in this way until your dish Is two-
thirds full, then set away fn a cool
place. Now beat the yolks of two
eggs with one-half cup sugar and
three-quarters cup of milk; stir Into
the sugar one-half tablespoon of sift-
ed flour before adding to eggs and
milk; cook in double boller until
about as thick as thick cream. When
cool pour over the frult. Beat the
whites of the two eggs to & stiff froth
with a tablespoon of powdered sugar,
and heap on top, then met into the
oven, which should be hot, until just
a pretty golden brown in spots. Do
not add the sugar to the meringue un-
til it is very stiff. When making the
custard, flavor with a teaspoon of
vanilla, and just a drop of almond in
the meringue makes a4 pleasant flavor,
The juice of a lemon squeezed over
the frult pleases some tastes. Serve
very cold.

Baked Souffle Potatoes.

Belect potatoes that are of the same
slze.

As
soon as tender cut the top from each,
and scoop the potato Into a heated
bowl. Mash smoothly, adding for each
potato one-half of a tablespoonful of
butter, and one tablespoon of cream.
Season with salt and pepper to taste,
and whip until light. For half a dozen
potatoes, whip the whites of two eggs
to a stiff, dry froth, cut them lightly
into the mixture, and refill the shells.
Arrange in a pan, and return to the
oven until heated through and a pale
brown on top.

Veal Birds.
