Reagan's expected request for mili­
tary aid to Nicaraguan rebels al­
ready is meeting congressional resis­
tance, as three key Democrats are 
urging support Instead for a revived 
Central American peace drive.

Richardson. D-N.M., and Richard 
Gephardt. D-Mo.. said a military aid 
proposal now would be a mistake 

McCurdy and Richardson provid­
ed two swing votes in last year’s ap­
proval of non-lethal assisunce to the 
Contra forces opposing the Nicara 
guan government 

Administration and congressional 
offkrlala said this week that Reagan

is considering a plan to resume mill 
tary aid for the rebels. In amounts 
from 125 million to 9100 million The 
CIA backed the rebels covertly from 
1961 to 1961 and they now receive 
927 million in non-lethal logistical 
aid.

Richardson said a military aid re­
quest will anger moderates who sup­
ported non-lethal aid for the rebels 
in June.

“If the president requests military 
aid, he has shown to me he was not 
sincere when he asked me to support 
him ion non-lethal aid) to help the 
peace process,” Richardson said In a 
telephone interview from New 
Mexico

“It shows he wants to overthrow

the Sandlnlstas," Richardson added. 
“He’s going to lose me (and) I will 
work to stop all aid to the Contras.”

“There are some options that need 
to be tried out” before military aid is 
sought, said McCurdy, an Influential 
House Intelligence Committee mem­
ber. He a d d ^  that Reagan should 
first assess a renewed peace effort 
by the five Central American nations 
and consult with Congress.

The five Central American na­
tions, including Nicaragua's Sandl- 
nlsta government, endorsed three 
new Initiatives In a meeting in Gua­
temala (^ty this week, ending a 
month-long suspension of the so- 
called Contadora negotiations.

In a letter to Reagan, Gephardt

urged the president “to withhold 
any decision on aid to the Nicara­
guan Contras at least until the end of 
March so that the Contadora process 
may be given a chance to work.”

Gephardt, chairman of the House 
Democratic Caucus, also recom­
mended that Reagan propose a 
cease-fire inside Nicaragua to im­
prove chances for a regional peace 
settlement.

“Current policies have produced a 
stalemate,” Gephardt said in a state­
ment released with bis letter. “Poli­
cy changes do not come without risk. 
But if we do not help resolve the 
region's differences peacefully we 
will inevitably share the cost of its 
turmoil.”

New Kremlin proposal timed to gain maximum impact

MOSCOW (AP) — The new Krem 
lln proposal to end the threat of nu­
clear war in IS years was timed and 
presented by Soviet leader Mikhail S. 
Gorbachev to gain maximum impact 

Moscow's official press quickly fol­
lowed up by asserting on Thursday 
that the next move was up to the 
United Sutes

The three-stage plan repackaged 
Kremlin arms reduction proposals, 
offered a step-by-step timetable and 
reiterated that the United Slates 
must abandon “Star Wars" research 
before arms cuts can start 

In presenting it, Gorbachev again 
abowed his flair for offering propos­
als In public to achieve the widest 
publicity and put the Kremlin post

Uon in the best light.
He issued a statement announcing 

the plan on national television 
Wednesday, the eve of resumption 
of the arms uiks m Geneva. Kremlin 
negotiators formally presented the 
plan at Thursday's opening session.

In an interview Thursday, Secre­
tary of State George P ShulU said be 
welcomed the Soviet proposal but 
wished It “could have been made 
quietly and negotiated about.”

The Soviet plan appeared to be a 
response to a comprehensive Ameri­
can proposal Introduced in Novem­
ber at the arms negotiations But 
Gorbachev preferred to go pubUc 
with the So^et proposals 

Since becoming Soviet leader in 
March, (kirbacbev has worked hard 
on public relations He has used tele-

vision, the official Tass news agency 
and tiips abroad to announce and 
promote Kremlin positions.

He has put his personal stamp on 
arms control sutements In an effort
to convince the West, especially 
Western Europe, that the Soviet 
Union Is ready for serious negotia­
tions and willing to p resent 
initiatives

Last year (^rbacbev announced a 
unilateral moratorium on nuclear 
testa. He contended the Soviet Union 
w u willing to take the first step 
even tf the American side w u un­

willing to go along.
US. officials said the Soviets had 

already carried out all of the nuclear 
tests they planned for 1965.

