Former hostages
still bear scars of
time held in Iran

SACRAMENTO, Calif (AP
Since their return to the United
States, they have marked the normal
milestones of life marriage, par
enthood, divorce and career
changes

After five years, some of the
Americans held hostage in Iran for
444 days still bear the scars of their
captivity Victor Tomseth is uncom
fortable if he's in a room without a
view of the outside; Robert Blucker
won't register to vote because of
fear that he might be confined to a
small room for jury duty

‘No doubt there's been some psy
chic damage,” says Blucker, a for
mer embassy economics officer who
is retired from the foreign service

But most of the emotional prob
lems, if any, came soon after the hos
tages were released and were re
solved through therapy or, in several
cases, talking about their experi
ences in speeches and lectures, some
of the ex-hostages say

‘One thing a lot of us learned is
that we don't know very much about
how people react to stress~ said
John Limbert, who was political offi
cer at the embassy in Iran and is now
the No. 2 official at the American
embassy in the African nation of
Diibouti

When we got (released) they
showed us a film about how people
react to stress, and there were psy
chologists predicting all kinds of
ways we would react,” Limbert said

prisoned for all 444 days, 5] are still

A Bahrain-based news agency
quoted reliable sources in North Ye-
men today as saying President Al
Nasser Mohammed had returned to
war-torn South Yemen and that his
forces were in control of most of the
pro-Soviet country.

The Gulf News Agency said the
sources in San‘a, North Yemen's cap-
ital, indicated loyalists had assumed
control of the South Yemeni capital
of Aden, while rebels led by former
President Abdul-Fattah Ismail were
“entrenched in two provinces.”

Fighting between Marxist factions
in the country on the Arabian Penin-
sula’s southern tip broke out on Jan
13, apparently after a coup attempt
by hardliners opposed to Moham-
med’s reported desire to liberalize
the economy and improve relations
with pro-Western Arab countries.

On Sunday, the Gulf News Agency
said a radio station which claimed to
be transmitting from Aden on behalf
of an unidentified new leadership
broadcast a statement indicating the
rebels had ousted the president

It quoted the radio as accusing Mo
hammed of irresponsibility and dic
tatorship, and saying he had tried to
“physically liquidate” members of

Yurchenko himself maintained he
was abducted, drugged, tortured
and held incommunicado. Others

have said Yurchenko may have been
a KGB plant and that his actions
were almed all along at embarrass-
ing the CIA. But the prevailing view

among government and outside ex-
perts is that Yurchenko was a bona-
fide defector who decided to return
for reasons of his own.

A White House official, speaking
privately last week, called the pro-
posed shift of responsibilities to the
FBI “a great move.” He said defec-
tors invariably have been able to es-
tablish much closer rapport with FBI
personnel compared with CIA
officers

White House spokesman Edward
Djerejlan acknowledged that the
procedures for dealing with defec
tors were being reviewed but he de
clined comment on the options un
der consideration. FBI and CIA
spokesmen refused to discuss the
issue

Sen. Malcolm Wallop, R-Wyo., who
has taken a special interest in the
defector issue, said the CIA has

made defector resettlement a “dead-
end career assignment.” He advo
cates giving FBI the leading role for
dealing with defectors

Several other experts, who spoke
on the condition that they not be
identified, said a permanent income
for defectors would be the best way
to compensate them for the valuable
information they provide the
government

Because of CIA reluctance to pro-
vide a lifetime income to most defec-
tors, their principal fear is that “they
will fall off the economic ladder,”
one observer said

He said one defector who had pro-
vided extremely useful information
to the CIA was at the point of fleeing
to South America because of his dis-
gust with the agency’s refusal to give
him an assured income

These candles must not go out, be-
cause we should be burning on the

inside.”

Jackson, one of the 1964 Nobel
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Peace Prize winner's early disciples
in the fight for racial equality, re-
called that King spent his last birth
day, his 30th, planning a demonstra
tion, even though he was tired and
had a headache

“He wanted to turn back,” Jackson
recalled. “But he knew he had to go
on, to do God’'s will. So he spent his
last birthday alive organizing a dem-
onstration for justice, for feeding
the hungry, for empowerment.”

