UT professor lectures at UTPB about
importance of pushing oil to wellbore

ODESSA — Locating oil and gas in
the ground is an important part of the
producing process. Even more impor-
tant, according to Ben Caudle, B.J.
Lancaster Professor of Petroleum
Engineering at the University of
Texas, is pushing that oil and/or gas to
the wellbore.

“You have to push the fluids to
where they can be produced,” said Cau-
dle, who delivered the 1996 Ellen and
Bill Noel Lecture Tuesday at UTPB.
“And you have to make sure before-
hand that the oil to be pushed is pushed
to your oil well,” he said. -

Th“s why the use of simulation pro-

grams te-help predict the movement of
underground fluids can have such an
impact on a producer’s bottom line, he
said.

“There are two facets to producing
oil,” he said. “First is how well what
you're injecting to push the oil to the
wellbore pushes that oil ahead of it.
Second, you must try to optimize the
‘pushers’ so they push as much as pos-
sible.”

Caudle said a producer must look at
two mechanisms: replacement effi-
ciency and sweep efficiency.

With replacement efficiency, gas
pushing gas for condensate recovery or
water pushing water for remediation
are very efficient, while water or gas

Alexander ta_quit, sources say

WASHINGTON (AP) — Winless in Tuesday's eight-state
rfmary voting and throughout the nominating season,
.amar Alexander made plans to quit the GOP presidential

race on Wednesday, two sources close to Alexander said.

The former Tennessee governor planned to return to
Nashville, Tenn., to announce his decision to drop out on
Wednesday, the sources said.

Alexander had said earlier in the day that he hoped to make
a last stand next week in Florida, saying ‘‘the only way to
turn things around is to focus on a single state.”

But he was under heavy pressure to quit before Florida,
and consulted with his top advisers as Tuesday's results came
in, showing a clean sweep for Bob Dole in eight primary
states.

Before turning in for the night at a hotel in Clearwater, Fla.,
Alexander said he was “‘going up to look at the returns.”

Alexander earlier Tuesday criticized Republican Party vet-
erans for closing ranks around Dole

“This has turned into more of a fraternity election,”” Alexan-
der complained. "'I don't want us to get to October and say
‘Holy smokes, we've got Dole as the nominee."”’

But with his trademark plaid shirt and outsider’s pitch,
Alexander was unable to convince voters that they should
choose him over Dole

Going into Tuesday's 10-state round of voting, Alexander
had yet to finish higher than third in any primary race and
had gathered only 10 convention delegates of the 996 needed
to win the nomination.

Alexander, to the end, questioned whether Republican vot-
ersreally were ready to embrace Dole as their standard-bear-
er

He told Florida voters his goal had been to get Republicans
to ask one crucial question: “*Do we really want Bob Dole?"’

“Is Bob Dole who Republicans really want to stand up
against Bill Clinton and take our ideas into the next centu-
ry”?"" he asked during a morning appearance at a private
school in Miami's Little Havana neighborhood.

Alexander also took a swipe at Buchanan's stance on halt-
ing immigration, telling the Cuban American students and
teachers the country needs a president who will ““paint a pic-
ture of America that includes all of you.”

Alexander, 55. served as Tennessee governor from 1979 to
1986 and was President Bush's secretary of education from
1990 to 1992

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Gary Bruner, Dole’s Texas organizer, said it
will be difficult for any candidate to put togeth-
er a traditional campaign organization in Texas
at this time.

‘‘Grass-roots organizing, those things take a
lot of time to put together,”” Bruner said. ‘‘Until
Sen. Gramm dropped out, our campaign, as well
as the others, had put very little money in
Texas.”

Federal Election Commission reports through
Jan. 31 — the most recent available — show Dole
had spent only $73,245 on his Texas campaign;
Buchanan, $7,400; and Lamar Alexander,
$16,568. Up to that time, Gramm had spent $1.2
million in Texas.

In contrast, the other prize of Super Tuesday
— Florida with its 98 delegates — had been show-
ered with candidate money because of a hot con-
test over a Republican straw poll last Novem-
ber.

Alexander has said he will drop out of the race
if he does not win Florida. But late Tuesday, he
was considering quitting the race after weak fin-
ishes in primaries in Georgia, Maryland, Col-
orado and several New England states. His home
state of Tennessee also votes on Super Tuesday.

Dole’s television advertising campaign in
Houston, Dallas and San Antonio — $300,000,
according to sources — is paltry by Texas stan-
dards.

““Texas is so big, campaigns look at it and just
say, "'Let’s go someplace else,”’ Pauken said.

Forbes, a millionaire who is self-financing his
campaign, is checking on buying Texas adver-
tising, but Buchanan’s backers say they expect
him to just run some radio commercials.

Diana Denman of San Antonio, a coordinator
for Forbes, said Forbes plans to target Texas in
the Super Tuesday voting.

Tom Staley, a Buchanan organizer, said Tex-
ans have been building their own network for
Buchanan.

The candidates are expected to make few cam-
paign stops in Texas, with most trips timed to
coincid~ with a debate in Dallas on Friday.

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Senate passes bill to slap
tough sanctions on Cuba

WASHINGTON (AP) — With
a message that Fidel Castro
must answer for shooting down
two American civilian planes,
the Senate decisively passed a
bill Tuesday that further tight-
ens economic sanctions on
Cuba.

The bill, aimed specifically at
driving foreign investors from
the island, moved to the House
for certain passage this week,
and President Clinton has
promised to sign it. The Senate
vote was 74-22.

It also gives the force of law
to existing sanctions orders
against the Castro government
to ensure that no president can
ease them without an act of
Congress.

In a statement, Clinton said
the bill's passage will ‘‘send
Cuba a powerful message that
the United States will not tol-
eliate further loss of American
life.”

Senate Majority Leader Bob
Dole, R-Kan. spoke of the bill’s
‘“‘clear message that the time of
Fidel Castro has come and
gone.”’ Dole, facing a crucial
primary next week in strongly
anti-Castro Florida in his bid
for the GOP presidential nom-
ination, interrupted his cam-
paign Tuesday in New York
and flew in for the vote.

‘“The folly of appeasement
and accommodation is now
tragically apparent,’’ said Sen.
Kay Bailey Hutchison, R-
Texas. ‘“Today we will act to
restore United States policy to
its previous and proper direc-
tion, to isolate the Castro gov-
ernment, put a shield around it
and hasten the day it will fall.”

Called the Libertad bill, the
Spanish word for liberty, the
measure was passed in differ-
ent versions last fall by the
House and the Senate. White

House opposition kept the bill in
legislative limbo until the Feb.
24 downing of two small planes
near Cuba, which killed four
Cuban-Americans, galvanized
anti-Castro sentiments.

Clinton, facing a clamor for
Castro to be punished, agreed
last week to sign the bill and
accepted a controversial pro-
vision giving people the right to
sue foreign companies that
profit from property confiscat-
ed during Castro’s 37-year rule.
Clinton retains authority to sus-
pend the right to sue for six-
month periods.

Canada and other countries
that maintain normal trade
relations with Cuba have
protested the measure. Senate
Foreign Relations Committee
chairman Sen. Jesse Helms, R-
N.C., who sponsored the bill
with Rep. Dan Burton, R-Ind.,
countered by comparing
Canada’s stance to British
Prime Minister Neville Cham-
berlain’s appeasement of
Hitler in 1938.

By opposing the bill, Helms
said, Canadians ‘‘are condon-
ing Fidel Castro. I suggest that
they be ashamed of them-

selves.”

Opponents argued that the
bill was being rushed through
in the passion of the moment,
that it would tie up U.S. courts
with lawsuits, unnecessarily
antagonize U.S. allies and hurt
the Cuban people more than
their government.

“If you don’t think we're
going to get reprisals from
this, a nightmare, a quagmire,
let me see what happens when
an Israeli business person is
denied a visa'’ because he also
does business in Cuba, said
Sen. Christopher Dodd, D-
Conn., the bill's leading critic.

With turnout on a 30-year downward slide —
mostly because of growing cynicism, analysts
believe — the act of simply registering more
people, by offering registration at drivers’
license offices, may do little good.

In one of the few test cases so far, Louisiana
registered hundreds of thousands more voters
under ‘‘motor voter.’’ But turnout for last fal-
I's governor’s primary was the lowest in two
decades.

Likewise, Kentucky’s turnout among new
‘‘motor voter’’ registrants was just 19 percent
for its hotly contested governor’s race last year.

