removed the fuses to the air conditioning
system after the occupants activated the
refrigerant cycle despite requests not to do so.
Conserving energy during some months and
squandering energy at other times is not
consistent with Presidential directives con-
cerning energy conservation and reduced
consumption of energy. :

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Global AF activities
part of deterrance

Sometimes, if you’re serving in a
place where not many headlines
are being made, you may wonder
whether what you're doing is
important.

It’s easy to forget how closely
related are the various Air Force
activities throughout the world. An
exercise, an alert or a true
emergency sometimes reminds us
that we’re on a global force —
ready when necessary to team up
not only with other segments of the
U.S. Airforce but with other U.S. or
allied forces.

It’s not only in the Middle East
that potential trouble spots can be
seen. That’s one reason why Air
Force units are stationed in many
areas of the globe.

Today’s potential threat to the
world’s oil supplies reminds us how
closely related — how interdepen-
dent — are the major countries of
the world.

Robert W. Komer, under
secretary of Defense for policy,
said recently at the 17th
International Wehrkunde Confer-

ence in Munich that “maintaining
Western access to the oil supplies
from the volatile Middle East
poses a whole new order of security
problems to both the NATO allies

and Japan.”

He said that “the Soviet invasion
of Afghanistan, near-chaos in
Iran, the Soviet facilities in South
Yemen and Ethiopia, the fragility
of many local regimes and the
internecine conflicts between them
all, create new opportunities for
Soviet political intervention or
force projection in an area where
‘until recently the presence of
Western power had been modest.

“Clearly,” he said, “a major task
for the ’80s is to achieve a more
.secure deterrent balance in this
area. Clearly this task must be
assumed primarily by the United
States in conjunction with
threatened local regimes, because
Europe’s capabilities for force
projection in this area have
atrophied. Even for the United
States the task will be costly and

difficult, both because of the
enormous distances involved and
the lack of readily available bases.

The under secretary of Defense
said that ‘“to the extent that
Europe’s ability to respond to this
common concern is limited,
however, there is something else
that it can do. It can do more to
assure credible NATO defense,
while the United States accelerates
its efforts to ensure adequate
common access to the oil of the
Middle East.

“The same rationale,” he said,
“applies to Japan, which is even
more dependent on Middle East oil
than most Europeans.

“This is not just a matter of
equitable burdensharing,” said
Mr. Komer, “important as thisis. It
may well be a matter of survival.”

He added: “On the other hand,
developments in East Asia offer
improved prospects for stability in
the 1980s. There is a strong
community of strategic interest
emerging between NATO, Japan

ness.

‘“Commanders and supervisors must,
therefore, make it clear that sexual harassment
by word or deed will not be condoned.

“Air Force people must feel free to bring
discrimination complaints forward for swift and
just resolution. It is important that this message
is received and understood by all.

“The equal treatment of peopleis mandated by
law, is the correct thing to do, and is an essential
part of the Air Force way of life,” General Allen
stated.

Bicycle safely

Today bicycling is more popular than ever. And more bicycles on
the road translates to higher risk of being involved in an accident.

There are more than 40 million bicycles in America. More than 60
million people enjoy bicycling. It is popular today for several
reasons. It’s good exercise, environmentally clean and a great
sport. Futhermore, if the price of gasoline rises as predicted,
bicycles will look even more attractive as a means of
transportation.

Bicycles are not just for kids. Most of the imported bicycles today
are built for adults. Accident statistics reflect this trend. In 1970, 66
per cent of bike accident deaths involved people less than 15 years
old. By 1978 43 per cent were to that age group. However, twenty-
one per cent of those 1,000 deaths were to people 25 or older. Also
cyclists should consider that there are about 50,000 disabling
injuries to bicycle riders each year.

With the disabling injuries and fatal accidents caused by bicycles
each year, safety has to be the bicycle riders number one concern.
Bikeways, marked bicycle streets and bike routes have become one
of the most dramatic developments today. Several hundred existin
communities across the Nation. Before you take a bike route etc.,
you should give your bicycle a thorough safety check. Some of the
things you should check are reflector and headlamps for night
riding. Also, look for loose bolts and other items that could cause
your bicycle to malfunction.

Also, before you enter the street, you should remember these rules
for safe cycling. Observe all traffic regulations, keep to theright,do
not ride more than two abreast, ride in a straightline, slow down at
all intersections, always give pedestrians the right-of-way, watch
for cars pulling into traffic lanes, use proper hand signals for turns
and keep your bicycle under control.

Remember, to avoid a disabling injury or fatal accident, be
courteous, alert and safe!

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Carter orders halt
Freeze: to ‘full-time’ hiring

President Carter has announced an immediate
“limited freeze” on federal civilian hiring. Its
duration is indefinite.

Full-time permanent civilian vacancies
existing as of Feb. 29, 1980, or becoming vacant
after that date, may not be filled except at the
rate of one person hired for every two vacancies
that occur after that date.

According to Joe Ireland, chief of Civilian
Personnel here, only about 15 positions should be
affected at Reese.

Air Force units that have exceeded the
restriction because of new employees hired after
Feb. 29 may keep those employees until enough
vacancies occur to meet the one-for-two ratio.
There is no restriction against filling vacancies
by reassigning present employees, including
promotions and demotions. There is no freeze on
promotions.

Also, there is no restriction against displaced
or overseas employees registered in the DOD
Priority Placement Program. These employees
get certain priority consideration in filling job
vacancies.

Major commands, separate operating agencies
and individual bases may set their own hiring
priorities within the one-for-two restriction to
ensure that basic services are not interrupted.
Only the secretary of Defense can approve
requests to exceed restrictions for emergency
hiring needs that major commands and separate
operating agencies cannot meet by internal
adjustments.

DOD agencies may not hired part-timers in
place of full-time employees. Temporary duty
assignments, conversions of civilian positions to
military, contracting out and other devices,
when used to avoid the hiring restrictions, are
prohibited.
