Safety editorial

Memorial Day began almost 112
years ago. Its birthplace was in
Columbus, Miss., where a tribute
was paid to the Civil War warriors
who died in battle. We now have a
national holiday set aside in
memory of all those who have died
in defense of our country.

Perhaps we should set aside
another day each year in memory
of those who have died needlessly
in U.S. highway crashes. And why
not? More people have been
slaughtered on our highways than
in all U.S. wars combined and this
includes over half a million who
died in the Civil War alone.

Scores of people are killed and
thousands crippled in car wrecks
every ~day. It’s commonplace.

These tragic events are seldom
publicized outside the immediate
area where they occur.

Major wars, on the other hand,
occur in cycles of 10 to 20 years and
make big headlines around the
world - sensationalized -- sells
papers! We never see front page
headlines reading, “CARS KILL
150 AMERICANS TODAY” or
“5,000 AMERICANS CRIPPLED
ON HIGHWAYS TODAY’.
Although these headlines would be
true and accurate on almost any
given day in the year, they’re never
printed. But rest assured, if that
many people died in a single train
or plane crash, the entire world
would know about it within a few
hours.

The solution to highway carnage
will neither be found in Congress

nor in Detroit -- it restswith the
individual. We should keep this in
mind during the forthcoming
Memorial holiday and the ensuing
summer months; a fun-filled period
of vacations, outdoor recreational
activities and extended driving.
Although a lot of fun, it’s also the
most deadly time of the year.
Vehicle mishaps usually lead the
death toll with drownings running
a close second.

In a nut shell, here’s what to do;
Buckle those equator hoops (safety
belts), obey the double nickels (55
mph), use the buddy system during
water activities and practice
temperance. Have fun, but take
time-out to reflect on the reason
you have time off on Memorial Day
and give some thought to the
“Never Printed Headlines”.

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‘Years of danger, crisis’
warns Secretary Mark

“It does not require an astute prophet to
predict that the 1980’s will be years of
danger, years of crisis. That word ‘crisis’ is
the central issue, I think, because it
expresses an attitude toward events as well
as reflecting the events themselves,” said
Secretary of the Air Force Hans Mark.

Dr. Mark described the crisis this nation
will face during this dedade and what the
Air Force will do to face this crisis during a

community dining-out at Tinker AFB,

Okla.

“The most serious danger we face right
now is our dependen
second danger, he pdinted out, is a clear
change in the overall military balance
between the United States and the Soviet
Union.

“A third danger to us — and this is one
that is most vexing right now — is the
problem of dealing with terrorist activities
and of protecting our citizens overseas
from injury by terrorists,” said Dr. Mark.

To face these crises, the secretary said,
“First and foremost, we must realize that
we are a great world power, with
correspondingly great world-wide respon-
sibilities.

“Second, we must bend every effort to

become, once again, roughly independent

of foreign supplies of oil.

“The third thing we must do is to
modernize our military forces so that they
are capable of meeting the military threat
that the Russians and their allies will

on foreign oil.” A

To do this, Dr. Mark believes the Air
Force has three priorities. !

‘“First, we : 5
must make cer-
tain that we can
maintain stra-
tegic equiva-
lence in our
nuclear deter-
rent forces.

“The second
thing we must
do is to make
certain that we
have the mobi-
lity to establish
our presence
anywhere in
theworldwhen-
ever it needs to
be done. ;

“These, then, are the military steps that I
believe the Air Force needs to take in order
to create a situation where the United
States will once again grow and match the
military potential of the Russians.

continue to present in the 1980’s.
