HarvestingGrass

SeedCan Return

Profit to Farmer
Farmers and ranchers of iho

California Creek and Wlchltn-Braz- os

Soil Conservation Dis-

tricts mny realize a profit from an
otherwlso unconsidered source of

income this year by harvesting
grassseed.The price of grassseed
has lncrensed considerably duo to
the extended drouth which limited
production and increased demand
by the conservation reserve pro-

gram of the soil bank.

Farmers or ranchers who have
native grass sites that are pro-

ducing seed should consider the
possibility of harvesting the seed.
The sites should bo located and
examined to see if yields will be
enough to justify harvest. This
can be done by sampling the grass
site according to nn established
sampling procedure tn cstimato
seed yields per acre.

When the seed are fully rlpo or
hard, or In the hard dough stage,
the moisture content Is low enough
for storage, and the seed are
usually highest in gcrmlnntlon.
Seed harvested in the milk or
soft dough stage are improperly
developed, often shrivelled, poor
in color and low In germination.

A variety of equipment can bo
used ill harvesting grass seed
depending upon the particular
seed crop to be harvested. Com-

bines are usually satisfactory in
harvesting most seed when they
are in the hard dough stage, al-

though some grasses have a ten-

dency to shatter and other meth-
ods are more effective. Minor
changes are often necessary on
combines to handle various seed.

Strippers of various types are
used with great success. Ono
tync using reel bats with flappers
to strip the seed from the stems.
This method tends to leave the
unripened seed only removing the
ripe seed. This typo of harvest
yields excellent clean mature
seed.

Binders arc useful for harvest-
ing seed sincecutting can be dono
several days before combining.
Bundles should be hnndlcd easy
to keep shattering to a minimum.
Hauling and handling should be
dono during early part of the
morning. l

To some extent hand harvest
ing is done. This is expensive and
used only when the nrea Is small, .

or the seed are in various stages
of ripening, and their value war-
rants such treatment.

Straight run grass seed usually
are too trashy for planting and
recleaning is necessary. This
may be done with a hammermill
with some seed or bv using clean-
ers and separatorsthat arc avail-
able at large seed stores that do
custom cleaning.

After allowing a few months of
curing or dormancy a sample
analysis should be taken for test-
ing to determine theper cent of
germination of the seed. ThB will
give a scale in selling the seed or
in setting planting rates it the
farmer intends to use them him-
self.

New Dollar Bill

First New 'Model'
Since1929

The United Stntcs got a new
dollar bill Oct. 1, notes n writer
In The Christlnn Science Monitor.
Continuing, the writer points out
tha' ths is the first new "model"
since 1029 when those king-siz-e
dollar bills (that were really
worth n dollnr) were replaced by
the small "economy size" ones
we now use.

The Bureau of Engraving
printing presses have been turn-
ing out these new dollar bills at
the rate of 288,000 a day for
some weeKs. mere now is a
stockpile of 25,000,000 of them
enough to begin distribution on a
national scale.

There ore roughly some 1,202,-000,0-00

dollar bills now in circula-
tion so your immediate chance
of getting one of the new ones is
for the moment relatively small.
But within a year or slightly more
It Is expected all our dollar bills
will be newones. The life expect-
ancy of a dollar bill is about 13
months.

Phrnso Added
The wear and tear they get in

the normal course of business
makes them too limp for further
use after thnt period. Which
means that about every year some
1,200,000,000 bills are burned. Thus
the turn-ov- er In dollar bills is
about complete every 13 months.
And their destruction, It might be
noted, Is attended with as elab-
orate precautions as is their
printing.

The basic design of the 1957
dollar, showing George Washing-
ton's portrait on the face and both
sides of the Great Seal of the
United 3tates on the back, Is the
same.

Winter Cover Crops
Highly Beneficial
To the Soil

The winds and tains that clmr-acteii-ze

winter weather often rob
the farmer of valuable top soil
thiough erosion not to mention
the hidden damngc from leach-
ing. But farmers can prevent
wintertime destruction of their
land by planting cover crops.

But it must be lemcmbered that
cover crops do more than just
protect the land, says R. J. Hod-
ges extension agronomist. These
crops improve the soil Itself, lead-
ing to increased yields.