Now, Gorbachev h u  said the mor­
atorium will be continued for three 
months and can be extended beyond 
that If the United States agrees.

He said, “We propose once again 
to the United States to Join this Ini­
tiative whose significance is evident 
to practically everyone In the 
world”

In the same way, (jorbachev h u  
portrayed the Sotiet Union u  the 
initiator of detente and Improved re­
lations with the United Sutes. He 
announced In an interview with the 
party dally newspaper Pravda In. 
April that be had agreed to a US - 
Sovlet summit meeting at a time and

place to be arranged later and w u 
ordering a six-month halt to deploy­
ment of Soviet medium-range mla 
siles In Europe.

On a visit to Paris In October, Gor­
bachev said the Soviet Union w u 
proposing that both superpowers cut 
strategic nuclear missiles by 50 
percent.

The Soviet pren w u  quick to por­
tray the new package of proposals u  
an initiative that tested American 
wllUngneM to achieve disarmament.

“If the United Sutes, u  it h u  re­
peatedly affirmed. Is dedicated to 
the goal of complete elimination of 
nuclear weapons everywhere. It now 
h u  a practical pouiblUty really to 
engage in it,” Tass said.

The news agency said world re­
sponse “will undoubtedly make It

possible to find out more clearly and 
fully who Is Indeed striving sincerely 
and consistently to put an end to the 
threat of nuclear self-annihilation 
and who, paying Up service to peace, 
in actual fact would like to work In 
the opposite direction, trying not 
only to carry on with the nuclear 
arms race on earth, but also to pro­
ject it Into outer space.”

Tass issued a second commentary

Border message
W ant an imponible lob? 

Consider that of ^ e  har­
rowed officers of the  

Border Patrol.
Every year they catch millions 

of people who are in this country 
illegal^, go through the motions 
of physically transporting them 
back to the UJ5. border and send 
them “home” — only to face an 
ever-increasing flood of Illegal 
aliens.

It’s a frustrating, emotionally- 
taxing, perp lex ing  situa tion . 
What's more, the members of 
Congress have proven time after 
time in recent years to be seri­
ously dlviided over ways to ad­
dress the  Illegal im m igration 
problem. So Congress has done 
what it does all too often when 
facing a difficult decision — 
nothing.

The problems compounded by 
illegal immigration — unemploy­
ment, displaced workers, social 
turmoil, and more — continue to 
go wanting because action on 
the situation is pushed aside.

How big is the “problem”? 
Well, for 1S66 alone 561,064 lUe- 
gal aliens were apprehended 
along the Texas-Mexlco border.

And fo r every  illegal a lien  
caught by the Border Patrol, im­
migration officials tell us, sever­
al slip past undetected.

Furthermore, the Border Pa­
trol doesn’t  have either the man­
power or the funds to catch all 
the illegal aliens entering this 
country. An increase in ^ r d e r  
Patrol personnel in 1985 was 
credited with a 17B percent in­
crease in the number of Illegals 
apprehended. Still, though, that 
literally was a drop in a big, nev­
er-ending bucket

How big is the problem? Con­
sider this: There’s now a “tour” 
book being published by two 
New Mexico residents tlu t is 
written in Spanish and tells ille­
gal aliens how to live in the Unit­
ed States what to do if arrest­
ed, the cheapest places to shop, 
and so forth.

The pamphlet obviously recog­
nizes a fact the Congress does 
no t There are millions of Illegal 
aliens in this country and unless 
something is done, the problems 
they face and the problems they 
are creating for society will only 
get worse.

Do you want this Job? Con­
gress obviously doesn’t.

Double standard
A terrorist is a terrorist is a 

terrorist And a govern­
ment that supports terror­

ism Is a ... etc. Excei^, apparent­
ly, when that government is also 
Important to what optimists call 
the Middle East peace process. In 
that even t the UB. State Depart­
ment Is not above the e x p e ^ n -  
cy of a double standard. Case in 
point Syria.'

For the record. Syria is on the 
VS. government's official list of 
natlops that sponsor internation­
al tdrroiism. And not without 
abundant cause. Among the ter­
rorist acts for which UB. intelli­
gence holds the Syrians at least 
partly culpable were the 1083 
bombings in Lebanon that killed 
17 Americans at the UB. Embas­
sy in Beirut and 241 UB. service­
men in the Marine barracks at 
B tirat ab'port.