King was shot to death in April,
1968, in Memphis, Tenn., where he
had been leading demonstrations on
behalf of striking city sanitation
workers

Tutu, the keynote speaker at an
international conference honoring
King, said that if the South African
government does not change its ra-
cial policies, he would lead “a cam
paign of civil disobedience against
unjust laws.”

sensitive than CIA officers. Jameson
said the CIA had urged she become a
secretary after defecting even
though she is an “authentically bril-
llant woman.”

Ignoring the CIA’s advice, Ms. Me-
trikhina attended Wharton School of
Business, completing her studies
well ahead of time while caring for
her two children, Jameson said.

Asked for comment, the CIA said
it never discusses its treatment of
defectors.

At present, the CIA has statutory
responsibility for defectors but FBI
personnel often become involved on
a case-by-case basis

According to one analyst, the bu-
reau is much better equipped than
the CIA to assist defectors who settle
outside Washington because of the
FBI's nationwide responsibilities and
superior manpower

CHICAGO (AP) — A new futuristic
fantasy game is "beaming up”
would-be warriors for fast forays in
deep space

Photon, played out against a six
minute clock in an arena with space
age trimmings, attracts people who
fidget while watching science-fiction
movies and want to grab their own
laser weapons and stalk intergalactic
bad guys

“It can be exciting, it can be frus
trating,” sald Mike Hastings, 33, in
real life a US. Air Force air traffic
controller and, off duty, a regular
player at the Photon Amusement
Center in Denver, one of five now
operating

Working out strategy for Photon is
a challenge and “it gives you a good
workout. If you're vigorous and real
ly try to score points you're going to
be running all over the place,” he
sald

The game's computerized scoring
system, keyed to the opposing team'’s
helmets, chest plates and home base,
gets high marks from Hastings

“When you're a kid and play Army
or cowboys and Indians, you never
had the opportunity to tell whether
you zapped somebody,” he recalled

“This provides an environment to
play in and lets you know..how you
did.”

Photon isn't kid stuff

Players are decked out in 15
pounds of gear — the computerized
chest plate, helmets with stereo-
phonic headphones, a battery belt
and a pistol beaming infrared light

“When they're too little and they
put on that heavy equipment, it's not
fun for them,” said Janice Younger,
a spokeswoman at Photon’s Houston
center

Hastings sald he hopes it will be-
come the winter alternative to soft-
ball games for himself and his co
workers.

In addition to the five operating
centers in Dallas, Denver, Houston,

SAN ANTONIO (AP) US. Rep
Henry B. Gonzalez, in the midst of
celebrating 25 years in Congress,
says he's not about to throw in the
towel any time soon.

“This is not a retirement party, |
assure you,” the Democrat told a ca-
pacity crowd of 1,200 supporters at a
banquet honoring his service Satur-
day night. “We have continued chal-
lenges ahead of us.”

Gonzalez, 69, was first elected to
the 20th District seat in 1961 when
incumbent Paul Kilday resigned to
take a position on the U.S. Court of
Military Appeals. He was the first
Hispanic congressman from Texas,
and he earlier was the first Hispanic
state senator in the Legislature

“Henry B. is what I consider a true
public servant — a true legend in his
own time,” sald Gov. Mark White,
one of several dignitaries who gave
tributes to the congressman.

Gonzalez, White said, represents

the true essence of constituent
politics.”