And Texas and Arizona, which began ‘‘motor
voter’’ programs long before the federal gov-

ernment made it a requirement, see no sign
they boosted turnout. “‘I wish that it did,”’ said
one Arizona official, Helen Purcell.

Supporters say they still believe more peo-
ple will vote if more are registered.

Motor voter’s impact will be particularly
strong in southern states where registration
rules were most restrictive, predicted Curtis
Gans of the Committee for the Study of the
American Electorate. '

Florida alone has added more than 1 million
registered voters; Georgia 477,000. This mon-
th’s primaries aren’t considered a good test of
turnout, so it will take more time to determine
the effect of the new registrations.

“I had a woman come in the other day and
ask for several reams of registration-by-mail
forms, and she was going to take them back to
her community — her church — and hand them
out,” said Georgia official Andy Bowen.

Overall, more than 6 million new voters have
registered in states implementing ‘‘motor vot-
er’’ since the federal law went into effect in
1995. And that figure leaves out some big states,
like Illinois, that have not tallied numbers.

The figure also leaves out the increased reg-

istration in states that began ‘‘'motor voter’’ vol-
untarily, before the federal law took effect
Adding those states, new registrations are clos-
er to 10 million

That could eventually increase the percent-
age of the eligible adult population registered
to vote to close to 80 percent, officials predici
Before motor voter, registration hovered
around 65 percent.

Turnout, though, is only about 50 percent of
the eligible adult population in presidential
election years, and even less in off yedfs.

Before Congress passed ‘‘motor voter’’ in
1993, state rules varied widely.

Only about half of states allowed mail-in reg-
istration, and just a handful registration at dri-
ver’s license offices. A few like Wisconsin and
Minnesota went further, allowing registration
at the polls on Election Day

But most states required their citizens to trek
to county registrar’s offices, during business
hours.

The federal law changed that, requiring all
states to offer registration through the mail,
and atdriver’s license, welfare and other state
offices.

Texas today, to pick up the
endorsement of Gov. George W.
Bush.

Convinced Dole’s lead was
insurmountable, Lugar and
Alexander decided Tuesday night
to bow out of the race. Lugar
planned a noon announcement in
Washington; Alexander was head-
ing home to Tennessee to make his
announcement there.

‘Buchanan, though, headed to
Florida and vowed to fight all the
way to the Republican convention.
“It's a very uphill battle,” he
acknowledged. But even if he
can’t beat Dole, Buchanan made
clear he wanted enough delegates
to make his mark in San Diego.

‘I don’t know if I'm going to be
the nominee but it's going to be a
Pat Buchanan party,” Buchanan
said. ““We're going to write the
platform for them.”

The results, however, showed
Buchanan’s support was wilting.
His core support splintered in
Tuesday’s voting, and he failed to
match his 1992 primary showings
in Colorado, Connecticut, Mary-
land, Massachusetts and Geor-
gia.

Forbes wasn’t falling into line
behind Dole either. He criticized
Dole as representing ‘‘politics as
usual,” and said, ‘‘The field is
clearing out. There are these three
clear stark choices."”’

Dole’s victories were all the
more striking by their size. In
Maryland, Colorado, Connecticut,
Vermont, and Rhode Island, Dole
won by 2-to-1 margins. In Massa-
chusetts and Maine his lead was

lican strategist, as Dole took
charge, prompting suggestions
that his remaining rivals might as
well accept the inevitable. Two of
them did.

““The quicker he can end this
internal party battle, the better for
us going into the fall election,”
said Gov.

Pete Wilson of California,
another of the 24 GOP governors
supporting Dole for the nomina-
tion, said a convincing sweep
could build ‘‘a head of steam’’ no
one can block.

“If he hangs in there and pounds
at Dole, it's a problem’’ said Bob
Teeter, who saw that happen when
he was manager for Presndent
Bush four years ago.

Teeter, a public opinion pollster,
said Tuesday's primaries settled
this race for Dole. “‘It’s over, it has
been over, this just kind of con-
firms it,”" Teeter said. ‘‘After a
kind of two-week detour, we're
back on the form chart.”

Only Georgia was
relatively close — and Dole was
beating Buchanan by nine points
there, a state where Buchanan had
boasted of his conservative
appeal.

It appeared Dole would add
Minnesota to his victory list. With
almost half the state’s caucus
precincts reporting, Dole had 41
percent to 33 percent for Bucha-
nan.

As Forbes and Buchanan vowed
to press on, many GOP leaders
said the race was all but over.

“If he doesn’t have it wrapped
up, he’s close,”” said Illinois Gov.
Jim Edgar. He urged others to
clear the field: ‘‘There’s no need
to keep fighting among our-
selves.”

Forbes trailed everywhere and
was focusing on the Thursday
showdown in New York. ‘“This has
been a strange year,” said a top
Forbes campaign strategist, for-
mer Sen. Gordon Humphrey.
“‘Anything can happen.”’

The returns looked like this:

In Georgia, with 92 percent of
the precincts counted, Dole had 40
percent, Buchanan 30 percent,
Alexander 13 and Forbes 12.

The New England states were
solid for Dole. He was picking up
48 percent of the vote in Massa-
chusetts, with Buchanan next at
25. In Connecticut, Dole had 54 per-
cent and Forbes 20 and Buchanan
15 percent. In Vermont, it was 41
percent for Dole, with Buchanan,
Forbes and Lugar all in the teens.
In Maine, Dole had 46 percent,
Buchanan 25.

In Maryland, Dole had 53 per-
cent and Buchanan 21. Colorado

Steve Forbes was still investing
his fortune in television advertis-
ing for the New York primary on
Thursday, where Dole handily
leads the polls.

And Buchanan said he would
battle for his conservative con-
victions all the way to the Repub-
lican National Convention, open-
ing Aug. 12 in San Diego.

“‘Pat probably stays in simply
because Pat is running a cam-
paign that isn't spending any mon-
ey,”” Wilson said in a telephone
interview. He recalled the trouble
Buchanan gave Bush in 1992 and
said Dole should not repeat the
mistake of giving a divisive
Buchanan a center-stage role at
the convention.

“I think you will see a conven-
tion and a campaign that is main-
stream conservative Republi-
can,” Wilson said, with room for
differences but not for divisive-
ness. !

Wilson said he foresees Dole
parlaying the Tuesday primaries
with the Southern and Midwestern
contests of the next two weeks into
momentum that seals the decision.

‘“All that happens before he
gets here,”” Wilson said. The Cal-
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gave Dole 44 percent, Buchanan 21
percent and Forbes 20 percent.

“It’s over,”” said one of Dole’s
lieutenants, New York Sen.
Alfonse D’Amato.

Dole was looking ahead. ‘‘We
need to get the party together and
aim at Clinton,”’ he told AP. “‘So
far, the guy has had a free ride
while we beat each other up but
that is about to change.”

Across the states voting Tues-
day, Dole cut into Buchanan’s
core support among religious
right, very conservative, low-
income and Ross Perot voters.
Dole supporters said beating Clin-
ton and his experience in Wash-

ifornia primary — the biggest of
all — is on March 26, for 165 dele-
gates.

It takes 996 delegates to win the
nomination, and Republican
National Chairman Haley Bar-
bour said the time to unite behind
the evident nominee may come
before the mathematical certain-
ty does.

Wilson acknowledged that
Forbes could be a problem, should
he continue and invest heavily in
California advertising. But he said
it wouldn’t work.

“Even if Forbes decides that
he’'s going to spend heavily in
California, while it’s going to have
an impact, I'm not sure it could
undo this momentum,”’ Wilson
said. g

Edgar, whose state primary is
one of four in the Midwest on
March 19, said the geographic
sweep of the states Dole was cap-
turing — New England, the South
and the mountain West — proved
the breadth of his campaign and
foretold his nomination.

criminal investigations to
increase the rate of convictions of
sheriff’s cases tried by the district
attorney's office.

At a press conference on Tues-
day, Kaufman displayed copies of
his campaign flyers and
brochures that reflected the five-
star sheriff's badge. Then, he
exhibited an enlarged, official
copy of the circular Texas seal,
which consists of a five-pointed
star that is encircled by wreath-
like oak and olive branches and
the words “The State of Texas.”’

“This is what a deputy’s badge
looks like and that's what we used
in our campaign literature — a
deputy’s badge,” Kaufman said.
“We have not violated any
statute.”

The badge’s centerpiece is
remarkably similar to the

enlarged copy of the seal, which is
a modification of “The Great Seal
of the Republic of Texas.”