Many growers have discovered
winter legumes Increases

their cotton and corn yields, more
than paying for the time
and money spent in putting le-

gumes in, points out the agrono-
mist. These cover plants do not
interfere with other crops, coming
at a time when farm work slows
down. They are turned under to
add plant food, especially nitro-
gen to the soil during the slack

In the spring. Grazing, hay,
silage or seedtaken from the wln- -.

ter crop will provide other sources
I of income for the farm, he adds.
. Annual winter legume crops
I named by Hodges include vetch,
Austrian winter peas, crimson
lover, burr clover and sweet clo-

ver. Some operators use a com-
bination of annual grass and an-
nual legume while others prefer
the annual grass alone.

To Be DecidedBy Voters Nov. 5
On Tuesday, November 0, vot-e- is

of Texas will decide whether
they want to let the state set up
a $loo million bort owing fund for
local wa'er projects, increase an-

nual welfare payments of $5 mil-

lion a J ear, and increase state
employeecontributions to the state
workers retirement system.

Nine ndd.tional constitutional
amendments will be voted on in
November, 1958, but these three
are to be submitted this year The
League of Women Voters of Texas
points out that since the Texas
Constitution was adopted in 1876
the voters have approved 226 nnd
defeated 87 amendments to it. On
a strictly mathematical basis,
then, the odds the pending amend-
ments will be adopted are about
five ' one

The water amendment would
create a board with authority to
issue state bonds up to $100 mil
lion; and the legislature, by a
two-thir- ds vote, could authorize
the board to issue another $100
million They could not bear more
than four per cent Interest a
year, says the league.

Money from the sale of the
bonds would be made available to
river authorities, conservation and'
reclamation districts, interstate
compact commissions to which
Teas is a party, cities, municipal
corporations,, and other political
subdivisions. The money would
hae to be repaid to tnc state,
with interest.

Projects for which the state
could pass out the money would
include control, storing and pre-
serving of storm and flood waters
and waters of rivers and streams,
the acquisition, improvement and
construction of dams, reservoirs,
and other water storage projects.

The legislature passed a law
setting ou. further details: it will
go into effect if the amendment is
adopted It provides the board
(appointed by the governor) will
have a lawyer, an engineer, a
farmer or rancher,a businessman,
and two men In public or private
finance

The state cannot help any one
political subdivision more than $5
million, or one-thi- rd of, the cost
of the project, whichever is less.
The money would be loaned to
the subdivision by buying its
bonds or other securities. The
interest rate for the subdivisions
would be the one of those two
which is the greater amount: the
weighted average effective inter-
est rate on all state bonds sold
under the act plus one half of
one percent, or the effective in-

money and $21 state money, un-- .

less the federal participation In- -
creased, witn tne state now con-
tributing $20 the upper limit is
$58; with the state contributing
$21 it would be $60.

THE NEW retirement amend-
ment would in enabling legisla-
tion to carry it out set a mini-
mum retirement benefit of $30 a
month. Employees would contrib-uat-e

4.5 per cent of their salaries
to the retirementsystem, with the
state matcning. Instead of com-
puting retirement benefits on the
basis of prior service, presentcon-
tributions, and future contribu-
tions based on future pay, the en-
abling act would basethem on the
average annual pay of nn em-
ployee for the five highest con-
secutive years during the last ten
years of his service. No annuities
or benefits already approved
would be reduced, and for the
next ten years no one entitled to
a service retirementbenefit would
receive less under the new sys-
tem than under the present law.

Leaflet Available
On New Hybrid
Sorghum

A white-seed- ed sorghum hybrid,
showing a very favorable per
formance when compared with the
other hybrids, has been develop-
ed by the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station and the U. S.
Department of Agriculture. Seed
will be available in limited quan-
tify for the 1958 crop.

This new hybrid, RS 630, is the
first white-seed- ed hybrid released
by the Texas Agricutural Experi-
ment station. In 25 tests in nine
states, it yielded 67 bushels per
acre higher than any of the other
hybrids tested. It is a medium-earl-v

grain sorghum hybrid that
matures in 50 to 100 days after
planting. The head is well aboe
tho urpor leaf and dries readily,
thereby permitting harvesting
soon after the grain is mature.

A recent relased leaflet. L-3-

gives detailed information on this
new hybrid. It contains sections
on parentage, yield record, pro-

duction of certified seed and gives
a complete description. This leaf-

let may be obtainedfrom the Agri-

cultural Information Office, Col-

lege Station.