It also happens that Syria shel­
tered elements of the now-noto- 
lious Abu Nidal group after the 
Palestinian renegade and his kill­
ers were expelled from Iraq dur­
ing the early 1060s. Abu Nidal

moved on to Libya last year but 
his group’s previous terrorist at­
tacks in E^urope and the Middle 
East could hardly have occurred 
without at least tacit Syrian ap- 
provaL What Is more, there is 
some reason to believe that the 
Syrian regime of Hafez el-Assad 
continued providing assistance 
to Abu Nidal even after the 
move to Libya.

This latter evidence especially 
was what Robert B. Oakley, head 
of the State Department’s coun- 
terterroi^sm office, presumably 
had in. mind recently |rhen he 
suggested that economic sanc­
tions might be levied against Syr­
ia as well as Libya in the wake of 
the airport massacres in Rome 
and Vienna. But after Syrian of­
ficials reacted angrily to this sug­
g estion , S ec re ta ry  of S ta te  
George Shultz said no sanctions 
w ere  co n tem p la ted  ag a in st 
Syria. «

But having said all that, it 
should also be apparent that an 
effective American policy of 
countering terrorism must be a 
consistent one.

Americans in debt
Americans are now borrow­

ing more heavily than at 
any time in their history. 

This great surge of borrowing 
began four years ago and contin­
ues to run strongly. It Is being 
led by the federal government, 
but t h m  Is much more to It than 
the budget deficit Corporations 
are borrowing heavily, much of 
the borrowing being related to 
takeover strategies. Private indi­
viduals are borrowing heavily, 
pushing the country’s standard 
of living weU beyond any level 
that It M currently earning — 
and the difference is visible in 
those grow ing foreign trade  
deficits.

How dangerous Is this accumu­
lation of debt? The answer starts 
with a little history. From the 
and of World War D to the early 
UMKMi there was remarkable sta-, 
bmty In Americans' total debt, 
pubbc and private. It sUyed at 
an almost constant ratio to the 
Mm  of the national economy, 
jw t under IH  times the gross 
national product.

If this borrowing were being 
financed entirely by Americans, 
the consequences would be sim­
pler and leas disquieting. Ek^no- 
mlsts used to be able to dismiss 
doubts about rising debt by ob­
serving that it w u  merely a mat­
te r of Americans lending money 
to other Americans within the 
closed system of the national 
economy. That’s no longer true. 
A substu tla l amount of this bor­
rowed money now comes from 
abroad. ^

As Americans become increas­
ingly dependent on foreign fi­
nancing. the foreign investors 
will become more important to 
the American economy. Collec­
tively they will have great influ­
ence over two of the fundamen­
tal determinants of American 
prosperity, the Interest rates and 
the dollar’s foreign exchange 
rates.

Rising debt itself Is not neces­
sarily a th rea t It’s the way in 
which H Is being financed that 
deserves attentkm and concern. 
The original Reagan economic 
program of 1661 was supposed to 
encourage greater s a v i ^  and 
Investment Instead it has gener­
ated high consumption and a dis­
mayingly km  savings rate — 
with the gap being flUed, at the 
montent, by Japanese, European 
and Latin Antertcan landers.

Moslems plotting violence in U.S.
W ASmNG’TON — Fanatical 

Shiite Moslem terrorists,

Eastern terrorism strikes on this side 
of the Atlantic.

In addition, a recent highly sensi­
tive Intelligence report indicates 
that 100 or more Khomeini agentt 
have entered the United States dur­
ing the past year akme by way of 
Mexico, and possibly Nicaragua.

Iranian-controlled terrorists have 
already demonstrated the virulence 
of their hatred for Americans: At 
last count, Khometnl's minions wck 
responsible for the violent deaths of 
at least 264 Americans In the Middle 
Ba^

That’s what lent added urgency to 
a highly confidential message sent 
out last Nov. 15 to UB. airport securi­
ty offices and Federal Aviation Ad­

ministration regional divisions. The 
bulletin, not publicly reported until 
now, warned;

"Infonnation has been received 
that approximately 400 individuals, 
of various Middle Eastern national­
ities, have been training In hijack 
operations Inside Iran.

‘There were Indications that Irani­
an authorities were seeking pass­
ports In preparation (of a) hijack o^ 
eration. The Iranians obtained 176
Algerian passports for use by these 
persons >. who are reportedly to un­
dertake a hijack late In November or 
December 1685.