Other dignitaries on hand for the
banquet were US. House Majority
Leader Jim Wright, Texas Supreme
Court Justice Raul Gonzalez, State
Treasurer Ann Richards, Attorney
General Jim Mattox and San Antonio
Mayor Henry Cisneros

The keynote speaker was New
York Gov. Mario Cuomo, who lik
ened his own background to that of
Gonzalez

Anti-abortionist
claims movement
‘winning ground'’

DALLAS (AP) The head of a
statewide anti-abortion organization
told 2,000 protesters they are “win
ning ground” in the abortion contro-
versy as the group marked the anni
versary of the 1973 Supreme Court
decision legalizing abortion

We're winning the war of public
opinion and we're going to turn this
thing around,” said Bill Price, presi
dent of the Texas Coalition for Life

Anti-abortion protesters gathered
Sunday at a central Dallas park to
commemorate Sanctity of Life Day
proclaimed by President Reagan
and to observe the anniversary of
the Jan. 22, 1973, Supreme Court de
cision legalizing abortions

There's strength in numbers
said Linda Trammell, a member of
the Collin County Right To Life
Group. “There are a lot of us that
believe in sanctity of life, contrary to
popular opinion. The sky is beautiful
and that makes us come alive

The demonstration ended with a
march to Presbyterian Hospital in
north Dallas, during which protest
ers carried 1,300 plywood crosses
Price said the crosses symbolized
abortions performed at the hospital
since 1973

Protesters chanted “abortion is
murder,” and sang religious songs
while gathered outside yellow cords
that roped off the hospital’s grounds
Dallas police had to turn away some
protesters as they began marching
up one of the hospital's driveways

The hospital had been targeted by
the group last year, but declined to
change its abortion policies despite
threats of continued protests at the
facility

As protesters marched to the hos
pital Sunday, four or five prochoice
demonstrators occasionally debated
with the anti-abortionists

I don't think they influence pub-
lic policy,” said Kurt Albach, a pro-
choice demonstrator. “For the num
bers they have here, they are still in
a minority..l1 don't think Americans
approve of their sort of fanaticism.”

The rally was one of several held
across the nation marking the Roe
vs. Wade decision that legalized
abortions. Texas rallies were held in
Fort Worth and Tyler Sunday, and
in Amarillo, Austin and Beaumont
Saturday

Price quoted the vice president of
Planned Parenthood in New York as
saying anti-abortionists’ “skills have
increased, have become more sophis-
ticated” and “are rapidly recruiting
additional followers, particularly the
young.”

He told protesters that if they are
“tired of the legislative door being
slammed” on them, top-ranking
Democratic officials would have to
be voted out of office

“Do you want a governor who says
the killing of an unborn child is a
matter of choice?” Price asked pro-
testers. “Then Mark White must go.”

Price also criticized State Attorney
Jeneral Jim Mattox, saying he ha-
rasses centers that counsel women
who may be facinz an unwanted
pregnancy

Murder trial of principal
expected to last two weeks

LIVINGSTON (AP) — Prosecutors
say they will present circumstantial
evidence to prove a former junior
high school fatally shot a

The murder trial of Hurley Fon-
tenot, former principal at Hull-Dal
setta Woodson Junior High Schoel,
starts with opening arguments today
and is expected to last about two
weeks, attorneys and prosecutors
said

Fontenot, 48, is charged in the
shooting death of Billy Mac Fleming,
38, who coached football and taught
math at the Liberty County school
Fontenot is free on $50,000 bond and
has pleaded innocent to the killing

Jurors were seated in the case last
week after State District Judge John
Martin rejected a defense request to
move the trial because of extensive
publicity

Polk County District Attorney Pe
ter Speers sald prosecutors will use
circumstantial evidence to prove
Fontenot killed Fleming

But defense attorney Dick De
Guerin, of Houston, advised jurors
during jury selection to “be more
doubting when considering circum-
stantial evidence.”

Fleming was last seen alive
12. Ten days later, a berry
found his body in a densely forested
area near Segno in Polk County. He
had been shot twice in the back of
the head, authorities said.

Prosecutors say they believe Flem-
ing was killed in Liberty County and
the body was moved

Authorities allege Fontenot be
came jealous when he learned Flem-
ing was seeing the school secretary,
Laura Nugent, whom both men dat-
ed and hoped to marry

Fontenot told investigators he
gave the coach a ride to his truck
after school April 12, then went to
pick his daughter up at a Houston
airport.