Kaufman’s campaign flyers and
brochures were designed by
Admarc Inc., a Midland-based
advertising agency.

“Admarc did a wonderful job.
They know that they can’t use the
great seal of the state of Texas in
campaign literature, and they
haven’t,” Kaufman said. “No mat-
ter how you look at it, this is not the
great seal of the state of Texas.
This is a deputy’s badge.”

On the badge, the words “Sher-
iff” and “Midland County’’ flank
the Texas seal.

Kaufman said that featuring
the sheriff’s badge in his campaign
advertising would be similar to his
driving down the street and saying
that “I'm representing Ford Motor
Co. because I have a Ford sticker
(logo) on my truck.”

Despite the controversy, Kauf-
man said the issue “is going to
boost my campaign. When the
election results come in on Tues-
day, we are going to see a very
strong result in my favor.”

The sheriff, however, viewed
Kaufman’s response as “just a
politician blowing his horn. It’s not
worthy of comment.

“What is he doing with a sherif-
f’s badge, and he’s not the sher-
iff?” Painter said. “The state seal
is in the center of the badge.”

The complaint against Kauf-
man'’s use of the badge-seal in his
advertising was lodged with
Dettman on Feb. 29 by Ann Brick-
ner, who has been a “member of
the (sheriff’s) Crisis Intervention
Unit over several years.”

In her letter to Dettman, Ms.
Brickner said that she has
“watched with distaste as Mike
Kaufman has waged a campaign
of innuendo and fabrication
against Sheriff Painter. I do
understand that Mr. Kaufman s
aright, as a candidate, to say what
he feels he can get by with in the
heat of battle.”’

Ms. Brickner said that Kaufman
“has crossed the line between sim-
ple poor taste and an illegal act (in
usmg) a representation of the seal
and badge.”’

Dettman said that “it would cer-
tainly be wrong just to ignore
(the complaint) or sweep it under
the rug.

“But, by the same token, public
confidence would best be served
by (appointing) someone (a spe-
cial prosecutor) totally unrelated
to Midland County, totally unre-
lated to the Sheriff's Office, to
resolve it.”

While Kaufman accused the
sheriff of placing too much atten-
tion on politicking and not enough
emphasis on solving crimes,
Painter said that he and his offi-
cers “haven’t stopped working on
crime. We haven’t stopped doing
our job.”

Kaufman supporter Frank Kell
Cahoon, a former state legislator,
and Jim Ross, a certified public
accountant and former Midland
County auditor, accused the sher-
iff of abuse of his powers by
launching investigations that they
viewed as harassment.

“Anybody who does anything
that the sheriff does not like, he
takes some type of action — either
a lawsuit, an investigation, or, in
my case, alerting the news that I
was possibly a criminal,”’ Cahoon
said.

Ross said that “the shenff initi-
ated a baseless, useless, expensive
mvesn%ation of the County Audi-
tor’s Office in August of 1994 in
retaliation for the work that we
were trying to do ... toimplement
financial controls in the county
that were badly needed.”’

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Americans say U.S. soldier was raped;
Czech officials claim woman consented

TASZAR, Hungary (AP) —
American military officials said
Tuesday that a U.S. soldier with the
NATO-led peace mission in Bosnia
was raped, and they suspected
Czech peacekeepers. However,
Czech officials insisted that the
woman consented to have sex with
two soldiers.

The attack was reported to have
occurred-in central Bosnia on Sat-
urday. It was the first reported rape
complaint involving the NATO-led
mission.

Czech military officials said that
the American had agreed to the
advances of two of their soldiers.

‘“The outcome is that she agreed
to do it,”’ said Capt. Oldrich Hole-
cek, a spokesman for the Czech con-
tingent with the Bosnian peace
force. The two men will not be pros-
ecuted under Czech law, Holecek
said from Zagreb, Croatia.

In Prague, the Czech Defense
Ministry did not dispute that two of
its soldiers had sex with the woman
but said in a statement that she
‘“‘was not forced into sexual inter-
course. The men did not resort to
violence, ‘‘threat of violence or ...
abuse of her helplessness,”’ it said.

However, a U.S. Army spokes-
woman in Taszar, Capt. Leela J.
Dawson-Hamm, insisted the
woman was raped over the week-
end in central Bosnia in an area
where Czech soldiers are posted.

Defense Secretary William Per-
ry said it was ‘‘not only a matter of
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finding the perpetrators of that
act but of taking proper care of the
victim.”

The woman was evacuated Sun-
day to the 67th Combat Support
Hospital at Taszar, a southwestern
Hungarian town where the Ameri-
cans have set up a supply and logis-
tics base for the Bosnian peace
force. There she was ‘‘being pro-
vided with every medical and legal
effort possible to ensure the safety
and well-being of our soldier,”
Dawson-Hamm said.

A reporter trying to gain access
to the hospital on the American

base was turned away.

The Stars and Stripes, the mili-
tary newspaper published for U.S.
forces in Germany, reported the
attack occurred near the town of
Ljubija, 10 miles north of Sanski
Most.

““This was a significant and trau-
matic experience for any person
and she was extremely trauma-
tized as any person would be,”
Dawson-Hamm said.

Stars and Stripes reported she
was in good condition and was
being attended by a rape crisis
counselor.

same time the most effi-
cient and productive.

Rylander now serves
as chairman of the com-
mission.

Obviously the effort by
Rylander and other com-
missioners has achieved
a degree of success
because producers in the
oil-and-gas industry
rave about how the rail-
road commission now is
working for the good of
the industry rather than
against it. That wasn’t
always so, however. In
fact, while the quest in
past elections was to get
an individual supportive
of the oil-and-gas indus-
try onto the commission,
the reality today is that
the entire three-person
commission is pro-oil
and gas, and that bodes
well for the future of an
industry that has seen
better days. It also
bodes well for Texas,
which reaps the benefits
from a strong oil-and-
gas industry.

That fact was evi-
denced by Rylander’s
testimony before the
U.S. House’s Committee
on Resources Feb. 2
when she noted that
between 1980 and 1986
the oil-and-gas industry
added more than $100
billion a year to the
Texas economy while in
the best years since it

has added only $66 bil-
lion a year.

So when Rylander took
office, the job of the
Texas Railroad Commis-
sion was to make the
most of what some
would characterize as a
bad situation. The com-
missioners have done
that by re-engineering
the entire commission to
make it more efficient
and productive. They
removed bureaucratic
barriers, eliminated
duplicate filing and
increased the turn-
around time on permit-
ting injection wells.

The commission also
started studying the reg-
ulatory process with an
eye toward eliminating
or reforming the regula-
tory program. And
Rylander says the par-
tial deregulation pro-
gram that she fully sup-
ports “would save the
commission $300,000 a
year in reduced costs
and save the industry
over $40,000,000 a year in
reduced regulatory com-
pliance costs.” That’s '
impressive.

Perhaps most impor-
tant, the railroad com-
mission has created or
participated in a number
of incentive programs
that hold vast economic
potential for Texas. The
commission even set up
a gas-services division.

Rylander, who former-
ly served as mayor of
Austin for three terms,
has done an outstanding
job on the Texas Rail-
road Commission. We
encourage all voters in
the Republican Primary
to cast their ballots for
Carole Rylander for rail-
road commissioner.

Episcopalians must decide whose church it is

ILMINGTON, Del. — In the Christian
tradition, which is based on and
informed by Scripture, heterosexual
marriage is the moral norm, the enduring stan-
dard for Christians. But, aw, well, you know,
anything that old starts, in due course, to sport
whiskers and moss.

A Christian bishop
who, by the lantern
glow of conscience,
finds the tradition
stodgy and shallow
may decide to do
things his own way. If
he’s Walter Righter,
bishop of the Episco-
pal Church, that way
involves ordaining as
deacon a practicing
homosexual with a
live-in male lover.
Righter, as assistant
bishop of New Jersey, did so in 1990, figura-
tively thumbing his nose at Christians less
enlightened than himself.

Such ‘‘prophetic’’ behavior usually earns lib-
eral clergy like Righter nothing but approving
nods in the media. It earned Righter, to his
shock and dismay, a church trial for violation
of doctrine. The first stage of the trial wound
up liere at St. John’s Cathedral, with the out-
come in doubt but the issue clarified amazingly.

Here is the issue: Can a bishop believe and
say and do pretty much anything he wants,
whether it squares with Scripture or not?