Tt Is unknown at this time where 
the hijacking will take place-or what 
airliner may be involved.”

(It's possible that the Intelligence 
Information that led to this warning 
actually foretold the recent Rome 
and Vienna terrorist attacks, which 
were Intended to be hllacklngs. The 
terrorists were trained In Isfahan, 
Iran.)

UB. intelligence agencies know 
the'Shiites' orders to b e ^  opera­
tions in the United States this year
come right from the Um; the Su­
preme Council of Islamic R^olution, 
formed by Khomeini In September
1681, to oversee some two dozen ter­
ror organisations.

One of the council’s key compo­
nents Is the (k>mmlttee for North 
America, which has operational cen­
ters In this country and Canada. Our 
sources say one of Itt members. 
Sheik Majdeddln Mahalati, arrived 
in the United States last summer. 
Mahalatl’s terrorist pedigree in­
cludes the executions of hundreds of 
followers of the late shah in Shiraz 
during the 1676 revolution.

Khomeini has allocated millions of 
dollars to build up a Shiite terrorist

organization among the more than 
60,000 students from Islamic coun­
tries who attend UB. universities. 
Recruiters are reportedly paid HBOO 
a m onth to sign up po ten tia l 
ssesssint.

Even before the Iranian revolu­
tion, Khomeini’s recruiters were

irecrult,! 
Belfleld, was charged with killing 
anti-Khomeini exile leader All Akbar 
Tabatabal at his home In Bethesda, 
Md., in 1680.

Within hours of the shooting, Bel- 
field had been spirited to Ĉ aiiada. 
provided with a fake passport by Ira­
nian diplomats, and Gown to Zurich 
and then Tehran. Today, calling him­
self Daoud Salhuddln, he Is an advis­
er to Khomeini’s ternuist plotters. 
He serves as liaison between the 
Khomeini regim e and Iranian- 
backed underground networks in 
the United States, organised under 
the Assembly of U nited Arab 
Movements.

Once before. In November 1663, 
the FBI and other agencies learned 
of plans by the Khomeini under­
ground to conduct terrorist opera­
tions In this country. The Informa­
tion was regarded as reliable enough 
to require defensive measures. Con­
crete barriers and other security de­
vices were Installed outside the 
White House and the State Depart­
ment They are still In place.

Occidental, In fact, played a 
part in breaking up the c ^  rela­
tionship the socalled Seven Sisters 
had in the Middle East Therefore, 
the UB. feek It can afford to kick 
Khadafy around whereas it Ignores 
the outrageous behavior of Saudi 
Arabia.

Libya k  also weak. While the Sovi­
et Union has used Libya aa sort of a 
storage depot for weapons, R by no 
means has aa close ties to Khadafy as 
R does to Syria.

Finally, Khadafy has messed 
arouitd with Sudanese rebek and 
thk no doubt makes Standard Oil of 
California, which has a huge oil con- 
cesston In Sudan, quite nervous. ITie 
form er dictator of Sudan upon 
whom the UB. showered aid k  one 
of the worst human rights abusers in 
the postwar era.

The Reagan Administration, like 
previous administrations, pursues an 
ambivalent policy In the lUddle East 
It supports Israel, mainly because 
Congress demands R, but ako caters 
to the Arab states. The Arab states 
akp pursue an ambivalent policy. 
They rake hell about Israel and 
about our support for the Jewish 
state but they also want to do 
buslneos.

Two keys to understanding the 
Middle East are that the Arab world 
k  riddled with factions and that no­
body, save a few Palestinians, k  real­
ly Interested in what they all claim 
to support — an independent Pales-.

Oil prices nosedive to lowest level since 1979
By MELLA McEWEN 
Businesi/Oil Writer

Permian Basin producers, already 
concerned about sliding oil prices, 
received bad news Thursday when 
the price of West Texas Intermedi­
ate dropped to 024.04 per barrel as 
futures prices for crude oil and heat- 
Ingoil fell to their lowest levels since 
1970 on the New York Mercantile 
Exchange.

"It seemed to be fluke,” said Jim 
Lynch, a broker for Smlth-Bamey 
and a former crude oil buyer from 
Odessa. "There was no fundamental 
news that prompted the run down. It 
w u caused by a number of big sell­
ers coming Into the market and find­

ing no buyers. The price fell because 
noDOdy w u  willing go stand up and 
buy."