'Hunger county’ residents angry over report

VERNON (AP) Retired ranch
hand Bryan Standlee says “nothing
has ever kicked up as much dust” in
Wilbarger County as the announce
ment that it's a place where people
g0 hungry

A report compiled by a Harvard
based research group and released
Tuesday by the Harvard University
School of Public Health and Physi
cians Task Force on Hunger. named
Wilbarger as one of 150 “hunger
counties” across the United States

Texas has 29 hunger counties, the
report said

Hunger counties are those where
20 percent or more of the residents
live below poverty level but at least
one-third of the eligible participants
don't receive food stamps, the report
said

That report made us mad. This is

not a hungry county. This is not a
poor county,” Standlee said. “I'd
have to be pretty darn hungry to get
on food stamps

Standlee’s sentiments are reflec
tive of those of many of the 16,000
residents of the largely rural county
in far north central Texas

While they acknowledge that
there are people who need help, and
some who could use more to eat
they resent being labeled a "hunger
county.”

We may not live in as nice a
house as some ' other people, but
we're not going hungry,” Mary Fan
ner said as she waited for a ride
work in front of her small home in a
low-income neighborhood Iin
Vernon

Residents complain that the report
ignored their efforts at taking care

of their own

Here we are doing all of this stuff
here We think we are doing a great
job. We are trying to provide any
program that we can,~ Wilbarger
County Judge Bob Arnold told the
Fort Worth Star Telegram

And then, all of a sudden, your
name is on a list that says there are a
bunch of hungry people here We
have more human services providers
than you can shake a stick at

Besides food stamps, food pro
grams offered in Wilbarger County
include the Meals-on-Wheels pro
gram that serves 62 people daily
with another 10 to 12 on a waiting
listt Red Cross; a meals programs
provided by the local senjor citizens
group; and free and reduced lunch
and breakfast programs at the
school that serve about 870 students

daily

The county also has a federal com
modities subsidy program that pro
vides cheese butter and dried foods
to about 1,000 people monthly, food
closets provided by churches and the
ministerial alllance. the Women, In
fants and Children's Program, and
the Salvation Army

in addition, some private home
bound programs serve some
househoids

If someone needs help, all they
have 10 do s ask.,’ Arnold said

Barbara Evans, spokeswoman for
the Department of Human Services,
said that an average of 815 people In
Wilbarger County receive food
stamps every month She said that
more people are probably eligible
but there are many reasons they
dont take them

It was so in Dr. King’s day, as
he led marches in the civil rights
movement, and it remains so
today.

The first national holiday in
King’'s memory was today, al-
though the actual date of his
birth was Jan. 15, 1929.

In 1983 Congress approved leg-
islation making King's birthday
a national holiday, but only after
a period of bitter debate. Anti-
King forces, led by Sen. Jesse
Helms, R-N.C,, referred to the
late civil rights leader’s crusade
as “action-oriented Marxism.”

It's true a degree of animosity
remains because of some of
King's actions, including his
harsh criticism of the Vietnam
War. But his place in American
history cannot be denied. His

I t's ironic but entirely fitting,

campaign to break down the bar-
riers holding back black Ameri-
cans and his dream of equal jus-
tice and equal opportunity for
all people served to push for-
ward the advance of civil rights
in the 1960s.

But Dr. King should not be re-
garded only as a hero of black
people, any more than George
Washington should be regarded
only as the father of the white
man's country. Dr. King envi-
sioned a world in which a per-
son’s race and skin color was not
a determinant of their success or
opportunity, but rather that
would only be determined b

quality of their character.

He dreamed of a color-free
world in which people could
compete equally and share to-
gether all the joys and successes
of life.

That should be not a “dream”
but a reality for every American.
That is the gift Dr. King left be-
hind and should be the torch the
American people now bear in his
stead.