Righter, on the evidence of what he believes
and says and does, would reply yes. The bish-
ops who pressed the charges against him say

‘no. They argue that the church is God’s — that

its convictions and teachings don’t change with
the polls and sociological currents.

Righter himself, in a press conference after
the initial hearings concluded, virtually made
the point his critics had been trying to make —
though, of course, he didn't intend to do any
such thing.

He was asked by a reporter: How come, if
the church hasn’t validated homosexual prac-
tice during all these centuries, it's time to do
SO now?

““The culture has changed, ' replied Righter.
“The idea of homosexual and gay-lesbian
spirituality has entered the mainstream of the
culture. The church has to stay alert and alive
to what’s happening in the culture. ... We're
talking about the full social contract being
reshaped.”

But isn’t homosexuality condemned in Scrip-
ture? ‘“We do not worship the Bible,”’ replied
Righter. ‘“We use it for interpretation — we
don’t take it literally.”

Well, no: not when it says what you don’t
want it to say. In such a case, you “‘interpret”’
it to your liking. You make it read any way you
like,

Some basis for religion and for religious
truth! Still, the day of free-form religion may
be ending. The Righter trial may prove the
Episcopal Church’s great divide: a ditch too
wide for Episcopalians of divergent convictions
to stretch arms across.

On one side are the Righterites, the make-it-
up-as-you-go bunch. Does Christianity say
one thing and the culture something else? Well,
obviously the culture is right! Let’s get with it!
On the other side of the divide are the Episco-
pal Church’s orthodox bishops, who have more
in common with Bible-believing Billy Graham
than with ad hoc prelates like Righter. The
bishops who pressed the false-doctrine charge
against Righter, their point man being the val-

- orous James M. Stanton of Dallas, aren’t

putting up with Righter’s ad hoc Christianity.

Their conviction that the church should do
something about Righter isn’t likely to bear
fruit. The Righters are more numerous than the
Stantons, which is one reason the Episcopal
Church, for all its historical distinction and
social cachet, has lost a third of its member-
ship since 1965.

A division of the house seems inevitable at
this point — a formal parting of the ways. The
two churches that exist already within the Epis-
copal Church — one scriptural in conviction,
the other free-form and experimental — seem
certain in due course to assume separate iden-
tities.

The bishop-judges fall back now to deliber-
ate. The immediate question they must answer
is this: Has the Episcopal Church any doctrine,
any conviction, concerning homosexuality?
That’s the Episcopal Church’s whole trouble —
that pastors and teachers have to spend more
than a New York minute answering such a
question.

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China announces
more missile tests:
anxiety in Taiwan
rises to new level

QUEMOY, Taiwan — Stopped
by a passer-by on busy Fuhsing
Road in Quemoy, the soldier was
all smiles, thinking he was being
asked for directions.

But his smile vanished when he
was queried about the mounting
tensions with China. ‘‘Please,
don’t ask me this,”’ he said. ‘‘This
is just too sensitive now.”’

Perhaps he feared being over-
heard by unfriendly neighbors.
China is just 1.4 miles across the
water from the island of Quemoy,
Taiwan’s front line in the war of
nerves being waged by Beijing.

Tensions shot up again Tuesday
with China’s announcement that it
plans to test-fire another batch of
missiles Friday off Taiwan — the
third since June.

On a visit to the island last
week, most people seen on Fuhsing
Road were soldiers, who make up
half the island’s 100,000 population.

They were hanging out in the
gaming arcades, shopping for CDs
and crooning in the karaoke bars,
and they seemed as relaxed as the
tourists who would ordinarily be
swarming around on these balmy
spring days.

But only 500 tourists a day cuome
to Quemoy now, compared with
2,000 in more peaceful times, said
travel agent Hu Hui-huang.

At night, security tightens visi-
bly, with soldiers guarding check-
points and the entrances to the tun-
nels dug into the granite.

The Nationalists who fled the
Communist takeover of China in
1949 held Quemoy against a mas-
sive Chinese onslaught. But China,
which claims Taiwan as a rene-
gade province, did not give up. It
launched a 44-day bombardment in
1958 that killed 600 people but
failed to dislodge the Nationalists
from the 59-square-mile island.

The issue of Quemoy even made
its way into the 1960 American
presidential race: The candidates,
Vice President Richard Nixon and
Sen. John F. Kennedy, clashed on
whether U.S. military help was
needed to defend the island from
the Communists.

China and Taiwan continued to
sporadically fire ammunition and
shells packed with propaganda
leaflets until 1979. Since the late
1980s, however, trade has replaced
saber-rattling between China and
Taiwan — until last June.

Then Taiwanese President Lee
Teng-hui visited the United States.
China interpreted that as a move
to make Taiwan independent, and
the missile tests began.

In recent weeks, a flood of
reports about Chinese plans for
large-scale war games in Fujian
Province — right across from
Quemoy — have kept nerves on
edge.

But while Taipei’s stock market
has plunged and some Taiwanese
are moving their money abroad in
case of war, people on Quemoy say
they aren’t afraid of China.

““We are not afraid of the main-
land’s military maneuvers at all,
because we all have been through
wars before,”’” said Tsai Cheng-
chih, an island official.

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Fear replaces peace of mind for Israelis

JERUSALEM — As big as a bus. As small as a back-
pack. As light and flat as a smear of face paint.

These are the dimensions of fear in Israel, a coun-
try where peace of mind is a memory and logic has
xen reduced to the randomness of the next suicide

mb.

Irit Kalisker couldn’t shake the thought that the
bomber who killed 13 people — including five teen-
agers — in Tel Aviv on Monday seemed headed for a
shopping center where a children’s costume party
marking the joyous Purim holiday was taking place.

Dressing her 5-year-old son Amit for a Purim par-
ty on Tuesday, she abandoned plans for face paint and
a costume, choosing instead a blue sweat suit that bare-
ly covered his gangly body.

“I thought, ‘Why make him a larget"’ she said.

Later, the choice shocked her. ‘I feel helpless,
despairing, not in control,”” she said.

Those sentiments seemed to define the whole nation
after nine days in which four suicide bombers have
killed 57 innocent people.

The bombers’ element of surprise has thrown the
country — which thought it knew what to do in war —
out of kilter, said Nahman Shai, who as army
spokesman had calmed Israelis while Iraq launched
39 Scud missiles against the Jewish state during the
1991 Gulf War.

“We've lost a certain focus’’ since then, he told Chan-
nel 2 television. ‘‘We've got to get it back.”

The “‘focus’ Israelis miss is an identifiable reason
for the violence.

Ayelet Dror, a clinical psychologist, said Israelis who
had expected peace with the Arabs and were getting
used to a feeling of prosperous normalcy after decades
of war now felt ‘‘uncertainty.”’

“People don’t know what the significance of the pain
is, as they did in previous wars,”’ she said.

Israelis sifted through arcane details in reports on
the carnage, searching for clues that could save their
lives in the future.

The backpack containing 33 pounds of TNT — which
was set off Monday by a suicide bomber near a cen-
tral Tel Aviv shopping center — is what obsessed Lau-
ren Gottlieb.

“I saw a man at the bus stop wearing a backpack,”
she said Tuesday. ‘I walked home."

Passenger volume on Jerusalem's usually crowded
No. 18 bus has dropped 90 percent after two of the
bombers set themselves off along its route, said bus

driver Meir Ben Tsadok.

The bus is also what five-year-old Anina Bangert
remembered as she listened to stories in a Jerusalem
nursery school. Usually closed on Purim, the school
was open to keep the children under close supervision.

I saw the boxes with the people inside,”’ she said,
referring to the ritual TV footage of coffins and funer-
als. “‘I'm scared a terrorist will get on a bus.”

For some, it was a matter of simply remaining
indoors. Jerusalem'’s parks, usually packed with bar-
becues on holidays, were empty.

“Usually, you can’t get a pin in here on Purim ,’
sighed Hagit Alon, who supervises activities at the
Israel Museum youth wing. She swept a hand towards
a scattering of parents helping to fashion butterfly
wings for their kids. ““It’s so subdued today.”

At amall in Jerusalem'’s Talpiot neighborhood, a cafe
advertising Purim specials was empty, and the smile
on a bored waitress’ face faded as people walked by
She adjusted the bunny ears on her head.

“*All those kids who want to make Purim masks,
assemble in the main hall,”’ crackled a woman’s weary
voice over the public aqddress system. There was
silence.

Israelis looked to the government for answers — and
some said the government should stop reeling and start
acting.