Lynch said there eras much con­
cern about continuing price declines 
among his clients who were also 
stunned by the rapid oU price de­
cline, but be didn’t think the price 
would drop to 033 a barrel within the 
next two weeks as some fear.

‘1 do see It dropping to 022 a bar­
rel, but not within the next few 
weeks,” he said

"It's not good,’'  said one local 
crude buyer. "All the postings • of 
those that are buying crude • are fall­
ing like a rock. Some have fallen 
03% between December postings 
and today’s prices.

"It’s not as good as It was, but not 
as disastrous u  If prices fall to 020 a

berreL” be added. T ve been In this 
business over 80 years, and I’ve 
ceased to be able to figure K out.”

Analysis said o v e rs o ld  and mild 
weather appeared to be the basic 
factors behind tha plunge. However, 
another Permian Basin buyer said 
tha fall was "mors an emotional 
tra d sr-ty p e  reac tion  than  to 
oversupply.”

Are housing markets
really returning to 
'good old days'?

NEW YORK (AP) — While the bousing markeu 
are regaining something of the good old days that 
existed before-lonstiOD and high interest rates, 
they aren’t quite recapturing the past.

It Is true, as one survey after another notes, that 
bousing affordability has Improved as prices subi- 
Uze, incomes rise and Interest rates decline.

But It Is true also that more families today are 
relying on two incomes to meet costs. A second 
paycheck accounted (or at least 10 percent of total 
household Income for 56J1 percent of home buyers 
last year, compared with 53.6 percent in 1963.

It is true that sales of single-family houses, new 
and existing, rose to nearly 4 million uniu, the 
highest number since 1979.

But the percentage of households owning their 
own homes continues to fall. It reached 63.9 per­
cent In the third quarter 1965. the lowest percent­
age since 1988 Ownership has fallen in every year 
of the 1960a

It Is true that millions of young Americans quali­
fied on the basis of income to buy last year, as 
opposed to other years in the 1960s, when housing 
prices were rising far more swiftly than Incomes

But the median age of first-time home buyers 
continued to rise last year, reaching 35.8 years, 
compared with 3A4 years in 1963 and 32.4 years in 
1977.

While it might b^ true that it is easier for the 
typical family to buy the typical house, the strains 
show in the size of down payments. In 1977, 67 8 
percent made down payments of at least 20 per 
cent; in 1965, only 44.1 percent.

All these figures are from the latest home-own­
ership study of the U.S. League of Savings Institu­
tions, which hax Issued similar reports every other 
year since 1977.

If indeed bousing ts on the road back to where it 
was — that is, to the days when home-ownership as* 
a percentage of households used to rise regularly 
— it is claiir that it still has a way to go.

The biggest change with tradition is that the old 
fixed-rate mortgage is not as available as it used to 
be, no matter what you might have beard. Yes, it is 
being offered — and snappied up — but it comes at 
a premium price.

in Ita place is the variable mortgage, which 
transfers a great deal of the risk from lender to 
borrower. Last year, according to the study, a vari­
able rate averaged 10.5 percent, but a fixed rate 
cost two percentage points more.

Ironically, In one way the return toward tradi 
tion ts making It more difficult for would-be buy­
ers to qualify for loans.

When times were tougher a few years ago, many 
lenders allowed a borrower to qualify for a loan 
whose payments — plus those of other loans — 
would consume 40 percent, or even more, of in 
come. It was a concession to the tough times.

Now, however, many lenders are following the 
lead of the Federal National Mortgage Association, 
which has reverted to the 28 percent-of-Income 
limit that prevailed in the good old days of the 
1970s

Young, 
1109 E. Illinois, bad been Indicted for 
murder after the Oct 29 stabbing 
death of 3a-year-old Joe OUle Russell 
Jr., but the Jury apparently decided 
he acted out of sudden pasMon after 
an Intoxicated Russell knocked on 
his door at 1 a.m.

According to defense testimony. 
Young had Just gone to bed with his 
girlfriend when Russell knocked on 
the door. Young answered the door, 
the two men got Into an argument 
and Russell pulled out a knife. 
Young said he wrestled the knife 
away from Russell, but doesn't re­
member stabMng him 23 times. He 
was arrested at the scene shortly si­

f te r  Russell't death.