Tough crime report

he President’s Commission
| on Organized Crime had a
surprise in its report this

week

It turned on its creator, rebuk-
ing the Reagan administration
for doing business with Team-
sters Union President Jackie
Presser

The commission faulted the
administration for maintaining
close ties to the 2-million-mem-
ber union, which the commission
said is controlled by organized
crime. The report also con-
demned long delays in a Depart-
ment of Justice investigation of
Presser

The relationship doesn’t look
good, the report said. There is
concern that Presser's endorse-
ment of Reagan in the 1980 and
1984 political campaigns influ-
enced the conduct of the investi-
gation of the labor leader

Presser was subpoenaed as a
witness not long ago in the trial
of five reputed crime bosses in
Kansas City. The subpoena was
suspended at the request of de-
fense attorneys, however, when
Presser’s lawyer said the labor
leader would refuse to answer
questions because of possible
self-incrimination

It is too early to know whether
Soviet leader Mikhail S. Gorba-
chev’s proposal to eliminate all
nuclear weapons by the  year
2000 is a public-relations stroke
or a serious bid to begin, as he
put it, ridding “the Earth of nu-
clear weapons.”

The place to begin finding out
is Geneva, where U.S. and Soviet
arms-control negotiators meet
today for the first time since the
November summit meeting. Un-
fortunately, the Soviet position
against “Star Wars"” research is
as rigid as President Reagan's po-
sition in its favor — a barrier to
bargaining that remains even af-
ter Reagan’s positive response to
the Gorbachev proposals.

Gorbachev’s proposal Wednes-
day came in three parts: Over
the next five to eight years the
Soviet Union and the United
States would reduce by half the
nuclear arms that can reach
each other’s territory, with each
side retaining no more than 6,000
warheads aboard strategic deliv-
ery vehicles. Beginning in 1980
the other nuclear powers —
Great Britain, France and China
— would be brought into the

The Teamsters Union was ex-
pelled from AFL-CIO member-
ship in 1957 because of crime
ties.

The Reagan administration
should take heed of the commis-
sion’s report and act according-
ly. That means quit playing foot-

aging development. Reagan, too,
has expressed his interest in re-
lieving the world of the threat of
nuclear extinction. But people
who are skeptical that the presi-
dent's policies are in concert
with his avowed aims are likely
to be just as skeptical of Gorba-
chev's grand plan.

Reagan has called for a 50 per-
cent reduction in strategic nucle-
ar weapons, similar to Phase One
of the Gorbachev proposal, but
there are fundamental differ-
ences over where the cuts should
be made.

Arnold Horelick, director of
the Rand-University of Califor-
nia, Los Angeles, Center for
Study of Soviet Behavior, fears
that Gorbachev is “basically tak-
ing the earlier Soviet proposal
and wrapping it with pie in the
sky"to add to domestic and Euro-
pean pressures on Reagan to see
things the Soviet way.

Despite their skepticism, US.
experts on the Soviet Union still
think that Moscow really does
want and need a period of mutu-
al restraint in the arms race be-
cause of its serious economic dif-
ficulties. The question is
whether the Soviets are willing
to address the United States’

genuine security concerns in-
stead of merely maneuvering for
advantage.

That is essentially what the Ge-
neva negotiations are about.
Common sense calls for a US.-
Soviet agreement setting a
boundary between allowable re-
search on strategic defense and
prohibited development.

The manifests
were doctored to make the explo
sives look like legal shipments to the

~— Ayatollah All Akbar Mohta
shami, ambassador to Syria: He iden-
tifies targets, provides diplomatic
cover and generally oversees terror
ist operations spreading throughout
the world from Syrian, Libyan and

faires in Beirut: He was involved in
the hijacking of TWA Flight 847 last
June, in which one American was
tortured and murdered.

Two pay TV services begin
scrambling satellite signals

WASHINGTON (AP) — The free
ride may be over for people who
have dish antennas in their back
ards and receive shows that cable
%‘\ becribers pay to watch

Known as stations, they pick
up television signals bounced off sat
ellites 23000 miles overhead They
can get more than 100 channels, and
untll recently none of the dish own
ers had to pay to watch any of them

But last week, Home Box Office
and Clnemax, two of the nation’s
leading pay-TV services, extended
their signal scrambling from 12
hours to 24 hours a day. Dish owners
who want to continue watching HBO

sells at a suggested list price of 36,
and pay HBO $12.86 a month for the
service