‘“Their status is that of the sick man who finds out
he has cancer,” wrote Nahum Barnea, a columnist
whose son died in the Feb. 25 Jerusalem bus bombing.

“He finally knows what he is suffering from,”
Barnea, who backs the peace process, wrote in the
Yediot Ahronot newspaper. ‘‘It’s time for chemother-
apy.”’

While cries for government action were numerous,
few seemed to have any idea of what to do.

Even Ariel Sharon, a right-wing legislator who is one
of the government’s sharpest critics, had trouble with
specnflcs

‘“We need to swntch from a defensive struggle to an
offensive one,”’ he said when challenged by reporters

on Israel Television — exactly the same vague terms:

government ministers had been using.

Others blamed the Palestinians for seeming to
renege on the two-year-old peace deal, in which they
received a measure of autonomy in exchange for an
end to attacks on Israel.

West Bank towns,
shut up houses
of bomb suspects

RAMALLAH, West Bank (AP)
— Trying to stanch the terror,
Israel’'s army blockaded more
than a million Palestinians in
their West Bank communities on
Tuesday and sealed the houses of
Islamic militants suspected in
four bombings that have para-
lyzed peacemaking.

Stepping up their offensive
against the militants, soldiers
raided a West Bank village, herd-
ing all the men into the main
square for questioning. Prime
Minister Shimon Peres vowed to
imprison relatives of the suicide
bombers without trial.

Troops also raided and ordered
shut several academic and chari-
ty groups in the Hebron and
Jerusalem areas which Israel con-
sidered connected to the militant
groups, Israeli and Palestinian
sources said.

In an about-face, the military
wing of Hamas said it would heed
a call from the group’s pelitical
leaders to halt the bombing
attacks until July. The wing, lzze-
dine al Qassam, claimed respon-
sibility for four bombings in nine
days that killed four bombers and
57 other people.

Angry Israelis buried the 13 vic-
tims of the latest attack, killed
Monday when an Islamic militant
blew himself up outside Tel Aviv's
main shopping mall. Half the dead

were children.

The bombings have forced
Israel’s beleaguered government,
its popularity plunging ahead of
elections May 29, to abandon its
defensive policy toward such
attacks.

Thousands of troops set up road-
blocks Tuesday around 465 West
Bank communities — most of
them nominally autonomous
under the Israel-PLO agreements
— confining about 1.2 million
Palestinian residents to their
home towns.

Israeli soldiers sealed the
homes of 10 suspected Hamas
members. Troops also soldered
shut the metal doors and win-
dows of the houses of three of the
four suicide bombers.

In the West Bank village of Bur-
ka, soldiers forced all men older
than 15 into the main square and
made them sit on the ground as the
army questioned them one by one.

Israel did not reenter the seven
West Bank towns now fully under
Palestine Liberation Organiza-
tion control. Under the Israel-
PLO accords, Palestinian police
patrol the rural areas the Israeli
soldiers entered Tuesday, but
Israel retains overall control.

The army’s actions threatened
to discredit Palestinian leader
Yasser Arafat — and the peace

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MHS principal to take new position

Carrens to direct MISD’s Agreed Judgment plans beginning in June

B Board members hear
presentation on feasibility of
renovating MHS, San Jacinto
Junior High.

Midland High School needs a new prin-
cipal, a new building and a new location.
Those were a few of the findings at Tues-
day’s school board meeting.

It was announced that MHS Principal
Jane Carrens is hanging up her hat June
1 to take on the position of director of the
district’s Agreed Judgment plans. Mid-

land Independent School District board
trustees voted 5-2 (with Adela Marmole-
jo and James Fuller opposed) to appoint
Ms. Carrens to the new position.

“She was the top candidate for this posi-
tion,” said MISD Superintendent Joseph
Baressi Jr., who recommended her for
the administrative job. :

“She will supervise all seven Agreed
Judgment plans,” Baressi said.

He said the supervision would include
carrying out the requirements of the
plans, documentation and preparation for
testifying about them in court.

The board recently voted to create the
director position to oversee the plans that
the district is operating under in order to

seek a bid for unitary status, or freedom
from federal court-ordered desegrega-
tion. Baressi said the position would end
once the district is granted unitary sta-
tus in the next few years.

He said the district would post the posi-
tion for MHS principal today, and the
posting will be up for six weeks.

Trustees voted 4-3 (with Ms. Mar-
molejo, Dianne Anderson and Fuller
opposed) to accept the seven district
plans to meet requirements of the Agreed
Judgment plan. The plans were
approved on the second reading.

Ms. Anderson said she didn’t vote for
the seven plans — which were voted upon
as a group — because she didn't approve
of the bilingual education plan. “It both-

Testimony ends
in murder trial;
jury to get case

Testimony concluded in the murder tri-
al of Tommy John Rains; the case will
go to the jury after attorneys on each side
of the case make closing arguments
today.

Rains, 17, is accused of stabbing 18-
year-old James Irvin “Jip” Poole to
death during a fight on July 28. Poole died
from a single stab wound to the chest that
penetrated his heart and lung.

Poole was stabbed at 1010 S. County
Road 1233 — the roadway leading to Mid-
land Memorial Rehabilitation Hospital
off Loop 250 -— about 2 a.m. July 28 — just
two hours after he turned 18.

Testimony centered around a fight on
July 27 in which Ryan Richardson beat
up Rains. After Richardson was pulled
off Rains, about three teens then beat
Richardson.

A subsequent fight was set up for lat-
er that night and early into the next
morning in which Richardson and Rains

would face off again and the victim
and Jason Neil McClelland would
fight.

The statement Rains gave a
sheriff’'s investigator following his
arrest was read. Rains said that he
was running from Poole when
Poole “ran into the knife.” Rains
admitted he lied about many of the
facts in the statement to the inves-
tigator.

Rains testified he took the knife
— described by a knife expert as a
dagger — to the second fight
because he was afraid for his life.

He said that after Richardson
beat him he didn’'t want to fight
anymore.

Rains said he didn’'t know
Richardson or Poole until the
fights occurred. He said he learned
from a mutual friend that Richard-
son’s reason to fight him went back
to a Little League dispute that he
didn’t remember.

He said McClelland told him he
needed to finish his fight, but he
wanted his friends to be at the site
so they could pull.off Richardson if
he was getting beat again.

Rains said that as soon as he
arrived at the scene he pulled his
knife out and kept it by his side. He
said Richardson would try to get
out of the car and he would kick the
door shut to prevent Richardson
from getting out.

He said he was telling Richard-
son to get out of the car, even
though he really didn’t want him
to.

He said Poole became angry
because he was kicking his car and
came toward him. He said McClel-
land tried to stop Poole because of
the knife. Rains said McClelland
told him to put the knife down and
fight two-on-two.

“I didn’t want to fight, but I did-
n't want to look like a coward,”
Rains said.

He said he stabbed Poole as
Poole was swinging at him, but he
didn’t intend to harm Poole; he
just wanted Poole to leave him
alone.

He said he didn’t think of running
from the scene. He said he didn’t
think anyone would attack him as
long as he had the knife.

Rains said he didn’t intend to kill
Poole.

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during the first fight. She said

Rains was reluctant to go to the
second fight.
She said that after Rains

returned from the second fight he
was pale, shaking and wouldn’t
look her in the face. She asked him
what was wrong and he told her “I
did something really bad,” she
said.

He admitted to her he “cut”
Poole, she said.

McClelland, 19, was arrested
and charged in the attack but was
not indicted by a grand jury.

McClelland testified that he
encouraged Rains to finish the
fight with Richardson. During the
first fight with Richardson,
McClelland said his friends were
yelling at Rains to get up and fight.

He said at the crime scene,
Rains kicked Poole’s car and then
started to fight with Poole. McClel-
land said he got between them and
warned Poole that Rains had a

knife. At this time, Rains was try- -

ing to get Richardson to get out of
the car, he said.

Richardson started to get out of
the car and McClelland said he
went after him and saw Poole
lunge at Rains. Then, he said,
Poole was coming toward him and
he thought Poole was going to
jump on him so he hit him in the
face, then as Poole was stumbling
back he said he was “cut.”

He said he didn’t see Rains stab
Poole.

McClelland said he helped get
Poole in his car and told Richard-
son to get him to the hospital. He

said he felt Poole’s blood on him
and saw blood all over Poole.

After McClelland and Rains
were leaving the scene, McClel-
land said he told Rains he should-
n't have done that and asked Rains
why he did it.