Police found the knife In Russell’s 
hand, and prosecutors suggested 
Young placed It there after filing
him

Voluntary manslaughter carries a 
penalty range of two to 20 years In

prison and a fine up to flOJXXl. With 
no previous felony convlcUpns, 
Young was eligible for prooanosi, 
but prosecutors asked the 192nd Ols- 
trlct Court Jury for the maximum 
penalty.

"You have already been extremely 
generous” in not finding Young 
guilty of murder, Amistant District 
Attorney Chuck Roades told the 
Jury.

"We’re asking for severe punish­
ment, the heaviest you can mete 
out,” said First Assistant District At­
torney D>^kl Rosado.

Defense attorney Allen McPall bad 
asked the Jury for probation.

If 
Odema usm the amount of water es­
timated for 1986, the rate per 1,000 
gallons will be 75.42 cents compared 
to 70871 for the past year.

Big Spring's adjusted monthly 
charge wUl te  880,872 compered to 
879,461 last year. If Big Spring usm 
Its estimated volume this year the 
rate per 1,000 gaUons wUl be 54J0 
cents m compared to 54.11 cents last 
year.

“We wanted one buUt before 
1500 to beat Puerto Rico," the 
Rev. Samuel Scbeibler. aaaisunt 
pastor of S t Matthew’s by^he-Sea 
InO)ronadel Mar,said. ‘TheCha­
pel of the Holy Virgin there was 
built by (Huiatopber Columbus' 
chaplain.”

The church is about the size of 
a typical Orange County ranch 
house.

Whfle tractora have replaced 
mulea on moet American farma, Al­
len Grant aald there la fi vowing 
demand for the anlmala in develop­
ing eountrlea, among Amlab farmera 
of PonnaylvaLnla, Ohio and Indiana 
and aa pack anlmala for mountain 
adventurera.

The 7»-year old Vlaalla, Calif., 
farmer aald he became Intereated In 
exporting mulea becauae of the na­
tionwide afrlcultural alump that 
forced him to ctmalder waya to aup- 
plement hla farm Income.

“A farmer haa to be looking all the 
Ume,” he explained d u r iu  an Inter­
view Wedneaday at the 87th annual 
meeting of the American Farm Bu­
reau Federation, “nila la one way to 
have aome additional Income.”

In launching hla mule bualneaa 
three yeara ago, Grant began ralalng 
Belgian marea, the moat docile draft 
anlmala.

It will be time to set out garden 

transplants before you know It. Al­
though nurserymen try to stock rep­
resentative varieties of vegetables 
and flowers during the spring gar­
den rush. It's Just not poMlble for 
even the largest nursery to have ev­
ery variety. For this reason, you may 
want to start aome of your own 
transplants.

The 1906 mall order nursery cata­
logs are arriving at a steady rate. 
View them and make purchases with 
a purpose. Inexperienced gardeners 
(or those unfamiliar with the Texas 
climate) should not waste money on 
seeds that have no chance of coming 
to bloom or fruit In Texas. Experi­
enced gardeners may want to try 
new and different varieties of the 
old standards. Restraint la not easy 
when you look at page after page of 
pure h o rtl^ tu ra l p^ectlon , but're­
member that ordering seed is the 
easy part.

Sow seed for your transplants at 
the proper time. Some transplants, 
such as cabbage, broccoli, iMuce, 
green onions and spinach can be set

in the garden four to five weeks be­
fore the last frost Now Is the time to 
sow the  seeds of these early  
transplanta.

Use a soilless, or commercial, pot­
ting mix available at nurseries. Ex­
pandable peat pellets also work well. 
Germination temperatures should be 
near 75 d ^ e e s  Fahrenheit during 
the day and 86 to 70 degrees during 
the n l ^ t

Seeds can be started in milk car­
tons, cake pans, flower pots or al­
most any container that you are will­
ing to punch holes In for drainage. 
Thoroughly moisten the planting 
medium and evenly space the seed 
on top. Cover lightly, re-water and 
then enclose the container in a poly­
ethylene bag. Keep the plastic cov­
ered container out of direct sunlight 
or It will overheat.

When seeds b e ^  to sprout, grad­
ually remove the bag d u ^ g  a sever­
al day period. Hils lessens shock. 
You’ll have to water more often 
when the poly bag la removed.