Showtime and The Movie Channel
are ready to begin test scrambiing at
the end of the month and full-time
scrambling in May. More than two
dozen other — includ
ing the MTV rock video channel, Ca
bie News Network, the ESPN sports
channel. the Nickelodeon children's

service and The Disney

— may scrambie by the end
of the year. Also, CBS s planning
and NBC & considering a plan to
scramble feeds to their affiliate
stations

“It's pretty much a foregone con-
clusion that scram s the wave
of the future™ said Caird,

vice president of direct broadcasting
for HBO

But the estimated 1.7 million own
ers of satellite dishes say the future
is coming too quickly, without any
regulations to assure that their skies
won't go black and that they wont
be gouged

Dish owners and manufacturers
are concerned that the cable indus
try s trying to control the earth sta
tion market, which could result in
limiting program choices and raising
costs for dsh owners

Many people bought their satellite
dishes because they live in rural ar
eas not penetrated by broadcast sig
nals and where cable service was not
avallable. Some bought them be
cause they wanted a greater selec
tion of channels than was offered by
the cable company serving their
Area

As prices dropped the dishes pro
Iiferated, and about one-third of
them are now being used In areas
served by cable

HBO and other programming ser
vices say they need to encrypt their

Tutu ready for ‘campaign of civil disobedience’

ATLANTA (AP) — South African
Bishop Desmond Tutu has asked civil
rights leaders in the United States to
help him in the campaign of civil
disobedience he plans against white
rule in his country

“We say to you, ‘Help us change
the moral climate of the world to
make it impossible for any govern-
ment to support apartheid,’ " he said
Sunday during an anti-apartheid
conference at Ebenezer Baptist
Church

Tutu's appeal came on the eve of
the first federal holiday honoring
the church's one-time pastor, Martin
Luther King Jr., who used civil dis-
obedience to fight segregation in the
United States

Tutu, who Is on a three-week fund
rais tour of the United States,
sald South African blacks have
peacefully protested their govern
ment's racial policies for decades,

but are still denled rights.

“Our people are killed as if they
are flies,” he said, noting that more
than 1,000 blacks have been killed in
South Africa since 1984 Apartheid is
the Afrikaans word for the country’s
system of racial segregation and
white supremacy

“Our people are peaceful to a
fault” said Tutu, who is Anglican
Bishop of Johannesburg. “We are
stupid, for we keep going up against
an intransigent government. They
use tear gas, bullets, dogs and
whips.”

If the South African government
doesn't change its policies by the end
of March, Tutu said he will “lead a
campaign of civil disobedience
against unjust laws.” He sald there is
“no obligation to obey” such laws

Tutu compared the Soyh African
government to Nazi Germany, say-
ing the resettiement of blacks is the

government’'s “final solution.” He
sald South African blacks are being
“dumped into homelands as if they
are rubbish.”

King's widow, Coretta Scott King,
pledged her support to Tutu, at Sun-
day's conference, which was orga-
nized by the Martin Luther King Jr

NEW YORK (AP) — Being No. 1 in
the world is like being the “fastest
gun in the West.” Everybody is aim-
ing to out-draw you.

On Sunday, it was Boris Becker’s
turn to challenge Ivan Lendl, the

The 18-year-old redhead from

West Germany has the tools: the
overpowering serve, the rifleshot
groundstrokes from both sides, the
crisp volleys and the enthusiasm of
youth.

Lendl, however, had emotion and
experience to go along with the big
shots. And then there’s the pressure
that comes with facing No. 1.

“When he's flying on emotion, it's
tough to beat him,” Becker admitted
after he fell to Lendl 62, 78, 63 in
the championship of the $500,000 Na-
bisco Masters.