After claiming not to remember,
McClelland read his statement to
police and said Rains had told him
he stabbed Poole because he was
tired of people messing with him.

Rains admitted to his friends
that early morning that he “had cut
Jip,” McClelland said.

A girl testified she spoke with
Rains on the telephone before the
second fight and he said he was
going to fight a person he wouldn’t
identify and said “we’re gonna
get him.”

Poole’s best friend, Robert
Anderson, testified Rains did know
Richardson and Poole because of
an argument they got into at a
bowling alley.

Anderson said Rains threatened
them with a knife at that time, too.

Defense attorney Lloyd Holder
implied Anderson created the sto-
ry because he wanted to paint
Rains as a knife-wielding criminal.

A criminalist from the Depart-
ment of Public Safety in Lubbock
said Poole’s blood was identified on
the murder weapon, Poole’s shirt,
Rhains’ shirt and McClelland’s
shirt.

A knife expert testified that the
knife used had a 4 1/4-inch double-
edged blude. He said he would call
it a dagger, which is an illegal
weapon.
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A medical examiner testified
that Poole was stabbed between
two ribs on the right side of his
chest with the knife penetrating his
lung and heart and almost cutting
a coronary artery in half. The
blade penetrated to a depth of 4 1/2
inches, he said.

Poole also suffered defensive
wounds with a cut on his left hand.

Rains, who remains free on a
$15,000 bond, could be found guilty
of murder or lesser charges or
acquitted of the stabbing death. If
he is found guilty of a crime, the
jury will assess his punishment.

Court officials expect the case to
wrap up today.

and downsizing throughout sever-
al industries. The slash marks of
1986 will be around for a long time
all over the state.

However, it should be pointed out
that the Permian Basin will prob-
ably heal faster. As Mayor Bobby
Burns said in the article: “Midland
and the Permian Basin are very
accustomed to the ebb and flow.
Sometimes we just have to live
through it, work through it. That’s
the nature of the oil business.”

It was pointed out in the article
that the capacity to produce oil and
gas in the Permian Basin is dimin-
ishing.

And the
federal Environmental Protection Agency
is fining the rancher $125,000 or more for
allegedly violating the Clean Water Act.

Slough north of Somers, at the northern tip
of Flathead Lake. The north end of the
slough is on the Sandstone Mountain Lla-
ma Ranch, the largest llama ranch in the
state. :

Stevens also complains that the slough
has been damaged, with thousands of
cubic yards of fill drying on the bank. He
says the work has harmed wildlife in the
slough, from turtles to waterfowl.

“It’s not just my water, it’s everybody’s
water,”’ Stevens said. .

““I think the EPA has been too easy on
them. They should have restored this back
in 1994, when they first asked.”

Stevens notes one of the islands is
shaped like a llama head, and not by acci-

oot

dent. Ellingson denies it.

The ranch owners have offered a set- -
tlement. They would keep the islands, haul .
away the dredged material away and cre- °
ate 1.2 acres of cattail marsh to make up

for the 1.2 acres of new islands.

Engineers estimate repairing the
slough to suit the EPA would cost $67,000.
The ranch owner’s proposed fix would cost
$47,000.

‘“Ultimately, cooler heads will prevail,
and we’'ll be able to take care of it,”’ Elling-
son said. “‘If I'm wrong, we're in line for
a whale of a penalty.”’

The next step is a hearing at EPA’s
regional office in Colorado.

HOUSTON (AP) — R. Wayne
Johnson and Joyce Craig have
been married almost five years
and have had very few quarrels.

Of course, they haven’t seen
much of each other, either. In
fact, hardly at all.

Their marriage in May, 1991,
sounds rather commonplace on its
face. It took place in a church, one
of them wore white and they
agreed to devote their lives to one
another.

What made it different was that
Johnson wasn't there for the wed-
ding. Johnson’s vows were handled
by proxy from his Daniel prison
unit cellin Snyder; her vows were
said in person in a Plano church.

His 99-year sentence for aggra-
vated rape prevented his appear-
ance, but not the nuptials.

“It was weird,”’ said Johnson,
now held at the Retrieve prison in
Angleton. ‘It was not like your
ordinary marriage. I just had on
an old white uniform."”’

Their marriage has managed to
do what many more conventional
ones don’t — it has survived.

“The reason I decided to marry
him was I felt like I had already
known him for quite some time,"’
said Mrs. Johnson, who first
encountered Johnson via mail
after she read about him in a
magazine article.

To complicate things, they
became a two-prison family in
1993 when Mrs. Johnson, a Bon-
ham native, was incarcerated
after a theft conviction. They
haven’t even spoken by phone
since, making the mails their mar-
ital lifeline.

Since Mrs. Johnson's convic-
tion, Johnson said they only write
once a week.

““There’s not much new,” said
Johnson of the marriage, which
has never been consummated.
Prison officials allow no special
privileges for inmates married to
other inmates.

‘A lot of couples base their rela-
tionship on sex,’’ he said. ‘“Well,

“We decided we'd have a real
ceremony when he gets out,"” she
said.

The proxy process is startlingly
simple. An inmate files a form with
a county clerk. Once the partner
agrees, the marriage is legal

Prison chaplains generally dis-
courage proxy weddings, which
often are made out of convenience.
Married inmates may receive up
to $120 a month in their commis-
sary accounts from spouses.

FORT WORTH, Texas — How
soon they forget. It was only a year
ago that the whispers about Jody
Conradt swirled around the Texas
women's basketball program with
the same bluster as the springtime
Hill Country winds.

Last season was the first since
the NCAA absorbed the AIAW in
1982 that the Lady Longhorns had
not been invited to the NCAA Tour-
nament. As Texas stumbled to its
only losing record (12-16) since
Conradt took over the program in
1976, it was evident — or so it was

said — that the game had passed

her by. That she no longer could
attract the top players to keep pace
in the conference that she put on
the national map. That Jody was
better off devoting full-time duty to
her position as women'’s athletic
director and turning over the
coaching reins to someone
younger, someone more in touch
with today’s game.

“‘Certain things happen in your
career when you know you've
arrived,”’ Conradt said recently,
punctuating the observation with
a laugh. “‘Our growth has paral-
leled what happened in the men’s
game.”

In essence, Conradt said that
after striving for so long to reach
parity with the men’s game in
coaches’ salaries, in promotion
and in media attention, it was
only natural that women’s coach-
es be subjected to the san.e job
scrutiny.

It is fitting, however, that in the

‘“This is a conference that has
come from what might have been
the worst starting out to absolute-

time when Texas dominated, peo-

ple said this is a bad conference.
When Texas didn’t dominate, for a
while they said, this is ‘really’ a
bad conference. But finally, people
have recognized what a good bas-
ketball conference we have
become.”’

The first programs to challenge
Texas were Arkansas and Texas
Tech. Arkansas tied the Lady
Longhorns for the SWC title in 1990
— when the Lady Razorbacks
broke Texas' 183-game winning
streak against SWC opponents —
and won it outright in 1991. Then
Texas Tech rose to prominence.
And in the '90s, Texas A&M and
SMU established solid programs
and became contenders for nation-
al recognition.

“It’s fitting that Texas has risen
back up,”’ Lady Aggies coach Can-
di Harvey said. ‘‘They’'ve had a
tremendous year. But in the same
regard, this league has become
very competitive.

It used to be a one-horse race.
Then it became a two-horse race.
Then ourselves and SMU made a
move. And now you see (the other
programs) getting better. The
overall quality of basketball has
improved. The coaching has
always been sound, but there are
better athletes now than there
have ever been. There is not an
easy (conference) game out there.
Not one. And I know that four or
five years ago, that could not be
said.”

Rhonda Rompola played her
final two seasons at SMU, earning
All-America honors in 1982, and
since '91 has coached at her alma
mater. Her 1993 team lost in the
final of the National Women’s
Invitational Tournament. She
hates to see the SWC splinter.

Jody Conradt came back from
her worst year at Texas to win
the No. 1 seed in this week’s
SWC Tournament.

“I'm really disappointed that the
conference is dissolving because
we have established ourselves as
such a good conference national-
ly,”” Rompola said. ‘‘I would love
for the SWC to be remembered as
one of the top conferences in the
country. And though we’re going to
split up, I still hope that the nation-
al recognition we’ve received tray-
els with us to the other confer-
ences.”’

Now Conradt, who emphasizes
that she has no plans to retire from
coaching, looks more to the future
than to the past.