Most would-be transplant growers 
nuke two big mlsukes. They start 
seed too early and they protdde In­
sufficient light for the developing

seedlings. Both maladies allow trans­
plants to become spindly, weak and 
yellow. Florescent grow Ugbts help 
overcome the second problem. They 
must be within four Inches of newly 
developing seedling leaves to be of 
much benefit

In mid-February sow tomato, e u -  
plant pepper and flower seeds. Yoa 
may want to try these tomato variet­
ies In comparison plantings with 
your usual ones: Spring Giant Early 
Girl, Park's Whopper, Florainefica, 
Big Set, Super Fantastic, Celebrity 
and Prealdait The resultt may be 
very enlightening.

Sowing small-seeded annuals di­
rectly In the bed usually ends In fail­
ure and frustration. For this reason, 
start your own transplants of alya- 
sum, moas rose, fibrous rooted bego­
nia, petunia, cockscomb, Impatiana 
and coleus. Move your transpUnts to 
their final location when they are of 
adequate size (at least three to five 
true leaves) and conditions are salt- 
i^le for plant growth outdoors.

Voyager discovers moons of Uranus
PASADENA Calif. (AP) — 'The 

breakup of a larger moon that once 
may have orbited Uranus could ex­
plain why six small mooiu discov­
ered by the Voyager 2 spacecraft are 
clustered In similar orbits, a NASA 
scientist said.

The Jet Propulsion Laboratory, 
which operates A m erica’s un ­
manned space exploration program 
for the National Aeronautics and 
Space Administration, on 'Thursday 
announced that Voyager 2*s televl- 
slon cameras discovered the six 
moons during the past two weeks, 
doubling the number of moons 
known to orbit Uranua

Voyager still may discover 18 more 
moons, which would bring the total 
to SO and mean that Uranus has 
more moons than any other planet, 
said Ellis Miner, deputy Voyager pro­
ject scientist at JPL.

Saturn now has the most known 
rnomu — 20 — followed by Jupiter

with 16, be said.
Uranus* newly found moons, 

whose diameters are leas than SO 
miles, have orbits relatively cloee to­
gether, at distances ranging between 
38,370 miles and 48,700 miles from 
the center of the seventh planet 
from the sun.

“The fact that they all are clua- 
tered right around the same distance 
from the planet Is Intriguing." Miner 
said. “It possibly Implies they are a 
result of a larger Htelllte that broke 
up...It might have been that the 
moon was structurally weak and the 
mvltatlonal pull of Uraniu was suf­
ficient to tear It apart

“Another, more likely possibility Is 
that an Interloper from outside the 
Uranus system came In and struck 
the once-larger moon sufficiently 
hard to have fractured It,” he said, 
adding that large asteroids were 
common In the early solar system.

Voyager dis­
covered another moon, temporarily 
designated as U8BU1.

The six latest moons to be discov­
ered are designated 1886U1 through 
1808U8

Because all 12 known moons are 
outside the nine known, charcoal- 
black rings that encircle Uranua, 
none of them Is a socalled shepherd 
moon, whose gravltias herd the rings 
Into tlielr narrow shapes.

The Basilica housed d ty  adminis­
trators, law courts, an assembly hall, 
the treasury and shrines. It also 
formed one side of a forum, an open- 
air square that served as a market 
and meeting place. Hobley said 
ahops and offices stood on its other 
three sides.

No precise measurements are 
available, but an artist’s Impreaslon 
shows the Basilica u  a twoetory 
building about the length of two 
modon dty blocks.

Hobley said archaeologists also 
have found traces of earlier Roman 
houses and workshops on the site 
dating from the time of the Roman 
tyrant Nero, who became emperor 
in AJ>. 54.

He said these earlier buildings

Srobably were erected after the Brn- 
ih warrior Queen Boudlcca de­

stroyed London in AJ). 61 to revenge 
the Roman conquest of Britain. 
These buildings later were demol­
ished and the ground was leveled to 
make way for the Basilica.

Hobley said there was evidence of 
poor work in erecting the Basilica 
1,800 years ago, including large 
cracks in the base of the 6-foot-wlde 
foundation walls. Evidence showed 
the Basilica's floor had began to sub­
side and break up, requiring build­
ing of a second and then a third 
floor.

One of the greatest imwvIous dis­
coveries from Roman London oc­
curred in 1954 when the remains of a 
Roman temple dedicated to the god 
Mithras were discovered about 15 
feet below the surface.,They were 
unearthed during excavation for a 
new building in Temple Court off 
Queen Victoria Street, about half a 
mile west of the Basilica.