The twin-engine Caravelle jet op
erated by the private Aerovias air
lines crashed Saturday as it ap
proached the Santa Elena airport,
about 150 miles north of Guatemala
City

According to reports from the
State Department and the airline,
eight Americans were among the
dead. There were no survivors

Guatemalan officials have not
been able to give any reason for the
crash, and officials are continuing to
look for clues. They sald the crew
was experienced, and that the plane
had been checked mechanically the
evening before the flight

County starts
joint office for
victims of abuse

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — The Bexar
County district attorney's office and
Texas Department of Human Re-
sources have launched a legal center
to help family abuse victims without
shuffling them to different agencies,
officials say

The joint office will be ready for
occupancy by 32 workers in late Feb-
ruary and was set up to make deal-
ing with the legal system easier for
victims of child abuse, prosecutors
sald.

“When a case comes over from the
police department or (human ser-
vices department), it will be assigned
to one lawyer and one advocate who
will see it through all the way to
court,” said attorney Karen Amos,
legal chief of the unit

“The child will not be shuffled
around or have to tell his story con
stantly,” she sald. “This is called ver
tical prosecution the continuity
helps make the child more
comfortable.”

Officlals said the office’s spouse
abuse component, which has operat
ed since January 1884, has helped
more than 3,600 victims

Three child abuse advocates in the
new office become the lifeline be
tween the victim and the legal sys
tem, officials said. They provide a
reassuring hug, a concerned voice

on the phone and patient
explanation
‘Most district attorney’s offices

don't have advocates, but they are
needed because the attorneys can't
devote that much time to victims,™
sald Joy Hollingsworth, advocate
su rvisor
She said advocates also track cases
in the legal system for TDHR case
workers and provide followup ser
vices. But the meshing of “social
work-type” advocates with lawyers
will take adjustment, she said
After workers assess each victim's
home situation, protective orders
may be obtained for a child free of
charge, while some private lawyers
charge $500 to $1.500, officials said
For the first time, sexual, spouse
and child abuse will all be handled
by a coordinated approach that al
lows for effective intervention to
stop the cycle and that's what we
are all about,” said Joyce Dorrycott,
chairwoman of both task forces

“The wife is ready to go home
She misses her garden and
flowers,” said Logsdon, 74, who is
selling his specially built, eight-
passenger covered wagon. “And |
thought business would be
better.”

The parade on opening day con-
sisted of 200 riders and 82 wagons,
but there are now fewer than 100
riders and 45 wagons. Organizers
said they expected attendance to
decrease somewhat after the first
few days

Great people in history are most
often the symbols of greater forces
beyond themselves, and | think this
is the case” with King, he said

But Garrow believes a danger in
immortalizing King is that “it gives
people an excessively simplistic un
derstanding of history and conveys
implicitly if not explicitly that social
movements and political change de-
pend on great individuals for their
success

“King himself believed very
strongly that if he had not existed
somebody else would have emerged
as a similar spokesman and symbol,
Garrow said.

Raised to the level of sainthood
King becomes a “whitewashed” fig
ure, “rather than a politically chal-
lenging man whose message still has
very real present-day relevance,” he
said

King's life becomes more signifi-
cant viewed against the backdrop of
the civil rights movement, Berlin
said. “It's only as seeing him as part
of the larger movement that King
really gains his true significan-
ce.and his special genius was his
ability to articulate what so many
people were willing to act upon at
that particular time in history.”

“History has a way of dealing with
heroes fairly well. . (because) their
values are so timeless,” noted Na-
than Huggins, a professor of history
and Afro-American studies at Har-
vard University.

“Heroes are what they are because
they allow us to invest in them the
values which are ours, and we can
use the person as a means of being
the symbol of our aspirations, values
and needs,” Huggins said.

As with many national heroes,
death is their making. King's assassi-
nation, as he stood on the balcony of
a Memphis, Tenn., motel, erased

much of the controversy of his latter
years of life, many of the experts
say.

During most of the 1960s, King had
focused the civil rights movement
on the struggle of blacks to gain
equality. But by the time he died, he
had become an ou ken critic of
the Vietnam War and he was defin-
ing the black struggle in economic
terms.

“King was moving in a direction
that may have put him at odds with
a lot of trends of American society,”
Berlin said.

“] see Martin Luther King as part
of a long tradition of black protests
that stretches into the Colonial per-
fod,” he said.