“I don'’t feel the sadness that I
thought might accompany the last
year,” she said. ‘‘That tells me it’s
time to move on. I'm ready for the
next challenge.”’ :

The era from the mid-70s to the
mid-80s, generally is considered
SWC basketball’s finest stretch.
Stars included Vinnie Johnson and
Terry Teagle at Baylor; Sidney
Moncrief, Joe Kleine and Alvin
Robertson at Arkansas; Mike
Wacker at Texas; Ricky Pierce at
Rice and John Koncak at SMU,

The SWC couldn’t sustain its
basketball fever, though.
Prospects like Dallas’ Larry John-
son and San Antonio’s Shaquille
O’Neal found greener pastures
outside the league. Arkansas had
the SWC'’s last hurrah when Todd
Day, Oliver Miller and Lee May-
berry took the Razorbacks to the
1991 Final Four after beating
Texas in the regional finals.

It was all downhill from there.
Myers left Texas Tech after 20 1/2
seasons, one year after Texas
A&M’'s Metcalf, who was the con-
ference’'s winningest coach at 438-
306. It was also the final season for
a whole program as Arkansas
defected for the Southeastern Con-
ference.

Metcalf was wistful about an
SWC era gone by.

““The great thing was we’'d go
into a game as friends, battle as
hard as we ml,ﬂnd when the

game was over we were still
friends,”” Metcalf said. ‘‘I think
that may be the big difference in
coaching these days. You don't
have the camaraderie anymore.
Those days are gone.”’

Texas A&M needed another
coach a year later when Kermit
Davis resigned under a cloud of
NCAA violations. A similar sce-
nario played out in Waco two years
later when Darrel Johnson was
fired. A federal jury later con-
victed three of his assistants on
fraud charges involving transcript
improprieties.

By 1995, the SWC received its
ultimate slap in the face when the
NCAA Tournament Committee
gyp'a‘ssed co-champion Texas

ech.

As the conference dissolves, the
schools enter decidedly better
leagues: the Big 12, Western Ath-
letic Conference and the new Con-
ference USA.

Dow returns
to record
territory

NEW YORK (AP) — The Dow indus-
trials returned to record territory Tues-
day, led by technology and consumer-
related shares, after another volatile ses-
sion.

The Dow Jones industrial average
ended up 42.27 at 5,642.42, topping a
record high of 5,630.49 set on Feb. 23.

The blue-chip index was lower
throughout the morning but bounced into
positive territory shortly before 1 p.m.
The Dow backed off a second time
before shooting higher in the final 30 min-
utes of trading on the strength comput-
er-driven buy programs, traders said.

Advancing issues pulled slightly ahead
of decliners at the end of the session after
trailing them all day. Volume on the floor
of the Big Board was heavy at a revised
435.28 million shares, up from Monday’s
pace.

Broad indexes ended higher but short
of record heights. Tha NYSE's compos-
ite index rose 1.88 to 350.75, the Standard
& Poor’s 509-stock index rose 4.98 to
655.79, the Nasdaq composite index rose
11.93 to 1,096.81, and the American Stock
Exchange’s market value index rose 2.11
to 569.15.

Thom Brown, a market strategist and
principal at Rutherford, Brown &
Catherwood in Philadelphia, said the
gains in stocks were ‘‘pretty remark-
able,”’ considering the weakness in the
bond market Tuesday.

Stocks also rose on the strength of con-
tinued cash flows into stock mutual
funds, Brown said, and on economic data
that showed ‘‘the economy was not slow-
ing as much as people had thought. Peo-
ple like to buy consumer stocks in that
situation, and they have a lot of money
to spend.”’

The 30-year benchmark Treasury
bond was down 19-32 point late in the day,
yielding 6.38 percent.

But strength in technology stocks pre-
empted a tendency of stocks to follow
bonds lower.

International Business Machines led
the Dow industrials higher and rose 2 7/8
to 119. Brown said the stock had a
delayed reaction to some positive com-
ments late Monday by Louis Gerstner,
IBM’s chairman. Gerstner said IBM
should benefit from the growing impor-
tance of network computing, and that the
company’s network server businesses
are increasing market share.

Other computer stocks followed IBM
higher, On the Big Board, Digital Equip-
ment gained 47/8 to 65 7/8, and Hewlett-
Packard added 3 to 97. In Nasdaq trad-
ing, Intel rose 1/2 to 55.3/8, while
Microsoft advanced 1 7/8 to 98 1/8.

Computer networking stocks rose
after several investment banks, includ-
ing Morgan Stanley, Hambricht & Quist
and Alex. Brown & Sons, issued upbeat
reports on the industry.

‘‘It’s an encouraging sign for the econ-
omy,” said Gary Thayer, an economist
with A.G. Edwards & Sons Inc., a St.
Louis investment company. *‘I think we
will see better growth in the first half of
this year than we did in last part of last
year.”

‘I think this report is consistent with
an economy passing through a 1995 soft-
patch inventory correction period,”’
agreed economist David Munro of High

Frequency Economics in New York. “‘It
adds evidence to support the consensus
forecast of about 2 percent growth in the
economy.”’

New orders for both durable and non-
durable goods rose 0.5 percent in Janu-
ary to a seasonally adjusted $311.1 billion,
up from a revised $309.5 billion in Decem-
ber, the Commerce Department said
’I‘uesday

The revision meant that orders were
even stronger than originally thought as
the year ended, rising 1.7 percent rather
than the initial 1.3 percent estimate.
Orders had fallen in both October and
November.

Analysts have said that other eco-
nomic data for January may have been
skewed by the storm. But Munro said that
while severe weather may adversely
affect production and retail sales, it
does not keep businesses from placing
new orders.

Munro also noted that anecdotal evi-
dence pointed to a pickup in some areas
of the economy in February, including
new car and retail sales.

Federal Reserve Chairman Alan
Greenspan, who first used the ‘‘soft-
patch’ term in describing the economy
to Congress last month, also said Tues-
day that prospects have been enhanced
“for maximum sustainable economic
growth.”

And, he told the Independent Bankers
Association meeting in Las Vegas, there
is ‘“some tentative evidence that basic,
ongoing changes in the structure of the
economy may be helping to hold down
business costs and price pressures.”’’

Greenspan says growth understated

Las Vegas, Nevada — Business invest-
ment in computers and other equipment
is putting the brakes on inflation while
also generating more economic growth
than government statistics show, Federal
Reserve Chairman Alan Greenspan said
Tuesday.

Government reports may miss the
efficiencies and gains in productivity, so
that the economy’s output may be under-
estimated by ‘‘faulty data,”” Greenspan
said.

The Fed chairman’s comments at an
Independent Bankers Association of
America conference helped push Trea-
sury bonds lower for a time Tuesday on
investor concerns that the Fed won’t cut
interest rates soon to bolster economic
growth — even though his inflation out-
look was upbeat.

The Fed reduced the federal funds rate
on overnight loans among banks three
times starting last summer. It’s now at
5.25 percent. Each time, the Fed cited a
lack of inflation danger signals in justi-
fying its move.

Greenspan questioned in his speech

recent Commerce Department figures on
growth — such as last year’s final quar-
ter increase of 0.9 percent at an annual
rate. “‘Faulty data could be arising in
part because business purchases are
increasingly concentrated in items that
are expensed but which market prices
suggest should be capitalized,”’ he said.
Thus, ‘“we may be underestimating the
growth of our.GDP and productivity.”

As workers and companies become
more productive, increased efficiency
lessens chances that prices will rise, and
Greenspan said he sees progress in the
fight against inflation.

‘‘Increases in producers’ costs and in
output prices, for example, proved to be
a little lower last year than many had
anticipated,”’ he said. The producer
price index for finished goods, which
measures prices paid to producers, rose

just 2.2 percent last year.

“While it is too soon to draw any
definitive conclusions, this experience”
with producer prices ‘‘provides some ten-
tative evidence that basic, ongoing
changes in the structure of the economy
may be helping to hold down business

costs and price pressures,”’ Greenspan
said. Communications technology also
has helped to cut costs, he said.

However they’'re measured, the gains
in productivity and efficiency likely will
continue for years to come because
many uses for computers remain to be
invented, Greenspan said.

Separately, Robert T. Parry, the San
Francisco Federal Reserve Bank presi-
dent, repeated earlier comments chal-
lenging the notion that current reporting
techniques underestimate economic out-
put. He also questioned theories that the
economy can grow faster than 2 percent
yearly without accelerating inflation.