“Right now, our generation tends
to see him as part of this great thing
that happened in our lives. I think
100 years from now, it will be easier

to see what happened in the '50s and
'80s as part a long, evolutionary
process.”

King's magnetism and persuasive
powers rallied millions around his
plea for equality, historians say, and
demonstrated in a dramatic way the
contradictions between America’s
principles and its practices.

“The principles enunciated by
Thomas Jefferson that all men were
created equal..were never real until
Martin Luther King," said Robert L.
Harris Jr., an associate professor of
Afro-American history at Cornell
University.

“When you talk about...the fathers
of the United States, people are go-
ing to talk about Jefferson, Madison,
Lincoln and Martin Luther King in
the same breath.”

Texas farmers ‘just trying to survive'

PARIS (AP) — For farmers being
crushed under the gathering weight
of the nation's agriculture crisis, one
solution is simply to getting out of
the business altogether, an extension
agent says

“Right now, farmers are in a time
of just trying to survive — whether
it means staying in or getting out,”
said Tony Douglas of the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.

“It's not a thing we like to talk
about, but our job is to disseminate
information,” the Northeast Texas
extension director told about 100
Northeast Texas farmers recently.
“We've got a job to do.”

Texas farmers have experienced
the same problems as in the Mid-
west, including large debts, falling
land and crop prices and rising pro-
duction costs.

“This is not the typical farm meet-
ing,” sald county agent Paul Payne
at the seminar called “Management
for Survival” at the Lamar County
Fairgrounds last week.

Natural gas cited as possible fuel for vehicles

Compressed natural gas (CNG)
could become the transportation
fuel for tomorrow —— and today
—— says Bob Capps, director of mar-
keting for Energas. Capps, with Jeff
Seisler of the American Gas Associa-
tion and Jim Wallace of the Texas
Railroad Commission, will present a
seminar Wednesday on the feasibil-
ity, technology, economics and regu-
lations involved in the utilization of
compressed natural gas as a fuel in
trucks and automobiles.

Energas is currently operating 91
company vehicles at locations in Am-
arillo, Lubbock and Midland on natu-
ral gas with great success, according
to Capps. “We are saving about
$44,000 a year on our 32 vehicles in
Amarillo and $39,000 a year on 37
vehicles in Lubbock,” said Capps. “It
is too early to calculate what the sav-
ings will be on our 22 converted ve-
hicles in Midland, but we expect it to
be in the same range.”

He saild CNG had been clearly
demonstrated as a viable fuel alter
native for fleet operators, particular
ly those who have vehicles that trav
el designated routes and fixed
milage each day. The utility execu-
tive who has been leading a CNG
marketing effort in West Texas said
a number of municipalities and
school districts were already using
CNG

“We have systems running on 16
school buses in both Dalhart and
Pampa and on 28 city vehicles in Am
arillo and six city vehicles in Mid
land,” sald Capps. “It's not a very
significant number now, but its a

“We have been running about 30
days with no problems whatsoever,
but it is still too early for a through
cost evaluation. I think in the long
run, however, it will prove to be cost
effective for the city.”

Capps said natural gas on a gaso-
line equivalent basis costs about 44
cents per gallon in Midland plus
eight cents to compress for a total of
52 cents per gallon, resulting in a 50
percent or more fuel savings. The
cost to convert a vehicle to natural
gas is approximately $1,300. Payout
for the conversion kit, which allows
a vehicle to operate on gasoline or
natural gas, is slightly over a year,
but it may be transferred from vehi-
cle to vehicle. CNG also produces
about the same miles per gallon as
gasoline.

Italy, New Zealand and Canada are
very strong into the use of CNG and
even offer tax incentives to those us-
ing the fuel, according to Capps, who
says that one day car owners may be
able to fuel their vehicles at home
with small compressors and outside
gas connections.

“That, however, is down the road,”
sald Capps. “Right now, it is being
promoted primarily as an alternate
fuel for fleets.” He said no kits are
now available for diesel vehicles but
research is underway that will even-
ually make possible the conversion
of diedel vehicles to natural gas.”