Parry said he doesn’t see productivity
rising sharply. For one thing, participa-
tion by women in the labor force has sta-
bilized, and there will be no output gains
from larger numbers of women on the
job. He also said that headline-grabbing
worker layoffs in the 1990s aren’t much
greater than mass firings in earlier
decades, and that slimmed-down com-
panies often aren’t any more cost-effi-
cient than before they dismissed employ-
ees.

and found Ariel, a 3-year-old
female, down, then spent 15 min-
utes trying to revive her.

“We know it didn’t drown and we
know it didn’'t have a broken
neck,” Lee said. ‘‘Our rules were
really clear that if we couldn’t find
conclusive evidence that there
was an outside force beyond the
musher’s control, they’'d be with-
drawn. And the mushers agreed to
that.”

Race organizers added a new
rule to the race this year declaring
that mushers would be disqualified
if any of their dogs died on the trail
— unless the death was caused by
“‘external forces’’ beyond a mush-
er’s control, such as a moose or
snowmachine.

Swenson was ‘‘withdrawn’’ from
the race. Under Iditarod rules, that
means he was he is involuntarily
éliminated, but it does not imply
deliberate misconduct.

Lee said in a statement from
race headquarters that ‘‘the irony
that Rick, who exemplifies the
best in dog mushing, has been
impacted by this new rule is
almost beyond belief.

Three days before the 1,151-mile
race started, mushers had protest-
ed an effort to strictly interpret the
rule, contending that a limitless
number of things out of their con-
trol could kill a dog.

But Wayne Pacelle, a vice pres-
ident with the Humane Society of
the United States, said before
Swenson’s ejection that the Idi-
tarod’s new dead dog rule was
‘““cosmetic, not substantive. ... OQur
argument is that the inherent rig-
ors of the race are likely to produce
an occasional dog death — and cer-
tainly dog injuries.”’

Rice-A-Roni adds tasty pastas
to line of ‘San Francisco Treats’

Diversification seems to be the
name of the game in many busi-
nesses these
days, and the
food industry is
no exception.
Rice-A-Roni,
“the San Fran-
cisco treat,” has
branched out
into Pasta Roni
(also the San
Francisco treat,
it says on the
box), possibly
because not
everyone is that crazy about rice.

Whatever the reason, the compa-
ny has a line of boxed pasta side dish-
es, based on its more famous line of
boxed rice side dishes, and we could-
n’t resist trying a couple of them
(since, in fact, I'm not that crazy
about rice and I do the shopping) .

The two flavors we tried are
Parmesan Cheese Sauce Flavor
with Angel Hair Pasta (described
on the box as “Very Thin, Delicaie
Pasta with Parmesan Cheese and

Anderson

Herb Sauce Mix with other natur-
al flavors) and Tenderthin (this
has a trademark) Pasta with
Parmesano Sauce ("Tenderthin
Pasta with Parmesan and
Romano Cheese Sauce Mix with
Other Natural Flavors”).

Label advertising goes like this:
“An Invitation to Pasta Roni. We
are happy to announce that Noodle
Roni is now called Pasta Roni.
That’s because the line includes so
many delicious kinds of pasta. We
have many family favorites like
White Cheddar with Pasta Shells,
Parmesan with Angel Hair Pasta,
and Chicken and Broccoli with
Linguine Pasta. So enjoy Pasta
Roni and our variety of shapes
with flavorful sauces — and wel-
come to our Pasta Roni family.”

The boxed mix with angel hair
pasta was 5.1 ounces; the box of
Tenderthin pasta was 4.8 ounces.
Each cost 99 cents.

Label advertising on both boxes
claimed the products have “Less
Fat Directions,” but if you make
them the regular way, a serving of
the angel hair pasta contains 320
calories, 130 of them from fat; and

the Tenderloin pasta contains, per
serving, 400 calories with 150 of
them from fat.

The box also lists a toll-free

number for consumers to call with-

questions or comments: 1-800-421-
2444, 8:30 a.m.-4:30 p.m. Central
time, Monday through Friday.

The taste-tests turned out to be
very interesting. While both mixes
tasted like boxed mixes — which
they are — they were still tasty and
worth trying. The suggested serv-
ing size is very big (something like
acup), so we were able to get about
twice the amount of seryings from
each box. And they still tasted
good the next day.

I'll probably buy the Pasta
Ronis (Pasta Ronus?) again. For
boxed mixes, they really were
very good. And best of all, they are
easy to prepare. That's a winning
combination in my book.

Black beans, corn, tomatoes, beer blend for chili

This pretty chili blends the black
beans, the yellow of the corn and
the red of the tomatoes.

Beer adds a pleasant, slightly
yeasty flavor, but nonalcoholic
beer works well, too.

WACO, Texas — Diamond Back’s executive chef Kevin Davis admits
to being ‘‘a chocolate and peanut butter freak,”’ so when invited to par-
ticipate in a bake-off to create desserts using Girl Scout Cookies, he

naturally decided to use Do-Si-Dos.

He combined these peanut butter creams with chocolate mousse to
come up with Do-Si-Do Temptation and took top honors at the contest.

Davis was one of seven local chefs to take part in the Bluebonnet Girl
Scout Council’s first dessert bake-off, which was used to call attention
to the arrival of Girl Scout Cookies in Waco.

Participating chefs chose the types of cookie they would use — the
top choices were Do-Si-Dos, Trefoils, Samoas, Tagalongs and Thin Mints
— then added a good portion of creativity to make elegant, indulgent

desserts.

Davis described his dessert as ‘‘a peanut butter mud pie with a lit-
tle banana custard.’’ It combined his passion for chocolate/peanut but-

ter combination and cream pies.

“I'm a cream pie person, so I did a pie,’”’ he explained.
Second place went to Paul Philpot, executive chef/manager at Cafe
Cappuccino, for his Samoa Chew Bars. He used Samoas cookies to make

a crust for chocolate-pecan topping.

Why Samoas? ‘‘They’ve always been my favorite,”” Philpot said.

Jamaican Delight brought third place honors to Carol Scott, cater-
ing director for Aramark Corp. at Baylor University.

Scott said she wanted to make a version of tiramisu, so used Trefoils
in this coffee-flavored layered dessert. ‘‘I had the idea, then chose the

cookie that best suited it,"”’ she said.

The other desserts and the chefs who created them were Mint
Vanilla Tagalong Delight from Mark Carey, executive chef of
the Waco Hilton; Girl Scout Cookie Cake, Allen Meyers, exec-
utive chef for Aramark at Baylor University; Desire (pro-

Couple shares culinary skills at home, work

Sharla and Bart Hotchkiss were
married 30-plus years ago, and
since that time have shared every-
thing, including their home, their
children, their culinary skills —
and ownership of Murray’s Deli in
Midland.

Hotchkiss learned to cook when
he was in junior high school, his
wife said, when his mother allowed
him, his brother and some of their
friends to create gourmet meals in
her kitchen. “They would plan the
menu a week in advance,” Mrs.
Hotchkiss said. “She’d go buy all
the stuff, leave the kitchen and
they cooked these fabulous foods.
The only condition was they had to
eat with her and Dr. Hotchkiss in
a formal setting,” complete with
silver, crystal, china and linen.

As a younger daughter, Mrs.
Hotchkiss said, her own childhood
cooking lessons were not as fre-
quent or as intense as her hus-
band’s. In fact, she laughed, “Bart
taught me how to cook!”

“She came from a pot roast, well
done, burnt beef family,” her hus-
band teased.

“My own family were Southern
cooks, while Bart’s mother was a
gourmet cook,” Mrs. Hotchkiss
said.

Together they taught their two
children, Bret, 30, and Erin, 27, to
enjoy cooking as much as their
parents do. In fact, Hotchkiss said,
their daughter “went to a restau-
rant and liked the food, so she ...
kept trying to duplicate it and
came up with something good.”

The family moved to Midland in
1971 when Hotchkiss was in the
computer business, but opened
Murray'’s in 1983 when he wanted
a good deli sandwich and couldn’t
find one he liked in Midland, Mrs.
Hotchkiss laughed.

Evidently a lot of other Midlan-
ders felt the same way too,

because Murray’s has become
successful enough that it is
expanding — again.

When they cook at home, the
Hotchkisses often cook family
recipes, from one side of the fam-
ily or the other. This one for Aunt
Rachel’s Fudge Sauce won awards
and was published in Southern
Living, Mrs. Hotchkiss said.
